"Hello everyone. Today, I want to tell you about what a normal day is like for me as a student 
who is getting a higher degree here in Dhaka. 

My alarm wakes me up around 7:00 in the morning. I try not to sleep more because I know it's 
better to start the day on time. After washing up and praying, I eat a small breakfast, like bread 
and tea. While eating, I quickly check my emails for anything important from my teachers or 
classmates. 
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By 8:00 AM, I try to be at my desk and ready to study. What I do depends on the day and how 
far along I am with my research. Some mornings, I read a lot. I look at papers and books for my 
main study. I take notes and try to understand everything. 

Other mornings, I work on my research. This could be using computers in the lab, looking at the 
information I've gathered, or writing parts of my big paper. What I do changes, but I always try 
to make progress. 

Around 1:00 in the afternoon, I take a break to eat lunch. I often eat with other students in my 
program. It's nice to talk, share problems about our research, and sometimes just relax. 

From about 2:00 PM to 5:00 PM, I usually go to classes, talks, or meetings with my main 
teacher. The classes teach me the important ideas, and the talks show me what other research 
is happening. Meeting with my teacher helps me know if my main study is going well. 

After these, around 5:00 PM, I try to do some exercise. Maybe I walk around the school, go to 
the gym, or just stretch in my room. It helps me think clearly after sitting and studying for a long 
time. 

In the early evening, from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM, I often do more studying. I might look at my 
notes from the day, plan what I need to do tomorrow, or read something that's not too hard. I 
also try to talk to my family and friends. 

Dinner is usually around 8:00 PM. After eating, if I have a lot of work, I might study or write for 
another couple of hours. But I try not to work too late so I can get enough sleep. 

Around 10:00 PM or 11:00 PM, I try to relax before bed. I might read a different kind of book, 
listen to music, or just do nothing. I try to go to sleep by 11:00 PM or 12:00 AM so I'm ready for 
the next day. 

Of course, every day is a little different. Some days I have more classes or lab work, and other 
days I have more time to study on my own. There are also times when I have to meet deadlines 
or go to conferences, which changes my routine. But this is generally what a day looks like for 
me as I work towards my higher degree.

Durga Puja was so colorful, with beautiful decorations and lots of people celebrating 
together. We would get special treats and enjoy the festive atmosphere. These times really 
brought the whole community together. 

I also remember exploring the areas around our home. There were ponds where we would try 
to catch small fish, and open fields where we could run around freely. These simple adventures 
felt so big and exciting when I was a kid. Cumilla has a lot of history, and sometimes we would 
visit old temples or historical sites, which was always interesting. 

Growing up in Cumilla taught me the importance of community, family, and finding joy in 
simple things.

pluralization rules we discussed earlier!

4. They Often Use Articles (a, an, the): 
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• Common nouns are frequently preceded by articles, especially when referring 
to non-specific instances.  

o Indefinite articles (a, an): Used when referring to a general or non-specific 
noun.  

 Example: I saw a dog in the park. (any dog) 
 Example: She ate an apple. (any apple) 

o Definite article (the): Used when referring to a specific noun that is known to 
the speaker and listener.  

 Example: The dog barked at me. (a particular dog) 
 Example: The river flows through the city. (a specific river) 

5. They Can Be Countable or Uncountable: 
• As we just discussed, common nouns can fall into either category.  

o Countable: Can be counted and have singular and plural forms (car, house, 
friend). 

o Uncountable: Cannot be easily counted and generally don't have a plural form 
(water, air, advice). 

6. Pay Attention to Context: 
• Sometimes, the same word can function as a common noun in one context and 

something else (like a proper noun) in another.  
o Common Noun: I visited the park. 
o Proper Noun: We went to Central Park. 

7. Expand Your Vocabulary: 
• The more common nouns you know, the more precisely you can express yourself. Pay 

attention to the nouns used in your reading and listening. 
8. Practice Using Them: 

• The best way to master common nouns is to use them in your own sentences, both in 
writing and speaking.
