If the object is personal 

pronoun

Phrasal Verb Should 

not be separated

If there is very long object



I write down everything the 
teacher says.

I write everything the teacher 
says down.



• I decided to throw away the old clothes and shoes 

I got from my siblings.

• I decided to throw the old clothes and shoes I got 

from my siblings away.



Can not be 

separated 
If more than one particle



I’m not going to put up with his lies.

Put up = tolerate



I’m looking forward to hearing from you.

Look forward to = anticipate;

Wait for with pleasure.



He strikes as a good manager.

He never looks down on his colleagues.

Look down on = feel that someone is less important than you are.
