


Neo-classical

- The Neoclassical Period is so named because it represents a "new"
(neo) interest in the classical ideals, art, and culture of ancient Greece
and Rome. This period, spanning roughly the late 17th to early 19th
centuries, saw a revival of the classical principles of balance, order,

reason, and decorum in art, literature, and architecture.



Reason and Logic

* Neoclassicism emphasized rational thought and intellectualism, aligning with the
Enlightenment's focus on reason as a guiding principle for human behavior and

society.

 Emotion and imagination were often subordinated to logic and decorum.

Features (Literature)

Neoclassical literature mirrored classical ideals of order, logic, and
decorum. It favored rational thought, clear expression, and

didacticism.



Theatre

Neoclassical theatre focused on strict adherence to the classical unities (unity of
time, place, and action) and often portrayed characters in a moralizing or

instructive way.

2. Emphasis on Reason and Rationality
3. Social Order and Morality

4. Formalism and Adherence to Rules

5. Satire and Wit
