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The present global recession is also related to the solvency of the financial institutions indeed although it is
caused by liquidity. The present financial institutions could not rescue yet their accounts from excessive debt (or,
liabilities). The reason is that this crisis of the banks has spread in the entire society. Like general people, the
government also is inflicted by such excessive burden of debt beyond its capacity. These very factors are
restricting the capacity of the banks to lend money, the ability of the common people to spend money, and the
power of companies to invest money. It is a matter of relief that the global economy has come back from the
abyss of the financial crisis just in the middle of the current year. The advanced economic forces like USA,
England, Spain, Italy and other European forces as well as some emerging economic forces of Europe have not yet
declared recovery of their economy from depression for the mixed results in the first half of the year. However,
statistics shows that the main pillars of world economies like Australia, Germany, France and Japan and most of
the developing economics like China, India, Brazil, other Asian countries and Latin America are emerging slowly
from depression. There are many reasons behind this slow growth. The unemployment rate is increasing by leaps
and bounds in the USA as well as other countries. This rate will have reached 10% by 2010 in the developed
nations. This fact will act as a deterrent in creating demand in the market and in the recovery of banks.

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< Englisht Prime Minister Shelkh Hasina_tqday handed over 53,340 more houses to the landless and homeless
families asa part of (her government of not remaining homeless of anyone in the country.SThe premier
inaugurated the distribution of tin-shed—pucca houses on two decimals of land under the second’phase of the
Ashrayan-2 project on virtual platform joining from her official Ganabhaban residence here this morning. On
January 23 last, over 69,904 homeless and landless families received houses from the prime minister under the
first phase of the project on the occasion of the birth centenary of Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman. Besides, 100,000 more houses will be given by December next as part of the government’s move
to rehabilitate the country’s homeless people. Under the scheme, joint ownership of two-decimal land alongside a
modern abode will also be given to both husband and wife of each family. Each family is getting the assets worth
some Taka 2.6 lakh, as the value of two-decimal land is on an average Taka 50,000. The construction cost of every
house is nearly Taka 2 lakh, while the cost of utility connection (electricity and gas) is around Taka 10,000. Sheikh
Hasina had undertaken the Ashrayan project in 1997 and a total of 373,562 houses have so far been given to
homeless and landless families under the Ashrayan project run by the Prime Minister’s Office (PMO).

Today, the highest 12,436 houses were given in Rangpur division, while 10,547 in Chattogram, 7,630 in Dhaka, 7,172
in Rajshahi, 7,153 in Barishal, 911 in Khulna, 2512 in Mymensingh and 1979 in Sylhet division. According to the
lists prepared under the Ashrayan project, the number of homeless and landless families (under class-K) is 293,361
in the country, while the number of only homeless families (under class-Kha) is 592,261. A theme song on the
Ashrayan project was played at the house distribution ceremony.
