2. Non-finite verb: Verb that never completes the full
sense or expression of a sentence.

Example: He wants to leave, He was allowed to go.
Finite verbs are of three types :

1. Transitive Verb: Verbs are those that require an
object to make the sense clear. (@ Verb @3 object

Example: he did the sum.

2. Intransitive Verb: Verbs are those that don’t
require any object to make the sense clear. (t@ Verb
