> We join the PM's call to the United Nations to recognize March 25 as the International
Genocide Day. The failure of the UN to officially recognize the genocide of 1971 has long
been a painful reality for the people of Bangladesh. It is mindboggling that despite
overwhelming evidence of the atrocities committed by the Pakistani Army against
unarmed civilians of East Pakistan (now Bangladesh) - which included the most brutal
forms of torture, murder and sexual violence, driven by racial hatred and bigotry - the
UN has consistently chosen not to term these crimes against humanity as genocide. This
in the backdrop of the international body recognizing other genocides, such as those in
Armenia, Bosnia, Cambodia and Rwanda. The acts listed by the 1948 Genocide Convention
that constitute genocide include killing members ‘of a group, causing serious bodily or
mental harm to members of the group, and deliberately inflicting on the group
conditions of life calculated to bring about its physical destruction in whole or in part.

Reliable infrastructure plays a key role in economic growth. Studies have found positive relationship between
infrastructure and economic output in many countries. This happens through gross domestic capital
formation, employment, trade and human capital. Good infrastructure enhances productive capacity and
improves competitiveness of a country. This is ample evidence that infrastructure and output are mutually
beneficial. That is, infrastructure boosts output and higher output also leads to better infrastructure. The
Padma Bridge is estimated to increase the GDP of the country by more than one percent. It will benefit
about three crore people across 21 south-western districts of Bangladesh. These districts will be connected
with the growth centres through better connectivity. They can be used as economic corridors. This will
create opportunities for employment and income. The trm&tion system will be-improved as movement
of people will be enhanced. Supply chains within the country will be connected better. Goods and services
will move smoothly from one place to another. People from the south-western parts are also expected to
have better access to education, health care and other services. Not only will people move to the urban areas
easily, opportunities will also come to the rural areas. This will change the rural economy which is already
undergoing transformation. The share of the agriculture sector to the GDP of the country has declined
significantly with the emergence of non-farm activities in the rural areas. This was facilitated by several

» Blue economy can play a significant role in eradication of poverty contributing to food and
nutrition security, mitigation and adaptation of climate change, and generation of sustainable and
inclusive livelihoods. Therefore, blue economy requires a balanced approach between conservation,
development and utilization of marine and coastal eco-systems, all oceanic resources and services
with a view to enhancing value and generates decent employment, and secures productive marine
economy and healthy marine eco-systems, Primarily, blue economy should have adequate focus on
well-being and livelihood of people. Secondly, engagements between countries and stakeholders on
blue economy should be based on the principles of mutual trust and respect, equitable mutual
benefit and sharing of benefits to secure sustained and beneficial outcome of all ocean-centric
enterprises. It is needless to say that for most of the developing states, particularly for Bangladesh
making transition to blue economy world, entail fundamental and systemic changes in their policy,
management and governance frameworks. It will also necessitate the identification of various
maritime economic functions. Because, maritime functions in the context of blue economy are not
related to economic sectors only; they cover the relevant maritime value chains including
