Assertive Sentence এর েক্ষে�: added/ further added/ also 
said/ again said

Interrogative Sentence এর েক্ষে�: also asked/ further asked/ 
again asked

Direct: The manager said to me, “You can stop working 
now. You can come tomorrow.”
Indirect: The manager told me that I could stop working 
then. He added that I could come the next day.

3. Reported Speech শুধু Yes থাকেল,

Indirect: Subject + replied in the affirmative.
Or, Subject + do/ does/ did/ was/ were/ has/ have/ had.

Direct: Arik said to me, “Have you done your task?”. I said, 
“Yes”.
Indirect: Rifa asked me if I had done my task. I replied in 
the affirmative.
Or, Indirect: Rifa asked me if I had done my task. I said that 
I had.

Reported Speech এ Yes এর পর েকান ব�বয্ থাকেল,
Indirect: Subject + replied in the affirmative + and said that.

Direct: Arif said to Atif, “Have you reached home?” “Yes, I 
have come home safely.”, said Atif.
Indirect: Arif asked Atif if he had reached home. Atif replied 
in the affirmative and said that he had gone home safely.
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Reported Speech শুধু Yes থাকেল,

Indirect: Subject + replied in the negative.
Or, Subject + do/ does/ did/ was/ were/ has/ have/ had + 
not.
Direct: Tania said to me, “Have you got a new haircut?.” I 
said, “No.”
Indirect: Tania asked me if I had got a new haircut and I 
replied in the negative.
Or, Indirect: Tania asked me if I had got a new haircut. I 
said that I had not.

Reported Speech এ Yes এর পর েকান ব�বয্ থাকেল,

Indirect: Subject + replied in the affirmative + and said that.

Direct: Arif said to Atif, “Have you reached home?” “No, it 
will take one more hour”, said Atif.
Indirect: Arif asked Atif if he had reached home. Atif 
replied in the negative and said that it would take one 
more hour.

4. Direct Speech এ ‘Sir’ থাকেল

Indirect: Addressing as Sir
Or, Sir এর পিরবেতর্ Respectfully

Direct: The waiter said to him, “Sir, I will take your order.”
Indirect: The waiter told him respectfully that he (s) would 
take his (L) order.
Or, Indirect: Addressing him as Sir, the waiter told him that 
he (S) would take his (L) order.
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5. Reported Speech এ যিদ কাউেক সে�াধন (Address) করা হয়,

Indirect: Addressing as + - - - - -

Direct: “Are you tired, friends?” said the Army chief.
Indirect: Addressing them as friends, the army chief asked if 
they were tired.

6. Direct Speech এ By Allah/ By Jove/ By God/ By my life 
থাকেল,
Indirect: Swearing by Allah/ by Jove/ by God/ by my life

Direct: “By Allah “, she replied, “I will not do this work.“
Indirect: Swearing by Allah, she replied that she would not 
do that work.

7. Reported Speech এ Thank you থাকেল,

Indirect: Reporting Verb এর Subject + thanked + Reporting 
Verb এর object.

Direct: She said to him, “Thank you.”
Indirect: She thanked him.

8. Reported Speech এ Good bye থাকেল,

Indirect: Reporting Verb এর Subject + bade + Reporting Verb 
এর object + good bye.

Direct: She said, “Good bye my buddies.”
Indirect: She bade her buddies good bye.
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9. Reported Speech এ good morning/ good evening/ good 
night থাকেল,

Indirect: Reporting Verb এর Subject + wished + good 
morning/ good evening/ good night.
Direct: He said to her, ‘Good night’.
Indirect: He wished her good night.

10. অেনক সময় Reported Speech এ পূণর্া� Sentence না েথেক
Sentence এর অংশ অথর্াৎ Phrase থাকেল,

Indirect: ব�ার ব�বয্েক অনুসরণ কের উ� Speech েক পূণর্া�
Sentence এ রুপা�র করেত হয়।
Direct: “You’ve served me a good meal. How much to pay 
you?” I said to the waiter.
“Four hundred fifty Taka?”
“Four hundred and fifty is alright.”

Indirect: I told the waiter that he had served me a good 
meal. I also asked him how much I should pay him. I 
further asked him if four hundred fifty taka would do. He 
replied that four hundred & fifty was all right.

Indirect: েসেক্ষে� ব�ার েক্ষে� The speaker এবং ে�াতার েক্ষে�

Direct: “Are you playing tomorrow?” “Yes, I will play 
tomorrow afternoon.”
Indirect: The speaker asked the person spoken to if he (L) 
was playing the next day. The listener replied in the 
affirmative and said that he would play the next afternoon.
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
