Their main food is tiny prawns, insects born in the
pile of rotten leaves and a small type of insects with
wings of Nalnata forest. At night they take shelter in
the midst of reed and grass, not in the earth. They
nest during moonsoon. They nest over the soil using
leaf of grass and others and some other lakes in
hedge and grass land, and even in paddy field. They
lay off 6 to 8 eggs each time. Both of them incubate
them. It takes 20 to 24 days to hatch out the
eggs.The name of this bird is Lalkheni.
