Translation: Bangla to English

Translation is an important part of the written part of the recruitment exam of
Bangladesh Bank and other government banks. There are two types of translation:

1. from Bangla to English
2. from English to Bangla

The examinees can be asked to translate anentire paragraph and sometimes
they need to translate separate sentences. To translate accurately it is very important
to have proper knowledge of English and Bengali grammar. Besides, students
should build up their vocabulary to answer correctly and accurately. Students can do
well in this part of the exam by practicing more and increasing their reading habit.

In this lecture sheet we will practice both passage translation and sentence translation
from Bangla to English.

To translate a sentence from Bangla to English, students should follow the
following steps.

Step 1: Identify the subject of the sentence

Step 2: Identify the verb of the sentence

Step 3: Determine the tense of the verb

Step 4: Understand whether to translate in active voice or passage voice

Appropriate Central Bank response to persistent physical dominance will vary according to

specific country situation, but in all cases, they need to be unrelenting in strong advocacy for
fiscal restraint; insisting on stabilization of public debt and growth of tax basis in tandem with
expansion of public expenditure, so as not to let sovereign borrowing level strain financial stability.
Also, central banks should maintain real interest rates as such levels to dissuade borrowing binge
by public and private sectors. To this end, imposition of levies on inflows of unduly cheap external
capital inflows may also be needed occasionally. Beside these steps in terms of traditional role in
the private profit driven market economy framework, promotion of pursuit of socially responsible
business ethos would help consolidate stability by curbing debt addiction and short-term
speculative profit seeking at the expense of long-term sustainability in the real and financial
sectors.
