There are five forms of pronouns in English : subject pronouns ,  object pronouns , possessive pronouns , possessive adjectives  & reflexive pronouns .
Note : We don’t put any Article (a, an & the ) before Pronouns .

Although Peter had been looking forward to the debate for weeks , a sore throat prevented his taking part.

We use Possessive Pronoun to avoid the repetition of Noun.
Notice these two sentences ;
1. Your idea is better than my idea .
2. Your idea is better than mine.

We notice same person / thing in subject & object position in such kind of sentence pattern .
She killed herself .
Note : Reflexive pronouns can also be used for emphasis .This means that the subject did the action alone . In this case , it normally follows the subject .
Ovijit himself bought these gifts .
Note : We put Reflexive Pronoun after the verbs (Absent, avail, enjoy ,pride).
He prides himself upon the English knowledge .
