You will try to use ONLY three noun phrases. The reason we use this method is because it minimizes the grammar errors that students makes. The three noun phrases are:
1. (noun)(noun)							e.g. electricity production

)2. (noun)(prep)(noun)						e.g. production of electricity
3. the (          ) of (noun)   (relative pronoun) (verb)
e.g. the amount of electricity which was produced
Note:
· very often, you will add a preposition phrase after this noun phrase
e.g. electricity production (in France)/(from coal)
· don’t use “there is/are”; “the highest” or the name of the category – use them later, first learn the above three
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Remember that these phrases are the SUBJECT of the sentence, you still need a main verb and the rest of the sentence
