· processes can be natural or created by people
· natural processes – use active (the bird builds its nest)
· man-made processes – use passive
· use present tense only, whether active or passive
· for the overview, there are two parts:
· first, you use adjectives to describe the process (linear or cyclical; single step, multi-step)
· then, you add “…, which…” and try and divide the process into stages
· if you can’t find stages, try and find some other general information (e.g. which takes ten years, which uses modern and old technology)
· if the process is cyclical, remember to end with “…and the process begins again”
· [bookmark: _GoBack]note the difference between steps and stages. 
· it’s very important to try and divide the process into stages, and try to name them in the overview
· use a new paragraph for each stage
· notice the verbs and nouns that they give you, and try and convert between them
