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® Common Nouns:

A common noun is a general name for a
person, place, thing, or idea, and it is not
capitalized unless it appears at the

beginning of a sentence.

Examples: dog, city, book
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® Proper Nouns:

A proper noun is a specific name for a

person, place, or thing, and it is always
capitalized.

Examples: Rashed, London, Coca-Cola,
Mount Everest.
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® Concrete Nouns:

A concrete noun is a physical object that

can be seen, touched, smelled, tasted, or
heard.

Examples: chair, pizza, car, music.
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® Abstract Nouns
An abstract noun is a concept, idea,
feeling, or quality that cannot be

experienced through the senses.

Examples: love, freedom, courage,
happiness.
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® Countable Nouns:

A countable noun is a noun that can be

counted, and it can be either singular or
plural.

Examples: apple, tree, book, pen.
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¢ Uncountable Nouns:

An uncountable noun is a noun that

cannot be counted, and it is always
singular.

Examples: water, milk, air, sugar.
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® Collective Nouns:
A collective noun is a word that refers to
a group of people, animals, or things as a

single entity.

Examples: family, herd, team, flock.
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® Compound Nouns:
A compound noun is a noun made up of
two or more words that function as a

single unit.

Examples: toothbrush, headache,

swimming pool, high school.
