Speaking Spanish

Spanish pronunciation is quite easy. In Spanish, you will usually find that all the letters in a word are
pronounced. The letter “h” is not pronounced unless it comes after the letter “c”, making “ch” as in chocolate.
Once you have learned how to pronounce the letters, it is easy to work out how to say a word, even if you have
never seen or heard it before.

In this dictionary, we have spelled out each Spanish word in a way that will help you pronounce it. Each syllable
should be pronounced as if it were part of an English word. In each pronunciation, the stress of the word is
indicated by capital letters. For example cuchillo (knife) = koo-CHEE-yo — CHEE is stressed, so you say it a
little bit louder. Below are a few simple rules to help you with this:
