::Adjective Clause:: It is a clause that is used as an adjective in a given sentence. 
::Adverb Clause:: It is a clause that is used as an adverb in a given sentence. 
::Noun Clause:: It is a clause that is used as a noun in a given sentence. 

Noun: It is a word that generalizes a concept. 
Country/Girl/Boy
Adjective: It is a word that specifies or modifies a general concept(noun). 
Mountainous country. 
Smart girl. 
Brilliant boy. 
::Adjective Clause:: It is a clause that is used as an adjective in a given sentence. Therefore, an adjective clause basically modifies a noun(general concept). We know a noun can be used as subject/object/complement/object of a preposition of a sentence. So, an adjective clause can modify subject/object/complement/object of a preposition of a sentence. Usually, an adjective immediately precedes the noun that it modifies. However, an adjective clause follows the noun that it modifies.
