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Objectives Of The In-Country/In-Region Scholarship Programme

As part of the "In-Country/In-Region Scholarship Programme," DAAD offers scholarships for Ph.D. and Masters studies.
The programme is funded by the German Federal Ministry of Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ) and aims
at university staff in the first line, without neglecting the public sector demand of academically trained personnel.

The programme aims at fostering strong, internationally-oriented higher education systems in Sub-Saharan Africa with
the capacity to contribute to sustainable development. To this end, scholarships are granted for development-related
masters or doctoral studies to individuals who plan to pursue a career in teaching and/or research at a higher
education institution in Sub-Saharan Africa. Thus, graduates are qualified to take over key positions at their regions of
origin.

The programme also aims to reinforce the participation of women and underprivileged groups and strengthen the
organizational, financial and personal capacities of partner institutions.

Benefits Of The In-Country/In-Region Scholarship Programme

The value of the scholarship varies from region to region, and from country to country. Generally, the scholarship
covers:

= Tuition fees.

= Travel and visa cost.

= Monthly allowance.

= Study and research allowance.

= Printing allowance.

= Tuition fees.

Method Of Application

via the DAAD portal for the final selection. Please note that the application procedure may differ between regions
and host institutions.

Required Application Documentation

For pre-selection by universities, documents to be submitted may vary from one university to another. Typically, the
following documents are required for the pre-selection and post-selection stages, respectively:

Elaborating On The DAAD In-Region Scholarship Programme In
South Africa

Background Of The Programme

In many developing countries, top-level university teachers are scarce, especially in the area of development-related
subjects, thus limiting the quality of university education. Due to the small number of highly qualified lecturers, it is
not possible to provide enough adequate study places. A well-developed higher education sector is essential for
training the professionals and managerial staff that can be highly conducive to the political, economic, and social
success of developing countries.
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The In-Country/In-Region Programme in South Africa aims to contribute to train highly qualified professionals and
managerial staff for sustainable development in the partner countries and for the development of top-quality,
cosmopolitan universities. The programme thus offers scholarships to future university teachers from developing
countries for postgraduate courses and for doctorates. They study at universities in their home country or at highly
qualified institutions in the region, some of which are organised in networks.

The partner universities and partner institutions are intermediaries but profit directly from the programme through
tuition fees. The regional focus of the programme is sub-Saharan Africa; however, very similar programmes are run in
Central America, South America, South and South-East Asia, and the Middle East.
