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GENERAL INTRODUCTION 

 It's a very nice place to study. The standard of living is incomparable and can not be over-emphasized. 

TUITION:

 Free tuition for postgraduate study both EU and Non-EU students in German public schools (Avoid applying to schools in Baden Wurttemberg, heard they plan implementing tuition fee for Non-EU schools). Hence, very few available scholarships during study are for brilliant and/or indigent students. Nonetheless, you can study through external funding such as ERASMUS scholarship, PTDF, Mobil etc. Otherwise, you fund personal living expenses (deposit of 8790 Euros in a German blocked account as proof of living expenses for a year) , semester fee (less than 200 Euros) and semester ticket (for free transportation through your study city less than 200 Euros). If you have a relative in Germany that can provide a proof that he/she will sponsor your living expenses, the 8790Euros deposit is not required.

ACADEMICS: 

The academic standard is VERY high, VERY INTENSIVE, abundance of facilities and resources. You can be assured of one of the best education in the world. There are opportunities for various researches, exchange programmes with other foreign Universities, research internships on campus or industry and Thesis on campus or industry. 

JOB:

There are job prospects after study depending on your discipline, grade/skills and city. During study, students are officially allowed to work up to 20hrs per week or 120 full days/ 240 half days in a year. Work pay ranges from 8.5-12 Euros per hour for students. On this note, I will emphasize that you might not have time for up to 20hrs work per week except at the expense of your academics or during breaks. The latter also depends but not exclusively, on your German language ability, city, skills, study schedule and other subjective factors. It is not a must but an advantage, depending on the language of instruction of your study. Most English-taught students got here with little or no German language knowledge and they are doing fine.

LANGUAGE: 

Apply to programmes taught in English. Kindly note that learning German language is as important as your study,  especially if you intend staying back to work in Germany after study. Ability to speak the language will also give many more opportunities during study. Universities offer language classes for enrolled students free of charge and you can also learn in Nigeria  (e.g at Goethe Institut Lagos) before travelling. 

APPLICATION: 

Application for Winter semester 2017 admission is on-going. Kindly check on the Universities' websites or start your search from 'Google', depending on your preferences.

You can ask your questions here in this group. 

P. S: Most German Masters programme are for 2years or more. PhD (you get salary) are for 3yrs or more. After study, you have 18months to stay back to search for a job, most times, related to your discipline or field. If no success in this regard, you have to leave Germany for good.

This is just a summary, general and subjective view. I accept liability for omissions or errors. Asking me questions will help to give specific answers. I will advise anyone interested to apply. Also, excellent IT skills is a plus for job opportunities both as student or graduate.
