It is a traditional pattern of ‘Panta bhat’ which is made  from boiled rice 

soaked in water. ‘Hilsha slice’ along with dried fish, pickles, lentil soup, green chilies and onion are servrd with 

‘Panta bhat’. Sweets and ‘Pitha’ are common foods which are specially served in different ceremonies and festivals. 

Basically, ‘Pitha’ is a kind of sweet made at home from rice flour, date juice, sugar syrup, molasses and milk. 

‘Bhapa pitha’, ‘Kulshi pitha’, ‘Patishapta’, ‘Chitai pitha’ are some of the common pithas in our country. Besides, 

some popular sweets are ‘rosgulla’, ‘sandesh’, ‘rasamalai’, ‘gulap jamun’, ‘kal jamun’ and ‘chom-chom’.
