These districts are Panchagarh, Thakurgaon, Dinajpur, Kurigram, Joypurhat, Naogaon, Chapai Nababganj, Natore, Sherpur, Meherpur, Jhenidah, Magura, Faridpur, Manikganj, Narail, Gopalganj, Shariatpur, Satkhira, Khulna, Barisal, Pirozpur, Jhalokati, Bhola, Cox's Bazar, Noakhali, Netrokona, Sylhet, Sunamgonj, Habiganj and Moulvibazar 21 districts have 1001-1500 people per square kilometre. They are Rangpur, Nilphamari, Lalmonirhat, Gaibandha, Bogra, Jamalpur, Rajshahi, Sirajganj, Tangail, Mymensingh, Kishoreganj, Brahmanbaria, Pabna, Kushtia, Chuadanga, Rajbari, Jessore, Madaripur, Laxmipur and Chittagong. Gazipur, Narsingdi and Feni have 1501-2000 people per square kilometre. And Dhaka, Munshiganj, Narayanganj, and Comilla are the inhabitance of above 2000 people per square kilometre. So these are the most densely populated region of the country.
