	According to Sitakundu upazila sources, the dead bodies were identified as Rashed (26) and Azhar Mian (30). Rashed belonged to Mirerhat of the same upazila; while Azhar, son of Jainal Abedin was of Panchagarh district.
Besides, three persons have been missing since the incident. They are Firoz, Babul and Abdullah. 
The fire occurred when the workers were engaged in breaking the ship. It was followed by a big bang in the yard. The two persons were burnt and the bodies were recovered by the fellow workers. The fate of the missing persons is yet to know. 
A case has been filed with Sitakundu upazila in this connection.

Students who use Facebook while they study get significantly lower grades than those who do not, according to psychologists (gb¯@Ë¦we`).

His team studied 219 students aged between 19 and 54 at an American university.

The price of garlic has increased between 15 percent and 25.93 percent, beef 2.13 percent, mutton 4.11 percent, broiler chicken 3.70 percent and Hilsha fish 11.76 percent for the last one-month, according to state owned Trading Corporation of Bangladesh (TCB).


However, vegetables price remained (wQj) same as in the previous week. The prices of loose soybean, palm oil and mug dal remained high.


Common people have shown great concern over this price hike. They want government to take immediate steps to keep the price of daily commodities within their reach.

Staff correspondent : A fair number (A‡bK) of students fail in English every year in public examinations though they study it as a compulsory subject from class 1. A survey conducted (cwiPvwjZ) by the British Council found out different facts (welq) responsible (`vqx) for this condition (Ae¯’v). 

Firstly, students are not motivated (DØy×) to learn this foreign language, rather (eis) they are given short cut technique (†KŠkj) to pass the examination. Flood situation has deteriorated in Khaliajuri upazila in Netrakona as 15,000 people have been marooned and 20,000 hectares of Boro crops damaged.


Floodwater damaged 15,000 hectares of Boro crops at Baghatia, Gondamara, Nogor, Ballobpur and Jagannathpur haor in Khaliajuri. 


A 10-kilometre portion of Jatrabari flood protection embankment (euva) was washed away by floodwater.


Water Development Board sources said the water level of the rivers Kongsha, Dhonu and Ubdakhali rose sharply.


As more people have been flood affected, shortage of drinking water and food has become acute. Different water-borne diseases have spread among the flood victims.


Government relief has yet to reach the flood affected areas. A number of local NGOs and some charity organizations are conducting limited-scale relief activities. But it is very inadequate (Ach©vß) for the victims.


If relief is not distributed among the affected, people have to starve. Oral saline and medicines have become a must for the patients. Doctors say if saline and medicines are not distributed immediately, epidemic may strike the flood affected areas.

Load-shedding cripples city

People of the capital are going through acute power crisis in the peak hours as gas supply is poor. 

The crisis persists as four power plant units are not working well. Two other units had to shut last week due to lack of gas supply.


Technical faults (¯^í¯’vqx Î“wU) and shortage of gas supply force power supply authorities to enforce load-shedding, PDB sources said.


Reports from different areas in the city confirm that load-shedding occurs five to eight times till 12:00 am every day. This disruption in power supply is severely hampering daily life and business activities.


Power Development Board officials say they are trying to improve the situation.


The officials said the country now produces around 4,000 MW of electricity against the demand of over 6,500 MW. 

Academic activities of students at both home and educational institutions are being hampered due to load-shedding. Besides, production at mills and factories, treatment at hospitals and clinics and business activities are also suffering badly.


With the growing demand for electricity, the situation is likely to turn worse if the government fails to find an immediate solution.

Causes and effects of Eve-teasing


Staff Correspondent : Eve-teasing has become a much-talked social disease in Bangladesh nowadays with thousands of women falling victim to it every day.

Whenever the issue comes up, men usually comment that modern women are "responsible" for it. They also point to the clothes women wear in public places.

However, except a few exceptions in the posh zones, women usually wear dresses that cannot be blamed for instigating eve teasing. 


Fourteen female students committed suicides in Bangladesh / our locality in the last few months. They were teased, harassed verbally and physically while they were going to educational institutions. All of these unfortunate girls were in uniforms.

As soon as he along with others moved 20 feet towards the staircases (wmuwo), the building began collapsing.


