After the new government formed, the people of Bangladesh spontaneously joined the armed battle for independence. Thus the initial resistances through political and armed preparedness turned into a war for liberation.

Ans. The brutality of the Pakistan forces began on 25 March 1971 with Operation Searchlight, when thousands of unarmed Bangladeshis were massacred. Thereafter there was more mass murder, looting and unjust arrests. A total of 3 million Bangladeshis died in the war. Villages were burned down, thousands of unarmed Bangladeshis were massacred. Thereafter there was more mass murder, looting and unjust arrests. Atotal of 3 million Bangladeshis died in the war. Villages were burned down, thousands were left homeless, and more than 10 million Bangladeshis fled to India. It has to be said that some Bangladeshi joined the opposition. These included organisations called the Shanti Committee, Rajakaar, Al Badr and Al Shams. These traitors betrayed the freedom fighters by telling the Pakistani, the names of the resistance, giving directions, translating Bangla language and helping in the destruction. Finally, in December 1971, Pakistan made a plan to deprive Bangladesh of many of its intelletuals,. Between 10 and 14 December many professors, doctors, teachers, artists, journalists and poets were captured and murdered. In memory of these intellectuals, 14 December is observed as Martyred Intellectuals Day (Shahid Buddhijibi Dibosh).

Ans. Tortures and oppressions carried out by Pakistani army during the liberation war: From the very beginning of our liberation war the Pakistani military showed extremely cruelty to eliminate the Bangalees (Bengalis). At midnight of 25 March, Pakistani soldiers cracked down on the unarmed innocent Bangalees when they were asleep. They indulged in killing people with tanks, heavy fire arms and other modern arms. They attacked Rajarbagh Police Line, Pilkhana and some residential halls of Dhaka University. Besides, they brutally raided quarters of teachers, officers and employees adjacent to halls. They also raided the offices of different political parties. The operation was named ‘Operation Searchlight’. Mass murders by the Pakistani military continued for the next nine months.
They also carried out indiscriminate looting and unjust arrests. Many villages were burned down. The Pakistani raiders did not spare men, women, children or elderly. They killed millions of people and turned numerous places of Bangladesh into slaughter land. The Bangles fled their houses fearing the murders, tortures and loots by the Pakistani military. This time more than 10 million Bangladeshi took refugee in India.
