The buildings also has secret tunnels to the south and a three-domed mosque, all of which are now a museum site.

Among these the most attractive images and sceneries are of real creatures like lions, weasel fighting a cobra snake, horse, running elephant, awn in the lotus, etc. there were also notable sceneries warriors with Swords in hand, men and women in dancing position etc.

Ans. Paharpur is situated in Bodolgachi Upazila of Naogaon district in Rajshahi division. An archeological evidence of Pala dynasty is found here. this archaeological place is almost 24 meters high with an area of 0.10. square kilometres or 10 hectares. the most important antiquity of paharpur is known as ‘Swampur Mahabihar’. It was built in the period of King Dharmapala (approximately 781-821 AD). There are 177 secret chambers surrounding the convent. In the centre, there is a tall temple. There are many small temples and ponds around it. Moreover , there are signs of Kitchen, dining room, brick drains and a well. Inside the ruins of Paharpur, some images of terracotta statue were found. Most of them are statues of animals of Bengal. Also some lime soil and metal sculptures were found. The antiquities of Paharpur are one of the unique historic monuments of ancient Bengal religion and culture.

Describe some of the historic monuments of Mahasthangar.
Ans. Historic monuments of Mahasthangar :  Mahasthangar is one of the famous historic sites of Bangladesh. The ruins of the most ancient and largest city of Bangladesh, Pundranagar, situated here. This city was built during the Maurya dynasty. There are important monuments of ancient heritage in this place. Numerous historic monuments have been discovered after digging the soils of Mahasthangar. A Brahmin inscription was found here. It is the most ancient inscription of the Bengal. Plates and sculptures made terracotta, gold and silver coins and stone and glass beads were also found here. Religious antiquities like ‘Govinda Bhita’, Lakshindarer Medh’ and ‘Gokul Medh’ have been found in Mahasthangar. An old shattered fortress is also be seen here. There are still many broken stones inside the fortress. a special kind of stone was found here named ‘Khodai Pathor’. This stone is 3.35 meters long and 0.91 meters wide. At the south-east corner of Mahasthangar there is one domed mosque which was built during the Mughal period. It is known as Mahasthangar Mosque. These historic monuments carry evidenced of history and culture of bangladesh

Names of some historically important relics of Sonargaon: Sonargaon is rich in countless historic relics. The existing relics are a number of religious buildings of the Sultanate and the Mughal times, some bridges of Mughal time and some residential buildings of the British time. Besides, many ponds, mosques, tombs, shrines, Sadar House, ruins of residential buildings of Panam Nagar, the tomb of Gifs Uddin Azam Shah are historically important.

What are the historic relics of Lalbag Fort?
Ans. Lalbagh fort : Lalbagh fort was built during the Mughal rule of prince Azam Shah and Subedar Shayestha Khan. It is one of the famous historic and archaeological relics of Bangladesh.
Historic relics of Lalbagh Fort : It is a half-done fort situated on the bank of Buriganga at the south-west end of old Dhaka city. Besides the artistic gate, there are a durbar hall, a mosque, a pond and the tomb of Pori Bibi, daughter of Mughal Subedar Shayestha Khan. The mausoleum of Port Bibi is an attractive evidence of Mughal art of architecture evidence of Mughal art of architecture. Inside the Mausoleum, the tomb in the middle is covered with marble stones. The roof is embroidered with creepers and herbs. Some more important relics have been discovered from the Excavation.

Describe about some historical monuments of Bangladesh which curtains Buddhist relics.
Ans.  Both Paharpur and Mynamati has Buddhist relics. It is described below:
Paharpur : This site dates from king Dharmapala of the Pala dynasty, AD 781-821. It is Naogaon district of Rajshahi division. It has a 24 metre high mound which is known ‘Somapura Mahavihara’. The other buildings are temples, a kitchen, a dining room and brick drains. The finds include terracotta statues of animals.
Mynamati : Mynamati dates from the 8th century, from King Manik Chandra and his wife Mynamati. It is near Comilla city in southeast Bangladesh. This was also a centre of Buddhist civilisation, though there are also Hindu and Jain statues. It was also a centre of education, with accommodation for teachers, like a weasel fighting a cobra and a running elephant. The museum also displays coins and stone inscriptions.

Ans. Ahsan Manzil was the official residential palace and seat of the Dhaka Nawab family. This magnificent building is situated at Kumartoli along the banks of the Buriganga River in Dhaka, Bangladesh. The construction of this palace was started in 1859 and was completed in 1872. The palace was badly damaged by a tornado in 1988, but was fully repaired with a new dome. Then Bangladeshi government and has been restored to its former glory.
