In this way water turns in to vapours and then again into water in a. cyclic order. This order is called water cycle. We pump out water from the soil underneath by using tube well. This water does not mix with the dirt and dust of the soil of surface. this water is stored at the bottom of the soil. So, this water is free from germs and it is fresh. Our health remains good when we drink this fresh water.
We also use water of the rivers, canals and pons. We should be careful about water remaining pure and fresh. We should not throw any filth or waste materials in water, nor should we use them for the purpose of attending to nature’s call not cattle should be bathed there.
