Ans. Tajbid: There are some rules to read the Holy Qur’an correctly, and these rules are called Tajbid. The method of pronunciation of the verses (ayats) and their letters and words is called Tajbid. The literal meaning of Tajbid is to make something decent, to arrange well, to make best etc.
Necessity of learning: The language of the Qur’an Majid is Arabic. We shall have to learn Arabic and the correct pronunciation of its letters. It is essential to read the Holy Qur’an with correct pronunciation. It keeps the meanings correct and thus our salat also becomes correct. At this, Allah becomes pleased with us. If the reading is not with correct pronunciation, the meaning will be changed. Salat too will not be done correct. So we ought to read the holy Qur’an correctly. For this reason, we need to learn Tajbeed.
