There was no difference between Halal (permissible) and Haram. In history, this period is called Ayyam -e-Jahiliyiat. It means the period of ignorance.
The condition of Arabia during the birth of Prophet Muhammad (Sm.):
Tribal conflict : Tribal conflict was one of the characteristics of Pre-Islamic era. At that time people of arabia were divided in to several tribes. They regarded themselves superior to others. Their conflicts continued years after years.
Women struggle : The Arabian women in Pre-Islamic era had no dignity in society. They were treated as commodities and transferable goods.
Gambling and drinking: In pre-Islamic age the people of Arabia were addicted to drinking and gambling.
Slavery and taking interest system: At the time of pre-Islamic age men and women were sold like transferable goods in the market as slaves.
Disobedience of laws: In the pre-Islamic era the Arabs were involved in all types of Heinous misdeeds and crimes. Their behaviour was barbarous and against humanity. There was no security of life and property. So they always disobeyed the laws.

According to the Islamic terminology this migration is called Hijrat.
Hazrat Muhammed’s (Sm) Hijrat : The holy Prophet (Sm.) attained the Nabuyat at the age of forty. At Allah’s command the Prophet (Sm.) started to call people to Islam. At first Hazrat Khadija (R) responded to the call of the prophet (Sm.) Then Hazrat Abu Bakar (R) accepted Islam. Later on, many people gradually took shelter under the peaceful shade of islam. But, the chiefs of the Quraish did not embrace Islam. So, they started making deep conspiracies and continued to oppress the Prophet (Sm.) and his small number of followers. Thus, passed thirteen years. By that time some people came from Madina and accepted Islam. They requested the Prophet (Sm.) to emigrate to marina with the hope that they would get him very near. Prophet (Sm.) accepted their invitation. On the other hand the oppression of the Quraish increased more and more. The Prophet (Sm.) permitted the muslims to emigrate to Madina. In the mean time the Quraish leaders conspired to kill the Prophet (Sm.) Allah informed accompanied the Prophet (Sm.) at the time of his Hazrat.
