Answer to the question no. 1
a. The culture whose elements can be seen with our eyes or help with our hands is concrete culture.
b. Various things play a role to build the culture of a country. So, culture is not a static thing, rather it is dynamic. Geographical environment, weather, method of production etc. play special roles to build up culture. These features differ from one region to another. So, the style of culture also may change. It means, culture is not stagnant, rather it in changeable.
c. Through the case of Julekha, the rural culture of Bangladesh is reflected. Rural culture represent the easy and simple, loyal and liberal lifestyle of village life which we see in the case of Julekha also.
Julekha likes to have her breakfast with panta rice and fish and listen to Bhatiali songs. These are the characteristics of rural culture. The preservers of this culture are village people who take panta rice in the morning as inseparable part of their life. Moreover, fish abounds in the ponds, haor, canals and lakes of villages. So, fish and rice are the main food of village people. The regional songs such as, Bhawaiya Bhatiali, Murshidi, Baromasya, Gambhira express the feelings and emotions of rural people. Their weal and woe, cry and laughter and deep passions of their heart find their place in the words of these songs. So, we can say that the activities of Julekha reflect the features of rural culture.
d. The habit of Antora reflects urban culture, which is influenced by globalization.
The current life style of urban areas in influenced by various elements of globalization. As a result, the communication with the people of different parts of the globe has been established to turn the whole world into a global village. This Kind of feature is also noticed in the activities of Antora. She likes burger, porata and meat in her breakfast. These are the features of urban culture. Moreover, she uses internet after finishing her college education. This is an integral part of urban culture in the present time. The impact of globalization is seen in both activities of Antora. Nowadays, internet is used to establish a communication among people around the world. Man can learn the life style of other people of different parts of the world sitting at home and this sort of opportunity is available more in the town.

Answer to the question no. 2
a. Culture is the system of knowledge shared by a relatively large group of people.
b. Since the dawn of civilisation, man has satisfied his demand using nature and environment. Man has learnt to use different elements of nature to satisfy his needs by using his thoughts, ideas and creativity. For example, the primitive people used pieces of stone or the branches of trees to save themselves from the attack of ferocious animals. They earned their living by collecting fruits from nature which encouraged them to do agricultural works. 
c. A culture of human life and society has been expressed in the stem above.
Culture is the lifestyle of people. We can observe a clear picture through a definite culture. That means, Culture reflects the total lifestle of human life which is noticed in the life of Malo as well.
Here we find the description of some tools and elements of Malo’s family life. For example – boats tied to the bank, fishing nets spread, big pitcher full of gab wheeler and tools of cutting thread present before our eyes the picture of Malos lifestyle. Moreover, the festival titled Maghmondoler Broto reflects the belief, thoughts and ideas of their life. All these together constitute the identity of their culture. In the stem the lifestyle, rituals, belief, values, conduct behaviour festival of Malos are exhibited which combinable indicate the idea of culture.
d. The said idea in the stem leading to all the aspects of concrets and abstract culture is reflected here.
Culture is of two kinds. One is concrete and the other is abstract. Whatever items humans create to lead their lives that can be seen or touched are concrete cultures. For example, dress, furniture, earning tools etc. On the other hand, abstract, culture cannot be seen or touched. But it can be felt. For instance belief, outlook and attitude, thoughts and idea, values. arts, literature music, language etc. In the stem these two aspects are noticeable. Boats tied to the bank, fishing nets, tools to make and cut thread, big pitcher full of gab (gum producing fruit) are the elements mentioned in the sem. These elements belong to concrete culture because they can be seen and touched. These visible elements are used by Malos in their everyday life. Again, the Maghmondoler Broto, a festival held in the Bengali month of Magh has been mentioned. It indicates abstract culture as it cannot be touched or seen but can be felt. This festival reflects the belief, values, arts and rituals of the Malos.
From the above discussion, we can learn about two aspects of culture which are reflected fully in the lifestyle of the Malos.

Answer to the question no. 3
a. The picture of human lifestyle gets reflected through culture.
b. The ability to use nature for his own use has created the idea of culture in man.
Man has learnt to use different elements of nature for his existence. A traditional style has developed in man while using these natural elements which assumed the shape of culture. For example- primitive people used the bark of trees to protect themselves from shame and through this practice they have become civilized.
It was their culture which has been replaced today by dress, the preserver of civilization. And thus the idea of civilization has come into being.
c. The symbolic handicrafts of welfare procession present the abstract elements of culture.
The culture whose elements can be seen with eyes or can be touched is concrete culture. These elements of culture are created by man for his own needs and it exists for hundreds of years. Concrete elements of culture are houses, furniture, dress, transport, recreations. The symbolic artistic works of the welfare process hold these features.
In the welfare procession there are pop doll, as a symbol of relationship between mother and child, elephant and boat shaped peacock as a sign of affluence, angry bull as a of corruption and extremision, and as symbols of environment consciousness there are trees and birds. These symbols of environment consciouness there are trees and birds. These symbols artistic works are seen and touched and man has invented these for his own necessity and they exist for ages. So, the elements of welfare procession indicate concrete elements of culture.
d. I think not only the concrete elements but also the abstract elements of culture have occupied the place in the stem. There are some elements of Bangladeshi culture which cannot be seen or touched but can be felt. These are actually the elements of abstract culture.
Abstract elements of this culture are collective knowledge, outlook and attitude, religions belief and sense of morality, language, alphabet, arts, literature, music, ideals and values, various branches of knowledge and science etc.
The symbolic artilleries of the welfare procession have been built from sense of belief which exposes the abstract picture of culture.
Every year, welfare procession is arranged on 1st Baishakh. The objective of this universal festival of the Bengalis is to remove all kinds of evil and be inspired by the welfare in thoughts and ideas. From this belief and feeling, some symbolic artworks all these things expose. The thoughts attitude and outlook belief and feeling work behind these symbols all these things expose abstract elements of culture. These elements cannot be seen or touched, rather they are the matters of feeling. 
Finally, it can be said that both concrete and abstract elements of culture have found their positions in the stem.

This is because we get the identity of abstract elements of culture through the concrete elements.
The pyramid of the stem is an example of concrete culture. But to make it attractive the architecture used in the pyramid is the element of abstract culture. The architects of pyramid have manifested their artistic thoughts and ideas. Side by side, the religious and political beliefs of the Egyptians have also been reflected. 
Finally, it can be said that through the pyramid we get the ideas of both concrete and abstract elements of culture.

Kith and kind and neighbours together observe this festival which is noticed in the Chowdhury family as well. So, finally it can be said that the festival arranged in the Chowdhury family presents the rural agricultural culture of Bangladesh.

So, we can say that Mr. Chowdhury nurtures culture in heart and soul and so the impact of culture is seen in his attitude behaviour and activities. That means he is controlled by culture.
