Ques- 1: Mr. Zakir and Mrs. Afrin couple, getting jobs, has been living in the United States of America for twenty years. Their child, Swanan, was born there. In that state, they purchased a business institution from their income. They pay tax to government regularly. They abide by the rules and regulations of the country. They run a fund for the needy children. This couple is now the citizen of the USA.
a. Name the identity for which the citizens get citizenship.
b. Why are the inhabitants of a state not citizens?
c. Explain the process of acquiring citizenship of Mr. Zakir.
d. Analyze the difference between the citizenship of Mr. Zakir and Swanan.
Answer to the question no. 1
a. A person can get citizenship under the name and authority of an independent state.
b. Not all people living in a state are its citizens. In any state, people of different origins and countries live besides its own citizens. The foreign inhabitants usually stay there for the purpose of education, business, work or tourism. They are known as foreigners. They can participate in any political or internal matters of the state or its government.
c. Zakir acquired the citizenship of USA through legal approval and process. The citizen of a country can apply for the citizenship of another country in a similar way. People of one country usually move and stay in another nation for various purposes like education, job, business or leisure. A person wishing to permanently settle in another land can do so by legally applying for the status of citizenship to that particular state. The state then examines and evaluates his or her application and offers permanent citizenship on the fulfillment of certain terms and conditions. Zakir, mentioned in the stem, has been living in USA along with his wife for a long time and bought a business firm there. Just, he and his wife fulfilled two important conditions needed for acquiring citizenship and thus got it eventually. 
d. Zakir achieved the citizenship of USA through the process of legal approval while his son Swanan acquired the citizenship as per the birthplace law.
Zakir has been living in the USA along with his wife for a long time and bought a business firm there. Based on these aspects, he applied for citizenship to the government of that state. Eventually, he and wife bagged the citizenship on the fulfillment of certain conditions.
On the country, his son Swanan was declared as the citizen of USA because he was born there. It was granted on the basis of the birthplace law of the state. According to this law, a baby in USA will be considered as the citizen of the country. The basic difference between the two citizenships is that some conditions have to be fulfilled in the former case while there are no conditions applicable to the latter case.
Ques-2: Bangladeshi inhabitant Sajib got married to an Austrialian woman while working in the marine service in Singapore. He along with his wife was travelling to Australia by an American ship. Their child, Maria was born in the ship before they reached Australia. The younger brother of ship, Sagar who came to Australia from Bangladesh for study, could not apply his suffrage in the last election.
a. When was the first government of Bangladesh was formed on April 10, 1971.
b. When a person acquires the citizenship of two countries, he or she is said to have a dual citizenship. If a child of a Bangladeshi parent is born in America, then he or she becomes the citizens of America upon birth. On the other hand, the child also becomes the citizen of Bangladesh on being born to Bangladeshi citizens. This kind of citizenship is known as dual citizenship.
c. Maria will be the citizen of America. She will gain the citizenship of USA according to its birthplace law. According to this law, any child born in USA will be the citizen of the country, even if the child’s parents are the citizens of other countries. Moreover, if the child is born aboard a ship or embassy of the country, he or she will be regarded as the citizen of USA, as per the same law. For this reason, Maria became the citizen of America as she was born on an America ship.
d. The citizenship rights of Sajib and Sagor are quite different. While Sajib was entitled to the citizenshi of Austrlia due to his marriage, his brother lived there on a student visa. 
In spite of being a citizen of Bangladesh, Sajib acquired the Australian citizenship as he got married to an Australia national. One of the conditions to gain the citizenship on approval of a country is to marry a citizen of that country. Meanwhile, Sajib’s younger brother is the citizen of Bangladesh. He came to Australia for higher studies. He has not fulfilled any condition to Australia as a foreign student. This is why, he could not caste vote in the Australian election. However, Sajib is a citizen of Australia and thus can practice political rights there like the native citizens.

Answer to the question no. 4
a. The first government of Bangladesh is known as the Mujibnagar Government.
b. If a person gets citizenship of two countries, it is called dual citizenship. If a child of any Bangladeshi parents is born in the USA he/she will automatically get the citizenship of that country. On the other hand, he/she is also a citizen of Bangladesh for having Bangladeshi parents. This kind of citizenship is dual citizenship.
c. Mr. Daniel mentioned in the stem has acquired citizenship by formal grant. In this system, the citizens of a country are to apply for acquiring citizenship of another country. Besides for the causes of education service and business the citizens of one country are to live in other countries the citizens of one country. Then the person applies to the state which examines and monitors his application and offers citizenship to the person on conditions. So, the government gives him citizenship when he has applied for it. So, it can be said that Mr. Daniel has acquired the citizenship of Bangladesh by formal grant.
