Besides, he can print the soft version of the e- book only to turn it into an original book (hardcopy) and read it afterwards.

Answer to the question

a. 
Internet is the worldwide computer’s network.

b. 
A number of computers are connected by a machine called ‘switch’. Then, one computer will communicate with another computer. When one computer communicates with another one, it is called computer network.

c. 
Hospital authority can connect Dhaka branch’s computer network with Sylhet branch’s computer network by using a device called ‘router’. Connecting one network with another by router creates networks’ network. Switch cannot communicate with another switch directly, Router is used to establish communication among switches. Router will help to connect Dhaka branch’s computer network with Sylhet branch’s computer network. As a result, A networks’ network will be created and two separate networks will merge into one.

d. 
When the two branches’ computers of the hospital will start operating in a single network, it will be easier to exchange information between the two branches. Because of ICT, now we can preserve all information of doctors and patients easily. If there is just one network, then one branch of the hospital can get necessary information from the other within a very short time and can send the same for inspection. To improve the hospital’s management and its service to the patients, two branches should be brought under single network. These are the reasons for which hospital authority wants to bring both of the branches under single network.

Business institutions provide information of their commodities on their websites. Commodities can be purchased and sold from websites. Every website has a simple name, by searching that name website can be easily found. These are the basic ideas about internet.

We know various information is presented through website on the internet. Special application softwares have been created to find out websites easily. The name of the special application software is search engine. If we do not have the address of the specific website, then we can write down the name of the desired subject in the search engine to find out various websites relating to the subject from which we will choose our intended website.

Sakib did not have any basic idea about website. He did not know the name of any specific website which contains in details how to create Website. So it was reasonable for him to collect information about it by using search engine.

If we think internet as an imaginary world, websites are the information stores of that world. So if someone visits the website, it will seem to him like visiting the imaginary world. It is called browsing. Browser is the name of special application software used for browsing the website.

Search engine is very easy to use. Manik has found necessary information by using search engine very easily. The process is to open the browser first and then write down the address of search engine in the address bar that the user has intended to use. The next thing in the to-do list is to press “Enter” button. Once it is done, the search engine will become visible in an instant. Every search engine has a place to write down the thing that will be searched. You will have to write the name of the desired subject at that place. Those websites which contain desired information will be visible with a huge list of information after pressing the “Enter” button. Now we will be able to visit websites one by one from the list to collect necessary information. Manik collects necessary data by using search engine following the same process.

Manik perceived that the importance of search engine is huge. Internet is a network of millions of computers. There are millions of computers and thousands of websites. All websites are not good. Some websites have been created with negligence and some of them are made to serve the illegal purpose. Since there is no owner of internet, it is running on its own accord.
