Answer to the question no. 1


a. There are finger like projections in the wall to perform the function of absorption through different process, they are called villi.


b. The small particles of food get stopped between the gaps of teeth after taking food. It causes various diseases of teeth and does cavities. So, brushing teeth is essential every time after taking food for getting relief from this problem. 


c. Y labeled part is a stomach. It is an essential organ of digestive system. Its location is in between oesophagus and small intestine. Due to peristaltic movement of pharynx and oesophagus slimy food are stored here. Shape of stomach is like a bag. Its wall, is thick and muscular. First and last part of stomach contains muscular rims. On the stomach wall, large number of gastric glands are found. The food temporarily stay here. Digestive juices from gastric glands help in digestion. 
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d. Z indicated part is a liver. Liver is the largest gland of the body. Bile is produced in liver. Inside the liver there is a gall bladder and bile stores there. During digestion, bile through bile ducts comes to help in digestion of fats and oils. So, if for any reason human liver gets damaged then the body will not be able to digest fats and oils of food. Moreover, liver storage glycogen, fats and vitamins types food substances. Liver converts nitrogenated secrete substances into urea. Liver also produces red blood cells. Hence, various complications will start if liver damages in any case.

Answer to the question no. 2


(a) Pericardium is a two layered membrane that cover the heart. 


(b) Lipase is one kind of enzyme. Enzyme mixes up with food substances and help in chemical reaction but it does not take part in reaction and stay unchanged. Lipase secretes from pancreas and helps digesting fats and oils.


(c) Heart is a four chambered hollow organ. Upper two chambers of the heart are right and left atrium. Lower two chambers are right and left ventricles. Walls of atria are thin and that of ventricle are thick. Atria and ventricles are separated by two walls. Atria are smaller in size than the ventricles. In between right auricle and right ventricle there is atrio- ventricular aperture, That aperture has valves. Blood can enter ventricle through these apertures. Similarly valves are present in between left atrium and left ventricle. Here also blood from left atrium can enter left ventricle only. Besides, aorta and left ventricle joint and pulmonary artery and right vertical joint have similar valves. These valves control the direction of one way blood flow.


(d) The organ in the passage is a heart. Heart is formed by a special type of involuntary muscle called cardiac muscle. When the heart contracts, blood from the heart flows through artery to different parts of the body. Again when the heart expands; blood from different parts rush to the heart through vein. In this way blood flows from the heart to the different parts of the body and comes back to the heart when heart contracts and expands. If the contracts and expands fail to functioning then it can be a reason of dangerous damages including heart attack. So, it is very essential to take care of this organ. In this situation we should balanced food, give up the habit of smoking, develop the habit of regular exercise and avoid too much heavy mental labor etc.

(a) There are four kinds of permanent teeth in human mouth.


(b) The following reasons are responsible for constipation -


Slow movement of food through intestine.


Not taking green fruits and vegetables.


Not going for defecation when feeling for defecation comes.


(c) Substance A is saliva. Saliva is a colorless fluid and it makes food slippery and help to swallow. Saliva secretes from the salivary glands situated at the back side of the tongue. It has a special role in digestion. It contains one type of enzyme. Enzymes perform definite and specific function. Such as tripsin acts only on proteins. Enzyme works well up to a certain temperature. The main function of saliva is to make food substance suitable to move from oesophagus to stomach easily.


(d) In the passage, substance A is saliva. In saliva, the substance named B is enzyme that mixes with food, helps the reaction but does not take part in it and remains unchanged. Every enzyme performs definite and specific function. But enzymes work well up to a certain temperature. Here, reaction of enzyme on starch has analyzed. Enzyme of saliva has changed starch into carbohydrate.

Figure A is of an artery and B is of a vein. Role in blood circulation of artery and vein are discussed below-


Arteries: Blood carrying vessels originating from the heart carry blood to different parts of the body. They are placed at the inner side of the body. Artery transport oxygenated blood from heart to different parts of the body.


Veins: Vessels through which blood from all over the body comes back to the heart are the veins. With few exceptions veins carry deoxygenated blood from all over the body to the heart.


So, vein and artery play a very important role in the transformation of blood.

Answer to the question no. 5


(a) Amoebic dysentery occurs when Entamoeba, a unicellular organism enters in human intestine.


(b) The main function of large intestine is to absorb water from the watery part of food. This function is very essential because it prevents the expulsion of excess water from the body.


(c) The figure is about the different elements of blood. Part A is plasma. Description of plasma discussed below Plasma is the liquid part of blood. Normally 55 percent of blood is plasma .It contains protein, salts, and food substances absorbed from the intestine. Blood cells float in plasma. It contains fibrinogen that helps in clotting of blood. Oxygen, food extracts and hormones are carried to different parts of our body by plasma. Moreover, it carries harmful waste materials from different parts of the body and expulse from the body through different excrete organs.


(d) Figure B is a white blood corpuscle. Figure C is a red blood corpuscle. Function of white blood corpuscle and red blood corpuscle are discussed below-


If any germs enter into the body white blood corpuscle kill them. It acts as a security guard of the body. That’s why they are compared with soldiers. 

Oxygen is necessary for all the functions of the cells. Hemoglobin containing red blood corpuscle collect oxygen from the lungs and carries to every cell as oxyhaemoglobin.

Ans: The digestive tract begins from the mouth and foods enter into the buccal cavity that is started next to mouth. Food materials move into oesophagus after swallowed. Food materials move from buccal cavity to stomach due to peristaltic movement.

Ans: Blood is an essential element of our body. There are three types of corpuscle in blood such as, red blood corpuscles contain one pigment called haemoglobin. Oxygen collects from the lungs by haemoglobin and reaches every cell of the body. White blood corpuscles kill germs that enter into the body. It acts as a security guard of the body. They can be compared with soldiers.


Platelets, in case of bleeding from the wound, it helps in clotting of the blood. So, the necessity of blood corpuscle in our body is limitless.
