died in this famine.

In the stem, renaissance in Bengal is reflected through  the  activities  of  the  citied company. The
English were  trying  to  impose  their  business  and 
culture upon the Bengalies. 
The English wanted to make their rule stronger; with this intention they started to create an English educated class that would remain loyal to them, Warren Hasting established Kolkata Madrasa in 1781 The purpose of establishing this madrasa was to satisfy the Muslim by creating job opportunities as the Muslims were broken hearted because of losing their state. For the same reason, Sanskrit College was established for the Hindus in 1791. A new inspiration arose the local people due to coming in touch with modern education. 
The establishment of a Printing Press at shreerampur in 1821 also played  a  positive  role in
inspiring the people of Bengal. The printing press facilitated the printing of books and thus to spread out education among the educated people. Raja Ram Mohan Roy and Ishwar Chandra Biddasagar devoted themselves to reform the society. Derojeo, Biddasagar and others devoted themselves to the task of spreading and earning knowledge with an open mind. Again, Bangla language flourished much in the hands of Bankimchandra, Biddasagar, Michael Modhusudhan and Rabindra Nath Tagore. The contribution of Mir Mosharraf Hossain, Sharatchandra Chattapadhay and Kazi Nazrul Islam to Bengalee literature is also immense. The establishment of a Printing Press at Shreeampur in 1821 also played a positive role in inspiring the people of Bengal. The printing press facilitated the printing of books and thus to spread out education among the educated people. Though these were happening in the Bengal but the whole nation witnessed it. So the impact was powerful.

Two nation theory was formulated by Muslim League. According to the theory, the people of Indian subcontinent were divided into two major religious group namely Muslim and Hindu. So, these two groups need separate countries to live in. 

(c)  
The final result of anti-British movement is the end of the British colonial rule. This movement was conducted in entire Indi(a) But, the unity of the people could not be maintained as the British imposed "Divide and rule" policy. The clash and rivalry between the Congress and the Muslim 
League leadership added fuel to the fire. The common people were divided by the clash between the congress and the Muslim League. At the instigation of Mohammad Ali Jinnah, Bangalee leader (A)K. Fazlul Huq placed the formula of dividing India on the basis of a two nation theory. At one stage, people from Muslim and Hindu community got involved in riots. Finally, India had to be divided on the basis of the two nation theory. The Indian subcontinent became independent in 1947 and as such India and Pakistan came into being.

The anti-British Movement, which was conducted in entire India, was very strong in Bengal. But the leadership of All-India politics, at last, did not remain in the hands of Bangalees. As a result, the Bangalees could not make their own future state though they actively took part in the anti-British Movement. The British imposed "Divide and rule" policy. The clash and rivalry between the congress and the Muslim League. Leadership  added  fuel  to  the  fire. The  common 
people of Bengal were divided by the class between the congress and the Muslim League. At one stage, the Lahore Proposal was tabled at a Muslim League conference held in Lahore. According  to the Lahore Proposal India had to be divided on the basis of a two nation theory. At this people of Bengal were divided on the basis of their religion—Muslim and Hindu. Finally India was divided into two parts in 1947. 
East Bengal became  independent  from the  British 
as a part of eastern Pakistan. But  this  was  not  the
true independence of the people of eastern Bengal.
The Pakistani rulers enforced their torture and exploitation over the people of eastern Bengal. Eventually, the people of East Bengal had to start their movement again from the 14th August, 1947 to achieve independence in the real sense. Thus, the Lahore proposal made the way for establishing independent Bangladesh.

A terrible famine occurred in Bengal in the Bengali year of 1176 (1770 (A)D.). This famine is known as "Chiyattorer Monontar" in history. 

(b)  
 Lord Clive officially got the ownership of Bengal, Bihar and Orissa from the emperor of Delhi in 1765 (A)D. The English had their control over administration. Clive continued dual administration in Bengal for some period. The English, after getting authority of collecting revenue increased the amount of tax of the subjects and they gave maximum pressure to collect additional tax. Moreover, the country faced a severe draught which badly affected the economy of the country. All these facts resulted in a famine which is known as a "Chiyattorer Monontar".

