a. 
Family is the fundamental part in 'Chakma society.

b. 
The name of primitive religion of the Garo was "Sangsharek'. In the past, the Garo worshipped different gods. The name of their chief god was Tatara Rabuka. The Garo used to worship Saljang or the sun, Chhuchhum or the moon, Guyera or the thunder, Man. or the land. They used to observe religious festivals and rites by singing, dancing and sacrificing animals. At present, the Majority of the Garos have become the followers of Christian religion. They now observe different Christian religious festivals including Christmas day.

c. 
The following passage indicates the tribal groups that name is Rakhain. The Rakhain live in the district of Patuakhali, Borguna and Cox's Bazar of Bangladesh. The Rakhain build their houses on "Macha" on the bamboo pillars. The Rakhain observe the different programmes and festivals on different occasions. Such as birth anniversary of Gautama Buddha, Baisakhi Purnima, Basante Utshav are prominent. They observe another festival called "Sangrai festival". The Rakhain male persons puts on lungi and fatua and "Pagri". The pagri is their traditional dress. The Rakhain women put on lungi. They blouse over lungi. 

d. 
The cultural life of Rakhain : The rakhain observe different programmes and festival on various occasions. Among them, religious festivals such as- birth anniversary of Gautam Buddha, Baisakhi Purnima, Bashanta utshab (spring festival) are prominent. The Rakhain celebrates another festival at Chaitra Sans name is 'Sangrai festival'. This is their greatest festival which is participated by all people. The Rakhain male persons put on Lungi and Fatua. They normally put on Lungi over the Fatua. They put on Pagri (a special type of head covering) while offering worship at the temple and attending religious and folk programmes. This Pagri is the symbol of their tradition. The Rakhain women put on Lungi. They wear blouse over the lungi.

The cultural life of Marma : The Marma build .their villages on the bank of the river on plain land. The houses of the Marmas are made of bamboo and straw. The Marma males wear. "Gambang" shirt and lungi. Gambang is put on head. The name of the blouse that their women wear is "Anji". Besides, they also wear "Thami". Marma women are very skilled in wearing clothes. "Tat" (a type of wearing machine) pulled by both hand and leg are used by them. The Marmas, like other minority ethnic groups of hill tracks, eat, fish, meat and vegetable with rice. The Marmas celebrate "Sangrai" festival on the occasion of giving farewell to the New Year. On this occasion they actively take part.
From the discussion above, it can be said that there are many differences between the two ethnic groups. .

The Garo are fixed according to mother's communities the marriage of man and women belonging to the same Mahari is forbidden in the society.

The Saontal family life is patrilineal. The group and kinship of the offspring are fixed according to those of father in a saontal family. The main pillar of saontal society is village panchayat. There are seven important person to run a panchayat. They are called manjhi, jagamanjahi, Gadet paranik they treat Nayek not as a member of panchayet, but as a religious leader.

The Marma are the followers of Buddhists religion. They celebrate the programmes of this religion. Buddhist monastery Kiyang & Buddhist Bhikku Bhantey are present at every Marma village. The Marmas go to the temple on the days of Baishakhi Purnima, Ashini Purnima, Maghee Purnima and light the lamp with flowers and then worship the Buddha.

Margan is an inhabitant of Mymensingh area. Her face is more or less round, nose is slightly flat, hair is black and straight and her body colour is black. Anthropologically she is a Mongolian. So being citizen of the same country, they have distinct identities.

Mahari means matrichal. Actually, Mahari identity mainly exists and is at the root of the Garo society. The significance of the Mahari is unlimited in their social life, especially in their marriage, inheritance, share of properties, etc. In the Garo society, the bride and the groom must not belong to the same Mahari, that is, they must be of separate Mahari. 
c. 
As per stem, Sajid, a class eight student, once watched a documentary film on TV, where in the first part of the film described about the Marma, one of the minority ethnic groups of Bangladesh. A pen picture of the Marma is appended below:
Among the minority ethnic groups living in hill track of Bangladesh, the Marma are second in number of population. The majority of the Marma minority ethnic groups live in Rangamati, Bandarban and Khagrachhari districts. Bomang king' is the chief of Marma society. In Marma family, the father is the top of the family but the mother plays a significant role in family functions. The Marma society is agro-based and they adapt ‘Jum’ process for cultivation. They follow Buddhist religion. They celebrate different religious and cultural functions in befitting manner. They reside on the bank of the river on plain land. Their houses are made of bamboo and straw. The Marma males wear Gam bang, shirt and lungi. The Marma women wear Anji and thami. They eat fish, meat and vegetables with rice. Their main cultural festival is. Panikhela, celebrated in the middle of April with much joy and pleasure.

