By exercising this veto power any permanent member can postpone or cancel any resolution of the council alone.

Activity of WHO in Bangladesh: WHO is the directing and coordinating authority for O health within the United Nations system? 5. Activity of WHO in Bangladesh is of course e within the arena of these functions:
>> Providing leadership on matters critical to To health and engaging in partnerships where joint action is needed.
>> Monitoring the health situation and assessing health trends, and to add 
>> Enhancing capacity for the prevention and control of major communicable diseases. 
>> Fostering partnership and coordination for national health development. 
>> Enhancing equitable and sustainable access to safe water and sanitation, reducing environmental and occupational health risks and promoting food safety. 
>>Articulating ethical and evidence based policy options.

WHO is working to get rid of malaria, ensure safe drinking water, improve sewerage system, and reduce child and mother morality rate. WHO- Bangladesh has been providing technical assistance to the Government of Bangladesh for strengthening the public health system since the beginning of its collaboration in 1972. It has providing support for the development of the country's public health systems.
