ANSWER:
(a) 
Peace committee was formed by the people who collaborated with Pakistani forces , betraying interest of the countrymen to guide the Pakistani force in every nook and corner of Bangladesh.
(b) 
The Pakistan Govt, removed military governor 
general Tikka Khan and replaced him with civil governor Dr. Abdul Mutalib Malik. The Pakistan Government did this with a view to misguiding the outside worl(b) A civil government opposed to liberation war was formed under him on 17th September. This government was compelled to resign on 14th December.
(c) 
In the picture we see some members of Rajakar Bahinee receiving training. Rajakar Bahinee (force) was formed with the direct help and assistance of extremely fanatical political parties during the liberation war. Jamayet leader Mawlana (a)K.M. Yousuf first formed Rajakar Bahinee in Khulna in the month of May, 1971. Rajakar Bahinee was later formed gradually at other places. Besides the members of Islami Chattra Sangha and other extremist religious groups, notorious culprits and unemployed youths joined the Razakar Bahenee.
(d) 
Besides Rajakar Bahinee, some other organizations were formed during liberation war. The function of these organizations was to help the 
Pakistani forces. These were : 
1. Peace Committee : Dhaka civil peace committee consisting of 140 members was formed on 9th April. The activities of the peace committee formed in the middle of April expanded up to district, thana and even up to Union council and ward level,
2. Al-Badr : Members of Al-Badr were even deadlier. This Bahinee (force) consisted of students of Jamati Islami Chattra Sangathan (Islami student's organization) and Islami Chattra Sangh(a) 
3. Ai- Shams : Another organization similar to Al-Badr was Al-Shams. Student fronts of Muslim League and other political parties jointly formed Al- Shams Bahinee. 




Question no : 02
Keramot Ali won an election of Upazilla Parishad in Barishal district. People were very happy at his victory. But the administration delayed to hand over the power. People reacted to this. The administration took various steps but could not control the situation.

ANSWER:
(a) 
Awami League won the election of 1970 in both Provincial and National Parliaments with absolute majority. 
(b) 
After the victory in 1970 election Awami League started to take preparation for accepting power. On the other hand Zulfikar Ali Bhutto started a conspiracy to nullify that. He declared that he would boycott the National assembly to be held in Dhak(a) Moreover President Yahiya Khan suspended the holding of National assembly on 1st March. In reply, Awami League declared the scheme of all-out movement and thus started the non co-operation movement. 
(c) 
Awami League won the election of 1970 but was deprived of power by the rulers of West Pakistan. Same situation is with Keramot Ali and his party. Keramot Ali and his party won the election. But the administration would not hand over the power to Keramot Ali's party. As a result people -reacted to the attidude of  the administration. In the same way, Awami League was taking preparation for accepting power after the victory in the election. But Pakistani rulers started their conspiracy to deprive Awami League of the power. Zulfikar Ali Bhutto declared that he would boycott the National assembly and President Yahiya finally suspended the holding of National assembly. People reacted angrily to that and non co-operation movement started in March 1971.In this situation Bangabandhu gave his historical speech on 7th March. He called people for non cooperation with Pakistani Govt. This movement continued up to 25th March, 1971.
(d) 
The, speech 7th of March delivered by Bangabandhu was the declaration of liberation war to Bangladeshis. This speech inspired and united the people encourage them to accept maximum sacrifice for the country. 
In his speech of 7th March, Bangabandhu gave the declaration of running the country’s administration as the elected party. He instructed the people to maintain non co-operation with Pakistan because Bangabandhu could understand that Pakistani rulers would not hand over power willingly. So, he asked the people to take preparation to launch a liberation war. He asked people to make fort in each house which was a clear indication of liberating Bangladesh by Guerrilla warfare. About participation in session of National Assembly on 25th March, he gave four pre-conditions:
1. Withdrawing martial law. 
2. Handing over power to people’s representatives.
3. Inquiries into mass killing by the army. 
4. Taking the soldiers back to the barrack. Bangabandhu wanted to make people ready for war, freedom and independence that the people got inspiration from his speech.

