Socialism has been accepted as a fundamental state policy of Bangladesh with a view to bringing an equitable distribution in economic sector and ensuring the amenities and facilities for all.

Mine is an underprivileged area. Most of the people are poverty-ridden. Being a low-lying area, it affected by flood and the people suffer much. It is true to the letter that democracy is in practice while socialism has ever been a dream in Bangladesh. We have parliamentarian form of government. A member of the parliament as well as a member of a Union Parishad is elected by the people. Election is held every five year. People can enjoy sovereignty in regard to power of the state. The executive is accountable to the legislative department. The judiciary is independent and can showcase the government. Thus we can say that democracy has been established. But in case of socialism there prevails a frustrating feature. The state is committed to the people to ensure table distribution in economic sector, amenities and facilities for all exploitation- free society and impartial justice. But reality shows the opposite environment. What is true is that there is inequality and exploitation everywhere. Amenities and facilities for the poor are too insufficient to describe. They are deprived of even their basic rights. Only 10% people own 90% of the total wealth of the country. Not a single poor man has been nominated for candidature in the parliament election. There are many other instances of social injustice, exploitation and discrimination.

ANSWER: 
a. 
The constitution of Bangladesh was framed i November, 1972.
b. 
In parliamentary form of government, the Executive as a whole is responsible and dependent to the legislative department. On the other hand, in presidential form of government, the Executive department does not remain accountable to the legislature; rather the president and his cabinet governs the country directly.
c. 
Bangladesh has been practising democracy since independence. The constitution Bangladesh was approved on the 4th November 1972. The constitution ensures democracy in the fullest sense. The official name of our country is People's Republic of Bangladesh. All powers of the state belong to the people and a particular authority exercise this power on behalf of the people. We have a parliamentary form of government which is unitary in nature. Our legislature is unicameral which means the provision of a single chamber in the parliament. Each of the representatives, whether he/she be a member of a Union Parishad or of the parliament are directly elected by the people (excepting the reserved seats for women). When the parliament breaks fresh election is arranged within 90 days. The tenure of the government is five years. 
d. 
Father feels fortunate that ours is a democracy, neither absolute monarchy nor dictatorship. I also feel happy at this. Both absolute monarchy and dictatorship mean one man rule. In general, neither of the systems reflect the expectations of the people. The ruler governs the country not according to the taste and choice of the people but his whims and caprices. They govern the country as long as they wish. In case of absolute monarchy the king’s son will be the next king - might he be a worse ruler than his father. Once upon a time, there was monarchy in our country. People were called "subjects" and were often oppressed by the kings and their accomplice. We may also cite the name of Hitler on the top of the list of dictators of the modern world who killed millions of people in Europe and caused massive destruction. The people of Germany did not want. So however, democracy ensures the sovereignty of the people. We elect our representatives who form the government. If they cause evil to us, we can raise movement or file cases against them. We can lead our lives in our own way. The government collects taxes and revenue and implement development activities... Again, we could not practise secularism if there were a conservative king or dictator.

In the constitution of Bangladesh, four fundamental principles of state policy have been formulated. These are: Nationalism, socialism, democracy and secularism. According to the passage, the act of Mihir Das reflect secularism. He is a Hindu resident of Modhupur village who arranged his puza with great pleasure and merriment. Most of the villagers helped him in this regard. We see, there is communal fraternity in the village, in absence of which Mihir Das could not arrange his religious festival with great pleasure and merriment. The number of members of paurasava can be less or more on the basis of territory and population. A pourasava performs its functions like a union parishad. Such as maintaining the public health, education and public welfare activities and judicial types of works. Besides this – paurasava celebrates various national days- perform work related to relief and habitation, arranges orphanage for the orphans and the helpless etc.

