Question no : 01
In the Holy Quran it is said, “ The good names belong to Allah. You will remember Him by, those very names.” (7 A’raf: 180). It is clearly understood that the followers of the holy Quran ate bound to remember Allah by His existence or entity-centred names-Allah and other qualitative Names (AL-Asmaul Husna). These are Rahman. Rhim, Khabir, Rauf , Alim etc.
(a) What do you mean by Al-Asmaul Husna?
(b) Describe the meaning of ‘ Allahu-Gaffarun’.
(c) Explain the qualitative name ‘Allahu-Raufun’
(d) Narrate the significance of ‘ Al-Asmaul Husna’
ANSWER:

‘Asma’ means the names and ‘Husna’ means the most beautiful or the nicest. ‘ Al- Asmaul –Husna’ thus means the nicest/the most beautiful names. These are also called Allah’s qualitative names (Sifati names).
(b)
The word ‘Gaffarun’ means compassionate, ‘Allahu Gaffarun’ means Allah is the most compassionate. Allah’s power is incomparable. He has created the human being. He has made the human being ’Ashraful Makhlugat’ (the best of all His creations). He has arranged everything or their comfort and ease, happiness and peace. But the human being: out of their ignorance forget the most Gracious Allah. They forget all about the innumerable gifts (Niamat) given by Allah. They commit mistakes being instigated by the Satan (devil). But Allah does not punish the wrong doers at once. Allah forgives the person if he/she repents for his/her own misdeeds. He does not forgive only. He also bestows His ‘Rahm’ (grace) on that person.
(c)
The word ‘Raufun’ means very kind and affectionate. ‘ Allahu-Raufun’ means Allah is very kind and affectionate. Allah’s kindness, grace and affection to human being have no end. Allah the Almighty said:
Meaning: surely Allah is very affectionate and gracious to mankind.( Sura Al Bakara- 143). the Great Prophet (Sm) has said: “Allah the ever-gracious has divided all the graces, kindness, affection, love into one hundred parts and kept ninety nine parts of it for himself. And he has distributed the remaining one part for the whole of the universe.” (Bukhari). It can be clearly understood from the aforesaid Ayat and Hadith that Allah’s grace and affection is so much deep for us i.e. for His creations. Allah the most virtuous has created us out of His kindness. He has arranged our rearing up by infusing love and affection in the hearts of our parents. He has created a congenial atmosphere by infusing the feelings of love and affection in the minds of our brothers-sisters, relatives, neighbors towards us. He has arranged everything for our peace-happiness and ease-comfort. He has employed the moon-sun, light and air in our service. He does not want any return from us even after doing so much for us. He becomes pleased if we pay our allegiance and worship Him. If we do a single good work. He will give tem times greater reward/gifts in return. And for our vices or misdeeds. He will punish us exactly in the same measure as the vice is. Again, if HE desires, he may forgive us, he has prepared ‘Jannat’ (the heavens) for the birtuous people in the life here after.  The ‘Jannat’ is the unending and ever-lasting abode of peace and happiness.
(d)
The significance of ‘Al-Asmaul Husna’ in the human lives is enormous. These ate as good as the ingredients for formation of ideals and characters of human lives. Allah’s qualities are the best as Himself is the best, the greatest. His qualities cannot be compared with those of others, Allah the Greatest said: “ nothing resembles Him. He is the greatest listener and the greatest observer.” (42 Sura: 11). Therefore, if we can build our own characters with the qualities of Allah, our characters will be good. Then we can become good and ideal human beings. If we have the knowledge of the qualities of Allah, it becomes easy to follow and adhere to his orders and restrictions. It becomes possible to acquire His satisfaction and live safely away from His anger. This is why, there is direction in Islam as to be qualified by the qualities of Allah. It is said:
“ be glorified with qualities of Allah.” Human beings are the representatives of Allah on this earth. Allah the Gracious desires that His nicest-qualities should grow/develop in them. For example, Allah is the best judge. He desires that we should also do justice. We should not make any difference between the near and far, rich and poor. High and low among the people in doing justice.
Allah is compassionate. He wants that we should also forgive others. Allah is kind. He wants that we should also be kind to His creations. Allah provides subsistence to all. He provides food to all the living beings. He wants that we should also provide food to the hungry people.