“Darkness engulfed (MÖvn¨ Kiv) the entire place with dust. I heard screams (wPrKvi) around me. My heart started pounding,” said Mahmudur, a quality inspector of Ethar Tex Ltd. 


After sometime, a ray of hope emerged when he saw a faint (èvb) light. 


“A lot of things and memories came across my mind. I was thinking about my wife and children,” 

Shipu Begum, a sewing operator of Phantom Apparels said: “I saw the hole of an exhaust fan around 20 feet away. With every bit of energy in me, I crawled to the hole.”


Some rescuers (D×viKvix) saw her after she started screaming for help, she said, adding that a few more workers came out through the same hole.


The workers said many of their colleagues trapped in debris (aŸsm¯@‚c) were still alive and they could not move, as walls and machines had fallen on them.

200 shanties gutted in city fire

Cox’s Bazar, 13 March, 2017 : Alam (not his real name), a twenty-seven year-old Bangladeshi, smuggled Yaba tablets across Bangladesh from the Burmese border without the knowledge of Bangladeshi authorities for over six months. The only reason he decided to stop his involvement (m¤•„³Zv) with the drug trade was that he was cheated by a partner.


Alam said in a recent interview that he smuggled Yaba tablets from Teknaf to the capital of Dhaka because of the high profitability, and that he bought Yaba tablets from a dealer who lives in Teknaf.


Alam has now stopped smuggling (†PvivPvjvb) Yaba tablets since the fall-out with his main partner. He also said that Bangladeshi authorities are becoming more alert about Yaba smuggling across Bangladesh.


Like Alam, many Bangladeshi and Burmese nationals have engaged themselves in Yaba smuggling from the Bangladesh-Burma border. They are doing it as they realize the tremendous possibility for profits compared to working in normal, legal jobs.


According to different sources (Drm), several Bangladeshi and Burmese nationals were recently arrested with thousands of Yaba tablets by different departments of Bangladeshi authorities in multiple places along the border, in Chittagong, and in Dhaka.

14 injured, no damage reported

Abul Kalam Azad of Bangla department who jumped from the window of his second-floor room at Ziaur Rahman Hall broke his leg, reports our DU correspondent.


People from different parts of the city including Dhanmondi, Mirpur, Kataban, Shantinagar, Rajabazar, Eskaton, Jatrabari, Uttara and Lalmatia also came out of their houses in fear.


Abul Kalam, who works at a private organisation, said he suddenly woke up with the feeling that he was sleeping on a cradle. "In seconds I realised that it was earthquake. I screamed in fear and immediately (Zvr¶wYKfv‡e) took everyone of my family out of home."


Ten minor or moderate (gvSvwi gvÎvi) earthquakes have so far hit the capital this year.

Bangladesh to go under water

World temperatures (ZvcgvÎv) are increasing (evo‡Q) day by day (w`bw`b). This increase in global warming (Dòvqb) is caused by increased amounts of carbon dioxide around the earth. Most climatologists (Rjevqywe`) believe that the greenhouse effect is the likely (m¤¢ve¨) cause of this global warming.

It results (N‡U) from the destruction and burning down of tropical rain forests, traffic that clogs up city streets, the rapid growth of industry, the use of chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) in packaging and manufacturing commercial products, the use of detergents such as washing powder and washing-up liquid.


Climatologists predict (fwel¨ØvYx K‡ib) that midway (gvSvgvwS) through the next century, temperatures may have risen (evo‡Z cv‡i) by as much as 40C. This could catastrophically reduce (n«vm Ki‡Z cv‡i) mankind’s ability to grow food, destroy or severely (e¨vcKfv‡e) damage wildlife and wilderness, raise sea levels and thereby flood coastal areas and farmland. Call for better socio-economic status of rural women in Bangladesh

10 March, 2017 : Speakers and activists called for raising the socio-economic status of rural women in seminars held in Comilla and Noakhali districts to observe the International Women’s Day, marked on March 8.

Social activist (Kgx©) Zahida Aktar lamented (`ytL K‡i‡Q) that women in rural areas faced a lot of problems, including unavailability of healthcare and proper nutrition (cywó). She was speaking at a day-long seminar organised by Nari Mancha in the Comilla Press Club.