(c)   
Like Bangladesh, most of the African countries had to undergo foreign rule. They were colonized by the various European nations including French, 
English, Portuguese, etc. African countries were rich in minerals. But, they became poor because of 
the exploitation of the European countries. Famine 
affected the country so severely that its economic
condition became very weak. Similar situation occurred in Bengal during the British period. The British rulers destroyed our cloth industry and made profit by using cheap labour. A famine also occurred during the reign of Lord Clive because of
the exploitation. So, like African countries Bangladesh also witnessed the brutality of the European colonizers. 

(d)   
After the death of Nabab Sirajuddaula eventually the officials of the East India Company 
captured the administrative power of Bengal. Though Mir Jafar was made Nawab, the real power
was exercised by the cunning and daring British Commander Clive. Lord Clive officially got the "Dewanil' or the ownership of Bengal, Bihar and Orissa from the emperor of Delhi in 1765 (A)D. The English after getting authority of collecting revenue, increased the amount of tax of the subjects and they gave maximum pressure to collect additional tax. Moreover, three years of draught from 1768 resulted in a terrible famine. About one crore people died in this famine. The death and the defeat of Sirajuddaula gave the English a chance to make a permanent settlement in the Indian subcontinent. Bengal lost her freedom and fell victim to the exploitation of the British rulers. Above all, it was the beginning of the long 200 years of British rule in the Indian subcontinent.

The British  East  India  Company   started  to 
strengthen their hold gradually and at  one time they started to influence the administration of the Nawab. Nawab Alibardee died in  1756.  After his
death, there arose a dispute about the heir to the throne among the members of  Nawab  family  and 
the aristocrats  of  the court. The  officers   of   The 
British East India Company took advantage of the dispute. The British traders joined with the conspirators against the young Nawab. 

(c)   
Shahara’s heart was broken when she saw the pathetic end of the play on BTV. After the death of
Sirajuddaula, Mir Jafar ascended the throne with the help of the English. But, eventually the English held the power of administrative authority. Bengal lost her freedom. The English, then, started to exploit poor and helpless people of Bengal. Thinking all these facts Shahara felt a deep grief. Her heat was broken. The death and the defeat of Sirajuddaula and the loss of freedom of Bengal made Shahara aggrieved.

From the very ancient period, there was a commercial relation between Europe and the Indian subcontinent. In the middle age, Arabian merchants used to sell various products from Indian subcontinent in Italy. A monopolized commercial relation existed between Italy and Arabian merchants. They made handsome profits. As a result, the merchants of other European countries became interested in establishing commercial relation with Indi(a) So, they wanted to find out an easier way of communication and transportation. Then, they tried to discover a sea-route for coming to Indi(a) 

(c)   
The Portuguese came to this country for commercial purpose. But their activities were not limited in business and trades. Because, many of them married and permanently settled down in this country. These permanent settlers made their important contributions in agriculture, language 
and literature. They introduced us the cultivation of some tasty fruits like pineapple, papaw, guava,
olive, star fruit, etc. They also contributed in making sources from fruits and sweets from milk. The Portuguese also contributed in the development of language. Many Portuguese words were included in Bengali. The first Bengali book in prose form was written by a Portuguese. The first Bengali grammar and dictionary were also written by them.

 217 share holders from England formed 'British East India Company" in 1600. Queen Elizabeth I of England gave them permission to expand their business in the areas related to Indian Ocean. Mughal emperor Jahangir allowed them to make a trade centre at Surat. Then they established their
second trade centre at Moslipottrom. Gradually, they established trade centres at many other places. Subedar Shah suja of Bengal allowed them to trade in Bengal in condition of paying Tk, 3000 as a fare.
Charles Il, the king of England, got the city of Mumbai as dowry when he married the sister of  the king of Portugal in 1669. He gave it to the British company as a lease. Afterwards, the British company bought it from him.
The English founded a city at Sutanuty in 1690.
Then they bought and enlarged the city of Kolkata and Gobindopur. Thus, the famous Kolkata city grew up. In 1717 they got permission from emperor Farrukh Shear to trade in India without any tax.