As per stem, Sajid watched two different groups of minority ethnic groups of Bangladesh on TV. The Marmas and the Sautals were showed in the documentary film separately. A comparative study of the cultural features of the Marma and the Sautal is given below:

As per stem, Mathin Chakma belongs to the Chakma and their society is patriarchal and father is the Head of the family. The position of their mother is next to father and the third position is reserved for the eldest son of the family. But her friend Shubhra is a member of the Garo family. While visiting Shubhra in Mymensigh, Mathin Chakma noticed that Shubhra's family was a matriarchal family and as such her mother headed the family. Mathin also came to know that Mahari i.e. the matriarchal identity was at the root of Garo society. The significance of the mahari is unlimited in Garo's social life, especially in marriage, inheritance and share of properties. The marriage of a man and a woman was known to be forbidden if they belonged to the same Mahari. That is, the bride and the groom must belong to separate Mahari. For all the matters stated about Shubhra's family and society, Mathin Chakma became astonished.

As per stem, Mathin is a member of Chakma family and Shubhra is a member of Garo family. So, there exist some dissimilarities between the two families. A comparison of economic life between the families of Mathin and Shubhra is given below:

The male Saontals put on lungi. The Saontals are very fond of ornaments. Both the male and female have "Ulky symbol at the chest and hand. The percentage of educated people in the Saontal society is very low. The Saontal family is patriarchal.

The comparative analysis of the social life of Saontal and Garo discussed below The social life of Saontal: The Saontal family is patriarchal. The main pillar of Saontal society is a "village panchayet". There are five "Maji Parnik" to run a panchayet. They are Maji haram, Jagmaji, Paranik, Goder and Nayek. They treat Nayek not as a member of panchayet but as a religious leader (guru): The social life of Garo: The Garo live in a matriarchal family. Mother is the head of family in their society. The youngest daughter of the family is the heir to all properties of the family. Father discharges the duty of managing the family in Garo society. The marriage of men and women belonging to the same Mahari is forbidden in the Garo society. The bride and the groom must belong to separate Mahari. There are a good number of groups in their society. Five main groups are Sangma, Marak, Momin, Shira and Aveng. So it can be said that there is a differences between the two ethnic groups in their social life.

The Garo eat fish and vegetables with rice. The bottom part of little bamboo is one of their favourite foods. Its popular name is "Mewya". It is much favourite food to them. Besides, they like to rear goats, pigs, fowl, ducks and cows and relish their meat. Pickled bamboo shoots which is known as 'Mewya' is their traditional food. 


c. 
Picture number- 1 is related to the 'Chakma' minority Ethnic groups in Bangladesh. The Chakmas are anthropologically Mongolian. They live in the districts of Rangamati, Bandarban and Khagrachari. Social life of "The Chakmas": Family is the fundamental part of Chakma society. Some Chakma families together form "Adam", or para. Some paras make a Mouja. The chief of the para is called Head Man. The Head Man maintains peace and discipline in the Mouja. Several moujas make a Chakma circle and the chief of this circle is Chakma king. The post of king in the Chakma society is hereditary. The Chakma society is patrilineal. Father is the Head in a Chakma family. Next position goes to mother and after the position of "mother s comes the position of the eldest son.
The Chakmas are a people with their own culture, folklore, literature and traditions. The of Chakma women wear an ankle length cloth around the waist which is also called phinon and also a Haadi wrapped above the waist as well as silver ornaments. Chakma society is hierarchically organized on the basis of age, sex, occupation, power, religion, wealth and education. The husband is more powerful than the wife in a family. Traditionally the village headman would settle disputes. Today they can move to the government courts if they are not satisfied with the raja's judgements. In the past, the Chakma fought against the British imperial government several times but failed. In recent times (since 1975), they have become aware of their rights. 