ANSWER:
(a) 
India gave recognition Co Bangladesh on 6th December, 1971. 
(b)
 Bangladesh and the Indian govt. formed a joint-command on 21st November with a view to launching stronger attack upon Pakistani forces. Indian force that helped freedom fighters during liberation war are called ‘Mitra Bahinee' (Allied Force). The liberation war got a momentum with the formation of joint comman
(c)
 (b) Liberation war of Bangladesh has been indicated at the stem. The occupation Pakistani force conducted mass killing mercilessly during the entire 9 months of liberation war. They started killing the unarmed Bangalees from the mid night of 25th March. They attacked the cantonment, EPR directorate, Police line, Ansar-barracks and killed a good number of people on that night. 
Artistes, Literaturs and Intellectuals were the special targets of Pakistani soldiers and their associates. They killed the intellectuals on a mass scale from the beginning till the end of liberation war with a view to making the country barren and devoid of merit. Many people went into hiding and remained hidden for the entire 9 months of the war because of the Pakistani army, Rajakar and Al-Badrs. About one crore people were compelled to leave the country and take shelter in Indi(a) 30 lac people sacrificed their lives in the liberation war. Among them, many were prominent persons and again many were unknown persons. 
(d)  
Sumon and Rayhan became joyfu! looking at the picture of signing of documents kept at the museum. It was actually the picture of signing the document of surrender. Lt. General Niyazee and Lt. General Aurora signed the documents of surrender at Race Course Ground sitting under the open sky. Pakistani force accepted their tragic defeat on 16th December, 1971. The document of surrender was signed at 5 pm on 16th December. Major General Nagra of joint force started discussion with the officers of Pakistani force. Meanwhile Major General Jakob, the chief of staff, Indian army arrived at Dhaka with the documents of surrender. Then the document of surrender was signed and Pakistani soldiers were taken to cantonments as prisoners of war. Pakistani forces outside Dhaka delayed up to 22nd December to accept defeat and surrender. A total of 91 thousand and 634 Pakistani including civil and military persons, surrendered to the Joint forces. Thus, our liberation war successfully ended only in 9 months. That is why Sumon and Rayhan Jumped for joy at the sight of the scene.

(a) 
MAG Osmany was: the commander-in-chief of freedom fighters.
(b) 
"Operation Search Light" was the name of the operation conducted by Pakistani force on the night of 25th March, 1971 in the then East Pakistan. It was an operation for genocide. The head of this operation was Lt. General Tikka Khan. President Yahiya stayed at. Dhaka from 15-24 th March - in the name of discussion with Bangabandhu; but actually he stayed at Dhaka to supervise the preparation of Operation Search Light.
(c)
 Sector-2 was in the place marked “C” For the convenience of smooth conduct of the war, Bangladesh was divided into 11 sectors and 11 sector commanders were appointe(b) Each sector was gain divided into some sub-sectors. Sector-2 consisted of Noakhali, Akhawra, Comilla district up to Bhairab Railway station, Habiganj, some parts of Dhaka and Faridpur districts. A guerrilla group was also working in Dhaka city, known as "Crack Platoon ".
(d) 
The place marked “B" was under sector-8. This sector consisted of Kustia, Jessore, greater part of Faridpur and up to Dawlatpur-Shatkhira road of Khuln(a) It was the centre of the conduct of liberation war. Because, Mujibnagar Govt. was formed at Meherpur, Kusti(a) Mujibnagar govt. was formed on 10th April, 1971 and Bangabandhu’s declaration of independence was officially approved on this day. Members of Mujibnagar Govt. took oath on 17th April, 1971, at same place.
Mujibnagar Govt. divided Bangladesh into 11 administrative zones. Members of parliament were given the charge of their respective areas. 
This govt. took massive programme for the smooth conduct of liberation war, Osmany was the chief general of Freedom fighters. Besides, Col. (retd) Abdur Rob was the chief of staff. Group captain (a)K. Khondaker was the deputy chief of staff. This govt. also. divided the Country into 11 sectors for the convenience of smooth conduct of the war. 
So, all the activities were centred round the Mujibnagar govt. during the liberation war.
Question no : 05
There was a dispute on some issues between two parts of village 'Ka’. As a result of it, at one night the force (lathials) of the southern part of the village suddenly attacked the sleeping people of the northern part and killed them mercilessly irrespective of men-women and children. ANSWER:

(a) 
During the war of independence, Bangladesh was divided into 11 sectors. 