According to the stem Mr 'A' is the chief of a paurasava. He arranges the activities related health. Pure drinking water, public health and drainage system. Besides these activities a pourasava performs the following activities:
*Making arrangement for pure water and removing the blocked water.
*Controlling the selling of unhygienic and adulterated food. 
*Adopting plans and implementing them for maintaining a good environment in the towns. 
*Arranging the proper constructions of the houses and homes. 
*Planting trees on both sides of the road, establishing parks and gardens and preserving   open space. On the other hand the union parishad performs the following activities
*Making arrangement of pure drinking water.
*Helping the affected people and managing their habitation. 
*Keeping environment clean and tidy in the union parishad. 
*Making arrangement for first aid.
*Creating mass awareness and making various family planning equipment’s available for the implementation of family planning programs. 
*Making arrangement for awarding stipend to poor and meritorious students and arranging adult education for removing illiteracy etc.
As pourasava perform its functions like a union parishad and city corporation performs its function in the metropolitan area like in the pourasava. So it is not the only function of Mr 'A' mentioned in the stem.

The essential elements of the state are land, people, government and sovereignty.
b. 
Nationalism is one of the fundamental state policies. Nationalism has been created a unique bond among the Bangalee Nation with the help of the same language, literature and culture. So it is declared in the constitution that as Bangalee Nation achieved the independence and sovereignty of Bangladesh by their struggle and unique bond, this unity will be the basis of Bangalee Nationalism.
c. 
Government can normally be divided into two forms; namely Democracy and Dictatorship. In democracy sovereign power of the state is vested in the hand of the people. People are the source of all power. People elect their nominated person or political party by exercising their power of voting. On the other hand, Dictatorship is a rule of one person or one political party. In this system of government, people do not have any recognition of their rights and opinion. On this basis of the method of acquiring power by the head of the state, the democratic form of is classified into constitutional Monarchy and Republic. Constitutional Monarchy is such type of government where head of the state gets power by heredity. On the other hand Republic is a system of Government where Head of the state gets power through indirect election by the votes of people. On the basis of the distribution of power, democratic government can be divided into two forms; namely unitary government and Federal government. Unitary form of government is a system in which all the power are vested upon the central government. 
Federal form of is a system in which government power is distributed by the constitution between central government and provincial government. 26 Bangladesh is a democratic state in the sense that sovereign power of the state is vested in the hands of the people. People are the source of all power. Here in Bangladesh people elect their nominated persons or political party by exercising their power of voting. The elected representatives from the government and administer the country for five year term.
d. 
State is a political association. Government is one of the element of the state. Every independent country has its own government system. The government can be different types. By these different types of organs the government perform different types of functions. The state is governed according to some principles which are written down in the constitution. Among the four fundamental elements of the state government is one of them. This is the basic controlling power of the state. As a ship cannot run without an engine, in the same way the state cannot run without a government. Every function of the state is performed by the government. Though government is the important element of the state, all forms of government are not same. In the third step of government system mentioned in the stem are parliamentary form of government and presidential form of government. In the parliamentary form of government and the Executive as a whole becomes responsible and dependent to the legislative department. But in presidential form of government executive department does not remain accountable and responsible to the legislature. In this system of government president and his cabinet govern the country directly. In the end it can be said that there are many types of government system in the world and they vary from one another.

Every union parishad consists of an elected Chairman, nine members from nine wards and three female members in the reserved seats, total (01 + 09 + 03) = 13 members. Functions of Union Parishad :[image: ]

* Making the planning and implementation on total development of union parishad.
*Making arrangement for pure drinking water. 
*Helping the affected people and managing their rehabilitation.
*Keeping environment clean and tidy in the union parishad.
* Making arrangement for first aid. 
*Creating mass awareness and making various family planning equipment’s available for the implementation of family planning programs
* Making arrangement for awarding stipend to poor and meritorious students and arranging adult education for reducing illiteracy.
*creating mass awareness against the offence and information the policy if any offence or bed incident happens within the area.
*setting the local disputes to maintain peace and harmony with in the area.