Question no : 02
Mr. Mansur and Mr. Iqbal work in the same office. Mr. Iqbal is a religious man. He behaves gently with all in the office. One day Mr. Mansur orders his subordinate employee, Rashed to bring  glass of water and a file. Mr. Mansur behaves roughly with Rashed on his being late. On being informed the superior officer says, “ A Mumin cannot behave such way”. 
ANSWER:
(a)
The Jannats are of eight levels.
(b)
The jahannam is a deadly place of painful sufferings. Fire will be burning the sinners all over the Janhannam. Innumerable big poisonous snakes, scorpions, insects will bite them. The heat of fire of the Jahannam will be 70 times greater than that of the world. The residents of the Jahnnam will be given thorny ‘Zaqqum’ trees to eat, which they will not be able to take, rather will find it hung in the throat. They will drink the burning blood and dirty fluid of the Jahannam.
(c)
The behavior of Mr. Masur is unjust and unnecessary. It is opposite to Iman and morality. Iman and morality are related deeply. To follow the morality is important for every  Muslim. None can be completely Muslim without morality. Truthfulness, justice, forgiveness, co-operation, equity, fraternity etc. should be removed. The power of Iman keeps a believer from evil and immoral acts. So it can be said that a Musmin can not do immoral acts. Rasul (Sm) is the bright ideal of morality. He used to teach peplo morality. At the end, we can tell that the behavior of Mr. Mansur is contrary to the behavior of a Mumin. He should give up this bad character. Rather than that he will have to suffer from the punishment of Jahannam.
(d)
In the above stem, on being informed the superior officer says “Amuslim can not behave such a way”. Because for a silly mistake, Mr. Mansur abused his subordinate employee which is contrary to the behavior of a Mumin. So it can be told that the statement of the superior officer is appropriate. A Mumin must have honesty, justice, kindness, forgiveness, equity and fraternity.
On the other hand, a Mumin always keeps himself awy from injustices, oppression, falsehood, cheating, obscentry. To follow the commandment of Allah and teaching of Hazrat Muhammad (Sm) is the ideal act of Mumin. It is proved that a Mumin must follow the teaching of morality and refrain from evil deeds. Question no : 03
Shohrab clains himself as a Muslim, but he does not like the lifestyle of Muslim. He hesitates to believe in Allah. He thinks that resurrection may or may not happen. His father tries to make him believe in the basics of Iman. He also inspires his son to do good and noble deeds
(a) How many essentials are there of Iman?
(b) What about three aspects by which Iman is expressed?
(c) Do you think Shohrab is a Muslim? Show logic in favour of your opinion.
(d) Why should we have complete faith in Allah? Explain.
ANSWER:
(a)
There are seven essentials of Iman which a Muslin has to believe.
(b)
The three aspects by which Iman is expressed are-
1. To believe with the heart.
2. To adimit or recognize verbally.
3. To practice accordingly.
(c)
I think Shohrab is not complete Muslim. Because he hesitates to believe in Allah which is the most important basic of Iman. Belief in Allah helps man to obey the rules of Shariah. Besides, Shohrab has not firm belief in the resurrection after death which is another important basic of Iman. To be a complete Muslim, one needs to believe the basics of Iman with the heart, to admit or regognize verbally and to practice accordingly. Shoharb is not even on initial stage of a Muslim. So, he has to be Muslim with the belief of seven basics of Iman and its implementation.
(d)
Faith inAllah is the first and foremost of the seven essentials which a Mumin has to believe. It Him as a creator, owner, protector, helper, provider of life and death. Endowed with all qualities, he is merciful, a great listener, all knowing, wise, omniscient and all powerful. Also He is independent, all sufficient, the Lord of Sovereignty. He is boundlessly infinite, ever present everywhere in all times. He has been present now and will remain present in future. His existence and qualities are beyond comparison. He is just so as He is ever present. He has beautiful names. He has no father, son and wife. He is the only being having no equal partner. Only it is He who deserves our praise and prayer. So, we should have complete faith in Allah.

Question no : 04
Sumai and Samia are two friends. They fix their day or date to visit ‘nuhash pally’. On the appointed date, Sumaiya waits from Samia with preparation. But Samia goes with Adiba to market with the money received from her father with a pretext to buy tiffin, paper and pen. Next day, Samia meets with Sumaiya. When Sumaiya raises the matter, they exchange opposite views and hurt each other.
(a) How many indications does a Munafiq have?
(b) What does it mean to have faith in Luck?
(c) What is revealed in Samia’s conduct? Explain.
(d) In light of the text, explain the result of Sumaiya’s activity.
ANSWERS:
(a)
The Munaifq have three characteristics: to tell a lie, to violate the pledges and to forfeit the things deposited to him by others.
(b)
Taqdir means luck determined by Allah. Whatever is good or bad is done by the will of Allah. So, we should not be overwhelmed with joy if something good is achieved. Rather, we should consider it as a gift of Allah and thus we should express our gratitude to Allah. Similarly, we should not be vulnerable to disappointment in case of any danger or loss. Indulgence in evil and corruption should be avoided. Under these circumstances, we should go through “Sabor” or patience and seek assistance from Allah.
(c)
Sumaiya and Samia are two friends. They fix their date to visit ‘Nuhash Pally’. But on the appointed date, Samia goes with Adiba to market with the money received from her father with a pretext to buy tiffin, paper and pen. On the other hand, Sumaiya waits for Samia with preparation. Samia has told a lie and broken her promise. The character of Munafiq has been revealed by the behavior of Samia. Because Munafiq always tell a lie. They don’t keep fulfillment of their promise and forfeit the thing deposited to them by others. Nifaq is a heinous sin. It destroys the character of man. Nifaq leads man to be accustomed to obscene and unjust activities. It creates doubt and unbelief. As a result indiscipline, anarchy etc. are created in the society. There is a great punishment of Jahannam for them in Akhirat. Allah the Great says-
Meaning: Surely the Munafiqs shall stay at the lowest phase of the hell.( Sura Nisa: 145). At the end, it can be said that the character of a Munafiq has been revealed on the behavior of Samia. So she should ask forgiveness to Allah and give up this behavior.