Nari Mancha director Anwara Rahman said that charity began from home and so did the fulfilment of women’s rights.


She urged men to fulfil their duties and take care of their women by protecting their rights inside houses so that their rights can be protected in the society too. Another speaker Anika Chowdhury said that democracy could not prevail (Rqx nIqv) in a society which did not give its women their due rights.


She demanded abolition (we‡jvc mvab) of the feudal (mvgš@Zvwš¿K) system and called upon the government to provide justice to women.


Advocate Ahmed Noor said that in rural societies, mostly women were the breadwinners of the family but were deprived of education and rights.


He said that the government should launch (Pvjy Kiv) programmes for girls’ education.

12 killed in Faridpur building collapse

Faridpur, 20 April, 2017 :


At least 12 people have been killed and six injured after an old three-storeyed apartment building collapsed (a‡m coj) in Neeltuli in Faridpur in the early hours yesterday.


The incident (NUbv) happened while people were sleeping in the building at around 1:00 am.


Hanif, caretaker of the building, said he was having a chat with the night guard outside when the building collapsed. He said he heard loud noises and saw the building falling. 


Firefighters and rescue workers rushed to the spot and pulled 12 bodies out of the rubble (aŸsm¯@‚c). They also rescued (D×vi K‡iwQj) five survivors from the scene. Of the survivors, the injured were sent to Faridpur General Hospital. 


The rescue workers are continuing to search for more survivors. 


Experts visiting the spot suspect structural faults might be the reason behind the building's collapse.


Police have launched an investigation (Z`š@) into the cause of the collapse. No arrest has been reported in this connection.


Building collapses are common in Bangladesh as construction regulations (ixwZbxwZ) are often ignored.

Polluted water triggers outbreak of diarrhoea

The number of people suffering from diarrhoea is increasing day by day because the Water and Sewerage Authority (WASA) is continuing to supply polluted water to Dhaka residents. 


Eighty percent of the patients at the International Centre for Diarrhoeal Diseases and Research, Bangladesh (ICDDR,B) reported that the drinking water supplied by WASA is foul smelling and dirty (†bvsiv).


Each day more than 800 patients seek treatment (wPwKrmv) at the ICDDR,B. In the last fortnight, the number of patients being admitted each day has increased by around 30 percent. 


The majority (AwaKvsk) of patients requiring treatment at the ICDDR,B are from the capital's Mirpur, Khilkhet, Demra, Badda, Wirelessgate, Rampura areas, as well as Pagla in Narayanganj.


Managing Director of WASA Taksin A. Khan has acknowledged that the water supplied by WASA is foul-smelling in many areas.


Khan believes that the majority of people suffering from diarrhoea are slum dwellers (ew¯@evmx) that have accessed the water using illegal (A‰ea) rubber pipelines.

Arsenic Pollution Grips a Village in Rangpur

Rangpur, 15 April, 2017 : Choto Pakuri in Pirganj thana under Rangpur district has been affected by poisonous (welv³) water of arsenic. When this reporter visited this remote village, he found people of all ages seriously affected by this poison. 

A village with a population of 300 had only three tubewells and the water was arsenic affected. When asked, the villagers said that they had heard about the arsenic water. But they were unaware (Am‡PZb) that such poison has hit their village. An NGO had already collected the water sample and confirmed that the tubewell water is arsenic polluted. But little has been done so far by the local Govt. The villagers immediately need fresh drinking water and adequate treatment. Most of the residents of the village were found with incurable (Abv‡ivM¨) sore in their palms and feet.


The local authority should wake up immediately and send medical team to the village to control the situation and provide medical care and fresh drinking water before it is too late.

One killed, 400 houses destroyed in Rangamati

Rangamati; 5 April, 2017 : A youth was killed and several hundred thatched houses were destroyed as a tornado lashed (Zxeªfv‡e AvNvZ K‡iwQj) different villages in remote Borohorina union under Barkal Upazila of the district on Tuesday night.

At least 400 houses of six villages-Tagolakchhara, Bheibonchhara, Doganghat, Kukichhara, Toibang and Marishyachhara-- were razed (webó n‡qwQj) to the ground while many banana orchards were destroyed, sources said. 