Fakaruddin Modarak Shah established the system of having an "Independent Sultan" in Bengal.

After ascending the throne, Mughal emperor Jahangir started to take a huge amount of money from the govt. exchequer of Bengal for meeting expenses of war, industry, literature and luxury and recreation. By the end of 1678, Subedar Sayesta Khan had sent cash worth Tk. 30 lac and gold worth Tk. 4 Iac to Delhi. Subedar Sujauddin sent Tk, 14 crore and 63 lac to Delhi during his long 11-year tenure. A huge amount of money and wealth were sent from Bengal in this manner for a long time. In Economics this is called capital outflow.

Asif’s Grandfather told about the influence of the foreign languages, specially Farci and English, in Bengal. 
We have known from the history that Fakaru Mobarak Shah established the system of having an "Independent Sultan" in Bengal in 1338 (A)D. which lasted for 200 years. The Sultans, who were not Bangalee, made the Persian language "Farci'" the court language of Bengal and this lasted for a considerable period of time even after the British take-over. After the British take-over, gradually, English became the court language of Bengal. Bengali language was greatly influenced by English. So, both English and Farci had influence in Bengal.

"After the fall of Pal Dynesty, the administrative  power of Bengal fell in the hands of foreign rulers." By analyzing the history of Bengal, 
the statement is justified below :

After the fall of the Pal Dynesty, the Sen Dynesty ruled Bangl(a) Coming from the North the kings of the Sen Dynesty ushered in the era of rule of Bengal by foreigners. Ikhtiaruddin Mohammad Bin Bakhtiar Khiljee occupied Bengal after defeating the Sens. He was a Turkish military ruler who hankered after riches. The communication of Bengal with Turkey started after the conquest of Bengal by him. Bengal also came in touch with thereligion of Islam and the greater Persian civilization, Fakaruddin Mobarak Shah established the system of- having an "Independent 'Sultan" in Bengal in 1338 (A)D. which lasted for 200 years. It is to be noted that none of the Sultans was Bangalee. They made the Persian language "Farci" the court language of Bengal and this lasted for a considerable period of time even after the British take-over. During British rule, Man Singh, the commander of Moghal emperor Akbar made Bengal a “Suba” or a "Province" of Delhi. Even the reign and the control of Isa Khan, Kedar Roy, Protapraditta and others popularly known as "Bar Bhuiya” still prevailed during that period in North-South  Indi(a) Almost  all  of  them  were   either  the
defeated-Pathans; defeated by the Moghals in different parts of India or the medieval kings of Rajput Dynasty; none of the them was Bangalee.

Liberation war of Bangladesh has been indicated in the stem. Liberation war of Bangladesh is an important event in the history of Bangladesh.
When the theory of two countries created, the Pakistani government started to rule and suppress the local people in various ways and transferred resources from there to their own country. East Pakistan was suppressed economically, politically and culturally by its western counterpart. While the populations of both the regions were nearly
same, in 1950-1970 the over all. Government spending on East Pakistan was only 34% of what was spend on West Pakistan. The political power also resided with West Pakistan with all national governments and major military leadership coming from there. 
When the people of Bangladesh became aware, liberation war started then. 
The Pakistani army force conducted mass milling mercilessly during the entire 9 months of liberation war. They started killing the unarmed Bangalees from the midnight of 25th  March. They attacked the Cantonment, EPR directorate, police line, Ansar- barracks and killed a good number of people on that night. During the war, the Pakistan Army and its local collaborates carried out a systematic execution of the leading Bengali intellectuals.
The liberation war of Bangladesh ended on 16th December, 1971. Pakistani force surrendered to the joint force on that day at 5 PM. A total of 91 thousand and 634 Pakistani including civil and military persons surrendered to the joint force and finally decided to go back to their own country. 