d. 
The cultural life of the two ethnic group from picture 1 (Chakma) and picture 2 (Garo) is described below: 
Cultural life of Chakma's: The Chakmas make clothes by weaving machine called "Tat". The dress worn by the Chakma girls is called "pinon" and "Hadi" previously. The Chakma men used to put on shirt made of thick thread. dhuti, gamchha and a "pagry"On head. But at present they put on shirt, pant and lungi. Of the clothes made by the Chakma women, "Fulgadi" and different types of outer garments have become very popular to all people of home and abroad. The Chakmas make beautiful baskets, fans, combs, flutes and musical instruments with bamboo and cane. The greatest festival of the Chakma is "Biju". The Chakma celebrate Biju festival on the last two days and the 1st day of Bangalee year. The Chakma are comparatively much educated than other minority ethnic groups. Cultural life of Garo: The name of the dress prepared by the Garo women is "Dakmanda" and "Dakshari". The name of the traditional dress of the male person is "Gando". The Garo eat fish and vegetables with rice. The bottom part of little bamboo is one of their favourite foods known as "Mewya". Besides they like to eat cake (Pitha) wrapped in banana leaf, Mera pitha and pitha fried in oil. The Garo are very fond of merriment. Their social festivals are agriculture based. Their greatest festival is "Wangala". The language of Garo is "Achik kusik". The Garo build their houses on land with tree, bamboo and straw. But many Garos live in the houses made of tin and earth instead of houses made of straw.

"Dum" and "Jika" dance are arranged at the marriage festivals of the Saontal. The Saontal girls put on sharee wrapped over their shoulders. The male Saontal puts on Lungi. The Saontal are very fond of ornaments. The girls use ornaments made of bronze or nickel in their hands and neck. Many male Saontals also use ornaments. Some of the male persons use garlands in the neck and "Bala" in the hand. Both the male and the female have "Ulky" symbol at the chest and hand. Recently, the children of Saontal families have become interested in institutional education.

c. 
Ishita saw the "Biju" festival of a minority ethnic group of Chakmas in Rangamati, on Pohela Baishakh. 

Religious life of the Chakmas : The Chakmas are Buddhists. In most of their villages, there is a "Kiayang" or Buddhist temple. The Chakmas observe their different important religious days with devotion. Among them, they gorgeously celebrate the birth and the death anniversaries and the dawn of Buddha as "Baishakhi Purnima". Besides, they fly balloons in honour of Buddha at the premises of Kiayang or Pagoda on the night of "Maghee purnima". The dead bodies are burnt in the Chakma society. Almost every Chakma village has a Buddhist temple (Kiayang). Buddhist priests or monks are called Bhikhus. They preside at religious festivals and ceremonies. The villagers support their monks with food, gifts, and offerings to Buddha. The Chakmas also worship Hindu deities. Lakshmi, for example, is worshipped as the Goddess of the Harvest. Chakmas offer the sacrifice of goats, chickens, or ducks to calm the sprites that are believed to bring fevers and disease. Even though animal sacrifice is totally against Buddhist beliefs, the Chakma Buddhist priests ignore the practice. 


d. 
A comparative discussion between the social life of the Marmas and the Chakmas is as follows: Social life of Marmas : in the hill tracks, the chief of Marma society at Bomang circle is "Bomang chief" or "Bomang king". There are some villages at every mouja. The villagers select the chief of the village. The Marma call the village "Ruya" and the chief of the village "Ruyaza" in their local language. In a Marma family the mother plays a significant role in family functions although the father is at the top. The opinion of the female members gets due consideration in the affair of taking any family decision in a Marma family. The Marmas are great lovers of music and drama. Traditionally both men and women are fond of smoking pipes and distilled rice spirits are very popular among the men. 
Social life of Chakmas : Family is the fundamental part in Chakma society. Some Chakma families together form "Adam" or para. Some paras make a mouja. The chief of the para is called Head Man. The Headman maintains peace and discipline in the mouja. Several moujas make a Chakma circle and the chief of this circle is Chakma king. The post of 1 king in the Chakma society is hereditary. The Post Chakma society is patrilineal. Father is the Head in a Chakma family. Next position goes to mother and after the position of mother comes the position of the eldest son. Bamboo shoot is a traditional food of the Chakma people. They call it "bajchuri", and Shrimp paste is their traditional ingredient of cooking. They call it "Sidol". Alphaloni is the most important day for Chakma people. During Alphaloni everyone takes a break from farming because it is harvest season.

a. 
Tibet was the primitive dwelling place of Garos. 

b. 
Mahari or the matrilineal identity is at the root of Garo society. The significance of this mahari is unlimited in their social life, especially in marriage, inheritance, share of properties etc. The "Chachchi" (communities) and Mahari (Matrilineal communities) of the Garo are fixed according to mother's communities. The marriage of man and woman belonging to the same Mahari is forbidden in the Garo society. The bride and the groom must belong to separate Mahari.