(b) 
Joint command was formed on 21st November, 1971. Joint command consisted of the members of Indian army and Bangladeshi fighters. It was formed with a view to launching stronger attack upon Pakistani forces. 
Joint command force played an important role in our liberation war. This joined force made the final attack on Pakistani force in December. The liberation war got a momentum with the formation of joint comman(b) 
(c) 
Genocide by operation search light was an important event in the history of Bangladesh. And this event is similar with the event described in the stem given above. 
Operation search light : Genocide conducted by
Pakistani soldiers on the night of 25th March, 1971 in the then East Pakistan was named "Operation Search Light". According to operation search light, the responsibility of conducting genocide in Dhaka city was given to Major General Rao Forman Ali. According to plan, Pakistani soldiers wanted to take control of EPR headquarters at Peelkhana and Rajarbag police line. The primary responsibilities of the soldiers were to attack Dhaka University, Dhaka Engineering University, Arrest Bangabandhu, control telephone exchange, Radio, Television, State Bank, communication system of Dhaka city, Ansar and Police departments. Bangalee soldiers tried to resist Pakistani soldiers; but they had no arms and preparation capable of resisting the planned attack of well armed soldiers.As a result, Pakistani soldiers mercilessly killed many of them on that night. They conducted mass killing Jahurul Huq Hall, Jagannath Hall, Shahidullah Hall, Rokeya Hall of Dhaka University residential are(a) 10 teachers and 300 students and employees were killed during the genocide in March. The railway slums near Jahurul Huq Hall were on fire and the result of this was heavy destruction. 7-8 thousand people were killed on the night of 25th March. Pakistani soldiers conducted attack in the cantonments, EPR base and in other places outside Dhaka city and killed a good number of people. Many innocent persons were killed in these areas.
According to the plan of operation search light, the Pakistani soldiers arrested Bangabandhu from his 32 no. Dhanmondi at 1.30 am on 25th March (at the start of 26th March). Before being arrested, Bangabandhu declared independence and gave a clarion call to his countrymen to launch war. 

(d) 
The war of liberation led Bangladesh to Independence. This was a revolutionary independence war in 1971 which established the republic of Bangladesh. In the 1970 elections, even though the Awarni League emerged as the largest party in Pakistan Parliament, it was not allowed to form the government by the ruling military junt(a) In the backdrop of a non-cooperation movement launched against the military regime by Awami League, Bangabandhu declared at a historic public meeting held at Ramna Racecourse (renamed as Sohrawardy Uddyan) on 7 March, 1971 attended by around 2 million people, "This struggle is the struggle for our freedom, this struggle is the struggle for our liberation". It was a de facto declaration of independence. Thus in a preplanned manner on 25th March 1971, the Pakistan army embarked on what may be termed as history’s worst genocide. A military crackdown was ordered, and Bangabandhu was arrested and taken away to West Pakistan. But just before he was arrested, he sent out a call for the Liberation War to begin. 
There were spontaneous uprisings throughout Bangladesh following the call of independence. In the war of liberation in 1971, the whole geographical area of then East Pakistan was strategically divided into 11 sectors with 11 commanders.
During the nine months struggle which ensured an estimated three million Bengalis die and ten million refugees fled into Indi(a) The heroic fight of our freedom fighters, the strong unity of all countrymen, active help of allied force (Mitra Bahinee) and the support of people all over the world together resulted in the successful completion of our liberation war only in 9 months and finally we achieved our independence.

(a) 
On 2nd March, 1971 the leaders of DUCSU hoisted the national flag of Bangladesh containing the map of whole country.
(b) 
Pakistani military came out from cantonment suddenly by the support of Zulfikar Ali Bhutto in a secret meeting. They attacked firstly Dhaka University hall and then entire Dhaka city. They killed more than 7-8 thousand innocent people in the night of 25th March 1971. This brutal killing is called a "Operation Searchlight". 
According to the operation search light they killed many innocent people and arrested Sheikh Mujib from 32 No. Dhanmondi. 
(c) 
The historical speech of 7th March, 1971 of Bangabandhu is indicated by the speech. 
The 7th of March speech of Bangabandhu was the document of liberation to the Bangladeshis. This speech inspired all the people of the country to fight for liberation. This speech united the people and encouraged them to accept maximum sacrifice for the country. This speech magically transformed the Bangalee masses into a nation of heroes. So, many people think that this speech is an unprecedented example in the political history of the worl(b) After this speech, the united people took active part in the non-co-operation movement and spontaneously took part in the fight for freedom. Schools, Colleges, Offices, mills and factories of the whole county were colsed at the order of Bangabandhu.
(d) 
The stated incident accelerates the independence of a new country.
Here that incident means the historical speech of 7th March which was given by the brave leader Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman.
Bangladesh has emerged as an independent nation in 1971 after achieving independence from Pakistan in the Bangladesh liberation war. The vigorous speech of Bangabandhu encouraged people of all walks of life to prepare for the war that the Pakistani regime would launch on the unarmed Bangalees on March 26 mid night, committing one of the worst genocides in the history of the world that continued the next nine months. From the speech the people of the country got the final directive and an indomitable inspiration to fight for the liberation war against the Pakistani Junt(a) Following Bangabandhu's declaration, people across the country—from the capital Dhaka to remote villages continued to raise slogans like: Bir Bangalee Astro Dhoro, Bangladesh Swadhin Koro. Bangalee learnt the country's true condition from the speech in which Bangabandhu gave directives to the nation to get ready for war to achieve independence. The speech inspired an entire nation to join the liberation war. Analysis of the importance, significance and timeliness of this speech, which contained the directives and declaration of the liberation war in Bangbandhu’s own voice, has remained a goldmine for researches. The audience were tremendously inspired because of the sharpness of its logi(b) It was a dialogue between the people of Bangladesh and their undisputed leader on the eve of Bangladesh's birth.