Organization 'B' related with the formation of local government poursava. The pourasava is a local government in urban areas.. There are 314 pourasavas in Bangladesh at present. A paurasava consists of one mayor, one councillor from each ward and female councillors reserved seats. The number of pourasava can be less or more on the basis of territory and population.
The main objective of the both organization 'A' and 'B' is the development at local level: Local government is representative government. It is self-governed and beyond the direct control of the government.

As the territory and population of the state is large at present, it is not possible for the govt. to solve all types of regional problems from the centre. This type of government is formed locally to solve local problems. Local government performs many welfare and developmental works at local level. Local government is an important part of Bangladesh administration. 
c. 
The legislature is an important organ of Bangladesh government and Mr Adnan is a representative member of this organ. The legislature: The legislature or the JatiyaSangsad enacts and amends general laws of the country. It also ventilates and expresses public opinion, controls government income and expenditure, formulates and amends in the constitution. If any allegation is raised against the President, the legislature takes this into consideration. Beside this, it also plays it, role as a guardian of our national exchequer. Taxes are levied and the budget is approved by the legislature. Bangladesh is a unicameral government with the parliament being the legislature organ which is responsible for making all the rules and laws for the citizens to follow. 
The legislature organ makes the laws. That defines rights and obligations of the people and of various arms of govt. and defines rules of conduct of various actions and functions affecting the wellbeing of the collective good of the society. The constitution also grants the legislature branch/organ the power to create an annual budget for the federal government. With this budgetary power which is facilitatedthrough the collection of taxes tariffs, the legislature organ can also specifically direct how federal money should be spent.

d. 
The judiciary is the organ of the government where Mr Nahiyan is employed in the field of establishment of justice. 
Importance of the judiciary organ: The judiciary administers justice according to the existing laws of the country. It makes civil life simple and beautiful and establishes fair justice by punishing the guilty and criminals. The judiciary conducts and gives verdict of the different cases and litigations field is court. It interprets the provisions of the constitution and does various investigative works. The judiciary also acts as a safe guard of the constitution and rights of its citizen and it also conducts the works on various enquiries. The highest judiciary body is the Supreme Court. It plays an important role in the establishment of justice. Judiciary is one of the three organs of the govt. In judiciary all courts, big or small are included. It is the interpreters of the constitution and laws. The judiciary is essential for maintaining peace and imparting justice and also for the enjoyment of fundamental rights. It is one of inescapable pillars for the smooth functioning of democracy and thereby to establish good governance in a country. A society without judiciary organ is hardly conceivable. In the absence of judiciary the thieves, deceits and other tough people will usurp the property of the gentry and of the weak persons through force and violence.

The incorporated area is divided into several wards. Each ward has an elected ward commission. The mayor of the city is elected by popular vote every five years. City corporation performs its function in the metropolitan area like are the paurasavas. It maintain the public health, education, and public welfare activities and judicial types of works. Besides these, City Corporation celebrates various national days. Performs work related to relief and rehabilitation arranges orphanage for the orphans and maintains auditorium, birth date registration etc.

d. 
'A' diagram is Upazillaparishad. An upazila consists of some unions. The upazilaparishad consists of one chairman, all chairmen of union parishads under the upazilla, Chairman of pourashava and one third members of all the female members. There are 485 upazilas in Bangladesh at present. The functions of upazilaparishad is almost the same as the functions of union parishad. Besides this, upazilaparishad takes necessary long and short term development projects including five-year plan. Upazilaparishad implements, supervises and coordinates various projects of the government. It contracts and maintains the link roads among different union parishads.

Deputy Speaker assists him in this regard. Besides, in absence of the speaker he presides over the parliament session. Both of them are elected from among the members of parliament by their
d.

That is why three organs of government is essential to conduct state.

The president appointed the chief justices. The Supreme Court divided into two division. Appellate division & High court division. The president also appoints the justice of these two division.

The chart-2 shows the executive govt. of the country which politically formed the govt. of the win party and it entrusted the administration of the country is called the executive. The executive dominate is responsible for his work to parliament but the parliament is not responsible to executive. The president can dissolve the parliament and also summon the new parliamentary session. Parliament also impeach the president if it get any fault.