(d)
This is clear by the incident of the stem that Sumaiya was very sincere to keep fulfillment of her promise. It is a part of Mumin’s behavior. It brings goodwill for man.Mumins will be honored and rewarded in Akhirat. Allah has said-
Meaning: Surely those who hold beliefs and perform virtuous deeds will be entertained in the Firdous Jannat. They will remain their forever.
Mumins are favorite to Allah and his Rasul. Allah loves Mumins. He will donate Jannat for Mumins. They will enjoy the bounties of Jannat endlessly.

Question no : 05
Selim and Johir are known to Muslim soldiers as Muslims. But they disclose to Kafir all information of Muslim about preparation for ensuing fight. They behave with Muslim in day time as if they were Muslims. But at night, they expose their real character sending information of Muslim’s weakness and strength to Kafir.
(a) How many characteristics are there Munafiq?
(b) How is the behavior of Munafiq?
(c) What are the bad effects and consequences of Nifaq? Explain.
(d) What should Selim and Johir do to be rectified from Nifaq? Describe.
ANSWER:
(a)
There are three characteristics of Munafiq such as; to tell a lie, to violate the pledges and to forfeit the things deposited to him by others.
(b)
Munafiqs dwell with both the Muslim and Kafir. Publicly they declare themselves as Muslims but secretly deny Islam. They are apt at doing all unjust and evil deeds.
(c)
Nifaq is a heinous and destroying human character, it involves man to unjust and evil deeds. As a result, our moral and humanitarian values are degraded. It creates disbeliefs and doubts and pares the way for feuds, quarrels and misery. Munafiqs are the dreadful foes of Islam. Explicitly, they demand themselves as Muslims but in reality, they act in favour of Kafirs. Their secret hostility endangers the Muslims. As secret informers. They reveal concealed information and weaknesses of the Muslims and they create disharmony and feuds among Muslims. The secret enemies are more harmful than the open ones. Because defensive measures can easily be taken against the open enemies but it is not possible to get more privileges to harm us. For these reasons, they remain hated and criticized. Their lives hereafter also await the torments of Hell. Allah says,
Meaning:”surely the Munafiq shall stay at the lowest phase of the hell”. (Sura Nisa: 145).
We all shall lead our lives without Nifaq. We shall refrain from doing anything done by the Munafiq. As the genuine Mumins, we must take attempts to lead our lives.
(d)
In the stem, we see Selim and Johir are involved in Nifaq. They disclose all information of Muslim to Kafir. Their behavior represents the behavior of Munafiq. Because Munafiqs declare themselves as Muslims publicly but secretly deny Islam and betray with Muslims. Selim and Johir should stop doing hoax with Muslim and be pure Muslim through Towba (the way of coming back). As Allah is the most Gracious and Forgiver, he may forgive them. Rather than that they will have to suffer from punishment of hell and stay at the lowest phase of the hell. 

Question no : 06
Sumi’s father regularly recites Holy Quran translates the meaning of it Once Sumi asked her father about the convenience and beauty of Jannat and inconvenience and punishment of Jahannam. Then her father translated the ayats of Sura Ar-Rahman and Waqiah where the beauty of Jannat and the punishment of Jahannam have been described.
(a) How many jannats have been created?
(b) Why is Jahannam called the deadly place of painful sufferings?
(c) How can we escape from the Jahannam? Describe.
(d) Which activities should we perform to gain Jannat?
ANSWER:
(a)
Allah has created eight Jannats.
(b)
Jahannam is the ditch of fire and the place for punishment. Fires will be burning the sinners all over the Jahannam. Innumerable big poisonous snakes, scorpions, insects will bite the sinners in Jahannam the heat of the Jahannam will be 70 times greater than that of the world. So Jahannam is called as the deadly place of painful sufferings.
(c)
The ways we can escape from the punishment of Jahannam are described below: those who have no faith in Allah and His Rasul (Sm) are the residents of the jahannam. Besides, the evil doers, sinners and indecent, immoral people will from the hellish punishment. So, we will avoid committing these. We can escape punishment from the Jahannam only when we will lead the life as directed by Allah and His Rasul. We will have to obey the rules of Allah. We should get back from committing evil deeds in fear of Allah. All types of hypocrisy, backbiting, price, greediness should be avoided to escape from the punishment of Jahannam.
(d)
The activities which we should perform to gain Jannat are described below: we have to firmly believe in all aspects of ‘Aqaid’; perform honestly good deeds, offer prayers five times a day regularly. Prophet Muhammad (Sm) says:
Meaning: prayer (Salat) is the ket to Jannat.

In all spheres of life, we have to adhere to the rules and regulations given bay Allah and His Rasuls. We have to refrain from committing all types of evil and sinful deeds. Allah the Merciful says:
Meaning: “He who gets afraid of stanting before Allah and keeps his/her bad instincts away is sure to earn abode in the heaven” (Naziat: 40-41).
So, we should always in all ways perform virtuous deeds and follow the rules and regulations given by Allah. Then we will be able to gain the Jannat.