Sumon Chakma, 22, son of Jyoti Bikash Chakma of village Tagolagchhara in frontier Borohorina union under Barkal Upazila died as an uprooted (DrcvwUZ) tree fell on their house.


Sujit Chakma, 18, son of Kamini Chakma and Gita Debi Chakma, 22, daughter of Debojoy Chakma of the same village were injured during the storm. The sufferings of the affected people know no bounds. They badly need help to recover (mvg‡j IVv) from the situation.

Female workers keep the garments export rolling

Staff Correspondent : Millions of female garment workers have kept the industry rolling, says a recent study.

The report was made jointly by UNDP, BGMEA and BKMEA. It shows that 95% garment workers both in woven and knit sectors are female who are working relentlessly (wbg©gfv‡e) to earn foreign exchange (gy`ªv) for the country which is the highest amongst all export (ißvbx) sectors. This ratio is on increase since a number of female workers are joining this industry everyday.


Nasima, a female worker from a knit factory at Tongi says, "It's a great pride for me that I earn myself and support my family. But unfortunately, my wages (†eZb) are not enough to live a decent life."


Though these female workers are contributing to our economy, unfortunately their living standard has not improved, especially in health care and family planning. Some NGOs are working with them but that's not enough.


Mrs. Sumita, an NGO worker says that much needs to be done for these impoverished (`wi`ª) workers and it's not possible to improve their living standard without the support from the Govt.

Bangladesh runs high quake risk


Staff Correspondent : Bangladesh faces a high risk (SuzwK) of moderate (gvSvwi) to strong (kw³kvjx) earthquakes that may result in (NUv‡Z cv‡i) widespread (e¨vcK) damage and loss of thousands (nvRvi nvRvi) of lives, said experts.

The observatory (gvbgw›`i) at Bangladesh University of Engineering and Technology (BUET) recorded (wPwýZ K‡i‡Q) 86 tremors (f‚K¤•b) of over 4 magnitude during January 2006-May 2009. Another four earthquakes took place (N‡U‡Q) with a magnitude of over 5 during the period.


Experts say it is these minor tremors that indicate (wb‡`©k K‡i) the possibility (m¤¢vebv) of much more powerful earthquakes.


According to a seismic zoning map prepared by the BUET, 43 percent areas in Bangladesh are rated (MY¨ Kiv n‡q‡Q) high risk, 41 percent moderate and 16 percent low, said Prof Mehdi Ahmed Ansary.


The map, which is being drawn up under the supervision of Prof Ansary divides the country into three earthquake vulnerability (cÖeY) zones (AÂj).


ASM Maksud Kamal, an expert on earthquake and tsunami preparedness, said four sources (Drm) of earthquake in the Bay of Bengal are active (mwµq) and can generate (NUv‡Z cv‡i) tsunami too.

Boro on vast areas goes under water in Moulvibazar

Moulvibazar, 5 June, 2016 : About two-thirds of the standing boro crop in Kawadighi and Korayer haor areas under Rajnagar upazila of Moulvibazar district have gone under water due to heavy rainfall and on-rush (m¤§yLaveb) of water from hills across the border.

Farmers in the affected areas are cutting unripe boro, fearing further loss as water levels in the haors continue to rise, inundating (c­vweZ Kiv) new crop lands.


The affected Kawadighi Haor areas are Harirkun, Kashimpur, Pealarkandi, Rangadhivi, Rokkharban, Jainerghup, Alirghup, Niamaterban, Kushuabil, Bhubannacha, Boroiuri and Ulauli.


Three pump machines installed at Kashimpur to pump water out of Kawadighi Haor still remain inoperative (AKvh©Ki) as Monday night's storm damaged power supply lines.


When contacted, Rajnagar Upazila Agriculture Officer, Abul Kalam Chowdhury said boro on 1605 acres of land in Kawadighi Haor areas and on 988 acres in Karayer Haor areas have gone under water. Boro in some of the submerged (wbgw¾Z Kiv) Kawadighi Haor areas has become ripe and farmers are cutting the crop to avoid further loss, he added.


Sirajul Islam Chowdhury, executive Engineer of the PDB Moulvibazar office, said “PDB workers are working round the clock to restore power.”