(d)   
From many years, the arrival of the European Traders in Bengal was on the way for the purpose of trade and commerce. Among them, the British East India Company went a step ahead in competition. Thus, the colonial rule was established in Bangladesh since 1757. The British rule in this country is known as colonial rule.
 Siraj-ud-Daulah was the last Independent Nawab of Bengal. He was the direct political disciple of his grandfather, was aware of the global British interest in Colonization. He was the victim of internal dispute and conspiracy in the history of Bangalee. 
As a result he was deprived of his kingdom and his life. The conspirators included Mir Jafar, the Paymaster of the army, Rai Durlabh, Yar Lutuf Khan   and   Omichund   ( Amir Chand ),    a  Sikh
merchant and several officers in the army. Mir Jafar and Seths desired that the confederacy between the British and himself be kept secret from Omichund but when he found out about it, he threatened to betray the conspiracy if his share was not increased to three million rupees. 
It was the British who were more anxious than the other conspirators to put their own scheme of overthrowing the Nawab. Robert Clive who was the commander of British Army participated in the conspiracy leading the Palashi coup. And finally the Nawab had started from Murshidabad and  encamped at Palashi to oppose the enemy. The English won at Palashi due to their conspiracy leading to treason within Sirajuddaula’s camp. 
The British rulers occupied Bengal first and then the Indian sub-continent and started to rule over. Their ruling system is similar to the aforesaid definition. Many people believe that the defeat of the Nawab was political and not a military one. It was a result of internal dispute and conspiracy. That’s why it is responsible for occupying the state power by that business group.

 IKLIM comes from the Farsi word 'ilqleems". From 1206-- 1338 AD, The Muslim rule was expanding throughout Bengal, By this time, three provinces for the Muslim Sultans of Delhi were established in three sections of Bengal. These provinces or sections were called "IKLIM”. These were "Iqleem Lakhnouti" established in Northern Bengal, liqleem Sataqon' in Western Bengal and "Iqleem Sonargaon' In Eastern Bengal.
 
 (c)  
The reasons of spreading commerce of the benefited country in stated time are explained below:
Firstly, the foreign merchants adopted different technique for implementing their interest. They established big industries and earned a huge profit, they could do so by combining their capital with technical knowledge and by employing local workers to do hard work. For example—- English 
merchants became more important than the Portuguese. Beside the Persian, the Dinemar and the Dutch merchants also established industries and conducted business in Bengal. With the flourishment of their trade centers, the English merchants also started to smuggle capital from Bengal. The fortune and oppression of the people was another reason to increase the capital smuggling. Actually their policy and dominating power are main reasons of spreading commerce. 
The British East India Company established control over administration of the Bengal province in 1765. Throughout the colonial era, East Bengal (the territory of modern Bangladesh) received very limited investments in its industrial sector or toward development of its transportation system, and largely relied on the production and export of its agricultural goods, jute, rice and te(a) The British colonial rule- was accompanied by uprisings, greater polarization of society and decline in the traditional values and institutions of the society. It also included the British legal and political systems and the Technological innovations of that er(a) The British East India company had slowly but steadily followed strategical advancement for how to spread commerce to the Bangalee region. They assumed some policy for manufacturing and processing trade and commerce. 
(d)    
I agree with this statement. Because I think, the rise of British power in Bengal and the company rule in Bengal are not enough for the stated country to be gainer. The internal conflict of Bengal is logical point that plays an important role. Some countries of Europe had strong naval power. They aimed at expanding trade and commerce. The eastern countries of the world, especially Indian were their target, 'The British East India Company" 
was established in England in 1600 AD. This company established a commercial base at Hoogley in 1651 and at Kashimbazar in 1658. The British East India company started to strengthen their hold gradually and at one time they started to  influence the administration of the Nawab. After the death of Nawab Ali Barde Khan, there arose a dispute among the members of Nawab family and the aristocrats of the court. The officers of East India company took advantage of the dispute. The British traders joined with the conspirators against the young Nawab. Prominent among these conspirators were Ghosety Begum, Mir Jafar, Mir Kashim and some members of rich elites like Womichand, Jagat Sheth and Raj Ballav. Watson and Clive, two British commanders made the most of the internal conflict. They brought soldiers from Madras and occupied Kolkat(a) After this, Clive 
wanted to occupy the Nawab's capital of Morshidabad, and with this purpose faced the Nawabs army in a mango orchard at Morshidabad. The Nawab's old commander Mir Jafar betrayed the Nawab in the field of battle of Plassey held on 23rd June 1757. Thus the Nawab of Bengal-Bihar and Orissa was defeated in the battle. 
So, we see that the internal conflict of the Nawab's family the British company ample opportunities to 
occupy Bengal, Bihar and Oriss(a)

Above all, it was the beginning of the long 200 years Of British rule in the Indian Subcontinent.