c. 
The Saontal minority ethnic group live in the place marked as 'B'. They are living in the North-western part of Bangladesh. They live in the districts of Rajshahi, Dinajpur, Rangpur and Bogra. Social life of the Saontal : The Saontal family is patrilineal. The group and kinship of the offspring are fixed according to those of father in a Saontal family. The main pillar of Saontal society is "Village Panchayet". There are seven "Important person" to run a panchayet. They are called Manjhi, Jagamanjahi, Gadet, Paranik, Jagaparanik, Naike and Kudam Naike. They treat Nayek not as a member of panchayat, but as a religious leader (Jan guru). The Saontal society is characterized by democratic equality. Wealth matters little in the day to day life. The clans are regarded as equal to other clans and there is no class distinction either in status or occupation. The Saontal villages are social and political entities with great cohesion and continuity. Each village has well established - political organization with. Secular headman called Manjhi who is a man of great prestige. Village council is the institution that settles all the disputes of the villages. Saontal community as a whole maintains certain uniform customs and laws with relation to marriage, divorce, birth etc. Saontal social organization has very interesting characteristics. It contains flexibility in rigidity. Marriage is one of the important components in the dynamics of Saontal society. It indeed has wonderful and interesting feature. The percentage of educated people in the Saontal society is very low, but recently the children of Saontal families have become interested in institutional education. 

d. 
There are differences in religious life between the minority ethnic groups living in the place 'A' and 'B'. 'A' is related with the Rakhain and "B' is related with the Saontal. 

Religious life of the Rakhain : The Rakhain of Bangladesh are the followers of Buddha religion. The Rakhain children are taught religious norms and rules by the Buddha Bhikku at the monastery. Though Buddhists by religious faith, believe in supernatural power, so like the other indigenous community and sub-indigenous community they believe in superstitions, magic and supernatural powers They observe the Magi Purnima and Prabarna Purnima, The birth anniversary of Gautam Buddha is one of their religious ceremonies. They lead very simple life 'Sundrey' is their greatest community festival and is observed for three days on the occasion of Chaitra Sankranti. 
Religious life of Saontals : The Saontals the followers of two religions. One believes in traditional Hindu religion and observes the norms and programmes of the religion. Another group has accepted the Christian religion and they observe the norms and programmes of the Christian religion. The Saontal religion worships 'Marang buru' or Bonga, as the supreme Deity. They believe that the forest bongas however are malevolent and include the souls of people who died an unnatural death.

The Garo of Bangladesh generally live by agriculture. In the past, the Garo were engaged in 'Jhum' cultivation. At present, Jhum cultivation is not done by the Garos living in Plain lands. By cultivation, they normally produce mainly rice, vegetable of different kinds and pineapple.
c. 
The Chakmas make clothes by weaving machine called "Tat". The dress worn by the Chakma girls is called "pinon" and "Hadi" previously. The Chakma men used to put on shirt made of thick thread, dhuti, gamchha and a "pagry" On head. But at present they put on shirt, pant and lungi. Of the clothes made by the Chakma women, "Fulgadi" and different types of outer garments have become very popular to all people of home and abroad. The Chakmas make beautiful baskets, fans, combs, flutes and musical instruments with bamboo and cane. The greatest festival of the Chakma is "Biju". The Chakma celebrate Biju festival on the last two days and the 1st day of Bangalee year. The Chakma are comparatively much educated than other minority ethnic groups.

'Sangrai' is a cultural festival of the Marma. The Marmas celebrate it on the occasion of giving farewell to the last year and receiving the New Year. On this occasion, they take part in Panikhela in the middle of April. 
c. 
The Rakhain villages are situated in the plain land by the side of the river and coastal areas of the sea. The Rakhain build their house on 'Macha'; on the bamboo pillars. Some of their houses have roof made of "gulpata" and some of their houses are made of tin. The Rakhain observe different programmes and festivals on various occasions. Among them, religious festivals such as- birth anniversary of Gautam Buddha, Baisakhi purnima, Bashanta utshab (spring festival) are prominent. The Rakhain celebrate another festival at Chaitra sangkranti and its name is 'Sangrai festival'. This is their greatest festival which is participated by all people. The rakhain male persons put on lungi and fatua. They normally put on lungi over the fatua. They put on pagri while offering worship at the temple and attending religious and folk programmes. This pagri is the symbol of their tradition. The rakhain women put on lungi. They wear blouses over the lungi.