The name of the naval operation is "Operation Jackpot. " 
(b) 
After the victory in 1970 election Awami League started to take preparation for accepting power. On the other hand Zulfikar Ali Bhutto started a conspiracy to nullify that. He declared that he would boycott the National assembly to be held in Dhak(a) Moreover President Yahiya Khan suspended the holding of National assembly on 1st March. In reply, Awami League declared the scheme of all-out movement and thus started the non co-operation movement. 
(c) 
The incident of 25 March, 1971 is similar to the incident of attacking the villagers at dead of night. This incident is called "operation search light.”
Pakistani soldiers came out at the streets from Dhaka Cantonment at 11.30 pm on 25th March. A procession in support of liberation became the first target of Pakistani soldiers at Farmgate. At the same time, attack was carried on at Peelkhana and Rajarbagh police line. Bangalee soldiers tried to resist Pakistani soldiers; but they had no arms and preparation capable of resisting the planned attack of well armed, soldiers, As a result, Pakistani soldiers mercilessly killed many of them on that night. Attack was conducted in the halls of Dhaka University at dead of night. Pakistani soldiers entered Iqball hall (now Jahurul Huq hall) and Zagannath hall, and killed many innocent, sleeping students. They conducted mass killing also at Dhaka hall (Shahidullah hall), Rokeya, hall and University residential area, 10 teachers and 300 students and employees of Dhaka University were killed during the genocide in March, The railway slums near Jahurul Huq hall- were on fire arid the result of this was heavy destruction. 7-8 thousand innocent people were killed on the night of 25th March. 
Pakistani soldiers conducted attack in the cantonments, EPR base and in other places outside Dhaka city and killed a good number of people. In this way, the Pakistani soldiers could take the control of all police and EPR settlements from the beginning of 'Operation Search Light."Many innocence persons were killed in these areas. 
(d) 
The Govt. of people's Republic of Bangladesh formed during liberation war was known by different names. This is sometimes called "Temporary Bangladesh Govt.” and again it is sometimes called "Exile Bangladesh Govt." But this is widely known as 'Mujibnagar Govt.' The Liberation war was conducted and independence was gained under the leadership. Mujibnagar or Bangladesh Govt. was formed on 10th April 1971. The cabinet was formed and the declaration charter of independece was officially approved on the same day. Bangabandhu’s declaration of independence broadcast on 26th March was also officially approved on this day. Members of Mujibnagar Govt. took oath on 17th April, 1971. The oath taking ceremoney was conducted by Professor Yusuf Ali.
Activities of Mujibnagar Govt. can broadly be divided into two types; (a) Civil administration (b) Military activities. 
For the conduct of administration in each country there are different ministries and different directorates under these ministries. Mujibnagar Govt. had also ministries and directorates. These are; Defense, Foreign Affairs, Finance, Industry General Administration, and Commerce, Establishment, Local Govt. Health and Family Planning, Information and Broadcasting, Home Affairs, Relief and Rehabilitation, Parliamentary Affairs, Agriculture and Technology.
Bangladesh was divided into 11 administrative zones. Members of parliament or the leaders of Awami league were given the charge of their respective areas. A nine-member advisory board under the leadership of Tajuddin Ahmed was formed with the objective establishing national unity during liberation war perio(b) Apart from Awami league leaders, senior leader Mowlana Abdul Hamid Khan Bhasani, Communist party chief Moni Singh, Nap (Muzaffar) leader Muzaffar Ahmed and congress leader Monoranjan Dhar were the members of this advisory boar(b) Besides, planning commission of Mujibnagar govt. was also formed with Dhaka University Prof. Dr. Muzzaffar Ahmed Chowdhury as its chairman.

General Zagzit Singh Arora, Commander of join force came from Agartala by Helicopter at twilight that winter. He was accompanied by the representative of Mujibnagar govt. Both the sides of the road were people. On hearing the news of surrender thousands of people arrived at the Racecourse Groun(b) The Pakistani forces obeyed all the rules relating to surrender in the war. Lt. General Niyazee & Lt. General Arora signed the document of surrounder at Race course ground sitting at table under the open sky.