(a) How many phases are there in Akhirat?
(b) In which step of Akhirat will people enjoy the heavenly happiness or torment of hell?
(c) How does belief in Akirat help us to be pure Muslim? Explain.
(d) Describe the significance of Risalat in our life.
ANSWER:
(a)
There are two phases of Akhirat-
(i) Barazakh       
(ii) Qiyamat
(b)
In Barzakh, the first step of Akirat, people will enjoy the heavenly happiness or torment of hell.
(c)
Akhirat is the life afthe death which is permanent and eternal. Akhirat or doomsday has only beginning but no end. The consequences of one’s sins and virtues in worldly life will be paid. If anyone believes in Akhirat. He/she fears to commit evil deeds thinking the final result of Qiyamat. It inspires people to perform noble and glorious activities. Behavior in Akhirat can not snatch the right of others. It helps to build a happy and peaceful word.
(d)
The significance of Risalat is describe below:
The Prophets-Rasuls were the special gifts of Allah to mankind. They invited the people to Tauhid (the simple and righteous path) and warned them against the sin of “Shirk’, ‘Kufr’ and ‘Nifaq’”. they taught them about how ti earn noble character and moral education. The main spirit of their invitation is to propagate the oneness or one entity of Allah the Great and His messages for mankind. So does the holy Quran say:
Meaning: “Oh! My people! You should worship Allah. Tou have no ‘Ilah’ except Allah”. (Surah AL-Aaraf: 73)
in fact, the very duties or responsibilities of the Prophet-Rasuls are Risalat. To highlight thesignificance, Allah says:
Meaning: I have sent the holy Rasul  to every nation in order to ask all to worship Allah to get rid of the ‘Taguts’ (the extreme disbelievers). [AL-Nahl: 36]
The Prophets- Rasuls rightly perform the duties given by the Almighty Allah. Those who have practiced their allegiance to Allah have been successful. We will abide by the ideals of the Prophet Muhammad (Sm), and then we are sure to succeed in all spheres of life. 

Question no : 08
Mr.Muhib has told his son about various rules and regulations of Islam. He tried to make people understand about the life after death. He told his son to believe in the life after death and divine books. He told that without belief in those nobody will be able to enter in Jannat.
(a) Who is the first man of the word?
(b) “to believe in prophets and Rasul’s is important of Iman”. Explain.
(c) Which aspects of Iman have been indicated by Mr. Muhib? Describe.
(d) Do you think that the consequence oj the belief in the aspect mentioned in the stem is important? Give logic in favour of your opinion.
ANSWER:
(a)
Hazrat Adam (A) is the first man of the world.
(b)
To believe in Prophets and Rasuls is an important aspect if Iman. Allah the Great has sent them for the guidance of mankind. They used to call people to the pathof Allah are the great teachers for guidance of mankind. 
(c)
Mr. Muhib indicated to the belief in Akhirat and divine books. The life after death is called Akhirat. It has beginning but no end. Everybody will be asked about his deed of this world. To believe guidance of mankind. These are the messages of Allah. So to believe in divine books is also very essential aspects of Iman.
(d)
Yes. I think the consequence of belief in the aspect mentioned in the important. Mr. Muhib told about the basic aspects of Iman. He emphasized specially two aspects of Iman which are to believe in Qura’nul Majid. To believe in Alihirat is the main way to achieve nearness of Allah. By believing in divine books, we get the instructions of Islamic rules. The Prophet (Sm) has said about the reward of Iman. That’s why the consequence if Iman in Akhirat and divine books is good.

Question no : 09
AbdurRahman performs his prayer being afraid of Akhirat. Knowing about Iman and Akihirat from the lecture of a Iman, he became anxious and burst intotear. He is poor. In reply to the questions of his income, he says ”Alhamdulillah. I am well. I am satisfied what Allah has given to me”.
(a) What is the meaning of Iman?
(b) Explain the necessity of Iman for Akhirat in Islam.
(c) “ Abdur Rahman is satisfied with Allah”- what lesson can we get from this?
(d) “Abdur Rahman is a perfect Mumin”- evaluate this statement in the light5 of the above stem.
ANSWER:
(a)
‘Iman’ means belief or faith, in the terminology of Sariah, sincere belief, verbal recognition and practice of different subjects, mainly in Allah, angels, heavenly books from Allah, Nabi-Rasul (the holy prophets), Taqhir (luck). The life hereafter and resurrection etc. Are called Iman.
(b)
The life of Akhirat is unending. It is obligatory (Farz) to have faith in Akhirat. Allah the Almighty has said:
“They ( the virtuous people) have faith in Akhirat” (2Baqara:4). Tose who did not believe in Akhirat, have been regarded as (the non-believers) during the times of all the prophets, belief in Akhirat make the mankind honest in activities. Because, he believes that he will have to answer to Allah in Akhirat for his worldly activities. He will be rewarded for his good deeds and punished for the bad ones. A person who does not believe in the Akhirat may be involved in any kind of sin. Faith in Akhirat makes a man pure and holy.
(c)
After reading the above context, we have come to know that Abdur Rahman is a pious Mumin who performs Salat regularly. He believes in Akhirat and he does not give priority for worldly affairs. As a result, he is satisfied what he earns and he is gratitude to Almighty Allah. So, what we have learnt from Abdur Rahaman are as follows:
1. We will believe the seven fundamental aspects of Islam.
2. We shall de gratitude to Allah in well and woe.
3. We will be patient in danger and depend on Allah.
4. Any how we will not give priority to the worldly affairs.
5. We will perform good deeds by the grace of Allah.
(d)
Those people who have faith are called (the pious) the Mumin. The status and respect for the Mumin people are enormous to Allah. The Mumin people acknowledge gratefulness to Allah for His gifts and graces (the Niyamat).
From the above context, Abdur Rahman seems to be a real Mumin. Because he has firm belief in Akhirat and performs Salat regularly. He is always afraid of Jahannam and e is gratituted to the Almighty Allah. Though he is poor, he is always satisfied what he earns. Above all, he is pleased all the time for Allah’s blessings. These are the characteristics of a Mumin. So, Abdur Rahman may be considered as a real Mumin.