Gender discrimination still prevails

Gender discrimination prevails more or less in everywhere around the globe. From family to national level it exists as a social phenomenon.


At family level, gender discrimination begins even before a girl is born. It is always seen that both the parents expect a baby boy. Gender discrimination in our locality has reached such a height that even a man often unjustly breaks up the marriage tie because his wife has given birth to a baby girl.


During visits to different families, it is found that boys get more nutrition (cywó) than the girls. The mothers, despite being women, commit this ill practice thinking that boys need more food. They don't believe that both girls and boys need equal amount of nutrition to grow up healthily.


In education the discrimination is also severe. The parents are found more willing to send their sons to good schools and colleges. Many of them plan an early marriage for their daughters and thus don't let her go for higher education. 


In job sector, a female applicant is sometimes turned down even if she is more qualified than many of her male counterparts. During interviews of different human resource personnel (Kg©KZ©v), it is learned that hiring companies don't want to take women in administrative posts.


Although there is widespread prejudice against women that they are not as skilled as men, scientific and social researches rule down this view as mere superstition (Kzms¯‹vi).

Stage set for trial of war criminals

The long wait for the trial of war criminals and bringing them to justice is about to end as the government has formed a tribunal, fixed prosecutors (Awf‡hv³v) and assigned people to probe the allegations (Awf‡hvM).


The government has initially listed 25 people from two major political parties as alleged war criminals for the trial. The listed 25 were also on the list of 50 prepared earlier by the Sectors Commanders' Forum.


The Chief of the Tribunal has assured that no innocent person will be punished.


People from different sectors expressed satisfaction over the move. They said the trial must be a fair one, transparent (¯^”Q) and of international standard. The accused also should fight the case legally and in no way they should resort to violence to jeopardize (evavMÖ¯@ Kiv) the legal procedure (Kvh©cÖYvjx). 


Different national crises and compromise by political parties delay the trial of the war criminals. But relentless efforts by some social groups and increasing awareness among the new generations have made it possible.


The media have also played a strong role to raise awareness among the people. The last parliamentary polls (MZ msm` wbe©vPb) also paved the way for the trial of war criminals.

Impacts of climate change on the people of southern part of Bangladesh

Staff Correspondent : Bangladesh is particularly vulnerable to climate change. The entire country is basically a vast delta (eØxc). It has always left the country at the mercy of weather. Bangladesh as a low-lying country has become the worst victim of climate change. The following findings (wb‡Pi AbymÜvbK…Z Z_¨) were made after a survey on the impacts of climate change in southern region (`w¶YvÂj).

1. Disappearing seasons


Seasons are disappearing due to climate change. Summer and rainy seasons are prolonging (`xN©¯’vqx nIqv), whereas winter is shrinking. The change in season patterns is affecting the health of the people. 

2. Salty water intrusion (AcÖZ¨vwkZfv‡e cÖ‡ek Kiv)

About 8.3 lakh hectares of cultivable land has been damaged by saline water intrusion from the Bay of Bengal.


3. River bank erosion



River bank erosion is increasing day by day making thousands of people homeless.


4. Drought

Huge amount of crops are being damaged due to drought every year.

Thousands of tones of rice are damaged due to floods every year. Besides, thousands of people get marooned because of floods.

Anthrax hits Sirajganj, affects livelihood

Sirajganj, 5 April, 2017 : At least 35 people of Chithulia village in Shahjadpur upazila have contracted anthrax, evoking great tension in the locality.

Some villagers claim they are still unaware of the symptoms of anthrax as the number of awareness raising programmes is scarce.

The government has yet to send sufficient vaccines to the affected areas, making the residents of Belkuchi, Kamarkhand and Shahjadpur upazilas vulnerable in the fight against an outbreak. 


The businesses in these areas have also taken a hefty (†Rviv‡jv) blow. The supply of milk has waned drastically, especially in Shahjadpur, where the trading of milk is a chief source of livelihood.

"There is nothing to be worried about as the chances of mortality is pretty much nil," assures Prof Shamshad Murtaza, Chairman of the veterinary department, Bangladesh Agriculture University.


During a visit to the affected areas, it was found that the cattle were not periodically vaccinated and dead animals were disposed of in the rivers or open places. 