A terrible famine occurred in Bengal in the Bengali 
year of 1176 (1770 (A)D). This famine is known as 
"Chiyattorer Monontar” in history. 
Background : The famine occurred, in the territory which was called Bengal, then ruled by the British East India Company. This territory included modern West Bengal, Bangladesh and parts of Assam, Odisha, Bihar and Jharkhand. It was earlier a province of the Mughal empire from the 16th century and was ruled by a Nawab, or governor. 
In the 17th century, the English East India Company had been given a grant of the town of Calcutta by the Mughal prince Sha-Shuj(a) During the following century, the company obtained sole trading rights for the province and went on to become the dominant power in Bengal, In 1757, in the battle of Plassey, the British defeated the Nawab Sirajuddaula and plundered the Bengali treasury. The subsequent treaty gained them the Diwani, that is taxation rights, the company thereby became the deaf act ruler of Bengal. 
"Chiyattorer Monontar"A Bengal famine of 1770 : Lord Clive officially got the ownership of Bengal, Bihar and Orissa from the emperor of Delhi in 1765 (A)D. The English had their control continued dual over administration. Clive continued dual administration in Bengal for some period. The English after getting authority of collecting revenue increased the amount of tax of the subjects and they gave maximum pressure to collect additional tax. Moreover, the country faced a severe draught which badly affected the economy of the country. All these facts resulted in a famine which is known as "Chiyattorer Monontar". 
This famine is estimated to have caused the deaths of 10 million people, reducing the population to thirty million in Bengal which included Bihar and  parts of Odish(a) It was caused due to the widespread forced cultivation of opium in place of local food crops, resulting in a shortage of grain for local people in Bengal.

The English, after getting authority of collecting revenue, increased the amount of tax of the subjects and they gave maximum pressure to collect additional tax.

The British ruler of Bengal is mentioned in the stem by Jamir Ali.
 The  English  wanted  to  make  their  rule stronger; 
with this intention they started to create an English educated class that would remain loyal to them. Warren Hasting established Kolkata Madrasa in 1781. The purpose of establishing this madrasa was to satisfy the Muslim by creating job opportunities as the Muslims were broken hearted because of losing their state. For the same reason, Sanskrit College was established for the Hindus in 1791. A new inspiration arose the local people due to coming in touch with modern education. 
English missionary Sir William Kerri kept himself attached in various social activities apart from active preaching of Christianity. He was a pioneer in composing Bengali Grammar, setting up printing machines, publishing newspapers, preparing school textbooks and many other important social works. In this sequence, the British established schools throughout the entire country; some colleges were also established for higher studies. At last Kolkata University was established in 1857 as a seat of higher education and research.

After many colonial country passing away, British came for business in these South Asia, Though they captured the whole Indian sub-continent and tortured "the people, they improved the many things social, cultural and economic. In 18th century, English Governors such as Lord William Bentinck, Lord . Hardinge took step to improve this region. They expand the educational system, stopped early marriage and to introduce the widow-marriage. They also introduced the practice of Modern Science. Besides, they co- operated with Bangalees like Raja Ram Mohan Roy, and Ishwar Chandra Biddasagar in their attempts to eradicate some social superstitions including "Sateedah" which means that the widow will also be burnt with her dead husband. Thus a new educated civil society emerged in the country. But the greater Bengalee Community was oppressed by the British rule. 
At that time Britain was richest country in the world and India was the colonial country in this region. The British made Calcutta University, Dhaka University and many school-colleges for expanding the education. They constructed roads, railways, bridges and many other thing, They here made many architectural building in this region. So, it is said that, they not only controlled his region but also improved the social condition.