Question no : 10
Rafiq says to his friend Jamal, “my religious saint will recommend for all his disciples and send us to Jannat.” Hearing this, Jamal asked the Imam, “can the religious saint us to Jannat?”.Imam answered that the Prophets (Sm) only can send us to Jannat by recommending. The Prophet (Sm) said “I am given the power to recommend”. Jamal says “can’t this be done by others expect the Prophet (Sm)?”. Imam says that the pious people can recommend after getting permission form Allah.
(a) What is Shafa’at?
(b) What do you understand by Shafa’at?
(c) “will Rafiq’s saint be able to recommend for his followers or not?” explain.
(d) “I am given the recommendation” explain this speech of Rasul (Sm).
ANSWER:
(a)
‘ Shafa’at’ means request, recommendation, pleading, prayer.
(b)
In the terminology of Shariah, ´Shafa’at’ is to pray to the Almighty Allah for forgiving the sin of the sinners and to increase the status of the virtuous.
(c)
There is no perfect direction either in the Quran or in the Hadith whether a saint can plead for his Murids in the day of judgement. So, it is questionable statement whether Rafiq’s Peer Saheb could plead for his Murids. But according to Hadith, Rasul (Sm) will plead for all people, especially for his ‘Ummat’ (his followers) on the day of Qiyamat. The other Prophets and the virtuous people will also plead at different times during Akhirat. If Rafiq’s Peer Saheb is a pious and virtuous person, he may plead for his Murids after getting the permission of Allah.
(d)
The Great Prophet (Sm) will plead for all people, especially for his ‘Ummat’ (his followers) on the day of Qiyamat. the holy Prophet (Sm) has said:
Meaning:  I have been empowered with the right to plead” (Bukhari and. Muslim). He said another Hadith: “I shall plead for a greater number of people than the total number of stones and bricks in the world”. Humanbeing will become restless on the day of Qiyamat. They will, then appear before and request Hazrat Adam (A), Hazrat Nuh (A), Hazrat Ibrahim (A), Hazrat Musa (A) and Hazrat I’sa (A) to recommend to Allah to start the judgment of the worldly activities. They will express their inability and ask them to request the last prophet Hazrat Muhammmad (Sm) for pleading. Then the most Gracious Allah will start His judgment on the recommendation of the beloved Prophet (Sm). This is called ‘Shafa’at-e-Uzma’ or the ‘Great pleading’. The great Prophet (Sm) will plead to Allah for granting His permission to the residents of Jnnat (the heavens) to enter into the heavens. This pleading is only earmarked for him. On the requests of Allah’s Rasul (Sm), the other prophet and the virtuous people, Allah the holiest will pardon the sinners whose punishment of hell will become inevitable. He will grant them heavens too. Believers who will enter into the hell for their sins will be released from there on the recommendations of the holy prophets and the virtuous people. The holy Prophet (Sm) will plead for raising the status of the dwellers of the heavens.

Question no : 11
Mr. Amin discussed power of recommendation, Risalat and Khatamu Nabuat in the class. Nessar, a student said, “Sir, one of my neighbors said that the door of Nubwat is always open, Some Prophets may still come”. At this time Amin said, “thisis not true, because Allah said ia ayat (verse n° 40) of Sura Ahzab that Muhammad (Sm) is nit the father of any man but he is a Rasul of Allah and the last Prophet.”
(a) What is Risalat?