This ill practice helps spread the disease, experts warn. Lack of awareness among farmers is also one of the reasons behind the spread of the bacterium, they add.

Germany win their fourth FIFA World Cup

Sports Correspondent : The FIFA World Cup- 2014 ended with the final match between Germany and Argentina. Germany defeated Argentina 1-0 in extra time. Mario Gotze scored the goal. He collected Andre Schurrle's cross from the left on his chest before volleying a high left-footed shot into the net. The match was the third final between the two countries, a World Cup record, after their 1986 and 1990 matches. The match was also billed as the world's best player Lionel Messi versus the world's best team Germany.


Before the match Germany had reached the World Cup final seven times (six times as West Germany from 1954 to 1990), winning three (1954, 1974, 1990) and being runners up four times 1966, 1982, 1986, 2002). On the other hand, Argentina had reached four finals, winning twice (1978, 1986) and being runners-up twice (1930, 1990).


This is the first World Cup won by a European team in the Americas. The victory meant that three consecutive World Cups have been won by teams from the same continent, following Italy (2006) and Spain (2010). The first time this has happened in the World Cup history. With the win, Germany qualified for the 2017 FIFA Confederations Cup.


Both the teams got some opportunities to score but failed. Especially fortune did not favour Argentina because they created some easy chances but they could not utilize them.


It was one of the most exciting matches of the FIFA World Cup- 2014.

Poor Condition of the National Zoo

Staff Correspondent : Many spectators come to visit the National Zoo at Mirpur, Dhaka. Most of the spectators become disappointed to see the miserable condition of the zoo. At the entrance-gate, there is a cage of monkeys but truly speaking, the cage is kept dirty and all the monkeys live in a polluted environment and most of them are weak. The lion's cage is in the same condition. During my visit there some pieces of rotten meat were found on the floor of the cage. The lion too looked very feeble. The Royal Bengal Tigers in another cage have lost their real appearance. The people coming in the zoo could hardly recognize whether they were Royal Bengal Tigers or not. Other animals in the zoo are in the same state.


One of the officers of the National Zoo said, "These wild animals cannot adjust themselves to this new environment because they are born in the wild and so they should stay wild. They look weak although they eat sufficient food." Another officer said, "Sometimes we can't supply sufficient food to the animals because the number of animals has increased now. So the budget of food-supply should be increased without delay. Otherwise, almost all the wild animals' life will be in danger."

Illegal grabbing of rivers go unabated in Narayanganj

Narayanganj, 5 July, 2016 : In Shitalakhya, illegal grabbing and filling up of rivers and making false documents with the help of dishonest land officials continues unabated (AcÖwZnZ). Despite tough laws, the grabbers could not be resisted (cÖwZ‡iva).


In some cases the government agencies themselves (wb‡RivB) violated (f½ K‡i‡Q) the laws and filled up rivers and other water bodies. By this time, most of the areas of Shitalakhya have gone into the grasp (Avq‡Ë) of the land grabbers. Brick fields, shops, docks etc. are established by grabbing the water land.


“Once somebody fills up a portion of a river or wetland, it loses (nvivq) its original character”, said Rizwana Hasan, one of the college teachers. ‘Besides, it creates hindrance (evav) to the free movement of water transports. The Bangladesh Inland Water Transport Authority (BIWTA) should also take effective steps against this practice.’

Plight of Aila victims continues unabated in Khulna

Most of the Aila survivors have lost their houses and other belongings in the cyclone and taken refuge on the embankment in Kayra upazila.


The cyclone victims once received Tk 3,000 per head from the government to repair their houses. But that amount was spent meeting their daily needs.


Some of the men and women are engaged in repairing the damaged dam and are getting a small daily allowance. But the old are unable to join this work and are mainly starving. 


Ayesha, a mother of two children who left their parents two years ago, said she could not join the dam repairing work due to old age.


Initially there were some aid from NGOs and the government for the victims. Now the flow of aid has suddenly stopped, though the fate of victims did not improve.


Most of the survivors now fish in the river to earn a little livelihood as there is no effective rehabilitation program for them. 


A large number of people have already migrated elsewhere with the hope of a job. Every day more people are leaving the area.[image: image2.png]
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