(d) “ he is the Rasul of Allah and the latest Prophet” – explain.
ANSWER:
(a)
The word ‘ Risalat’ means to take the responsibility of delivering a message or a letter or news or of doing some good deeds. The responsibility of prophethood or the designation of ‘Prophet’ is called ‘Risalat’.
(b)
The meaning of the term ‘Khatamun’ in the end, the closing. ‘ Khatamun Nubuwat’ means the end/closing of the prophethood. Allah the most Gracios maintained the gradual process of sending the holy Prophets starting from Hazrat Adam (A) for the guidance of the human being towards the right path. In the Islamic terminology, the end/closing of this gradual process of sending the holy prophets is called ‘Khatamun Nubuwat’.
(c)
After reading the above passage, we have to known that Nessa’s neighbor belief that the door of Nabuwat is always opened. He also thinks that even now a Nabi can arrive in the world. But the idea of Nessar’s neighbor is not correct. Nessar’s neighbor has disbelief about Khatamun Nubuwat. From the verses of the Quran and the Hadith, we have known that our beloved prophet Hazrat Muhammad (Sm) is the greatest and the last prophet. No other prophet after him will come to this earth. He was the Prophet for the whole world. He was not sent for any particular country or period. Allah declared that Hazrat Mohammad (Sm) is the last prophet. Allah,the Greatest, says: “Muhammad (Sm) is not the father of any male amongst you, rather he is Allah’s Rasul (the prophet) and the last Prophet” (Sura Ahzab: 4). The great Prophet (Sm) said: “ I am the last Prophet, there is no other prophet after me”.
From the above discussion, it is cleared that Hzrat Mohammad (Sm) is the last and greatest Prophet. No other prophet will come after him. After having so much clear and substantial evidence of Khatamun Nabuat, if anybody thinks that the door of Prophethood is opened, obviously he will be considered as a disbeliever. So, Nessar’s neighbor will be considered as a disbeliever. He will be punished at the Day of Judgment.
(d)
Hazrat Muhammad (Sm0 is the Prophet of the world. He is the greatest and the last Prophet. The other prophets came for certain tribes or for certain countries with responsibilities for certain periods. But Hazrat Muhammad (Sm) is the Prophet for the whole world. Allah the Almighty further said: “Muhammad is not the father of any male person of you, rather he is Allah’s Rasul and the last Prophet” (33:Ahzab 40).
The holy books which were revealed to other Prophets were also meant for certain tribes. The last heavenly holy book the Qur’an Majid was revealed to Hazrat Muhammad (Sm). It contains the proper solutions to all the problems of mankind, the present and the future generations up to the Qiyamat (the last day). No other Prophet will come after Hazrat Muhammad (Sm). There is no need for any to come. Allah, the merciful, calls him as ‘Khatamun Nabiyyeen’, i.e. the last of the prophets.
Question no : 12
Salim, Rafiq and Jashim are three friends. One day Salim borrowed a book from Rafiq on condion that he will return it after three days. But Salim denied giving that book in time. Afterward they were involved in quarrel. When Jashim wanted to manage them Rafiq used slang to him and addressed Salim as a cheater. When all of them went beyond the control, they met their religious teacger to solve their problems. The teacher told that, ‘ you are involved in Nifaqi activities. The Munafiqs are the most dangerously destructive than Kafirs.’
(a) What is Nifaq?
(b) What are the characteristics of Munafiqs?
(c) Why will Salim and Rafiq’s activities be treated as Nifaq?
(d) Describe the bad effects of Nifaq.
ANSWER:
(a)
The word ‘Nifaq’ means vileness, hypocrisy and cheating, having bilateral attitude to something. In the Islamic terminology, concealing the Kufr and disobedience at heart, uttering the sentences of faith and celebrating different occasions for publicity of faith is called ‘ Nifaq’.
(b)
There are three characteristics of Munafiqs. These are:
1. The Munafiq (the unfaithful) tells lie when he/she speaks.
2. He/she breaks the promise, when he/she makes it.
3. He/she misappropriates the treasure (the amanat) when he/she is entrusted to safeguard it.
(c)
Salim and Rafiq’s activities will be treated as Nifaq. Because Salim promised to return back the book of Rafiq in a certain time. But he did not return to his book in due time. On the other hand, Rafiq misbehaved with Jashim and used slang to him. Both of their works is involved in Nifaqi acts. That is why their activities have been considered as Nifaqi acts.
(d)
‘Nifaq’ is the worst sin. Allah the greatest, revealed a complete sura, titled ‘Sura Munafiqn” in the holy Quran narrating the misdeeds of the Munafiqs (the unfaithfuls). Distrust and disobedience remain dormant in the hearts of the unfaithful. They are, therefore, Kafirs (the non-believers).’ Munafiqs are more dangerously harmful than the kafirs.’ They are the worst enemies of Islam and the Muslims, because they enjoy different by cheating the society. They work as spies of the enemies. They keep the enemies informed about the secrets/weaknesses of the society. It is easy to be careful about the exposed enemies but it is very difficult to remain safe and secured from the clutches of the secret enemies. The Munafiqs harm the Muslims by their secret conspiracy and treachery. The Munafiqs repeatedly tried to harm the great Prophet (Sm) during the early period of Islam. It is said in the holy Quran regarding their punishment.
Meaning: ” surely the Munafiqs shall at the lowest zone of the hell” (Sura Nisa: 145)
They do not have any value or credibility to the general people for their principle of contradiction or double-endedness. Nobody believes them. They pass their time in distress.

ANSWER:
(a)
The word ‘Risalat’ originates from the word ‘Rasul’. This means carrying of news/messages i.e. to reach one’s exact news to another.
(b)
Allah, the Omnipotent, sent from time to time different great personalities as prophets-Rasuls for the corrections (Hidayat) of the mankind in this mortal world. In the Islamic terminology, the process of their coming to this world is called Risalat. This process started from Hazrat Adam (A) and its ending came in the life of our dear prophet Hazrat Muhammad (Sm).
(c)
The prophets were very learned, intelligent and wise. They were very honest, truthful and dependent on truth. It is not possible for one to direct others to the right path without being honest oneself. If was impossible to discharge the great responsibility of Risalat on the part of a liar and a dishonest person. The prophets were honest, truthful and righteous. They were even ready to sacrifice their own lives without any hesitation in their mission of propagating the religion of Allah. It is not possible for any selfish, greedy and sinful person to make such great sacrifices. Our beloved Prophet (Sm) was a living symbol of such sacrifices. The Kafirs tempted him in many ways. Rather he said: “I shall not retreat in symbol the truth  even if the moon is brought to my one hand and the sun to the other.”
(d)
All the holy prophets of the Merciful Allah have called the human being towards the simple andcorrect path. All of them have taught to acquire different humanitarian, honest qualities- justice, insaf (doing right judgement), honesty etc. they ordered the human being to keep aloof from the vices of Shirk, Kufr,Nifaq and to worship the one and the only Allah. Hazrat Salih, Hudh and the other holy prophets said: “Oh! My people! You should worship Allah. There is no other ‘Ilah’ expect Allah.” (11 Hudh: 61) this teaching of the holy prophets ended in the hands of our beloved holy prophets Hazrat Muhammad (Sm).allah the Almighty said:
MEANING: “ Today, for you I have fulfilled your religion (Islam) completely; completed my gift (Neamat) on you and nominated Islam as your religion.” (Sura Al-Mayida: 03)  The great Prophet (Sm), describing the Munafiq, said: “There are three traits in a ‘Munafiq’: (a) he lies when he speaks, (b) he breaks the promise that he makes and (c) he misappropriates what he is to safeguard as a custodian”. Allah says, “The place of the Munafiqs is certainly at the lowest stage of the Solutions to all problems of mankind, the present and the future generations up to the Qiyamat (the last day). No other prophet came after Hazrat Muhammad (Sm). Neither anyone will come. There is no need for any to come. Allah, the merciful, calls him as ‘Khatamun Nabiyyeen’, i.e. the last of the prophets. The prophets were very learned, intelligent and wise. They were very honest, truthful and dependent on truth. ANSWER:
(a)
There are seven fundamental aspects of imam. These are the basics of Imam.
(b)
There are seven fundamental aspects of Imam in Islam. These are the basics of Islam. If a Muslim wants to be a perfect Mumin, he/she has full faith on the seven aspects of Iman. But if anyone partially believe in these aspects will not be perfect a Mumin. In this regard, Shafiq, Rafiq and Sharmin are not perfect Mumin because they don’t have full faith in all the aspects of Iman.
(c)
Shafiq believes in Allah and His entity and quality but he has no belief in Akhirat. Rafiq believes in Akhirat but he has no belief the Asmanee Kitab. On the contrary, Sharmin has no belief in Taqdir. Besides they have belief on the other fundamental aspects of Iman. Believing partly in Iman, no one can be a Mumin. To be a perfect Mumin one ave to believe all the seven Fundaments of Iman for becoming Mumin. A perfect Mumin is required to have his/her faith fully in the basic aspects of Iman but not part of the anyone.
(d)
A Muslim must have faith (Imam) in particular fundamental aspects of Iman. These are given below:
1. Belief in One Allah: One must believe in heart as Allah to be one and onl Creator. Preserver and Entily deserving to get iba’dat.
2. Belief in Malaika or the angels: the angels are made of light. They are special creations of Allah. They do not require eating or drinking. They are always engaged in different activities ordered by Allah. They never disobey orders of Allah. It is necessary to have faith in them.
3. Belief in the heavenly books (Kitab) revealed by Allah:  Allah used to send messages to the holy Prophets from age to age to lead the misled mankind to the right direction. The combination of these messages is called the ‘Kitab’ of Allah or the Heavenly Books.
4. Belief in the holy Prophets (Nabi-Rasuls): The Prophets are the teachers of mankind. They led mankind’ to the path of Allah. The Prophets on whom the holy kitabs or the holy sahifas were revealed are called Rasuls. It is essential to have faith in the Prophets as well as the holy kitabs.
5. Belief in the Akhirat: Life after death is called ‘Akhirat’. One has to account for one’s worldly good as well as bad deeds in ‘Akhirat’. Reward for the worldly good deeds and punishment for the bad deeds will be given in Akhirat.
6. Belief in Taqdir (Luck): Allah controls Takdir (Luck). Allah decides whether a personwill have good or bad luck. Man should try and work. He should endeavour, but for the results of his work and endeavour, he should depend onAllah. One should be grateful toHim if one succeeds and should have patience when one fails.
7. Belief in resurrection after death: All human beings will arise the Hashr Maidan (the Field of Judgement) in the life hereafter. There they will have to account for their respective deeds in the mortal world. Their trial will be evidence. This is called ‘ resurrection’. We must have a full faith in these things.

Question no : 15
An Islamic religion teacher said to his students in the class that the basic of islam has seven fundaments. If a Muslim does not believe in any one of them will not Iman in him. ANSWER:
(a)
The meaning of the term ‘Iman’ is faith. To believe in the fundamental aspects of Islam heartily, to recognize them orally and to act accordingly is called Iman.
(b)
There are seven fundamental aspects of Iman. The people who have faith of the seven aspects are called the Mumin. If anyone disbelieves or denies any one of them will not be a Mumin. The seven aspects of Iman are closely related to each other. For example: if believes in Tauhid but he has no belief in Risalat then his belief in Tauhid is meaningless.  Because belief in Risalat is the order of Allah. Now denying the Risalat will be the denying of Allah. For which belief in Tauhid will be false. For this, a Mumin must have faith in all the aspects of Iman.
(c)
Those people who have faith are called (the pious) the Mumin. The status and respect for the Mumin people are enormous to Allah. The Mumin people acknowledge gratefulness to Allah for His gifts and graces (the Niyamat). Allah becomes pleased at this. Allah the Omnipotent will offer the heavens (the Jannat) to the pious people and send the sinners to the hell after the judgement at the field of ‘ Hasfr’. All the inhabitants of the heavens will enjoy eternal peace and happiness. The wrong doers but pious may be released at the gracious desire al Allah. They may gain permission to enter into the heavens after salvation of their sin. But the ‘Kafirs’ (the non-believers) will be the ever-permanent residents of the hell. They will have to suffer the indescribable pangs and sorrows and punishment residents of the hell. We will know about each of the stages of faith (Iman) and work accordingly with utmost care.
(d)
There are seven fundamental aspects of Iman. The people who have faith on the seven aspects are called will do good deeds including good behavior, transaction and social service which will lead them to the way of Jannat. If a Mumin follows the seven fundamental aspects of Iman will surely enter into Jannat.
These fundaments of Iman are stated below:

2. Belief in Malaika or the angels: the angels are made of light. They are special creations of Allah. They do not require eating or drinking. They are always engaged in different activities ordered by Allah. They never disobey orders of Allah. It is necessary to have faith in them.

“I have been empowered with the very right to plead.”

(c)
The idea of Sakil is contrary to the belief in Akrihat. To believe in Akhirat is one of the basic aspects of Iman. Everybody will have to give an explanation of his deeds is Akhirat. Then the virtuous will enter the heaven and the sinners will go to the hell. Allah has said in different ayats of Quran. There aremany evidence of Akhirat in Hadith. So the idea of Sakil is contrary to the belief in Akhirat.
(d)
Belief in Akhirat is one of the basic aspects of Iman which has been described in the statement of Sakib.
The virtuous will enter the Heaven in Akhirat. The happiness of Heaven is never ending. Everything is available for Mumin in Jannat. On the other hand, The sinners will be thrown into hell. The hell is a deadly place of painful sufferings. Allah the Great has said, “they (Believers) believe in the Akhirat firmly”.
The people who do not believe in Akhirat are called Kafir. Belief in Akhirat makes a man honest, because he knows he will have to submit an explanation to Allah, the Great in Akhirat.
Question no : 17
Iqbal and Sharif two friends were discussing about the main subjects of Islam. Iqbal asked, “ Sharif, how can I understand about the right Iman in the midst one mine?” In reply Sharif said, “Have the fundamental aspects of Iman in the midst of you. Do you admit and do they according to Islamic teachings? Iqbal replied, “I cannot do all of them according to Islamic teachings”. Then Sharif said “if you have belief in Allah and do according to His direction then you will get taste of Iman”.
(a) What does Iman mean?

ANSWER: 
(a)
The meaning of the term ‘Iman’ is faith. To believe in the fundamental aspects of Islam heartily, to recognize them orally and to act accordingly is called Iman.
(b)
To be a perfect Mumin, we must acknowledge only one Allah. We must do according to Allha’s direction. If anyone shares with Allah in his Ibadat will be consider as a Mushrik and his deed will be consider Shirk. For this, we will have no Iman in him. We will de punished for heinous sin. To be a perfect Imandar, we must abide by Allah’s direction. We must refrain from doing what Allah forbids.
(c)
To become a real Muslim, Iqbal must have faith in the core of heart. He will have to perform three steps of Iman sincerely, heartily and honestly. These three steps are discussed below-
i. To believe by heart: the first and foremost duty of a Muslim is to believe in heart as Allah to be the one and only Creator, Preserver and Entity deserving to get iba’dat. So, if Iqbal wants to get the taste of Iman at first he has to believe Allah as his creator and preserver by heart.
ii.  To agree orally:  Only to believe by heart will not be sufficient to get the real taste if Iman. He should agree orally Allah as the Creator, Preserver and Entity deserving to get ibadat.
iii. To work accordingly:  to believe by heart and agree orally will not be sufficient for getting full taste of Iman. He has to do accordingly and practically Allah and his Rasul directed.
       From the above mentioned discussion, we can conclude that of Iqbal wants to get the real taste of Iman,   
       he must have fulfilled the above mentioned three aspects of Iman.
(d)
Allah, the Almighty, is one and second to none in respect of Allah’s entity and attributes. Allah is incomparable in entity, attributes, acts, powers and in all other respects. There is nothing that can be compared to Allah’s entity and attributes. It is declared in the Qur’an Majid: “there is nothing like Him (Allah). He (Allah) is without a beginning and without an end. He (Allah) is ever alive and everlasting.” (Sura Baqarah)
Allah creates whatever Allah likes and controls Allah’s creations according to Allah’s own will. The moon, the sun, the planets and the stars are being controlled in their own orbits by Allah in a unique and wonderful system. No indiscipline of any kind is found here. This proves that Allah is One and second to none. If Allah had not been one, various types of indiscipline and collisions would have occurred in regulating the universe and the whole universe would have been destroyed.
