Answer to the question no. 1
eq \o((,a) “Tamaddun Majlish” is a cultural organization, which was formed at the University of Dhaka in September 1947 and was headed by Professor Abul Kashem.

eq \o((,b) Nationalism is the extreme feeling of patriotism, which builds up one’s national identity. After the Language Movement, the importance of language and culture and the interrelation between them became clear and unmistakable to the Bangalees. They started realising the significance of politics, economy, education and culture of their own to be recognised as a nation. Thus, the language-oriented unity made a solid foundation of nationalism.

eq \o((,c) Fig no-1 indicates the Language Movement of 1952 through which Bangla achieved its rightful place.

The Language Movement reunited the Bangalees with the spirit of nationalism. The Bengali nationalism was actually created through this movement. The importance of culture and language for creating own nationality became clearer to them. They learnt to understand the significance of politics, economics, education, culture etc. for creating own identity. Started in 1947, the language movement took a turn into a violent struggle from1948 to 1952. As a result, the Pakistan government was compelled to recognise Bangla as one of the state languages, and Bangla was included in the constitution of Pakistan in 1956. The Bangalee and the other ethnic groups of East Pakistan became self-reliant and brave relying on their history, tradition, culture and language. The language movement was the source of inspiration to all the political movements afterwards. The movements made the people aware of their rights and created in them a sense of unity and the spirit of independence, which subsequently played the key role in emerging Bangladesh as an independent country.

Therefore, the importance of Fig no-1, that is, Language Movement is immense.

eq \o((,d) Since the beginning, state power had been concentrated in the hands of the West Pakistani rulers and they used it to control everything- the economy, culture, politics as well as the social practices of East Pakistan. All these discriminations agitated the Bangalees, united them, created the sense of nationalism among them and inspired them to protest against the injustice. 
After the birth of Pakistan, the Language Movement of 1952 was the first movement of the Bangalees aimed at achieving their rights. Bangalees have sacrificed their lives in order to establish Bangla as their state language. In 1954, Jukto Front won the national election and declared Bangla as one of the state languages. But the then Pakistan government dismissed the Jukto Front government on a flimsy ground which agitated the Bangalees. They soon realised that they must start a movement against the West Pakistani rulers to achieve their rights. Subsequently, the students’ movement in 1962, the movement for Six-Point Demands in 1966, the Mass Uprising of 1969 and the liberation of movement of 1971 took place. Awami League won a landslide victory in 1970’s election but West Pakistan did not hand over power to the party. After the nine-month-long bloody struggle, Bangladesh achieved its freedom on December 16, 1971, from the Pakistani rulers, and the journey of a sovereign state began.

The Bangalee nationalism worked as the key motivator behind all these movements and the seed of it had been sown when the 1952’s Language Movement took place. This movement had made the people aware of their rights and it was the source of inspiration to all, which subsequently played a key role in the emergence of Bangladesh as an independent country.

Therefore, it can be said that Fig no-1, that is, language Movement had a great contribution in achieving our liberation war.

Answer to the question no. 2
eq \o((,a) Social change is an overall change in the life system of a nation, and it takes place sometimes at a slow pace and sometimes at a quick pace. 

eq \o((,b) Technology is the applied side of science. Through the introduction and expansion of technology, the mindset of the people in a social system and social structure experience changes. Organizations of labourers, expansion of the range of social communication, attainment of special skill, impact on urban or rural life are the inevitable consequences of technological change. Increasing problems of unemployment, distance between labourers and owners, rise in the intensity of competition, etc. are the indirect effects of the change of technology. 

eq \o((,c) In the stem, urbanization and industrialization have a great effect on Sharifa's changes.

In Bangladesh, due to the expansion of industries, many skilled and unskilled labourers of villages are going to cities for unemployment, and are leading an urban life. The gradual development of industry has done great changes to the life of women as well. The continuous progress in the industrial sector has dragged women out of their confined environment to the outdoor work-resonant world. Women are now being involved in various works. They are doing jobs in many industries, mills and factories. Also, they have created self-employment taking loans or receiving training from the government or non-government organizations. Similarly, in the stem, Sarifa was not highly educated. Yet, she became a successful businesswoman by receiving training from some organizations, which helped her to be self-employed.

Thus, with the social changes due to industrialization and urbanization, Sarifa also changed. She is now carrying out social responsibilities like men. 

eq \o((,d) Nowadays, women are bringing change in the society by performing different activities. They are doing jobs in garments industry, medicine manufacturing factory, telephone and telecommunication industries, jute, tea and paper industries, architecture industry, fish processing industry, etc. Educated women are working in different professions such as medicine, law, teaching, police, judiciary, etc. Again, women have created self-employment taking loans from various organizations. Self-employed women are engaged in tree plantation, nursery, cow- fattening, rearing goats, fish farming, apiculture, poultry farming, tailoring, fruit business etc. With their income, households are being run, children are studying and members of the families are getting health care. Moreover, alongside men, these women are also carrying out many social responsibilities. With their empowerment, their role has undergone changes in various fields. As a result, their dignity and honour are established in the society.

Therefore, it can be said that the contribution of women has great influence on social change.

Answer to the question no. 3
eq \o((,a) Bangabandhu came back to his own country on 10 January 1972.

eq \o((,b) Through the assassination of Nawab Siraj-ud-Daula in 1757, all hopes for Bengal Liberation was lost. Since then, the Bangalees were under the domination of the British rule for 190 years. With the passage of time, in 1947, the state named Pakistan was born and then began the oppression of Bangalees by the Pakistan is. The Pakistanis discriminated against the Bangalees in every sector. The Bangalees were first united under the leadership of Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman. Ultimately, after nine long months of bloodshed and struggle, the Bangalees achieved independence. As such, the liberation of Bangladesh was a great achievement for the people of Bangladesh. 

eq \o((,c) In the stem, Richard’s country undertakes the responsibility to meet people’s demand for food, clothing, education, and shelter. The aim of their constitution is to establish a society free from exploitation.
According to the Constitution of 1972, the state will secure the basic necessities of life including food, clothing, shelter, education, and medical care. Defending the fundamental rights of the people is the main characteristic of this constitution. Protection of rights to life and personal liberty, freedom of movement, freedom of assembly, freedom of association, freedom of thought and conscience and of speech, freedom of religion, rights to property are ensured in this constitution. The fundamental principles of the Constitution are democracy, socialism, secularism and nationalism. So, voting rights for all, the fundamental rights, justice and political rights, economic and social rights are also recognized in the constitution. In order to build a society free from exploitation, the rights mentioned in the Constitution have to be established.

Therefore, it can be said that the characteristic of the 1972 Constitution, which is noticeable in Richard’s country, is ensuring the basic rights of people and eliminating exploitation from the society.

eq \o((,d) The Constitution of 1972 is written and non-changeable in terms of amendments. "All powers in the Republic belong to the people"— this declaration of the constitution establishes people’s sovereignty. The state will secure the basic necessities of life including food, clothing, shelter, education and medical care. Defending the fundamental rights of the people is the main characteristics of this constitution. Voting rights for all, the fundamental rights, justice and political rights, economic and social rights are also recognized in the Constitution. 

Any person, irrespective of caste and creed, who is 18 years of age or above, can administer his/her voting right in the general election under the "One person one vote policy". People will directly elect their representatives who will form the Parliament and run the government. The National Parliament will be the sovereign body to enact laws. The Parliament will be the single assembly. The Prime Minister is the real chief executive of the Government, and he/she occupies the central position. He/She is the leader of the majority party in the parliament. And the President is, by the status he holds, above all in the state. He is the Head of state according to the Constitution. 

From the above discussion, it is clear that a portion of the characteristics of 1972 Constitution is prominent in Rubel's speech as mentioned in the stem.

Answer to the question no. 4
eq \o((,a) The Jukta (United) Front was formed on December 4, 1953.

eq \o((,b) Twenty One Point Programme is a set of demands incorporated in the election manifesto of the United Front, an alliance of the opposition political parties, to contest elections of the East Bengal Legislative Assembly in 1954 against the then party in power, Muslim League. The main demand was to recognise Bangla as the state language of Pakistan.

eq \o((,c) The Jukta (United) Front government could not sustain long due to an autocratic decision of the Pakistan central government. On the other hand, the Jukta Front did not survive as a political alliance due to intra-party feuds.

The Jukta (United) Front was in power only for 56 days. The Pakistan government could not accept the Jukta Front government in East Pakistan. So, it started conspiracies to topple it. Golam Mohammad, the then governor-general of Pakistan, dismissed the government on May 30, 1954, on a flimsy ground of a riot between the Bangalees and thee non-Bangalees at the Adamjeee Jute Mills and Karnaphuli. In reality, the riot was created by the Pakistan government itself. Sher-e-Bangla A K Fazlul Huq was placed under house arrest while Sheikh Mujib and thousands of other Jukta Front leaders were detained. The governor also accused A K Fazlul Huq of attempting secession.

On the other hand, the United Front disintegrated as a party within a year or so after the election because of clashes of personalities, intra-alliance disagreements and opposition, and different party programmes. 

eq \o((,d) Yes, I believe so. The historic Six-point Demands or the Six-point Formula has been widely credited as the "Charter of Freedom" in Bangladesh's struggle for self-determination from Pakistan's domination. Indeed, the six-point movement in 1966 was the turning point in our quest for independence.

East Pakistan had to face discriminations in every field, including political, financial and social, since the birth of Pakistan. The province had the most number of voters. The lion share of the state’s income also came from this province. But, the central government in West Pakistan continued to neglect the political and financial rights here. But the Six-point Demands, placed by Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman at a press conference in Lahore, protested the sheer discriminations and planted the seed of provincial autonomy in people’s mind. The demands also focused on East Pakistan’s governance, defence, foreign affairs, share of foreign currency and regional security force. The demands made the Bangalees aware of the political and financial emancipation. 

Despite the deliberate distortions of our political history over a period of several decades, the fact remains that the Six-point Movement is a milestone in the history of our struggle for independence. That’s why it is called the Charter of Freedom for the Bangalees.

Answer to the question no. 5
eq \o((,a) The Minister is the head of a ministry.

eq \o((,b) Policymaking centre refers to some institution which makes policies. In Bangladesh, different ministries formulate their own policies.

eq \o((,c) In the question marked place, it would be ‘Joint Secretary.’ The Bangladesh Secretariat is based on the bureaucratic system in nature. As per rank-stairs within the administrative structure, the rank of 'Assistant Secretary' is the lowest, the consecutive upper positions are (gradually upward) as respectively, Senior Assistant Secretary, Deputy Secretary, Joint-Secretary, Additional Secretary, Secretary and then the Minister is above all in the ministry. The rank-stairs are figured beside: all administrative functions are implemented through these structure-levels in the course of time. Decisions or directives descend not ascend. No divisional chief may send anything directly to the Minister without the advice of the secretary. There may be more than one secretary, additional secretaries, joint secretaries or junior officers, but the number of officials depends on the importance of the ministry and its extensiveness of the volume of works. 

Any resolution held by the secretariat is dispatched to the department, and also to the divisional, district and Upazila administrations as well. Thus the secretariat holds the central point of importance within the administrative system in Bangladesh. All departments, offices and organizations are held accountable to the secretariat actually in practice.

eq \o((,d) The Divisional Commissioner is one of the Principal Officers of Bangladesh Civil Service, and he holds an office equivalent to that of a Joint-Secretary by position. He is a revenue officer of the Government of Bangladesh de facto. The Divisional Commissioner monitors the functions of the deputy commissioners. He serves as a bridge to establish a connection in between the divisional and district administrations as well. His functions include taking planning for public welfare activities and implementing the same. He has to conduct help and service related works and to take arrangement confronting natural disasters etc. He serves as an agent to the Government of Bangladesh indeed.

The Office of the Divisional Commissioner plays a significant role in the present field administration of Bangladesh.  As the Office of the Divisional Commissioner is the apex organization of the field administration, the office has to play a significant role.

Answer to the question no. 6
eq \o((,a) A political party is indispensable under the democratic system of government. 

eq \o((,b) The main goal of a political party is to assume power through a systematic legal electoral process for the fixed tenure and establish political dominance on others. Usually, the party that gets the majority in the election forms the government. After assuming office, the party or the alliance rules the country on their party principles and the commitment declared earlier.

eq \o((,c) In the given stem, person A is elected in the national election under the democratic system. Here person A and person B run the polls race from one constituency in Dhaka freely conducting a door-to-door campaign and exchanging pleasantries with voters which features in a democratic system. In the modern democratic form of government, all powers of the country belong to the people and the people exercise their democratic rights by participating in the election and casting their votes. People by their free votes elect person A thinking him to be an honest man as it is also a characteristic of a democratic system of government that the people will elect honest and competent representatives on the basis of their evaluation. 

eq \o((,d) As we see in the stem, one of the functions of a political party- participating in the election for forming the government- has been reflected through person A and person B’s contesting the national election from a constituency in Dhaka. The main function of a political party is to form the government after winning the election. Person A and person B as candidates also freely conducted their election campaigns through meetings and processions, which also falls within the works of a political party to mobilise public support in other respects as well, other than election. 

The candidate who bags the highest number of votes wins the election and usually, the party that gets the majority in the election forms the government. A political party plays a great role in mobilising the citizens to participate in politics and develop a political consciousness. 

Answer to the question no. 7
eq \o((,a) The contribution of agriculture sector to the GDP in the fiscal year of 2011-2012 was 15.02% in Bangladesh. 

eq \o((,b) Since the very ancient time, the economy of Bangladesh has been counted as agriculture-based economy though the importance of the industrial sector in the economy of the country is gradually increasing in the recent years. In the fiscal year 2011-12, the contribution of agriculture sector including fishery to the gross domestic product was around 15.02%. Again, total 43.6% percent of the manpower of Bangladesh is engaged in the agriculture sector. Our economy depends greatly on agriculture. For this, the economy of our country is called agriculture-based economy.
eq \o((,c) In the stem, the demand side of the vicious circle of poverty is given. This circle is still effective in Bangladesh.

The vicious circle of poverty is still effective in Bangladesh. Here, the demand of the people is low as they have less income. For this, industrialists do not encourage to invest more in production. This results in low investment which in turn impacts on the capital formation. Again, due to the low capital formation, production is also very low. This less production also results in less income of people of the country. So, the vicious circle of poverty is evident in Bangladesh. 

eq \o((,d) The government of Bangladesh has taken some steps to come out from the circle of poverty emphasising on expanding education.  

The circle of poverty originates mainly from the illiteracy of vast population (43%), lack of technical and technological knowledge, and skill among the labourers, backwardness of
the women society in education, etc. A multipurpose action has been taken to overcome this circle under the ‘National Education Policy 2010’and the second and third phases of the ‘Primary Education Development Policy’. These actions include:

Raising the rate of enrolment of students into primary and secondary education and their attendance at schools, and to take special action to check dropouts;

Ensuring the political, social, administrative and economic empowerment of women;

Providing stipend for the female students at the secondary and the higher secondary levels and exempting tuition fees with a view to expanding female education;

Raising the number of beneficiaries of stipend for the primary education from 48 lakh to 78 lakh; Establishing schools in villages where there is no school; Free-distributing textbooks among students;

Providing training for the teachers engaged in the secondary and the higher education under various projects, and  introducing information technology education in schools and arranging its expansion;

Including vocational course in the schools of secondary and higher secondary level with Madrasha with a view to expanding technical and vocational education;

Incorporating various skills including practical skills in the curriculum for making the secondary education life and work oriented;

In conclusion, many efforts have been taken especially focusing on education by the government of Bangladesh to come out of the vicious circle of poverty. 
Answer to the question no. 8
eq \o((,a) The sources of income of Bangladesh government are divided into two parts. Such as (a) Tax Revenue (b) Extra Tax Revenue.

eq \o((,b) The value-added tax is usually known as VAT in the tax system of Bangladesh. At present, in our country VAT has been imposed on imported and locally produced goods and on some fixed service sectors. It is calculated as follows :

Vat = (tax rate ( total value of product) – (tax rate ( total value of inputs)

eq \o((,c) The main heads of expenditure of the government of Bangladesh are described below:

1.
Defense: This is one of the main heads of expenditure of Bangladesh government. The government of Bangladesh spends a huge amount of money regarding the expenses of giving the salary, allowance and other facilities to the officers and employees of the defence forces, weapons of war, equipment, etc.

2.
The Civil administration: The government spends a worth-mentioning amount for the operation, development, salary, allowance, etc. of the employees of various ministries and divisions run under their control.

3.
The Education: An important sector of expenditure of Bangladesh government is education. The government has to pay a huge amount of money in the recent times to free the country from the curse of illiteracy through expansion of education.
4.
Health and family welfare: The government spends a huge amount of money on heads like setting up hospitals and medical colleges, preventing various infectious diseases, population control, child welfare programmes, maternity programmes, etc.

5.
Payment of loan and interest: The government has to take a huge amount of loan from home and abroad for developmental work of the country.

eq \o((,d) The tax that Zihad's father gives to the government is the main source of income of the government of Bangladesh. It is income tax. And income tax is a government levy imposed on individuals or entities that varies with the income or profits of the taxpayers. It is an important source of income for the government of Bangladesh. The tax which is imposed on the personal income of the people is called income tax. In Bangladesh, income tax is realized at a progressive rate from those whose income is over a definite sealing.

In Bangladesh persons haring yearly income above 2.50 lakh, have to pay, income tax at the prescribed rate. Corporations have also to pay income tax on their profit. 

With the passage of time as the income of the people and corporate business is undressing, so is the income tax of the government.

Answer to the question no. 9
eq \o((,a) In physics, centrifugal force is an apparent force that acts outward on a body moving around a centre, arising from the body's inertia. Because of this force, all the water in the earth tends to flow away while it rotates on its axis.

eq \o((,b) The sun and the moon are continually attracting the water and the landmass of the Earth's surface. As a result of this attraction, the water of the Earth's surface regularly swells at a place and subsides at another place at definite intervals. This swelling of water is called the High Tide and the subsidence is called the low tide or ebb. Tides may be divided into a few categories such as the Major Tide, the Minor Tide, the Flood Tide or the Spring Tide and the Neap Tide or the Ebb Tide.

eq \o((,c) Rana visited Cox's Bazar with her parents. They became astonished to see the tranquillity of the sea in the moonlight after sometime sea-water flooded the seashore. It was the result of the tide.
 In ancient time, the reason of ebb and flow comprised of many imaginary tales.

But now the scientists discovered that the Centrifugal Force created by the orbit of the earth in its axis and the attraction of the sun and the moon on the earth create flow and ebb.

Both the ebb and flow successively occur after every 6 hours and 13 minutes. The ascend of the sea water in a regular course is called the high tide or flow and descend thereof is called the low tide of ebb. When Rana went to Cox's Bazar, it was the time of full moon. So, the high tide due to the full moon was the tide in the sea water. 

eq \o((,d) The tide of seawater has a great influence directly or indirectly on the earth or the ground surface, the mass-water and the economic activities of human beings.
Due to the occurrence of the ebb and flow twice a day, the sweepings existing in the river get cleansed and its water becomes free of filth or dirt and silts gathering at the river channel and river-mouths that hinder the flow. Again, the river pits become deeper due to the current for ebb and flow. Also, the tide of water is kept confined by cutting canals beside a number of rivers of the irrigation purpose. In addition, hydro-electricity is generated by utilising the tide of a lot of rivers in the world such as the Larance Power Plant in France and a hydro-electricity centre at Bandala port in India. In Bangladesh, we also have a hydro-electricity centre on Karnaphuliriver at Kaptai. The tide also helps fishermen and salt producers to earn their livelihood. 
In conclusion, the tide has a great effect on the economic activities of human beings.

Answer to the question no. 10

eq \o((,a) The epicentre is the point on the Earth's surface that is directly above the hypocenter or focus, the point where an earthquake or underground explosion originates.  

eq \o((,b) The picture refers to an earthquake. An earthquake is the shaking of the surface of the Earth, resulting from the sudden release of energy that creates seismic waves. Sometimes, earthquakes cause a great destruction, claiming human lives.

eq \o((,c) The disaster indicated in the stem appears to be an earthquake. Scientists have identified two major reasons for an earthquake. The first one is the cracks that surface in the Earth’s crust due to a collision between tectonic plates. Earthquakes also occur when magma diffuses inside or below the Earth or remains in a pressure-free state towards the deviation-line.

Earthquakes are usually caused when rock underground suddenly breaks along a fault. This sudden release of energy causes the seismic waves that make the ground shake. When two blocks of rock or two plates are rubbing against each other, they stick a little. They don't just slide smoothly; the rocks catch on each other. The rocks are still pushing against each other, but not moving. After a while, the rocks break because of all the pressure that has built up. When the rocks break, the earthquake occurs. This is the main reason behind the disaster.

eq \o((,d) The disaster indicated in the stem is an earthquake. We cannot prevent this altogether but proper preparatory steps can minimise the losses to a great extent.

Common survival measures include storing food and water for an emergency, and educating individuals what to do during an earthquake. Mitigating measures can include firmly securing large items of furniture (such as bookcases and large cabinets), TV and computer screens that may otherwise fall over in an earthquake. A correct forecast is more necessary and scientists are working tirelessly in this regard. The other preparatory steps are mentioned below.  

While constructing any infrastructure anywhere, the soil should be tested by experts, and the foundation of that structure should be firm and strong. Buildings should be constructed as per the building codes. Emergency exits and fire extinguishers along with other safety equipment should be ensured in them. The utility lines also should be set up following the rules. Again, if people can they should run to safety in open spaces whenever earthquakes strike. Otherwise, they should take shelter under heavy objects available nearby.

So, from this discussion, we can say that the aforementioned steps should be taken for minimising losses in case of an earthquake.

Answer to the question no. 11
eq \o((,a) The goods that are produced by the human beings by using the nature to fulfil his own demands are usually called the natural resources. The natural resources are soil, water, forests, solar energy, fish, minerals, etc.

eq \o((,b) The sun emits rays lengthways almost throughout the whole year in the southern latitude of the equatorial zone. For this, Bangladesh and the other countries of the South Asia get a huge quantity of solar energy easily for being situated in the equatorial or tropical zone.
eq \o((,c) Resources exist in three forms such as agricultural resource, mineral resource and water resource.  Agricultural resource is the main resource in Bangladesh. In a broader sense, forestry and fisheries also fall into this category. This resource plays a vital role in the economy of Bangladesh. The second type is mineral resources. Various kinds of mineral resources such as gas, coal, oil, limestone have been found under the ground of hilly districts of the eastern zone of Bangladesh. The third type of resource is the water resource.  Our country is called a riverine country. A number of rivers such as the Padma, the Meghna, the Jamuna, etc. form our water resource. 
eq \o((,d) Only proper use is not enough to protect the resources. To protect the natural resource, proper management along with proper use is important. 
Proper use is important to stop misuse of the natural resources. But, only, proper use is not enough to save the natural resources. For example, we can use water resource or any other resources properly without thinking its impact on nature. This will have a bad impact. For this proper management of the natural resources is important. 

For proper management of the resources, the following steps can be taken:

First, for the preservation of the environment, the rivers, ponds, canals, pools, marshes, forest and minerals should be preserved. Second, we have to ensure proper management of our resources. For this, we have to protect forests and fisheries. Also, proper management of mineral resources is very important so that we can use it properly in the development of the economy. Further, in the dry and winter season, the policy and strategy of using water should be implemented in the country. Excavating in the northern zone of Bangladesh, it will be possible to fulfil the demand of water in the dry season. Lastly, the proper use of science and technology should be ensured for water management.

In conclusion, we have to ensure proper management of water along with proper use of natural resources.

eq \o((,a) Asteroids refer to small rocky bodies orbiting the Sun. Large numbers of asteroids are found between the orbits of Mars and Jupiter. 
eq \o((,b) The Sun is a star. It is in the centre of the Solar System. It is the regulator of all planets and minor planets or satellites existing in the Solar System. All the others planets move around the Sun in their respective orbits. It is the source of light and heat for all planets and minors planets in the Solar System.
The Sun consists of 55% hydrogen, 44% of helium gas and 1% of other gases. It is about 13 hundred 84 thousand kilometres in width and the temperature of its surface is 57000 degree Celsius. It revolves on its own axis once in about 25 days and revolves around the galaxy at intervals of about 200 million years.

eq \o((,c) As the consequence of the annual motion of the Earth, the sun's rays fall somewhere lengthwise and elsewhere obliquely, which result in a regular change in temperature and the change of seasons on the Earth.
Winter is the prevailing season in the Northern Hemisphere of the position marked ‘A’ in the stem.
22nd December is the last day of the winter solstice in the Southern Hemisphere. The winter solstice occurs when the sun is directly over the Tropic of Capricorn. As a result, the region experiences longer days and shorter nights. One and a half months prior to 22nd December and one and a half months after this date, summer prevails in the Southern Hemisphere and winter season prevails in the Northern Hemisphere. In the stem, the position marked ‘A’ represents that region of the Northern Hemisphere as winter prevails in the area. 

eq \o((,d) In ‘B’ marked place of the Earth, Spring season will prevail in Bangladesh.

Both North and South Poles stay equally away from the Sun on 21 March. The Sun's rays fall towards the Equator lengthwise on this day and night and day become equal everywhere on the Earth. One and half months earlier and later since 21 March, the Spring season occurs in the Northern Hemisphere whereas the Autumn in the Southern Hemisphere. 

Bangladesh is situated in the Northern Hemisphere of the Earth. In this period, the sun's rays fall lengthwise on Bangladesh. Consequently, season change happens and Spring comes.  

So, in the marked place of the earth, the Spring season prevails in Bangladesh.

Answer to the question no 2

eq \o((,a) The average temperature at Kathmandu is 24.4° C in July.
eq \o((,b) Earthquakes take place when any sudden shake stimulates the Earth all along the detachment or crack of the foundation rock. Besides, an earthquake also takes place while lava of a volcano comes out from inside the Earth. Again, when the Earth's crust gets compressed by dispersing heat, crack or plait is created in order to maintain consistency of load at the rock level down the earth and a quake of the Earth is also observed. These are the main reasons of an earthquake.
eq \o((,c) The land configuration of Bangladesh is multidimensional. The land configuration of Bangladesh can be divided into three categories- the hills of Tertiary age, the flight of steps of Pleistocene age and the Flood-level land of recent age. 
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Map: Land Configuration of Bangladesh
The hills of the Tertiary age:

The hills of the Tertiary age possess an approximate 12% area of Bangladesh. The hills existing in this part, have been divided into two categories, such as The Hills of the South-Eastern region and The Hills of the North-astern region.

The Hills of the South-Eastern region comprises the hills of Rangamati, Bandarban, Khagrachhori, Cox's Bazar and the Eastern region of Chittagong district. The hills and mountains existing in this part possess an average height of 610 meters. The hills and mountains in this region are comprised of sandstone, clay and cell-stone as well.
The Hills of the North-Eastern region are comprised of the hills existing at the northern region of Mymensingh and Netrokona, at the north and North-Eastern region of Sylhet, and at the south of Moulavibazar and Habiganj.

The Flights of steps/the plains of the Pleistocene age

This part comprises of about 8% of the total volume of the land of Bangladesh. The flights of steps of the Pleistocene age may be divided into three categories-Barendra Bhumi, Modhupur and Bhawaler Gar and the Lalmai Hill. Soils of these areas are mostly grey and read in colour. These areas also have more height than the flood level lands.

The Flood Level Land of the Recent Age

Bangladesh has a vast level of land comprising about 80% of the total land which is washed by river water. As a number of rivers flow over the level land, they cause flood during the rainy season. Silt carried with flood water has been amassed for years after years and formed this flood level land. This flood land possesses a volume of 124,266 square kilometres. The soil level of the whole level land is very deep and the land is very fertile.

eq \o((,d) The configuration of land and land use influence the distribution of the population in Bangladesh. For this, some places are densely populated and some have less population density.

Bangladesh is a country surrounded by rivers. around 80% of the land is comprised of flood level land which is comprised of fertile silt. People can easily cultivate and grow crops in these areas. For this, almost all areas of this country are inhabited by the people. On the other hand, the provision of livelihood is difficult in the hill tracts and the Sundarban region. Provision of livelihood is difficult due to lack of developed road and railway communication in these areas. These areas are not populated due to an undeveloped communication system, woodland and its land configuration. For this, the density of population is very low in these areas.

Again, centring around the tea industries in Sylhet, habitation has developed there. Also, navigability of the rivers, convenience and the opportunity of highways and railways attract the people to a great extent. 

In conclusion, the configuration of land and use of land influence the distribution of people in Bangladesh greatly. People want to inhabit the places where there is much opportunity to grow crops and get a good opportunity for their livelihood.

Answer to the question no 3

eq \o((,a) Social anarchy is the highest form of social disorder.
eq \o((,b) Social anarchy is created due to the degradation of values in the society. The deterioration and the looseness of law and order situation are also responsible for the creation of anarchy in the society. Besides, showing discriminatory behaviour and negligence to the people seeking help by the law enforcing agencies are is also responsible for the creation of anarchy. Different activities subversive to culture, invasion of bad culture, political instability, corruption, etc. are also responsible for the creation of anarchy in society.

eq \o((,d) AIDS is a deadly disease which is not curable. Death is its only consequence. For this, we enhance awareness among the people about HIV-AIDS. The campaign in educational institutions, special programs on TV, media, activities of government and NGO will help to create awareness among the people.
Campaigning in educational institutions is important to create awareness among the people. Students of these institutions should be made aware of the causes and preventive methods of AIDS. When they learn about AIDS, they, in turn, can make others aware of it. 

The media can help a lot in creating awareness among the people. Newspapers can publish articles on causes and preventive methods of AIDS. This will help to enhance awareness among the mass people.

The government and NGOs can do many activities in creating awareness among people. They can arrange seminars on AIDS. The government can observe ‘World AIDS Day’ throughout the country to create awareness among the mass people. Again, NGOs can also create awareness among the people regarding AIDS as they have access to a huge number of poor people who are ignorant about the disease.

eq \o((,c) The country of John is a developing country. In developing countries, there are many problems but through planned programmes, these countries have arranged to increase gross
national product. As a result, a tendency has been created to raise per capita income for a long time. Some of the characteristics of developing countries are given below.

1.
Awareness about the Economic Condition and Initiative for Planned Development: These countries are aware of the condition of their own economic development, take development plans for changing the condition. 

2.
The Availability of Natural Resources and Possibility of Development: Endeavours are taken to enhance production by utilising the natural resources, i.e. land, mineral resources, water, and population.

3.
The Reduction of Dependence on Agriculture and Rapid Industrialisation: The trend to be industry oriented country gradually from the agriculture-based state is a feature of developing country. 

4.
The Gradual Development of Agriculture: Agriculture is modernised using scientific methods, irrigation, fertilizer, etc. Consequently, the productivity of agriculture increases and gradual development of agriculture starts.

eq \o((,d) John's country is a developing country. A developed country has the possibility to develop each ground of economy using its resources through planned development programmes. For this, Mitu’s statement about John’s country is relevant.

In the middle stage of developed and under-developed countries, there is another type of country in the world which are the developing countries. The real per capita income of these countries is much less compared to that of the developed countries.

Most of the characteristics of under-developed economies exist in developing countries. Among those, there is a predominance of the agricultural sector, backwardness in the industrial sector, widespread unemployment, insufficiency of transport, communication and electricity, low rate of education, low rate of capital formation and investment, low per capita income and poverty, high rate of population growth, etc. However, the difference of these countries from the underdeveloped countries is that through planned development programme these countries have arranged to increase gross national product so to say per capita real income by utilising the natural resources and population of the country. eq \o((,a) The value-added tax is usually known as VAT in the tax system of Bangladesh.
eq \o((,b) Bank is an organisation to keep the deposit of money of the people and to disburse various term loans to the borrowers. 
The role of bank in economic development is important. People keep their income or surplus money in bank for safety. People also get interest from some deposits. Bank gives this money deposited by the people to entrepreneurs, producers, businessmen and debtors as loan and collects interest on this type of loan. The interest which is given on the deposited money by the bank is less than the interest it collects from the borrowers. The difference of interest rate is the profit of the bank. Bank survives mainly on the basis of this profit. As a result, bank is called the trader of loans.

eq \o((,c) The type of Bank mentioned in the stem is a commercial bank. This type of Bank does many functions to assist the economic development of our country.

The functions of the commercial bank are many. One of the major functions of commercial banks is to receive deposits from people. People have different types of bank accounts to save money such as current, savings and fixed deposit. Another main job of commercial banks is to give out loans. The depositor is given interest at a high rate for fixed deposit.

eq \o((,a) The per capita income is the average income of the citizens of any country in any specific period of time.
eq \o((,b) The increase in real per capita income for a long period with the increase in the gross national product or income of a country is called economic development.
If the rate of growth is greater than the rate of population growth, then per-capita income will increase only and it can be said that economic development is taking place. But, the issue of change in price level has also to be taken into consideration. It is customary to have here a slowly rising price level.

eq \o((,c) Ali cannot use the modern methods of cultivation. For this, he fails to grow sufficient crops in his fields.
The poor people of our country are mostly dependent on agriculture. They use the traditional methods of cultivation. As a result, the productivity of agricultural land is also low. Moreover, the agriculture of our country is dependent on nature. The time of rain and its volume cast a wide impact on agricultural production. If necessary amount of rain does
not occur in time, or if it rains excessively, production falls by a huge amount. Again, the poor people of our country do not know the use of modern technology in agriculture. For this, they cannot use high yielding seeds, fertiliser, irrigation, etc. All these result in a low rate of production in the agriculture sector.  

In the stem, Ali cannot use a modern method of cultivation such as high yielding seeds, fertiliser, irrigation, etc. for this, he fails to grow sufficient crops from his fields.

In conclusion, the poor farmer cannot use modern agricultural methods in the field, which results in low productivity in agriculture.

eq \o((,d) Many steps are taken to remove the obstacles in our agriculture. Some of the steps are given below.
Firstly, we have to ensure the expansion of the area of agricultural land through eradicating water-logging from different regions of the country and through planned water extraction from marshy land. Secondly, we should increase subsidy in the agricultural materials, make agricultural materials easily available at a fair price and ensure the supply to those farmers. Thirdly, we have to expand the irrigation facility by using the surface water in various areas of the country and raise the availability of making irrigation instruments for the farmers. Fourthly, we have to invest more in the production of high quality and high yielding seeds. Fifthly, we have to make sufficient arrangement for the preservation of crops, control the quality of agricultural goods, and ensure fair value of agricultural good. Then, we have to undertake an initiative to increase the agricultural production by producing bio-fertiliser, green fertiliser and bacteria fertiliser around the homesteads of 97 lac families in the country giving more importance on bio-fertiliser. Again, we have to ensure balanced use of fertiliser and continue to give subsidy on the import cost of fertiliser for increasing production. Finally, we need to continue agricultural and rural loan disbursement activities through banks and financial institutions.

In conclusion, we have to take the above initiatives to remove the obstacles to increase production in agriculture in our country.  

Answer to the question no. 7
eq \o((,a) The independence of Bangladesh was declared on 26 March 1971 at the onset of the Bangladesh Liberation War, when the Pakistan Army launched a genocide against the people of East Pakistan. The declaration was made by Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, and widely circulated in the international press in late March 1971. 

eq \o((,b) Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman called for Non-Cooperation Movement (Asohojog Andolon) for the autonomy of East Pakistan as against the administration of the centre. On 7 March, Sheikh Mujib declared the programme of non-cooperation through his guideline speech delivered in the Race Course Maidan. The mass movement which was initiated under the directives of Bangabandhu in the then East Pakistan against the Pakistan government continued from 2 March to 25 March 1971. 

eq \o((,c) The picture-1 shows Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman addressing the 7th March speech at the Racecourse Maidan in 1971. In the historic oration, Bangabandhu gave a detailed account of the oppression, misrule and the awful deprivation of the East Pakistan people by the West Pakistan government. Bangabandhu called for a decisive struggle to achieve liberation and independence. The Pakistan army swooped on the civilians on 25 March. Bangabandhu declared the independence in the early hours of 26 March. The East Pakistan people embarked on the war for freedom after the formal call for the independence by Bangabandhu. The liberation war continued for long nine months and due to the uncompromising and strong leadership of Bangabandhu, Bangladesh could emerge as an independent country on the world map on 16 December 1971. 

eq \o((,d) The picture-2 represents the formation of the Mujibnagar Independent Government. The government was formed on 10th April in 1971 with the elected members of the national and provincial assembly to run the war by giving necessary directives as well as to drum up the support of the foreign countries in favour of the government. 

The structure of the Mujibnagar Independent Government was as follows:

President and Commander-in-chief of the Liberation War: Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman.

Answer to the question no. 8
eq \o((,a) General Ayub Khan was elected president of Pakistan on January 2, 1965.

eq \o((,b) The Pakistan government could not accept the Jukto Front government since AK Fazlul Haque, the leader of the front’s ally Krishok Sromik Party, took oath as its chief minister on April 3, 1954. Jukto Front government remained in power only for 56 days. The Pakistan government started conspiring to topple the Jukto Front government. Golam Mohammad, the governor-general of Pakistan, dismissed the Jukto Front government on May 30, 1954, on a flimsy pretext of the riot between the Bengalis and the non-Bengalis at the Adamjee Jute Mills and Karnaphuli. 

eq \o((,c) East Pakistan always lagged behind due to the oppressive rule and discriminatory treatment by West Pakistan. Budgetary discrimination between the two parts in various sectors was looming large since then.  West Pakistan received 11, 290 million rupees from 1950-55while the allocation for East Pakistan was 5,240 million rupees during the period. The amount for East Pakistan was 46.4 percent of that for West Pakistan. 

The discrimination was seen in a bigger form in the next five years (1955-60) as West Pakistan received 16,550 million rupees while the figure for East Pakistan was 5,240 million rupees, (the same as was in the previous five years) which was  31.7  percent of the total. 

During the period 1960-65, the allocation for West Pakistan was 33,550 million rupees and the amount for East Pakistan was 14,040 million rupees which was 41.8 percent of that for West Pakistan. 

In the next five years 1965-70, West Pakistan got 51,950 million rupee allocation as against the amount of 21,410 million rupees for the East with a difference of almost the same percentage point (around 41.20) of the preceding five years. 

eq \o((,d) The table no. 2 shows discriminations between the then West Pakistan and East Pakistan. The then East Pakistan was discriminated in the establishment of educational institutions and recruitment in the central civil service, foreign service, defence services. 

The then East Pakistan was far ahead of the then West Pakistan in the primary and secondary education before the establishment of the then Pakistan. After the establishment of the then Pakistan, the then West Pakistan got double allocation of funds in the annual budget. It resulted in more establishment of educational institutions in the then West Pakistan. For this, primary and secondary schools in 1947-48 were 8,413 and 2,598 in the then West Pakistan which nearly doubled in 1968-69 to 39,418 and 4,472 respectively. But, in the then East Pakistan, the numbers of educational institutions didn’t rise much in between 1947 and 1969. As a result, this part was lagging behind in education. 

The discrimination towards East Pakistan was far-reaching in the recruitment in the central civil service, Foreign Service, defence services. Only 16% Bangalee were recruited in the central civil service. The condition in Foreign Service shows the same picture. Only 15% Bangalee were there. The condition in the defence sectors is much worse. While 16 officers of the rank of general were from the then West Pakistan, only 1 was recruited from the then East Pakistan. Again, only 9% of non-technical Navy and 11% of Air Force pilots were there from the Bangalee. This discrimination created frustration among the people of the then East Pakistan. This also helped to create awareness among the people.

In conclusion, the then East Pakistan was facing discrimination in the fields of establishment of educational institutions and recruitment in the central civil service, foreign service, defence services. For this, this part was lagging behind in comparison to the other part which created a sense of awareness among the people. 

Answer to the question no. 9
eq \o((,a) Lactating Mother Assistance Fund is a fund under the project of Social Safety circle in 2010-11 fiscal year through which the lactating working mothers of urban areas get financial grant.

eq \o((,b) The government of Bangladesh has enacted The National Child Policy-2011 for the protection of children and the development of their life in 2011. Everyone under the age of 18 is a child as per this policy. Compelling a child in a risky or heavy job is totally prohibited under this law. Separate steps are taken to foster the street-children and those who have gone astray.
eq \o((,c) Pakistani autocratic ruler General Ziaul Haque is of similar to Bangladesh’s General Ziaur Rahman. He assumed office as the President of the country on 21 April 1977.He rehabilitated the anti-liberation forces and pro-Pakistani persons in the society and politics. He started using religion in politics anew. He made good relation with some countries who opposed the independence of Bangladesh such as China, the Middle East including Saudi Arabia during his period. Pakistan also made very close ties with Bangladesh then. The relations with India and Eastern European Countries including the Soviet Union became very cold, but the relation with USA improved. The policy for building up close ties with the Muslim countries of the Middle East was followed with a view to use religion in the politics.  Pakistani ruler General Ziaul Haque did almost the same things, he is similar with Ziaur Rahman.
eq \o((,d) The Bangladeshi president who had similarity with Pakistani ruler General Ziaul Haque was general Ziaur Rahman and both of them had endured almost the same fate; conspiracies were hatched against them and they had to die in the aftermath. 

Pakistani autocratic ruler General Ziaul Haque captured the power in 1977 and wanted to turn Pakistan into an Islamic state. He took initiatives to build a good relationship with the other Muslim countries and introduced Islamic Shariah rules in the country. He introduced Islamic political parties in the political system of the country. He died in a plane crash which was the result of a conspiracy against him in 1988. We can see from the history that Bangladesh’s General Ziaur Rahman had done almost the same things back at that time in our country and both of their endings are also same; death from conspiracies hatched against them.

General Ziaur Rahman assumed office as the President of the country on 21 April 1977. He rehabilitated the anti-liberation forces and pro-Pakistani persons in the society and politics. He started using religion in politics anew. He made good relation with some countries who opposed the independence of Bangladesh such as China, the Middle East including Saudi Arabia during his period. Pakistan also made very close ties with Bangladesh then. The relations with India and Eastern European Countries including the Soviet Union became very cold, but the relation with the USA improved. The policy for building up close ties with the Muslim countries of the Middle East was followed with a view to use religion in the politics. President Ziaur Rahman was brutally killed on 30 May 1981 at the circuit house of Chittagong by a group of military officers. As a result, the five and a half year long military rules of President General Ziaur Rahman came to an end.

Answer to the question no. 10
eq \o((,a) ‘Deliberative Assembly' is the other name of the General Assembly of United Nations which comprises all the member states of the United States.

eq \o((,b) The United Nations Security Council’s veto power refers to the power wielded solely by the five permanent members of the United Nations Security Council (China, France, Russia, United Kingdom, and the United States), enabling them to prevent the adoption of any "substantive" resolution.

eq \o((,c) As a woman, Hanifa faces discrimination at her workplace; she gets BDT. 200 as her wage per day whereas the male workers get. 300 as their wage.

The United Nations, from its inception, enacted different international charters and rules for eliminating discrimination towards women and for the preservation of their rights. The United Nations conduct a number of functions for women development that are as follows:

• 1951- to pay the same amount of wages for the same sorts of labour to either a male or female worker/labourer by The International Labour Organization (ILO);

• 1979- Convention on the Elimination of All forms of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW). It was in effect since 1981.

The Charter adopted by CEDAW is on the basis of equality without discrimination of any kind as to race, sex etc. The issues on the equal rights of the women were raised there too. Since these rights had been legally mandated, ratifying countries are bound to comply with this Charter. So Bangladesh is also bound to follow the charter and take steps so that the women cannot be the victim of discrimination at their workplace.

eq \o((,d) In our society, discrimination against women is still prevalent in many forms and workplace discrimination is one of them. People’s awareness and change of patriarchal mindset are the most important things to be needed in this regard to change this situation. 

Women have been guaranteed equal rights on paper in many countries. But obstacles that impede their progress are still huge; many are denied equality and justice. Discrimination at workplace prevents them from fully enjoying employment opportunities. Stereotypical attitudes towards them and traditional practices stand against this equality. So if we wish to see today's girl children stand in dignity and with confidence at home, in public and in their workplace, we have much to do. We need to make sure that our institutions are gender friendly, take active measures to remove discrimination, change mid-set and attitudes toward women's work and role at their workplaces. We also need to create enough spaces where they can voice their opinions and share experiences without fear and fully participate in nation-building and as global citizens.

eq \o((,b) The Executive is one of the important three core organs of the state. The Executive is the department that regulates the governance of the state. It performs many important tasks such as conducting the administrative tasks, maintaining law and order of the state, governing the administration etc. The Executive is comprised of the Prime Minister, cabinet, elected representatives, government officials, law and order enforcing agencies, diplomats and local administrators. 

eq \o((,c) The activities of Mr Anis Islam are similar to the activities of the President of Bangladesh.

The status of the President is above all in the state. He is the head of the state according to the Constitution of Bangladesh. Besides, the President appoints the Prime Minister and may summon, adjourn and dissolve parliament with the written advice of the Prime Minister. The President may not act with the advice of anybody in appointing the Prime Minister. Furthermore, the President also appoints the Attorney General of Bangladesh, judges of the Supreme Court, the Chief Election Commissioner, the Comptroller and Auditor General, the Chairman and other members of the Public Service Commission. And the President has the prerogative of the power of mercy, which means the President can grant pardon to a convict. Article 49 of the constitution of Bangladesh confers on the President power of granting amnesty. According to the stem, Mr Anis can excuse the penalty of the accused. This is a prerogative enjoyed by the President only. From this, it becomes clear that the activities of Mr Anis Islam are similar with the activities of the President of Bangladesh.

eq \o((,d) According to the passage, Mr Rahman has been elected by the public vote in the national parliamentary election and plays a vital role in leading the state. This refers to the role of the Prime Minister. Therefore, Mr Rahman is the Prime Minister and the Prime Minister is the king stone of the Executive. This is a correct statement.

The Prime Minister is the head of the government in the parliamentary form of government and the Executive. He/she acts as the chief executive of the government and occupies the central position in the Executive. He/she usually is the leader of the majority party in the parliament as well as the leader of the Cabinet and the Council of Ministers. The ministers hold offices at the pleasure of the Prime Minister. If the Prime Minister resigns or loses the confidence of parliament in him/her, the government embraces downfall. The entire constitutional machinery revolves around the Prime Minister. The Prime Minister wields great power, influence and prestige.

In the Parliamentary form of government, the status of the Prime Minister possesses high dignity. Although the Prime Minister is appointed by the President, the President has to act on the advice of the Prime Minister. The Prime Minister is the head of the government and the cabinet. The entire administrative power revolves around him/her. Considering such great role of the Prime Minister it can be said that the Prime Minister is the king stone in the Executive. Therefore according to the stem, Mr Rahman, has been rightly termed as the king stone of the Executive.
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Answer to the question no. 1
eq \o((,a) The Muslim League bagged nine seats in the provincial election of 1954.

 eq \o((,b) The structure of the Mujibnagar Government was as follows:

eq \o((,c) The movement mentioned in the stem is the Language Movement of 1952. Before the establishment of Pakistan, a debate erupted on the issue of the official language of the proposed country. When the division of India and the establishment of Pakistan was absolutely certain in 1947, the debate again sharpened. As Chowdhury Khaliquzzaman and Dr Ziauddin Ahmed, vice chancellor of the University of Aligarh, proposed Urdu as the state language of Pakistan, different intellectuals, including eminent linguist Dr Muhammad Shahidullah, opposed the proposal. As Mohammad Ali Jinnah, the Governor General of Pakistan, in a meeting on March 1948 declared that Urdu shall be the state language of Pakistan, the students protested it and enforced a general strike on 21 February 1952. The government imposed section 144, and as the protesters advanced defying the section 144 police opened fire leaving Barkat, Jabbar, Rafique, Salam and others dead on the spot and many others injured. 

eq \o((,d) Taking into account several aspects, I think that the Language Movement as mentioned in the stem was the primary steps of the independence movement of Bangladesh. Right after the birth of Pakistan, the West Pakistan government took several discriminatory policies like that Urdu should be the mother tongue of the Bangalees. People, especially students, launched the Language Movement in 1952 and the Pakistan government was compelled to recognise Bangla as one of the state languages.  The whole decade of the 50s was the most eventful period for the preparation of establishing the rights and independence by the Bangalees.  Filled with the sense of deprivation, the people of East Pakistan launched a political movement against Pakistan’s discriminatory attitude. This unity based on the love for their mother tongue built the base of nationalism which ultimately placed the most significant role in driving them into the spirit of embarking on the Liberation War in 1971. 

The country Bangladesh emerged as an independent country on the world map after a nine-month-long bloody battle against the Pakistani occupation forces.

Answer to the question no. 2
eq \o((,a) Maulana Abdul Hamid Khan Bhasani was the president of Awami Muslim League when the party was formed in 1949. 

eq \o((,b) The general election was held for the first time in Pakistan on 7 December 1970 on the basis of ‘one person one vote’. The Awami League achieved the landslide victory in the national and provincial assembly. The Pakistani rulers started hatching a new plot against the Bangalees not to hand over the power to the elected body. The people of East Pakistan stood firmly against the dictatorship of West Pakistan. The significance of the election became clear in the emergence of Bangladesh as an independent country in 1971. 

eq \o((,c) Bangladeshi political leader Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman is compared to Mr M mentioned in the above stem. Sheikh Mujibur Rahman was the key leader of the war of independence. He was devoted to all the activities, struggles and movement all through his life to achieve freedom of the Bangalee nation. He played a vital role in the Language Movement in 1948 and 1952. He declared the independence of Bangladesh on early 26 March 1971.  He called for the war of independence in his great oration of 7 March 1971 following the ways of armed struggle. Sheikh Mujib was the commander-in-chief of the Liberation War and the President of the Mujibnagar Government. Bangladesh achieved the independence through an armed struggle for his strong and uncompromising leadership. When Bangladesh achieved independence, it fell into ruins and Bangabandhu started the reconstruction process of the country’s communication system, economy, rehabilitation of refugees and so on. Amid great success, he could prepare and enforce a new constitution immediately. 

eq \o((,d) Shortly after Bangladesh achieved independence, the leader (Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman) started the reconstruction process of the war-torn country. A huge number of roads, bridges, culverts, industries, inland ports, and seaports were demolished. The government treasury was found empty. The independent Bangladesh had no military or civil aircraft. The main challenges for the newly independent nation were the rehabilitation of one crore refugees, reconstruction of thousands of damaged houses in the villages and urban areas, providing food, cloth, medicine and shelter to seven crore people and restore law and order. Bangabandhu started the reconstruction process with drafting a new constitution and its enforcement, nationalising abandoned industries, nationalising primary education. He formed a committee for new education policy. The Bangabandhu government introduced rationing system in the village and city areas to provide foods and other commodities. The government formed a 5-year planning commission and took initiative to reform the commerce, industry, agriculture and other sectors to rebuild the war-affected country. It also formed Bangladesh Krishok Sramik Awami League (BAKSHAL) for achieving economic emancipation and creating an exploitation-free nation.  

Answer to the question no. 3
eq \o((,a) The name of the family seen in the Eskimo society is called Inuit.

eq \o((,b) 'Social Values' form an important part of the culture of a society. Social values, norms and institutions explain the way in which social processes operate in a given society. They are the social sources of patterned interaction. Values provide the general guidelines for the behaviour of the people. Thus, values such as respect for human dignity, fundamental rights, private property, patrio​tism, fidelity to wife or to the husband, religiosity, sacrifice, helpfulness, cooperation, individual enterprise, individuality, social equality, privacy, democracy, etc., guide our behaviour in various ways.
eq \o((,c) The family of Lal resembles the Garo society. 

The Garo is an ethnic group in Bangladesh. They live in the districts of Tangail, Jamalpur, Sherpur, Mymensingh, Netrakona, Sunamganj, Sylhet and Gazipur with the highest concentration in Haluaghat and Dhobaura Upazilas of Mymensingh, Durgapur and Kalmakanda Upazilas of Netrokona, Nalitabari and Jhenaigati Upazilas of Sherpur and Madhupur Upazila of Tangail district.

The Garo society is matrilineal and mothers inherit property and they are the head of their respective families. Each husband or the father of children works as a manager of the family. The children assume the surname of the mother. According to the Garo customs, daughters inherit the family property. However, only the selected daughter, known as Nakna in Garo language enjoys that opportunity. Generally, the youngest daughter of a family is selected as Nakna. The staple food of the Garo is rice. The dresses of Garo are now nearly similar to those of the Bangalis. Garo males wear lungi, genji, trousers and shirts. And most of the Garos are Christians in faith.

eq \o((,d) Family plays the most important role in shaping the conduct of a person. And this has been reflected in the case of Tony.
According to the passage, Tony visits his friend’s house. His friend named Lal belongs to the Garo race. Tony observed many different things in the family of Lal. And he became surprised observing that Lal’s mother is the head of his family and takes all the major decisions. Despite being surprised, Tony showed a great sense of proportion. His manners, morality and conducts highly impressed the family members of Lal.

We learn many things from the family. A person’s liking, disliking, mannerism, behaviour etc. are shaped at an early stage by the family members. The role of the parents, in this regard, is the most important. The parents teach their children about morality, behaviour and manners. The child behaves as he/she learns from the family. Moreover, the environment of the family also shapes the character of a person. A sound environment in the family creates a sound mentality within the child/person. Again, if the environment of the family is not good, the child/person does not learn good things and fails to maintain good conduct. Therefore, the role of the family is highly significant.

Tony's good conducts are a result of his family environment. Tony has learned mannerism, morality and conducts from his family. His parents and other family members have taught him how to maintain the conduct with others and develop politeness. Therefore, we can say that the role of Tony’s family is very much important behind Tony’s conduct.

eq \o((,a) If any material or goods can be termed as resources, the said goods have to hold four characteristics: utility, insufficiency, visibility and exchangeability.

eq \o((,b) The various stages to fulfil human wants are: Want → Effort → Production → Distribution → Consumption
For production, the landowner is given rent for land. Similarly, wages to the labourers, interest to the capital owner, profit to the organizer are given. All the rewards such as rent, wage, interest and profit are properly distributed, speed in economic programmes comes and economic welfare is attained. If the distribution system is faulty and discriminatory, economic problem persists, and instability and disorder are created in the society.

eq \o((,c) The economic system of country ‘A’ is Socialistic Economic System. The nature of this system are as follows:

· Ownership of the Factors of Production: All asset including factors of production are under the state ownership in the socialist economic system. No private ownership is vested on the asset.
· The Government Instruction in Economic Activities: The government takes a basic decision in producing goods and imparting service to the citizens in a socialistic economic system.Which goods would be produced in what amount and when and in what process the goods would be sold to whom are decided by the government. 

· Lack of Freedom of the Consumer: There is no freedom in making decision regarding production by the producer in the socialist economic system. Similarly, the consumer has no privilege to consume goods according to their own wish. The producers grow foods determined by the government, and the consumers purchase and consume these according to the need.

· The Objective of Economic Activity: In the socialistic economic system, all economic activities are conducted to meet the basic needs of each citizen and to attain the highest welfare for the people. There is no scope here for earning a personal profit.

· Income Distribution: The owner of earned profit is state or government in the socialistic economic system. Similarly, the revenue of land and interest of capital is deposited in the government treasury, because the government is the owner of land and capital. The state pays a wage to the labourers and incurs other expenses of production. 

eq \o((,d) Equity and justice are ensured in Islamic economic system.The logic in favour of this are given below:

The Islamic economic system is the full discussion of human life. The objectives of production are to confirm producing 'Halal' goods permitted by the Islam and ensure the social welfare oriented and exploitation free production process. The large-scale production activity is customary in an Islamic economy.

But where there is no existence of individual or private initiative, the government initiative can be launched. If money or asset remains under the possession of an individual for a certain period, then a fixed portion of it has to be distributed among the poor in the Islamic economic system. This system is called Zakat. Zakat is compulsory for the rich person. One of the main factors of production in the capitalist and socialist system is capital. There is the interest for the capital, but the transaction of interest is 'Haram' or prohibited in the Islamic economic system. In this economic system, the capitalists sustain the profit or loss at the proportionate rate of the capital invested by them. There is interest-free deposit and loan taking system in the Islamic Banking system. The producers and businessmen can take this loan and pay profit to the loan disbursing individual organization (Bank), and it is received as profit from the business. There is the arrangement of paying just dues to the labourers in time in this economic system. As a result, the proper distribution of produced asset is possible.

Since the production system free of exploitation is followed in the Islamic economic system, the paying of remuneration on the basis of equity and justice is ensured.

Answer to the question no. 5
eq \o((,a) Economic infrastructure refers to internal facilities of a country that make business activity possible, such as communication, transportation, and distribution networks, financial institutions and markets, and energy supply systems.

eq \o((,b) Economic development can be defined as efforts that seek to improve the economic well-being and quality of life for a community by creating and/or retaining jobs and supporting or growing incomes and the tax base.Economic development is the process by which a nation improves the economic, political, and social well-being of its people. Socio-economic infrastructure is like the foundation of economic development.

eq \o((,c) Growth and development are not the same thing. The rate of annual growth of national income of a country is called the rate of growth. Growth rate is the rate of the change of national income. But economic development takes population and price level into consideration along with the rate of growth and considers the issue of increase in real per capita income.

If the growth rate of a country is 2% and the population of that country also increases at the rate of 2%, it cannot be said that there is taking place economic development because, if the rate of economic growth and the rate of population growth are the same, per capita income will remain the same. If the rate of growth is more than the rate of population growth, only then per capita income will increase and it can be said that economic development is taking place. But, the issue of change in price level has also to be taken into consideration.

eq \o((,d) There are some measures which can ensure sustainable development of a country. The structural change of the economy includes a change in economic infrastructure and change in the process of production and distribution. Under the change of economic infrastructure, the loan disbursement programme of banks and other financial organisations are extended, and the transport and communication system are developed. Development takes place in the marketing system of goods and services. At the same times, the developed technology and strategy are used in production. As a result, the productivity of the labourers increases which results in the increase in the volume of production. Disparity or inequality in the distribution of the produced asset or national income keeps decreasing. As a result, the factors of production, especially the labourers get their fair wages. So, the overall welfare of the people goes up. The objective of economic development is the maximum welfare of all the people of the country. Equitable distribution of income ensures this welfare. Moreover, changes take place in social infrastructure too. The scope of education and the facility of healthcare reach to all the people. As a result, the standard of living of the people develops. The people feel the benefit of a high standard of living, and the rate of population growth falls. The natural change means the turn of the economy from the state of being agriculture based into being industry based. As a result, the country is transformed from rural economy to town based economy and social system. Income of the people increases. The rate of savings and capital formation and investment also increases. As a result, employment generation increases unemployment decreases and production further increases. There continues gradual development in the standard of living. 

Answer to the question no. 6
eq \o((,a)  If any judge cannot justify any case using the existing law, he can resolve it using his insight, acumen and wisdom by providing a new explanation of the existing law, which can be used as the precedence and may consider as law in future and this is called the precedence of court.

eq \o((,b)  In the modern age, the Parliament is the main source of law. There is parliament or assembly in every democratic state. They perform a legislative function because, in addition to introducing legislation on their own, they have the power to amend, approve or reject government draft laws. Besides, the constitution of the state, the decree passed by the head of the state, the international treaty, the ratification of international law and convention are considered as sources of law.

eq \o((,c) The supremacy of law has been violated in the mentioned stem. Rahman, who came from an influential family, teased Rina on her way school every day and threatened her for not responding to his illicit proposal. This is a violation of supremacy of law. 

The supremacy of law is the protection of freedom of the citizen. Nobody can interfere in other’s affairs if the supremacy of law prevails in the society. The meaning of equality in the eye of law means everyone irrespective of religion, caste, creed, colour, community or of being rich or poor is same. Nobody will be entitled to have additional privileges. The same law is applicable to all.

eq \o((,d) I agree with the statement: “The steps taken by the administration is helpful to ensure rule of law.” The Administration is the department that regulates governance of the state, i.e. conducts the regular and occasional administrative & official functions, maintains law and order and implements overall resolutions of the state and the privileges thereof. 

The law and order maintaining agency in Bangladesh is police. This agency is responsible for catching the criminals and produces them before the court to ensure law and order. They are a part of executives or administrative branch of the government and they work to ensure rule of law in the country. Their role in arresting criminals and bringing them to book helps to maintain rule of law in the country.

eq \o((,a) The previous name of the United Nations was League of Nations.

eq \o((,b) Human rights are rights inherent to all human beings, whatever our nationality, place of residence, sex, national or ethnic origin, colour, religion, language, or any other status. We are all equally entitled to our human rights without discrimination. These rights are all interrelated, interdependent and indivisible. In order to ensure the human rights all over the world, the UN has declared a set of principles, which are known as the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR). And the article 1 of the UDHR mentions “all human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights”.
eq \o((,c) The World War II caused an unprecedented level of causality in the history of human civilization. Almost all the major powers of the world participated in the World War II. In order to save the world from the havoc of wars, the United Nations (UN) was established on October 24, 1945. Maintaining world peace was the main objective behind the creation of the UN. According to the Charter, the UN aims at saving succeeding generations from the scourge of war.
In addition to maintaining peace and security, other important objectives of the UN include developing friendly relations among countries based on respect for the principles of equal rights and self-determination of people; achieving worldwide cooperation to solve international economic, social, cultural, and humanitarian problems; respecting and promoting human rights; and serving as a centre where countries can coordinate their actions and activities toward these various ends.

eq \o((,d) “To establish balance of power through Security Council is mandatory for world peace” is a correct statement. 
The United Nations Security Council (UNSC) is the body of the UN mainly responsible for maintaining international peace and security. It plays a significant role in resolving the conflicts in the world. The UNSC is composed of 15 members. There are 5 permanent members, namely USA, Russia, France, UK and China. And there are 10 non-permanent members elected for two-year terms by the General Assembly. The permanent members of the UNSC enjoy the ‘veto power’ which enables them to take actions on any issue of international conflict.

Despite having such great importance to international peace and security, the composition of the UNSC does not really reflect the balance of power of the contemporary world. The five permanent members were chosen at the time of the formation of the UNSC in the 1940s. Since then many changes have taken place in the world politics. Many countries have become very powerful in the context of the present world. For example, India is an influential country from South Asia and Brazil is also a powerful country of Latin America. But there is no representation from South Asia or Latin America in the permanent membership of the UNSC. countries from these continents can play a greater role in maintaining international peace and security.

Therefore, the composition of the UNSC should be reformed. The nations that are influential in world politics should be provided with the permanent membership. Otherwise, the UNSC would soon become backdated and less effective. Since the main objective of the UNSC is to maintain international peace and security in accordance with the principles and purposes of the UN, it must consider the balance of power of the contemporary world. And new permanent members should be incorporated. Only then the UNSC would be able to play a more effective role in international politics.

eq \o((,b) Democracy refers to a system of an accountable and responsible administration. Under this system, the Government is elected by the common people through votes and the resulting Government is in turn accountable to the electorate. eq \o((,c) The country ‘A’ is a democratic country. For this, people’s participation is very important in this state. 

Democracy generally means a form of Government in which the sovereign power resides in the people as a whole and is exercised by them, instead of a system of Government where power is occupied by a small number of individuals as in an oligarchy. Democracy is such a system of political governance in which a peaceful handover of power at the end of the tenure of the Government in power through adult enfranchisement, people’s participation in the political parties and the activities, running the state by the elected body and the protection of their freedoms and opportunities for their welfare are ensured. People get their freedom to express their choice in choosing the right representative through a vote. So, people are at the centre in the democratic state. For this, people’s participation is vital in a democratic state.

eq \o((,d) In a democratic state, political parties’ constitutional and people-oriented activities are important to run the state. The activities of political parties in a democratic state are discussed below.

The main function of the political parties is to form the government after winning the election. Usually, the party that gets the majority in the election forms the government. After assuming office, the party or the alliance rules the country on their party-principles and the commitment declared earlier. Again, the members of the ruling party stay with the people of their respective localities and explain the policies and decision of the government. The roles of the political parties to a democratic state are inevitable. They detect the needs, demands and problems of the public and undertake programmes for the overall welfare of the people. The public expressing their opinions demand the solution from the government. The parties are the indispensable links between the people and the representative machinery of the government. 
Besides, the opposition represents a shadow government in the parliamentary form of government, because if the ruling party loses the support and fails in a vote of confidence in the parliament, the opposition avails of the opportunity of assuming power and form the government instead. 

In conclusion, the government loses its mandate if it fails to fulfil the demands of the people in a democratic state. For this, political parties’ constitutional and people-oriented activities are important in the state.

(a) either partly or wholly, eyesight, hearing or his face become mutilated, the criminal will be punished with
capital punishment of death sentence or lifetime rigorous imprisonment or additional fine of maximum taka one lakh. (b) Any of his/her body parts, organs, glands becomes
non-functional or any parts of his/her body gets injured, then the offender will be punished with rigorous imprisonment of maximum fourteen years but not less than seven years
and fine of Taka fifty thousand maximum.

eq \o((,b) The solar energy is termed as a resource as it can be converted to another resource which is necessary and helpful for the economic development of a country. For example, solar energy can be converted to produce electricity which is a vital element in the production system of industry. 

eq \o((,c) The forests of our country are usually named by the available types of trees or its characteristics. Depending on these, the forests of our country can be divided into three main divisions:

1. 
The Tropical Evergreen and Deciduous Forest: The leaves of the trees in this forest do not sprout and fall down at a time. As a result, the forest remains green throughout the year. That is why these forests are called evergreen forest.Thechapalish, moina, telsur, mehogani, jarul, segun,gorjan are the mentionable trees of this region

2. 
The Tropical Deciduous Forest :. In the forests of these districts, leaves of the trees fall once in a year in the Winter. Besides the shalor gozari, the koroi,bohera, hezol, shiris, horotoki, jackfruit, nim etc. trees grow in plenty. In this forest, as the shal is the main tree, it is called the shal forest.

3. 
The Mangrove or Goran Forest Area: The trees that grow at the salty and wet soil washed by the ebb and flow of the water are called the Mangrove or Goran forest area. On the wet and salty soil, the sundari, gewya, porosh, dhundal,kewra, bayen, goran, etc. trees grow in plenty.

eq \o((,d) The percentage of forest mentioned in the stem is not enough in proportion to the land area of our country. We have to take some necessary steps to increase the forest area of our country.

Bangladesh does not have sufficient forests. A country should have 20-25% of forest of the total area of land. But in our country, it is only 13%. To increase the forest area, we have to take some necessary steps.

1. We have to check the cutting down of forest at random.

Consequently, diverse crops and fruits grow here. A little rainfall takes place in this country during the winter season due to the influence of the northeast monsoon. The uprising in 1969 was called Mass Uprising. People from all walks of life joined in the movement. Consequently, it turned into a revolution. They were protesting against the then Pakistani Junta as they were torturing and killing the people of the then East Pakistan. They captured Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman in a conspiracy case. Dr Shamsujjoha, a professor of Rajshahi University, and Asaduzzama, a student of the University of Dhaka, also became the victims of the Junta. People of the then East Pakistan wanted to abolish all these injustices. So, they protested against the then Pakistani Junta. In this uprising, the Junta killed many people.  

So,  Ritu’s father sacrificed his life in the uprising of 1969 to stop all the injustices done by the then Pakistani Junta. 

eq \o((,d) Awami League got a landslide victory in the election of 1970 of the then Pakistan.
There were many causes behind this landslide victory. The most important cause was that Awami League made people realise that the election was a referendum in favour of 6 points demand. For this, people gave their verdict in favour of Awami League. Then, the spirit of nationalism developed among the people. The language movement, Martial law, education movement,6 points demand of 1966 and uprising in 1969 all helped to develop the spirit of nationalism. They understood only a government of their own could stop all forms of injustice towards the then East Pakistan. To form a government of their own, the people of the then Bangladesh voted for Awami League.

In conclusion,  Awami League got landslide victory as the people of the then East Pakistan wanted to end the despotic rule of the then Pakistani Junta and form a government of their own. For this, all people of the then East Pakistan voted for Awami League which brought the landslide victory.

eq \o((,a) Asohojog Andolon (Non-Cooperation Movement) is the mass movement initiated under the directives of Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman in the then East Pakistan against the Pakistan government which continued from 2 March to 25 March 1971. This movement was directed for autonomy of East Pakistan as against the administration of the centre. eq \o((,c) The picture-1 shows Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman addressing the 7th March speech at the Racecourse Maidan. In the historic oration, Bangabandhu gave a detailed account of the oppression, misrule and the awful deprivation of the East Pakistan people by the West Pakistan government. The speech is a remarkable one and it will be immortal to the people aspiring freedom and independence. The East Pakistan people started getting prepared for the liberation war after the formal call for the independence by Bangabandhu in the speech of 7 March.  

eq \o((,d) The picture-2 that presents the genocide on March 25, 1971, signifies the events which triggered the civil war for the independence of East Pakistan. People from all walks of life were united responding to the call for independence and the activities declared by Bangabandhu on March 7. As the situation of East Pakistan was rapidly deteriorating, Yahia Khan came to Dhaka to talk to Bangabandhu. Bhutto also came and they were wasting time only holding talks and secretly assembled soldiers, arms and ammunition targeting war. Tikka Khan and Rao Forman Ali designed a military operation named ‘Operation Searchlight’  to make the people of East Pakistan victims of killings. The brutal mass killing began on the night of 25 March. Bangabandhu declared the independence in the early hours of March 26 and an uneven war broke out between the Pakistan armed forces and the unarmed Ansar, police and general people.

eq \o((,a) Social change means the change in social structure and its activities.
eq \o((,b) The organic factor is an important factor of social change. The birth and mortality rate, the density of population, the nature of the population and the standard of lifestyle, etc. form the organic factor. eq \o((,b) In the parliamentary system of government, the President is a titular head only. The President preserves no executive power, but he can exercise his executive actions in the formation of the government, in governance, legislation, finance, judiciary, defence, and diplomatic functions of the country. One of the executive powers of the President is the appointment of the Prime Minister and the Administration: The President appoints the Prime Minister, Cabinet Ministers, State Ministers,       Deputy Ministers, and distributes the portfolios amongst them with the advice of the Prime Minister. The President also appoints the Attorney General of Bangladesh, judges of the Supreme Court, the Chief Election Commissioner, the Comptroller and Auditor General, the chairman and other members of the Public Service Commission, the ambassadors, envoys and High Commissioners in the exercise of his power.
eq \o((,c) The laws usually in a social system are some necessary written rules and regulations. Law is a combination of various kinds of rules, regulation, custom, practice, rituals and codes. Custom and religion had key roles behind the formation of laws.

Custom is the ancient source of law. The social customs are habits, thoughts, behaviour, regulations, etc. that exist in the society.  Since the ancient period, the people are following divine laws. The religion, regulations of religion, the scriptures are the important sources of law. eq \o((,a) Generally, public finance means the policies and methods regarding the income and expenditure of the state. Professor Dalton says, "Public finance is concerned with the income and expenditure of the government and with the adjustment of the one to other".
eq \o((,b) An important source of income of the government of Bangladesh is income tax. The tax which is imposed on the personal income of the people is called income tax. In Bangladesh, income tax is realised at a progressive rate from those whose income is over a fixed amount. At present, anybody coming over 2.5 lakh taka per year has pay income tax.
eq \o((,c) The government of Bangladesh spends a huge amount of money to accomplish public welfare to run administration and to work for socioeconomic development. For this, the government has to earn a lot of money to meet these expenditures.

The government also collects revenue from many other sources besides tax and duty. This revenue is called extra tax revenue. The government earns extra tax revenue from dividend and profit, interest, the economic services, railway, postal department, forestry, telegraph and telephone, toll and levy, rent and house, etc.

eq \o((,c) The name of the resource mentioned in the stem is forest resource. A short description of the classification of forest resource is given below:

The forest areas of Bangladesh are divided into four distinctive classes – the forest zone of Chittagong, the forest zone of Sylhet, the Sundarbans and the forest zone of Dhaka-Tangail-Mymensingh. As per characteristics of trees, forests have been classified as follows: 

1. The tropical evergreen and deciduous forest 

2. The tropical deciduous forest and

3. The mangrove forest  

1. The tropical evergreen and deciduous forest 

The hilly regions of the southeast and northeast of Bangladesh are known as the tropical evergreen and deciduous forest area. Usually, various kinds of trees such as the creeping plants, shrubs and herbs grow in this forest. Chittagong, Khagrachhari, Rangamati, Bandarban and Sylhet are included in this zone. The total area of this forest is about 14 thousand square km. Chapalish, moina, telsur, jarul, segun etc are the mentionable trees of this region.

2. The tropical deciduous forest


Tangail, Mymensingh, Gazipur Dinajpur and Rangpur comprise the tropical deciduous forest areas. In the forests of these districts, leaves of the trees fall once in a year in the winter. Shal or gozari, koroi, bohera, hezol, shiris, horotoki, jackfruit, nim etc. trees grow there in plenty. 
3. The mangrove forest

The trees that grow at the salty and wet soil washed by the ebb and flow of the sea near the seashore of Noakhali and Chittagong to the southwest zone of Bangladesh are called the mangrove forest area. The Sundarbans is considered the largest mangrove forest in the world. On the wet and salty soil, the sundari, gewya, porosh, dhundal, kewra, bayen, goran, etc. trees grow in plenty. Bangladesh has 4,192 square kilometres of mangrove forest area.
eq \o((,d) In the economic development of Bangladesh, the importance of forests is limitless. Forests are the important natural resources of the country. In the economy of Bangladesh, it is possible to alleviate poverty, ensure food security and standardise lifestyle. Forest resources accelerate the economic development. The land is the most important resource of Bangladesh. The soil of this country is so fertile that the farmers do not need much money for cultivating crops. The major portion of the national income of the country comes from the use of these resources. The natural resources of the country contribute a lot to the development of the mills and industries. As a result, the people are getting the opportunity for employment, commodities of the local demands are being produced, and the export-oriented goods are being produced by using these resources.
In this way, the economy of the country is rapidly progressing through the uses of the natural resources and the economic efforts of human beings, and the people are moving towards the dream of a developed life.

eq \o((,a) Asteroids refer to small rocky bodies orbiting the sun. Large numbers of these are found between the orbits of Mars and Jupiter.
eq \o((,b) An angle of 360o originated at centre of the Earth's circular is divided into Degree (o), Minute (,) and Second (,,).The angular distance of each pole from the Equator is 90o. A parallel line of the Equator which is imagined by dividing this angle into degrees and minutes is called a parallel of latitude or latitude. On the other hand, by dividing the Equator into Degrees, Minutes and Seconds, the lines that have been imagined throughout from the North Pole to the South Pole over each of division points are called the Meridians of Longitude. It is also named as the meridian.
eq \o((,c) The name of layer ‘B’ is earth’s ‘mantle’ and layer ‘C’ is ‘core’. The characteristics of these layers are given below:

Mantle: The surrounding up to 2895 km radius from upper level of the core is defined as a mantle. This layer contains heavy metals like silicon and magnesium. As its upper layer 1448 km composed of basalt-like materials, it is called basalt region. This layer is also named as ‘Sima’ because of its composition of silicon and magnesium.

Core: The Earth's core is the part of Earth in the middle of our planet. It has a solid inner core and a liquid outer core.

Outer core: The outer core of the Earth is a liquid layer about 2,260 kilometres thick. It is made of iron and nickel. This is above the Earth's solid inner core and below the mantle. Its outer boundary is 2,890 km (1,800 mi) beneath the Earth's surface. The transition between the inner core and outer core is approximately 5,000 km (3,100 mi) beneath the Earth's surface. The temperature of the outer core ranges from 4400 °C in the outer regions to 6100 °C near the inner core. 

Inner core: The inner core of the Earth is a solid sphere about 1,216 km in radius, or about 70% that of the Moon. It is believed to be an iron–nickel alloy and may have a temperature similar to the Sun's surface, approximately 5778 K (5505 °C). The seismic wave data suggests that crystals in the "inner inner core" are in an east-to-west direction. Those in the "outer inner core" are lined up north to south.  

eq \o((,d) Yes, I think that the layer ‘A’ is important for the habitation of human beings. This part is called crust. It is the outer part of the earth which is mostly known to us as earth surface. Firstly, all living being cannot live without Oxygen. We get Oxygen from trees and trees grow on the surface of the earth. Secondly, all living beings of the earth depend on food to survive. We get foods which grow on the earth surface. Thirdly, we get various types of minerals from this part of the earth. We get gas, oil, limestone, sand, gold, diamond, etc. from this part. Lastly, human beings build their home on the earth surface. 

In conclusion, the layer ‘A’ is very crucial for the habitation of a human being.
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Answer to the question no. 1
eq \o((,a) Society is an organised group of people associated together for religious, cultural, scientific, political, or other purposes.

eq \o((,b) Social change is a change in the social order of a society. Social change may include changes in social institutions, social behaviours, or social relations. Sociologist Kingsley Davis said, “Social change is the change in the social structure and activities”. MacIver said, “Social change is the change in the human relationship.” 

eq \o((,c) Education has been indicated as the element of social change in the stem. 

A special factor of social change is education. It brings about a positive change in the society. Education builds self-confidence, self-respect and consciousness among individuals.  

The role of education as a social agent is universally recognised. Social change always takes place when human beings need change in the society. Social change comes into action when existing social setup fails to understand and meet the needs of the people. Education can bring social changes in outlook and attitude of human beings. It can initiate a change in the pattern of social relationships, ultimately leading to a social change.

In the stem, we see that Mr Alim, who came back to the country after 20 years, is surprised to have found that his village has changed completely. 

There are now two educational institutions and most of the villagers are educated. Their thinking pattern has also changed. So, we can say that education has worked as the agent for the social change in the village.

eq \o((,d) The element of the social change, mentioned in the stem, is education. Its role in the socio-cultural field of Bangladesh has been discussed below.

Education is magic. It removes all the darkness of ignorance and superstition. It also broadens people’s outlook and helps them differentiate between right and wrong. The role of education in the social development of Bangladesh is praiseworthy. Today, the country has numerous 

Educational institutions and a good percentage of the citizens are educated. They are aware of their rights and duties. They respect each other. Thus, they are contributing to the progress of the Bangladeshi societies. The rate of female education is also increasing every year. Women are getting educated and contributing to the country’s economy. It is leading to women empowerment. These issues are playing a crucial role in the positive change of the overall society and the nation.

Again, education is responsible for the cultural change in the society. Educated people try to know about new cultures and take in the good things from them. It also leads to a change in people’s outlook and thinking pattern. A blend of diverse cultures can be noticed when we look at the cities of Bangladesh.  

Answer to the question no. 2
eq \o((,a) Fatwa is associated with Islam.

eq \o((,b) The negative aspect of social change leads to degradation of social values. The main causes of the degradation include lack of social justice, law and order and tolerance. Misinterpretation of religion and greed for social status are also to blame for this social evil.

eq \o((,c) Marzina, as seen in the stem, is a victim of rape or sexual violence. 

A result of people’s moral degradation, sexual violence or harassment against women has become one of the biggest social problems of Bangladesh. The rate of this violence is increasing every day in the country. Many girls and women are harassed on their way to and from home. Sometimes, the victims are kidnapped and raped. Sadly, in most of the cases, the society blames the victims for the incident. The poor legal structure of the country is also to be blamed.

In the stem, we see that Marzina, a 14-year-old class IX student, was kidnapped and raped when she was on her way to school. The girl was released two days later but was not accepted by the society, which also blamed her for the incident. At the end, she took her life. So, we can say that the girl is a clear victim of sexual violence. 

eq \o((,d) For preventing such violence against women, the following steps can be taken.

1. 
Ensuring women empowerment through education.

2. 
Introduction and implementation of strict laws against violence against women.

3. 
Providing moral education to both boys and girls.

4. 
Creating mass awareness about women’s rights and punishment for their violations.

5. 
Ensuring exemplary punishment for those who indulge in violence against women.

6. 
Social institutions like family, village panchayat and union council, can play a crucial role in this regard.

7. 
Forming various non-government organisations (NGOs) for working for women’s rights and ensuring justice for the victims.

8. 
The mass media can also be used for raising public awareness on the issue.

If these steps are taken, all sorts of violence against women, including the one seen in the stem, would end permanently. 

Answer to the question no. 3
eq \o((,a) The constitution of Bangladesh was adopted on December 16, 1972, after it was drafted earlier in the year.

eq \o((,b) The brutal killing of Bangabandhu and most of his family members on August 15, 1975, is the darkest chapter of the history of Bangladesh. Some disgruntled army officers, following provocations by anti-liberation forces, carried out the heinous attack on the residence of the Father of the Nation in Dhanmondi of the capital. The attackers did not even spare Bangabandhu's 10-year-old son Russel.

eq \o((,c) Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, the greatest leader of Bangladesh, can be compared with the Ghanaian leader Nkrumah.

East Pakistan (next time Bangladesh) had been subjected to severe discriminations by the central government since the birth of Pakistan. Although most of the state earnings came from East Pakistan, Bangalees were deprived of their social and financial rights. The nation, however, overcame all the hurdles and achieved independence under the great leadership of Sheikh Mujibur Rahman. He made the people of this country aware of their political and social rights. He also declared the independence of this country and instructed the people to wage the liberation war. Bangladesh would have never achieved this precious freedom so quickly had we not had a leader like Bangabandhu.

In the stem, we see that Nkrumah led the Ghanaian nation to freedom from the clutches of the British regime. The British drained all the Ghanaian resources to England and gave absolutely no freedom to the people of Ghana. However, the country did achieve freedom under the leadership of Nkrumah. So, we can say that Bangladesh’s Bangabandhu has been indicated so in the stem.  

eq \o((,d) The Liberation War of Bangladesh is a very significant event in the world history. Bangladesh was the first among the third world countries which achieved freedom through an armed struggle. The people of East Pakistan had been victims of oppression, repression and exploitation since 1947. The rebellious people of this land revolted against the Pakistani rulers and the final victory came on December 16, 1971. The world came to know about the capability of the Bangalees. The common people provided all sorts of support to the freedom fighters during the nine-month-long war. As a result, the war became the expression of Bangalee nationalism. The war created a patriotic zeal among the people and that enthusiasm helped the rebuilding of the war-torn country. Even today, the nation is progressing based on the freedom that came through the war. We could have lagged far behind had we not waged that war and had kept tolerating all the Pakistani subjugation. The war also inspired other nations to stand up against their oppressors. 

Answer to the question no. 4
eq \o((,a) By dividing the Equator into degrees, minutes and seconds, the lines that have been imagined throughout from the North Pole to the South Pole over each of division points are called the Meridians of Longitude or Longitude.

eq \o((,b) In the stem, ‘C’ is the Equator. The line that is imagined hemming around the Earth across the East-West by keeping the same distance from both the poles is called The Equator or Equinoctial Line. This line is circular in size for round shape of the Earth. So it is also called Equinoctial Circular.

eq \o((,c) In the above-mentioned stem, two different places are given as ‘B’ and ‘A’.  Given, the meridian line in ‘B’ is = 110° East Meridian. And the meridian line in ‘A’  = 90° East meridian

Difference of the two places = (110° - 90°) = 20°
We know,
1° meridian line time is = 4 minutes 

Then, 20° meridian line time is = (20 x 4) minute = 80 minute which is 1 hour 20 minutes.

As both places stay in the East longitude and ‘A’s longitude is less than the ‘B’s longitude, the time of place ‘A’ will be less than that of place ‘B’.

Then, the time of place ‘B’ is = 9 am – 1 hour 20 minutes.




= 7.40am

eq \o((,d) In the stem, ‘P’ is situated in the North Pole. All the longitudes which determine the time of a place converge in 90° North Pole in the Arctic sea. As there is no human existence, no particular time zone has been assigned for this place. 

In most places on the Earth, the local time is determined by longitude, such that the time of day is more-or-less synchronised to the position of the sun in the sky (for example, at midday the sun is roughly at it’s highest). This line of reasoning a local time fails at the North Pole, where the sun rises and sets only once per year, and all lines of longitude, and hence all time zones, converge. There is no permanent human presence at the North Pole. For this, no particular time zone has been assigned. Polar expeditions may use any time zone that is convenient, such as Greenwich Mean Time, or the time zone of the country from which they departed.

In conclusion, time of place ‘P’ has not been assigned as there is no human existence. For this, a convenient time zone may be used by the explorer expediting here. 

Answer to the question no. 5
eq \o((,a) Tides are the rise and fall of sea levels caused by the combined effects of the gravitational forces exerted by the Moon and the Sun and the rotation of Earth.
eq \o((,b) Gravity is one major force that creates tides. In 1687, Sir Isaac Newton explained that ocean tides result from the gravitational attraction of the sun and moon on the oceans of the earth.
Tidal forces are based on the gravitational attractive force. With regard to tidal forces on the Earth, the distance between two objects usually is more critical than their masses. The effect of distance on tidal forces is seen in the relationship between the sun, the moon, and the Earth’s waters.

eq \o((,c) The Rakhines (Rakhains) make their houses on machang because of ebb and flow.
Ebb and flow are two phases of the tide or any similar movement of water. The ebb is the outgoing phase, when the tide drains away from the shore; and the flow is the incoming phase when water rises again.

Rakhines mostly live in the southern part of Bangladesh. Patuakhali and Barguna are the two districts of the southern Bangladesh where Rakhines usually live in. These districts are situated near the Bay of Bengal and many rivers. Due to the effect of ebb and flow, water inundates many areas where the Rakhines live that causes damage to their houses. In order to avoid such damage, the Rakhines build machang to live in. The machang is built in a way that water flow cannot cause any damage to it. This is why Rakhines make their houses on machang.

eq \o((,d) During the tides, the water level reaches the highest level.

On a new moon lunar day, the moon and the sun stay at the same side of the earth, and on a full moon day, the moon stays at one side of the earth whereas the sun stays at the other side instead. Consequently, the sun and the moon stay at the prime vertical circle during these two lunar days, and the tide that is created from the combined attraction is called the Flood Tide or the Spring Tide. But these tides' velocity does not get the severity because of the sun's attraction at the same time. Such tide is called the Neap Tide or the Ebb Tide. The Prime Tide originates twice and the Neap Tide also twice a month. The tide from the Bay of Bengal reaches near Goalanda at the river Padma and at the Meghna near Bhairab Bazar. Salt is also made with the seawater keeping confined through the drying process. The sea-water largely enters the land site passing through the river-channel during the spring tide in strong waves and causes tidal bore. Tidal bore holds the height of 3-4 feet to approximately 40 feet. The rivers whose estuaries are narrow or facing sand damp in their front originate strong tidal bore. In Bangladesh, strong tidal bore usually takes place in the new moon's tide during the rainy season. But its velocity gets increased after its entrance into the land surface. 

Answer to the question no. 6
eq \o((,a) Zamindar system replaced by the capitalist economic system in Bangladesh.
eq \o((,b) Preservation is the special protection and supervision of any object, goods, organisation and property with care.  Preservation of national resources means the preservation of both personal and collective resources.

eq \o((,c) The idea expressed in the stem has similarity with the mixed economic system. In this system, both private and public ownership exist side by side. In the stem, Zahid and Rakib got themselves admitted into a government and private university respectively. 
Some of the characteristics of the mixed economic system are:

1. 
Co-existence of both the public and private sector: Under the mixed economic system,  the private ownership of property and private initiatives are recognised side by side.

2. 
Govt. control: Some govt. controls are imposed, when necessary, on the production and business run under private ownership.

3. 
Price system: In a mixed economy, like capitalism, production and consumption are determined by the automatic price system.

4. 
Freedom of the consumers: In the mixed economic system goods are produced according to the demand of the consumers. The consumers consume those goods according to their ability and choice. 

5. 
Earning of profit: Under this systems the objective of earning profit is present. But, in consideration of the welfare of the people, the govt. controls price and profit to some extent.

eq \o((,d) The income distribution process is different in this system. As this system allows both public and private ownership over the means of production, it has impact on income distribution process. 

In a mixed economy, there is the coexistence of government and the private sector in production and distribution process. The private sector is gradually expanding. As a result, the entrepreneur and consumer have independence. Any entrepreneur or producer can produce any amount of any goods. The production work is also operated by the motive of earning more profit. In case of distribution of income, the lower rate of wages of the labourers and the higher rate of profit of the entrepreneur are also observed in the economic system. Interest and rent are paid at a higher rate. Since there is control of the government in the government sector, the wages of the labourers are ensured. However, the commercial sectors are under private control. For this, inequity of income is evident. As a result, lower standard of living of the labourer class is prevailing in this system.   

In conclusion, income distribution process is controlled by both government and private organization in the mixed economic system.  

Answer to the question no. 7
eq \o((,a) According to the census 2011, the population growth rate in Bangladesh was 1.2 percent.

eq \o((,b) The increase in per capita income does not show the higher standard of living of the people due to income distribution.
The gap between the rich and the poor is observed in almost all the countries. However, in many countries, this gap becomes so big that a small percentage of the population earns the biggest chunk. Per capita income does not take into account income distribution as it an average calculation. Therefore, per capita income always does not show the higher standard of living of the people of a country.

eq \o((,c) The stem describes the unemployment problem.
Minhaz started his poultry business in the Jalalpur village of Pabna district, according to the information provided in the stem. However, he was compelled to leave his business because he had to sell his chickens and eggs in the lower market at a lower price. The reason behind this is the transportation problem which ultimately made Minhaz unemployed. The village of Minhaz is far away from the district town. The transportation system between his village and the district town is not good. Therefore, Minhaz had to sell his chickens and eggs in the local market. But the price in the local market was less as there were fewer buyers. Since the demand in the town market is higher, price of the products does not fall down. If the transportation system between the village of Minhaz and district town was good, Minhaz did not need to sell his products in the local market at the lower price. In that case, he would have been able to sell his products in the district market at a reasonable price and therefore, he would not have needed to leave his business. Hence, we can say transportation system can play a very important role in addressing the unemployment problem through expanding the business opportunities.

eq \o((,d) There are many steps that can be taken to overcome the unemployment problem mentioned in the stem. 
Unemployment is one of the major socio-economic problems of Bangladesh. There are a great number of people unemployed in the country. And the number is increasing every day. In order to overcome this problem the following initiatives can be taken:

· Technical education must be encouraged. People with technical education usually have better job opportunities.

· The idea of entrepreneurship must also be encouraged. Entrepreneurs can create business opportunities not only for themselves but also for others. Thus, the unemployment rate can be reduced from the country.

· Importance on relevant laws and policies should be given. The government must take necessary initiatives to reduce the unemployment rate from the country through applying relevant laws and policies. 

· Young generation must be encouraged more to engage in small businesses than doing service. This will make a positive change in the society in terms of discouraging the mentality of overdependence on service.

· More opportunities and scope must be created by the government to motivate the young generation for engaging in businesses. The opportunities may include easy-loan facility, training and knowledge dissemination etc.

· Transportation system plays a significant role in business. Therefore, transportation system must be improved by the government to facilitate the business in the country by encouraging the youths.

· Last but not the least; more awareness activities should be conducted so that target people can learn about doing new businesses. Bureaucratic difficulties must be removed so that the young entrepreneurs can grow their interest in business, which will ultimately play an important role in overcoming the unemployment problem of the country.

eq \o((,a) TT means Telegraphic Transfer of money in the banking system. 

eq \o((,b) The tax which is imposed on the goods produced and used inside the country is called excise duty. However, the duty which is imposed on some goods in addition to the custom or excise duty or VAT is called the supplementary duty.
eq \o((,c) Shihab’s father, in the stem, has to pay the customs tax. This income of the government falls into the category of tax revenue. It is one of the main sources of income of the government of Bangladesh. 

The government of Bangladesh spends a huge amount of money to accomplish public welfare, in running the administration and for socio-economic development. The government has to earn a lot of money to meet these expenses. The main source of income of the government of Bangladesh is the customs. The tax which is imposed on the exported and imported goods of the country is called the customs tax. So, Shihab’s father gives the customs to the government. 

eq \o((,d) The tax given by Shakil’s father is income tax. It is an important source of income of the government of Bangladesh. 

The tax which is imposed on the personal income of the people is called income tax. In Bangladesh, income tax is realised at a progressive rate from those whose income is over a sealing. At present, anybody earning more than 2.50 lakh taka per year has to pay income tax. Besides, corporate businesses also have to pay income tax on their profit. This tax is unavoidable as the person whose income is over the scale has to pay the tax. 

As Shakil’s father is a doctor, he earns a huge money every year. For this, he has to give income tax to the government.

In conclusion, income tax is an important source of the government. All concerned citizen should pay income tax regularly. 

Answer to the question no. 9
eq \o((,a) The President appoints the Prime Minister, Cabinet Ministers, State Ministers, Deputy Ministers, and distributes the portfolios amongst them with the advice of the Prime Minister. 

eq \o((,b)  If the President is satisfied that a grave emergency exists in which the security or economic life of Bangladesh, or any part thereof, is threatened by war or external aggression or internal disturbance, he may issue a Proclamation of Emergency, provided that such Proclamation shall require for its validity the prior countersignature of the Prime Minister.

eq \o((,c) The Parliament has the plenary power to make any new laws and to repeal or modify or alter the existing laws. The Parliament, by law, can delegate the function of making subordinate legislation to some other authority to legislate any law, by-law, rules and regulations provided that such a delegation does not amount to delegation of essential legislative function. The president has, in exercise of the power, to assent to the bill presented by the Parliament within 15 days of presentation of the Bill to him.

Article 65 vests the legislative power of the republic in the Parliament dictating that ‘there shall be a Parliament for Bangladesh (to be known as the House of the Nation), in which, subject to the provisions of this constitution, shall be vested the legislative powers of the Republic’.

eq \o((,d) In a democratic state, the Administrative Department should be kept subdued and subjected, and such subjection is ascribed by the Judicial Department. The Prime Minister and his/her Cabinet are held accountable to the parliament for all sorts of administrative actions. The government remains accountable to the Parliament. The Parliament may praise the government for its good actions and also criticize any action of the Government. The government has to pay heed to attitudes and views of the Parliament. The Parliament, in a democratic form of government, virtually has the control over the government. The Parliament establishes its control, in exercise of the power, proposing the postponement of parliament, censure motion, questions to the Prime Minister or other ministers, or non-confidence motion. Any minister even the Prime Minister may be bound to vacate his/her office if he/she ceases to retain confidence of the parliament in him/her. The resignation of the Prime Minister automatically terminates the appointment of other Ministers. In such situation, dissolution of the Parliament will follow in most cases and a general election will be held de novo.

So, it is clear from the above discussion that to control administration, Burhan's father’s function is very important.

Answer to the question no. 10
eq \o((,a) The first World Conference on Women was held in Mexico City, Mexico in 1975.

eq \o((,b) The League of Nations was an intergovernmental organization founded on 10 January 1920 as a result of the Paris Peace Conference that ended the First World War. It was the first international organization whose principal mission was to maintain world peace. The League of Nations had three main constitutional organs, the Assembly, the Council, and the Parliament Secretariat, and two essential wings, the Permanent Court of International Justice and the International Labor Organization.

eq \o((,c) UN Women is the associate organization of the UN that works for the rights of women like Tania.

UN Women is dedicated to gender equality and the empowerment of women. A global champion for women and girls, UN Women was established to accelerate progress on meeting their needs worldwide. It supports the UN Member States as they set global standards for achieving gender equality, and works with governments and civil society to design laws, policies, programmes and services needed to ensure that the standards are effectively implemented and truly benefit women and girls worldwide. It works globally to make the vision of the Sustainable Development Goals (SGDs) a reality for women and girls and stands behind women’s equal participation in all aspects of life, with a special emphasis on enhancing women’s economic empowerment. UN Women also puts gender equality central to national development planning and budgeting. And ensuring equal wage for men and women is a key objective of UN Women.

eq \o((,d) United Nations Peacekeeping helps countries torn by conflict create conditions for lasting peace.
Peacekeeping has proven to be one of the most effective tools available to the UN to assist host countries to navigate the difficult path from conflict to peace. UN Peacekeepers provide security and the political and peace-building support to help countries make the difficult, early transition from conflict to peace.

According to the stem, Tania’s husband is working in the UN Peacekeeping Mission in Sierra Leone (United Nations Mission in Sierra Leone-UNAMSIL). UNAMSIL has successfully completed its peace-building mission after the Sierra Leonean Civil War. UN Peacekeeping Mission in Sierra Leone was conducted hiring personnel from many countries of the world including Bangladesh. The mandate of the UNAMSIL was to protect civilians under imminent threat of physical violence. UNAMSIL replaced a previous mission, the United Nations Observer Mission in Sierra Leone (UNOMSIL). In 2006, UNAMSIL has successfully ended the civil war in Sierra Leone and established peace in the country.

Based upon the above discussion it can be said that Tania’s husband played a significant role in establishing peace and security in Sierra Leone through his contribution in the UN Peacekeeping Mission in Sierra Leone (UNAMSIL).
Answer to the question no. 11
eq \o((,a) The parliament of Bangladesh or JatiyaSangsad has 350 members, including 50 members from the reserved seats for women.

eq \o((,b) Local autonomy means self-governance of the people in a particular area. The governance is managed by the representatives elected by those people. These representatives are accountable for their action to the public. The local autonomous bodies of Bangladesh include union councils, Upazila councils, city corporations etc.    

eq \o((,c) Bellal Hossain, as seen in the stem, is the head or the chairman of a local union Parishad.

A union Parishad or union council consists of 13 members, including an elected chairman, nine elected general members and three female members from the reserved seats.

The functions of the local autonomous body include controlling the village secretary and the village police, convening different meetings, preparing and submitting reports on several issues related to the welfare of the villages, settling disputes and discharging other duties given by the authorities. 

In the stem, we see that Bellal is the elected chairman and the organisation headed by him has 12 other members. Bellal installed three tube wells, supplied equipment for five toilets and distributed seeds among local farmers. All these activities are among the functions of the union councils. So, we can say that Bellal heads the union Parishad or council.  

eq \o((,d) In the stem, we see that the organisation headed by Bellal has 12 other members. He installed three tube wells, supplied equipment for five toilets and distributed seeds among local farmers.

The duties of a local union Parishad can be divided into two categories – mandatory and optional. 

As a chairman of the union Parishad, Bellal Hossain performed the mandatory duties by distributing seeds, fertilizer and installing tube wells.  

However, the stem does not mention the optional duties such as arranging allowances of local widows. 

The said organisation, which is union Parishad, also needs to ensure security, take up and execute several plans for the financial development of the local area, control the village secretary and the village police, convene different meetings and prepare and submit reports on several issues related to the welfare of the villages

So, from the discussion, we can say that the said organisation has many other functions apart from those performed by the body headed by Bellal Hossain.
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Answer to the question no. 1
eq \o((,a) March 11, 1948was declared ‘A call for Bangla Language Day’. 

eq \o((,b) In the last stage of the Liberation War, Pakistan launched air strikes on India. India recognised Bangladesh as an independent state on 6 December 1971. The Muktibahini (freedom fighters) and the Indian army jointly initiated the Joutha (Joint) Command. A total of 93,000 Pakistani troops surrendered to the Joutha Command after an all-out attack launched by them on the Pakistani army.
eq \o((,c) In the given stem, the speech made by Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman on March 7, 1971, was a policy-making one as through it he made the formal call for the independence. 

Through the historic oration, Sheikh Mujib gave directions and guidelines to the Bangalees for starting preparation for the Liberation War.  From the speech, the Bangalees got the inspiration for being united and the indication for joining the war. Only one target was fixed before them from then onwards, and it was nothing but the freedom.  Bangabandhu clearly declared the independence of Bangladesh in the speech. The oration is a historical evidence for the Bangalees. Of the speeches notable in the history, the speech of March 7 is a remarkable one.

eq \o((,d) Mr Latif's statement in the stem that the speech made by Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman was a policy-making one and it gave the direction to Bangladesh’s independence is correct. In the speech of March 7, 1971, Sheikh Mujib pointed to the glorious background of the political history of Bangalees after decades of oppression, misrule and awful deprivation they faced in the hands of the West Pakistan government. The speech lasted about 19 minutes and concluded with, "Our struggle, this time, is a struggle for our freedom. Our struggle, this time, is a struggle for our independence.” It was a de facto declaration of Bangladesh's independence. The speech inspired the Bengali people to prepare for a war of independence amid widespread reports of armed mobilisation by West Pakistan.

Resonated with the dreams and aspirations of the Bangalees, the speech resurrected a sleeping nation and transformed it into a fighting force.

Answer to the question no.2
eq \o((,a) Dr Amartya Sen won the Nobel Prize in Economics in 1998.

eq \o((,b) President Iskandar Mirza declared martial law on October 7, 1958, after Deputy Speaker Shahed Ali died of injuries he suffered during a brawl among MLAs (members of legislative assembly) over a disputed issue. After assuming power, he also declared the constitution void, dissolved the central and provincial assemblies, suspended all political activities, arrested Sheikh Mujibur Rahman and other top political leaders, and deprived people of their many fundamental rights. 

eq \o((,c) Our language is a part of our Bangalee identity and the movement for the language planted the seeds of nationalism among us. As it is mentioned in the stem, we too got this identity because of a collective effort of the people of all walks of life, including students, teachers, dramatists and other professionals as well as a cultural organisation called Tamaddun Majlish.

A protest broke out after Mohammad Ali Jinnah said the Pakistan authorities were considering declaring Urdu as the official language. As part of the demonstration, a Dhaka University professor, Abul Kashem, formed Tamaddun Majlish on the campus. The cultural organisation held several protest rallies and brought out processions on the campus, demanding that Bangla be declared one of the state languages of Pakistan. 

The protests were joined by people of different professions. They also wrote articles in newspapers in favour of the demand. Tamaddun Majlish also formed the Rashtrabhasha Sangram Parishad (National Language Action Committee), an organisation of Bengali politicians and intellectuals, as part of the agitation. 

Many students, including Salam, Jabbar, Barkat and Rafique, sacrificed their lives on February 21, 1952, for establishing Bangla as the state language. Apart from the professionals, political leaders, including Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, played a crucial role in the demonstrations. In face of the fierce protest by these people, the Pakistan authorities had to bow down and declare Bangla as a state language.

eq \o((,d) Our Bangalee nationalism is our identity and yes, I do think our identity is based on the Language Movement.

Soon after the creation of Pakistan, the people of East Pakistan understood the political peculiarities of West Pakistan and discriminations by the Pakistan authorities against them. Although the Bangalees were 56 percent of the total population, the West Pakistanis dominated, occupying high administrative posts and availing almost all the economic and political privileges. However, the success in the movement made the Bangalees realise that they can achieve freedom and have an independent nation.

The Language Movement had a major cultural impact on the Bangalee society. It has inspired the development and celebration of the Bangla language, literature and culture. February 21, celebrated as Language Movement Day or Shahid Dibosh (Martyrs' Day), is a major national holiday in Bangladesh. A month-long event called the Ekushey Book Fair is held every year to commemorate the movement. These are also part of our identity. In a nutshell, we can say that the unique movement planted the seeds of nationalism among us and inspired us to look for our own identity and search for freedom.

Answer to the question no. 3
eq \o((,a) The key factor that completes the state is its sovereign power that makes a state legally follow its own will and is not abided by any other forces. 

eq \o((,b) The common functions of the family are to fulfil the biological needs of human being, to rear and socialise children, to do financial activities, to educate children, to look after the health and hygiene of the members, to perform recreational functions and to decide inheritance of property. 
eq \o((,c) Socialisation should be placed in the ‘?’ marked place. In the development of human personality, social environment, social life and social values play a great role. 

Firstly, the personality of a man blooms through his social environment. Social environment also influences a person’s economic, psychological and moral life. Social environment includes social manners, conventions, customs, institution, rules and regulations, all types of tendency, problems and so on. Secondly, social life influences people’s lives as they try to assimilate the behaviour of the society. They attend various social programmes such as birthday, marriage ceremony, Eid day, Puja festival, Christmas day, marriage anniversary, etc. which influence their personality. Lastly, a man’s conduct becomes obvious regarding social rules and regulations, norms, customs, respect for social laws, etc which develop his/her personality. The social values are our common cultural ideals. The views, needs, good and bad aspects of life in society can be assessed through these ideals. 

eq \o((,d) Family, mass media and local community influence the socialisation process. 
Firstly, the family is the most important medium of socialisation as we spend our childhood in a family. Naturally, all the good and bad aspects of our family life influence our behaviours. We acquire qualities like cooperation, tolerance, fellow feeling, brotherhood sacrifice, love, etc. through the family. Secondly, mass media is a system of transmitting news, history of the country, culture, heritage, special concepts and views, entertainment to a larger community. The cultures of the modem era develop based on mass media. Mass media includes newspaper, radio, cinema, television etc. Lastly but not the least, local community is the collection of many people having special relation with each other. A political party, trade union, cultural club, literature club, etc. become the part of this group. This locally formed group or association influences the process of socialisation of a person. Since childhood, children get involved in this local group for amusement, sports and cultural activities that influence further their proper socialisation. 

In conclusion, the above-mentioned elements play a great role in the socialisation process. 
Answer to the question no. 4
eq \o((,a) The ministry of defence controls the Army, Navy and Air Force.

eq \o((,b) Aristotle, the father of political science, described citizen in his definition saying, ‘Who participates in the administration directly and represents in the city-state is called Citizen.’ Aristotle, in his concept, did not include most of the people because as per his opinion, most of them are not capable enough and they have not enough time to do so.
eq \o((,c) Person ‘A’ has been elected under the system of Indirect Democracy or Representative Democracy which involves the election of representatives by the people. My opinions in favour of this system are as follows:
· Representatives can educate the public on political issues.

· Representatives ensure the interests of all sections of society (including minorities) and can be held accountable for their decisions.

· Representatives are able to aggregate the differing demands of people into a more coherent and politically logical programme.

eq \o((,d) The following things of the political parties have been reflected through the works of persons ‘A’ and ‘B’:

The political parties arrange meetings, gatherings, hold talk-shows to make their party policies and plans public, and try to have support by expressing their opinions through the newspapers. 

The important functions of the political parties are to nominate candidates in the national election of the country and convince the voters through canvassing. They launch an all-out campaign for their candidates to make them victorious.

The main function of the political parties is to form the government after winning the election. Usually, the party that gets the majority in the election forms the government. After assuming office, the party or the alliance rules the country on their party-principles and the commitment declared earlier. The political parties play a great role in mobilising the citizens to participate in the politics and develop a political consciousness.

Answer to the question no. 5
eq \o((,a) Democracy was first established in the city of Athens of ancient Greece.

eq \o((,b) Central administration is the leading or presiding body or group of people, and the highest administrative department which oversees all lower departments of an organisation. A secretariat of Parliament holds the central place within the administrative system in Bangladesh. It resembles like a nerve in the administrative system.
eq \o((,c) The department where Mr X works is the legislature or parliament. The activities of the department where Mr X works are as follows:

The Parliament has the plenary power to make any new laws and to repeal or modify or alter the existing laws. The Parliament, by law, can delegate the function of making subordinate legislation to some other authority to legislate any law, by-law, rules and regulations provided that such a delegation does not amount to a delegation of essential legislative function.

The Parliament plays an important role to form the government. The member who commands the support of the majority of the members of parliament is appointed as the Prime Minister by the President, and he forms the cabinet.

The Parliament virtually keeps an eye on how and why the funds of the state would be spent. Neither money Bill nor any Bill involving expenditure from the public fund can be introduced in the parliament without the assent and jurisdiction of the parliament. The parliament has the right to impose and assess any tax and collect the same.

eq \o((,d) ‘For the safeguard of the constitution’ Mr Y is very important and I agree with that Mr Y is the chief justice of the Supreme Court of the judiciary of Bangladesh which acts as a safeguard of the constitution.

The judiciary acts as custodian of the constitution. It delivers an ultimate expounding of the constitution. Judicial reviews have a great importance in the US system of governance where the Supreme Count holds the authority to a great extent.

The Supreme Court is called the guardian of the Constitution as it protects the fundamental rights of citizens from getting violated by any organ of the government. Moreover, it upholds the constitution and is empowered to declare a law void if it is found to be inconsistent with the constitution.

Answer to the question no. 6
eq \o((,a) Infrastructures can be divided mainly into two types such as social and economic.
eq \o((,b) If export income is less than the import expense of a country, uneven foreign trade exists there. Usually, in the underdeveloped countries, uneven foreign trade prevails. 

eq \o((,c) In considering real per capita income, population growth and price level of goods or inflation are taken into account. The trend of real per capita income of the country Rahul visited is discussed below.

In the country ‘Z’ which Rahul visited, population growth is zero but price level of goods increases and later inflation also takes place by 6.18% and 6.66% respectively in the successive years. In these years, the per capita income increased from 38940 to 41760 US dollars and 41760 to 44698 US dollars respectively. The increases in per capita income are 7.24% and 7.04% respectively. So, the increase in per capita income is more than the increase in price level of goods and inflation. Considering this, we can say that increase in real per capita income is seen in the country visited by Rahul. 

eq \o((,d) The country visited by Rahul is a developed country. The per capita income of developed countries is very high like the country visited by Rahul. 

According to World Bank, if the per capita income of a country is over 12235 US dollars, the country falls into the category of ‘High-income countries’.  According to this classification given by World Bank, the country visited by Rahul falls into the category of ‘High-income countries’. The developed countries fall into this category. Again, in the developed countries, increase in real per capita is seen which usually, in turn, helps in the development of the countries forming capital for infrastructural development. Increase in real per capita income is also seen in country ‘Z’ which indicates that it is a developed country.  

Considering the above information, we can say that the country visited by Rahul is a developed country. 

Answer to the question no. 7
eq \o((,a) The process of using up a resource is called consumption. It is an economic activity, which primarily includes purchasing.

eq \o((,b) Economic system is the system or structure through which the ownership of production is determined and the process of distribution and consumption of produced asset is accomplished. It is formed by the economic function of the people, economy related organisations and legal structure.

eq \o((,c) In the stem, Mr Zulhash opened a fixed account in C bank.

Generally, there are three types of bank accounts, which are current, savings and fixed. One can withdraw money anytime from the current account. Money can be withdrawn once or twice a week from the savings account. But one cannot withdraw money from a fixed account whenever one wants. In the case of a fixed deposit, money can be withdrawn only after the expiry of a specific period of time. 

In the stem, Mr Zulhash cannot withdraw money before the matured time, which is the feature of fixed account. Therefore, it can be said that Mr Zulhash opened a fixed account in C bank.

eq \o((,d) The bank mentioned in the stem is a commercial bank. It plays a very important role to accelerate internal trade in the country.

Commercial banks are in the heart of a country’s trade and commerce. They help in the economic growth of a country. They store a part of the deposits received from the people and provide the rest as loans to the industrialists and businessmen. For economic growth of a country, expansion of trade and commerce through investment is needed. They provide long and short-term loans, which are invested in various economic sectors. Bank cheques, bank drafts, pay order etc. issued by these banks help people transfer their money safely and easily, which makes the economic activities easier for people. Likewise, in the stem, Mr Zulhash has opened bank account to withdraw money very swiftly from his buyers. So, he runs his business through banking transactions.

Thus, by providing loans and encouraging people for investment and self-employment, commercial banks accelerate internal trade in the country.

Answer to the question no. 8
eq \o((,a) The natural change means the turn of the economy from the state of being agriculture based into being industry based.
eq \o((,b) In considering real per capita income, population growth and price level of goods are taken into consideration.
For example, if the population growth and price level of goods of a country remain same when economic growth happens, then we see the increase in real per capita income. 

eq \o((,c) In Rezona’s own country, the capitalist economic system is practised. In capitalist economic system factors of production remain under private ownership.

The capitalistic economic system has some characteristics. In this system, the ownership of the means of production is under the individual ownership. Besides, there are free competition, freedom of the producers and the consumers. The state does not control the factors of production. These characteristics are opposite to socialist economy. Considering these, we can say that in Rezona’s country, capitalist economic system prevails as there is no control of the state over the factors of production.

eq \o((,d) Capitalist economic system prevails in Rezona’s country whereas socialistic economic system prevails in the country from where she got a scholarship. The income distribution in these economic systems is not the same. 

In the capitalist country, all the factors of production remain under private ownership. No government control is there. As a result, the capitalist wants to get maximum income from production. To produce and supply goods at a low price and earn a huge profit,  they do not give due wages to the labourers. The money they get in exploiting the labourers is their extra profit. Thus the capitalists exploit labourers. The distribution process of income is faulty in this system.
On the other hand, the state or government is the owner of earned profit in the socialistic economic system. Similarly, the revenue of land and interest of capital is deposited in the government treasury, because the government is the owner of land and capital.
The state pays wage to the labourers and incurs other expenses of production. As a result, there remains no scope to deprive the labourers. The policy of paying wage to the labourers is that "everyone will get work according to his qualification and remuneration according to work." The income of all is not same, but none is deprived of due income in production according to his contribution.
In conclusion, income distribution is much fairer in the socialist economic system than the capitalistic economic system. 
Answer to the question no. 9
eq \o((,a) If we deduct 80015’ from 900, we will get 9045’.

eq \o((,b) The furthest point from the sun in a planet’s orbit is called Aphelion. And the closest point to the sun in a planet’s orbit is called Perihelion. The sun stays furthest from the earth during July 1-4. Again, the sun stays closest to the earth during January 1-3.

eq \o((,c) Every day the earth orbits its own axis from the West to the East in due course. Consequently, different parts of the Earth’s surface face the sun at different times. In the course of Earth’s rotation, when the sun remains overhead or at the topmost position in a region, midday occurs in that region, and it is 12 o’clock by the watch over that region. Other timings of the day are determined from this meridian. The time thus determined is called the local time of that region. 

On the other hand, if the local time is determined from the duration of midday sun over the meridians of longitude, confusion arises in calculating time within the same country. That’s why a separate time is set for each country. So, the time which is determined based on the meridian of a country’s central region is called the standard time for that country. Large countries like the USA, Canada, and Russia etc. have several standard times. But Bangladesh, being a small country, has only one standard time.

eq \o((,d) In the stem, the imaginary line means the meridians of longitude.
As the Earth revolves in due course, different regions of the Earth face the sun at different times. When a certain meridian of a region faces the sun particularly, midday occurs at that region. At that time, it is 12 o’clock by the watch over that region, and other timings are determined from it. Since the Earth moves from the West to the East, the sun rises earlier in the regions located on the eastern side of the Earth. So, when it is 6 o’clock in a certain region, the time at its 10 east will be 4 past six, and at its 10 west 4 minutes to six. 

Generally, the 1-degree difference in longitude causes 4 minutes difference. If it is 12 pm at a place, the time at its five degrees east will be 12 pm + (5*4) min = 12:20 pm. Again, the time at its five degrees west will be 12 pm – (5*4) min = 11:40 am.

Therefore, it can be said that the imaginary line plays a great role in the world’s map in order to determine time within its territory.

Answer to the question no. 10
eq \o((,a) A major tide and a minor tide originate at the opposite side of the Earth simultaneously. 
eq \o((,b) In figure-1, we see flow in general and in the figure-2 we see the Floodtide or the Springtide in the duration of a new moon and a full moon lunar day respectively. 

eq \o((,c) In figure- 1, we see flow and in figure-2, we see the Floodtide. The differences between these two tides are given below. 

The sun and the moon continuously attract the surface of the Earth. The water of its surface gets inflated because of such attraction at a site. This inflation of water is called flow or high tide. In the figure-1, the flow which is seen due to the direct attraction of the moon and the sun, it is called chief high tide whereas, on the other side, another tide is seen which is classified as high tide. 

In figure-2, on a new moon lunar day, the moon and the sun stay at the same side of the earth, and on a full moon day, the moon stays at one side of the Earth whereas the sun stays at the other side instead. Consequently, the sun and the moon stay at the prime vertical circle during these two lunar days, and the tide that strongly got generated due to their combined attraction is called the Floodtide or the Springtide.
eq \o((,d) He tide of seawater has a great influence directly or indirectly on the earth or the ground surface, the mass-water and the economic activities of human beings.

Due to the occurrence of the ebb and flow twice a day, the sweepings existing in the river get cleansed and its water becomes free of filth or dirt and silts gathering at the river channel and river-mouths that hinder the flow. Again, the river pits become deeper due to the current for ebb and flow. Also, the tide of water is kept confined by cutting canals beside a number of rivers of the irrigation purpose. In addition, hydro-electricity is generated by utilising the tide of a lot of rivers in the world such as the Larance Power Plant in France and a hydro-electricity centre at Bandala port in India. The tide also helps fishermen and salt producers to earn their livelihood. 

In conclusion, the tide has a great effect on the economic activities of human beings.

Answer to the question no. 11
eq \o((,a) The Karnaphuli river originates from the Lushai Hills in Mizoram of India.

eq \o((,b) The major rivers of Bangladesh include the Padma, the Meghna and the Brahmaputra. The Padma meets the Meghna in Chandpur and the Meghna meets the old Brahmaputra near Bhairab Bazar in Bhairab district.    

eq \o((,c) Social disorders are conditions of society which cause other disorderly and immoral things to occur. These include traumatic experiences, social prejudices, and propaganda. Anarchy happens when the authorities have absolutely no control over the social happenings. Anarchy is the highest form of social disorder.

Strength in the major social institutions, including family, school, peer and religious groups, helps fight the social disorder. These institutions help the people of society learn about social values, respecting others, bonding, sacrifice and social justice. These groups solidify the basis of society. They prevent degradation of moral values and deterioration in law and order. These institutions also help the social beings learn about culture and their own identity.  

Whenever these social institutions fail, the social disorder becomes apparent. Unfortunately, such institutions, especially the family, are falling apart, resulting in various gruesome crimes including murder and robbery. People are becoming restless and aggressive and thus the social problems are raising their ugly heads. So, we can say that the disintegrating social institutions are the major cause of social disorder and anarchy.

eq \o((,d) All the social problems originate from social indiscipline. Social disorder is caused by the absence of traditional norms, regulations, customs, conducts and social behaviours. 

Anarchy is the highest form of social disorder and it happens when the authorities of a state have absolutely no control over the people. Degradation of morality and other values is the main reason of anarchy. These two issues are closely interrelated. 
The social values are comprised of the integration of social norms, rules and views. Therefore, the values are the combination of those concepts, faiths, goals, objectives and determination. These values indirectly control the behaviour and activities of the people of the society. Whenever the social values are not maintained, people can no longer differentiate between right and wrong and therefore anarchy comes in the form of social disorder. For example, if people stop obeying the law, all crimes will increase dramatically, threatening the foundation of the social norms. That will ultimately result in anarchy. 

The social disorder or inconsistencies increase also when there is the dearth of establishing social justice. 

So, from this discussion, we can come to the conclusion that degradation of values and social anarchy are interwoven and the two sides of the same coin.   
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Answer to the question no. 1
eq \o((,a) The Meghna, ‘P’ in the stem, river originated from the river Borak of Asham in Naga-Monipur zone in India.
eq \o((,b) The branch of the Brahmaputra is the Jamuna.  Before 1787, the mainstream of river Brahmaputra used to flow through Mymensingh from the northwest to the southeast corner. But in 1787, the bed of the river rose up due to the earthquake, and the bed lost the containing capacity of water. So, a new stream was created and it was named as the Jamuna.
eq \o((,c) The rivers ‘T’ and ‘R’ are the Padma and the Jamuna respectively. These rivers have a great influence in the formation of land in Bangladesh.
Bangladesh possesses a vast level land comprising about 80% of the total volume washed by river-water. As a number of rivers flow over the level land, they cause flood during the rainy season. Silts carried with flood water have been amassed for years after years and formed this flood level land. This flood level land possesses a volume of 124,266 square kilometres.

The Padma and the Jamuna are two main rivers in Bangladesh. So, these rivers influence greatly in the formation of flood level land.

eq \o((,d) Though Bangladesh is called a riverine country, she is facing water crisis in some parts. The reasons for water crisis are different in different areas. 
A huge flow of water from the upstream of the rivers of Bangladesh comes down along with the silt. This silt fills up the river-bed and causes a low tide of water. Besides, many rivers have been dried up. Numerous rivers of Northern and Southern zones are known as ‘dead rivers.’ Many rivers of Bangladesh have their origins in India. As India has made dams across several rivers, the flow of water of those rivers in our part has become low in the dry season. The Tista, the Padma, and the Kapotakkho have been dried up. The north-west

zone of the country faces acute water crisis for constructing a dam at Farakka. All the rivers including the Padma face negative consequences and have lost their usual course.

Many rivers are being dried up for constructing bridges, culverts, and dams disregarding the rules and regulations.
In conclusion, we can say that the rivers of Bangladesh are facing water crisis for different reasons.

Answer to the question no. 2
eq \o((,a) January is the coldest month in Bangladesh.

eq \o((,b) The climate of Bangladesh is moderately warm, humid and calm. The influence of the monsoon on this region is so high that the climate is known as a tropical monsoon climate as a whole. The country currently has three seasons -- the winter, the summer and the rainy season.

eq \o((,c) The hills in a region of Bangladesh are higher than those in other regions. Those high hills fall in the south eastern part of the country.

The period of Bangladesh can be divided into three categories based on the geophysical characteristics. These are Tertiary Period, Pleistocene Epoch and Recent Flood Plains. A good number of hills emerged in Bangladesh’s southern-eastern, northern and northern-eastern regions when the Himalayas appeared during the Tertiary Period. While looking at the map as seen in the stem, Noman notices the high hills in the southern-eastern part of the country. This region is situated on the eastern side of Khagrachhari, Rangamati, Bandarban and Chittagong districts. The average height of the hills in this region is 610 metres. Bijoy, the highest peak of Bangladesh, is in this region. It is 1,231 metres above the sea level. The Himalayas have a special impact on the formation of such hills.

eq \o((,d) Yes, I think hills can play a significant role in the economic development of the aforementioned country, which is Bangladesh.

Hilly or mountainous terrain occupies around 12 percent of the total area of Bangladesh. Natural resources associated with Bangladesh’s hills are forest resources, biodiversity, minerals, and agricultural crops. Various kinds of mineral resources such as gas, coal, oil, limestone etc are found under the ground of the hilly districts in the eastern zone of Bangladesh. 

Grappled with increasing number of population and other socio-economic problems, Bangladesh needs to ensure the proper utilisation of these assets. Among these assets, the mineral resources are the most vital. The country would be benefited immensely if all the scientific and modern means are applied during the extraction. This will allow us to meet all our demands for gas, oil, limestone etc and we will no longer have to depend on other countries for them. We would also be able to earn a good amount of foreign currencies by exporting them. Tree plantation in the vast land areas of the hills also can bring positive outcomes for the country.

So, from this discussion, we can come to the conclusion that hills, as a natural resource, can be quite handy in the economic development of Bangladesh.  

Answer to the question no. 3
eq \o((,a) A seismic risk zone is an area where there is seismic risk, which refers to the risk of damage from earthquake to a building, system, or any other entity.

eq \o((,b) Scientists have identified two major reasons for an earthquake. The first one is the cracks that surface in the earth’s crust due to a collision between tectonic plates. Earthquakes also occur when magma diffuses inside or below the earth or remains in a pressure-free state towards the deviation-line. 

eq \o((,c) Hemel was watching a documentary on earthquakes on the Discovery channel. The impacts or consequences of the natural disaster are given below.

Innumerable cracks appear on the earth’s crust and vast areas of land are dislocated because of earthquakes. The disaster, on many occasions, blocks or changes the flow of rivers and triggers landslides, taking a toll on human lives. Sometimes, earthquakes lead to tsunamis which wreak havoc on localities washing away cities after cities. Earthquakes also snap connections of telephone, electricity, roads and railways. Hundreds of lives have been lost after buildings, bridges and other structures collapsed due to earthquakes across the country. 

In the stem, we see that Hemel comes across the major earthquake-prone areas of the world through a documentary on the Discovery channel. By watching the documentary, he understands the reasons of earthquakes and the ways to minimise losses in case the disaster strikes. He also learns about the impacts of the disaster, which have been discussed here.

eq \o((,d) No, I don’t think any other disaster is similar or as disastrous as earthquakes. 

Whenever there is a shaking of the earth’s surface, we call it an earthquake. Sometimes, it can be fatal. The disaster has taken a toll on the human civilisation. It has already destroyed many civilisations and might do the same in future. Earthquakes have approximately killed 15 million people over the last 4,000 years. They are also changing the surface of the earth every day.

There are other natural disasters such as flood, typhoon, drought etc. But no disaster is as dangerous as an earthquake, which is almost unpredictable and capable of causing a great harm in no time. It can flatten a city within seconds. Besides, no other disaster has killed so many people anywhere in the world. Earthquakes can also change the surface of the earth- an ability missing in the other disasters.  

In the stem, we see that Hemel, while watching a documentary on TV, comes across that earthquakes are caused when the tectonic plates are dislocated. He was surprised at the fact that the natural disaster can cause a great harm within seconds. Indeed, such a feature is missing in the other natural disasters. 
Answer to the question no. 4
eq \o((,a) There are 11 city corporations in Bangladesh.

eq \o((,b) Local autonomy means self-governance of the people in a particular area. The governance is managed by the representatives elected by those people. These representatives are accountable for their action to the public. The local autonomous bodies of Bangladesh include union councils, Upazila councils, city corporations etc.   

eq \o((,c) In a parliamentary form of government, the president is the head of the state but the post is mainly ceremonial.

The president, by the status he holds, is above all in the state. The president is the head of that state. He or she exercises the powers and performs the duties given by the constitution. The functions of the president include appointing the prime minister, the speaker and the chief election commissioner, convening parliament session, declaring emergencies, making ordinances and pardoning convicts. The president is also the chancellor of all the universities in the country. The president is elected by the parliament.

However, in a parliamentary form of government, the president is the head of state only on papers. Although all the executive powers of the government are executed in the name of the president, he or she cannot exercise any of his or her powers without consultations with the prime minister. So, we can say that the post of the president in a parliamentary form of government, like in Bangladesh, is ceremonial. 

eq \o((,d) Bangladesh has a parliamentary form of government. The name of the parliament is the Jatiya Sangsad. It has 350 members, including 300 directly elected by people’s votes. The parliamentary system of government was established in the country in 1991 as per the twelfth amendment to the constitution.  

In Bangladesh, the parliament has the ultimate legislative power. It has the power to formulate any law or repeal or modify the existing ones. It also controls the administration by criticising the government. In a parliamentary form of government, the government is accountable for its action to the parliament, meaning the people. The parliament can also punish high government officials for misdeeds through investigation. Besides, it keeps an eye on the earning of the state and the expenditure. No financial bill can be passed without the consent of the parliament. The parliament also can impose new taxes on people. Again, the government has to place its budget every year before the parliament for passage. 
So, from this discussion, we can come to the conclusion that the powers and functions of the parliament have been much augmented in respect of legislation, control over the administration and superintendence of finance of the country.

Answer to the question no. 5
eq \o((,a) The president appoints the chief election commissioner in Bangladesh.

eq \o((,b) Indirect election is an electoral process under which voters cast their votes to form a midterm electoral agency called the Electoral College. The Electoral College later elects public representatives or the president. Such elections take place in the USA where the body of the electors formally elects the president and the vice president of that country.

eq \o((,c) The national election has some code of conducts. If any of the rules and regulations is breached, the violator is subjected to punishment. Vote rigging or casting fake votes is a criminal offence.

The constitution of Bangladesh says a person who is guilty of such corrupt practices in the polls is punishable with rigorous imprisonment for a term which may be extended to 10 years and shall not be less than two years, and also with fine. Cases may be initiated by the relevant court for the election-related offences, but no suit can be initiated against the election officers without the permission of the Election Commission. 

In the stem, we see that Mr Ahmed, class teacher of grade-X, organises an election to pick the class captain. All the students except Kamrul vote fairly. He gets caught while casting a fake vote. He could have ended in jail had he done the same in any national election. 

eq \o((,d) At the end of the stem, we see that the class teacher, Mr Ahmed, says the election should be free and fair for getting an honest and competent class captain. The statement is relevant to constituting a democratic government through a free and fair election. 

The election is the most fundamental feature of democracy. Any democratic system is unimaginable without it. It is also not possible to get public representatives at different levels of the government without an election. In the modern democratic form of government, all powers of the state belong to the people, and the people exercise their democratic rights by casting votes. In this process, the people are able to elect honest and competent public representatives on the basis of their evaluation, and the government is formed. If the public representatives fail to act on their electoral pledges, they are rejected by the same people who go for new public representatives who form a new government. Because of this, it is very important that the election is free and fair. Otherwise, the entire theme of democracy fails. 

So, from this discussion, we can say that election has to be free and fair for the constitution of a democratic and pro-people government. And it is very applicable to our country.

eq \o((,c) In the stem, Mr Jahid is an elected member of Union Council. The structure of Union Council is given below.

The comparatively most ancient local organisation of our country is the Union Council. A radical change is made in the composition of Union Council by the Local Government (Union Council) Amendment Act- 1997. According to that, a Union Council will consist of an average 10-15 villages to be headed by a chairman, 9 general members directly elected by the people of the concerned union, and 3 elected female members (in the reserved seats). Earlier a Union was divided into 3 wards, whereas in the revised Act, the number has been increased up to 9 wards, one member from each of the wards which amount to 9 members to be directly elected by the people. Female members (one from each 3 ward) are to be directly elected by eligible voters. 

eq \o((,d) Mr Jahid is an elected member of 'Union Council'. There are two kinds of functions of Union Council such as major functions and optional voluntary functions.

Union Council has to perform some major functions. One of the key functions of a Union Council is to maintain security for the villagers. For this, it appoints few Chowkidars and Dafadars in each Union, to take steps for restraining crimes, indiscipline and smuggling, to execute the charge relating to village court, take initiatives to settle family disputes and discontents, etc. Again, it acquaints the people with different services and programmes related to agriculture, health, Pisces-culture, livestock farming and education, poverty reduction, sanitation, etc. In addition, Union Council has to take overall steps for agricultural development in the area to attain development of rural handicrafts, make people informed of the advanced method on Pisces-culture and livestock farming, etc. Further, Union Council has to direct, superintendent and control the Secretary, Rural Police and other employees of the Union Council, call all meetings, compile and dispatch different statements, execute the responsibility entrusted by the competent authority, etc.

In related to optional functions, Union Council to help the widows, orphans, poor and destitute persons financially, to make arrangement for providing first aid, to superintendent the primary education system and to spread the light of education door to door, to protect environment, and plantation, to perform disaster management and relief activities, and to look after the public properties like- roads, culvert, canal, damp, telephone and electricity lines, etc. 

In short, Union Council performs the above functions which have a positive impact on the society.

Answer to the question no. 7
eq \o((,a) Mass media is the means of communication such as television, newspaper, magazine, radio, social media that reach very large numbers of people.
eq \o((,b) There are many reasons behind the reduction of extended families from our society. Most important three reasons are:
i. Because of jobs, people often need to leave their homes for the workplace. Thus, extended families are turning out to become nuclear families.

ii. Nowadays, people love living separately and prefer nuclear families. This is because the level of freedom is considered higher in the nuclear families, and

iii. Due to an economic transition in the country, people are moving towards the cities. Thus, people are leaving many of their family members in the villages.

eq \o((,c) Two types of families are seen in the stem, Brahman and Kshatriya.

Brahman is the highest caste according to Hinduism. The Brahmans are the caste from which Hindu priests are drawn, and are responsible for teaching and maintaining sacred knowledge. The caste system is considered as a rational division of labour. The Brahmans have usually served the higher positions in the government and other important administrative services. The Brahmans also have had a better education.

Kshatriya is another caste of Hinduism. There are four types of caste observed in Hinduism. And in terms of hierarchy and superiority, Brahman caste is followed by the Kshatriya caste. The earliest Vedic texts listed the Kshatriya as first in rank, then the Brahmans, next Vaishan and finally the Sudra.

eq \o((,d) Suresh’s family can play the most important role in building the social and moral life of Suresh. According to the stem, Suresh lives in Kashimpur village with his parents and grandparents. It means that the Suresh lives in an extended family. The stem also mentions that parents of Suresh belong to two different castes, Brahman and Kshatriya.

Being a member of the extended family, Suresh can learn many important things about the development of his social and moral life. Grandparents are not only the elderly persons, they are also vastly experienced. They have vast knowledge about the life. The grandparents of Suresh can play a great role in building the social and moral life of Suresh by sharing their experience and knowledge. The grandparents can teach Suresh about morality and other ethical aspects. All these can greatly help Suresh become a person with social and moral qualities.

Moreover, Suresh father belongs to Brahman caste and his mother belongs to Kshatriya. Both Brahman and Kshatriya are two important castes of Hinduism and teach about various religious things associated with morality and social life. For instance, Hinduism prohibits the drinking of alcohol which is a social education for all. The parents of Suresh can teach him moral and social education based on the religious principles. Furthermore, the parents usually teach their children with primary knowledge and the social life. They can play a role in shaping the psychology and the character of a child to a great extent. Therefore, the role of parents in building the social and moral life of their children is highly significant.

Based upon above discussion it can be said that the role of Suresh’s family in building Suresh’s social and moral life is most important. The grandparents and parents of Suresh can teach him many things that would help develop his moral and social life. 

Answer to the question no. 8
eq \o((,a) Taka (BDT) is the currency referred in the stem.

eq \o((,b) Excise duty means the duty that every manufacturer of the goods in the country has to pay. The duty that is levied on goods manufactured inside the country is called an excise duty. And the duty that is levied on goods imported from a foreign country is the customs duty. Customs duty plays an important role because it hampers illegal import and export of goods.
eq \o((,c) Rakib works at the Bangladesh Bank, the central bank of Bangladesh. We know Bangladesh Bank introduces the monetary policy and performs the role of control credit. Moreover, Bangladesh Bank does provide loan to the mass people. Therefore, we can say Rakib works at the central bank of Bangladesh.
Bangladesh Bank performs various activities. And the most important activities of the Bangladesh Bank are:

i. Formulation and implementation of monetary and credit policies.

ii. Regulation and supervision of banks and non-bank financial institutions, promotion and development of domestic financial markets. 

iii. Management of the country's international reserves. 

iv. Issuance of currency notes. 

v. Acting as banker to the government and regulating and supervising of the payment system of the country

vi. Money laundering prevention. 

vii. Collection and furnishing of credit information.

viii. Implementation of the Foreign Exchange Regulation Act.

ix. Managing a deposit insurance scheme.

x. Supervising the activities of all other banks of Bangladesh.

eq \o((,d) There are many differences observed in terms of the activities of the central bank and other banks. According to the information provided in the stem, Rakib works at the Bangladesh Bank and Asif works at a bank which is not the central bank of the country.

The major areas of difference between Bangladesh Bank and other banks of the country are as follows:

Bangladesh Bank is the central bank of Bangladesh. It performs many important works including the formulation and implementation of monetary and credit policies, issuance of currency notes, money laundering prevention and supervising the activities of all other banks of Bangladesh. However, Bangladesh Bank does not directly provide loan to the mass people. On the other hand, the other banks cannot perform the tasks like the central bank. These banks do the banking following the guidelines set by the central bank. However, other banks perform an important task, i.e. providing loan to the mass people. The bank Asif works at provides loan to the mass people because it is not the central bank of Bangladesh. These banks not only provide loans but also do other banking activities with the mass people directly. For example, they have fixed deposit schemes.

Based on the above discussion, we can see the differences between the two banks Rakib and Asif are working at. Rakib’s bank mainly guides and supervises the financial institutions of the country whereas Asif’s bank mainly works with the mass people through providing loans.
Answer to the question no. 9
eq \o((,a) The full form of CDMP is Certified Data Management Professional.

eq \o((,b) Economic development is the process by which a nation improves the economic, political, and social well-being of its people. Economic development has two main indicators, Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and Gross National Product (GNP). GDP is the total value of goods and services produced by a country in a year.  GNP measures the total economic output of a country, including earnings from foreign investments. GNP per capita is a country's GNP divided by its population. (Per capita means per person.)
eq \o((,c) The income of Suruj Ali and the income of company ‘N’ both indicate Gross Domestic Product (GDP).
GDP is the best way to measure a country's economy. GDP is the total value of everything produced by all the people and companies in the country. It doesn't matter if they are citizens or foreign-owned companies. If they are located within the country's boundaries, the government counts their production as GDP.

According to the stem, Suruj Ali is a farmer. Being a farmer he produces crops in Bangladesh. We know that GDP counts all the productions within the country; therefore, the income of Suruj Ali indicates to GDP in the context of Bangladesh. Again company ‘N’ is a foreign country which has opened one of its branches in Bangladesh. Since GDP is the total value of everything produced by all the companies and people in the country, the income of company ‘N’ in Bangladesh is an example of GDP.
Therefore we can say that the income of Suruj Ali and company ‘N’ indicate GDP. 

eq \o((,d) According to the stem, Suruj Ali works in the agricultural sector. Agricultural sector plays a great role in the economy of any country. The agricultural sector is the largest employment sector of Bangladesh as well. This sector employs about 47 percent of the country’s total labour force and contributes 16 percent to the GDP of the country alone. Moreover, about 80 percent people of Bangladesh are somehow related with the agricultural sector. Bangladesh has a huge population with over 160 million people. Meeting the demand of food for such a huge population requires a strong and highly productive agricultural sector. Rice and Jute are the primary crops of Bangladesh. Vegetables, poultry, tea, wood and fishing are also included in the agricultural sector of Bangladesh.
Though the agricultural sector plays a great role or maybe the most important role in the country of Suruj Ali, a country cannot develop solely depending on a single sector. The development of a country requires improvements in other sectors too. It is an undeniable fact that the agricultural sector of Suruj Ali performs the great role though meeting the demand of food of a huge population. But development in the agricultural sector will not make sure the development of the country of Suruj Ali. The other sectors of the country must also be developed in order to ensure a comprehensive development of the country. The other sectors that must be developed include education, health, technology, transportation, telecommunication etc.

In conclusion, we can say that the development of the agricultural sector will contribute to the development of the country where Suruj Ali lives to a certain extent. But in order to ensure a comprehensive development of the country, other aforementioned sectors must also be developed.

Answer to the question no. 10
eq \o((,a) On October 27, 1958, President Iskandar Mirza was ousted from power in a military coup and was forced to leave the country by Ayub Khan who then proclaimed himself as the president of Pakistan.

eq \o((,b) General Ayub Khan occupied power on 27th October 1958 and declared him as the President of Pakistan. After assuming office he took the following steps: 1. He declared himself the chief martial law administrator; 2. Suspended the general election of 1959 as declared earlier 3. Expressed his commitment to wipe out corruption and illegal trafficking of goods; 4. Continued embargo on political parties.

eq \o((,c) The stem gives a picture of deprivation East Pakistan faced in the hands of Pakistan government in playing its administrative roles during 1966.

In the secretariat of the president, the number of East Pakistanis playing administrative roles was 19% while West Pakistanis were 81%. In the defence, only 8.1 % East Pakistanis could have their roles while the figure of the West Pakistanis was stunning 91.9 %. East Pakistanis playing administrative roles in the industry were 25.7 % while those from West Pakistan in the sector were 74.3%. In home ministry, it was 22.7% for East Pakistanis and 77.3 % for West Pakistanis. Barely 27.3% East Pakistanis could play roles in education while the number of West Pakistanis was 72.7%. In health, only 19% East Pakistanis could play administrative roles while West Pakistanis in the sector were 81%. In agriculture, 21% East Pakistanis had administrative roles while it was a staggering 79% for the West Pakistanis. 

eq \o((,d) I think the discrimination East Pakistanis faced in playing their roles in administration led to the Liberation War and creation of Bangladesh. There is no doubt that discrimination in the administrative sector of Pakistan was a major cause paving the way for Bangalees’ struggle to be an independent nation. In the context of disparity in administrative, economic and military fields, Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman chalked out a programme for the full regional autonomy and economic liberty of East Pakistan. This programme was known as 6-point demand. The public lent their full support to this demand. This six-point demand had a tremendous impact in the minds of the people to arouse the spirit of Bengali nationalism among them. It contained the seed of liberation of Bangladesh. 

Answer to the question no. 11
eq \o((,a) General Ziaur Rahman assumed office as the President of the country on 21 April 1977.
eq \o((,b) The Presidential election was held on 3 June 1978 under immense pressure and the splitting up of the political parties. Two alliances were formed on the issue of the election. One was the Jatiotabadi(Nationalist) Front led by the Jatiotabadi Ganotantrik Dol founded by General Zia. Another was the Ganotantric Oiykko Jote (Democratic Alliance) led by the Bangladesh Awami League. General Zia was the candidate of the Jatiotabadi Front and M A G Osmani, the Chief Commandant of the liberation war, was the candidate of the Ganotantric Oiykko Jote. General Ziaur Rahman won the election easily.
eq \o((,c) Mr Sedan indicates General Hussain Mohammad Ershad, the Military President of Bangladesh. 
Before Mr Ershad, General Ziaur Rahman was the dictator President in Bangladesh who was assassinated on 30 May 1981. After this, the Vice President Justice Abdus Sattar assumed power as the acting President as per the Constitution. General Hussain Mohammad Ershad was the chief of army staff then. In the same year, Justice Abdus Sattar won the Presidential election, but General Hussain Mohammad Ershad occupied the power on 24 March 1982 through a military proclamation showing the excuse of weak leadership of Justice Sattar, political unrest, corruption, anarchy and economic crisis. Later, he assumed office as the President of Bangladesh. The ban on the political activities was continuing since the proclamation of the martial law on 24 March 1982. The press was deprived of their rights. Agitation against the military rules of Ershad started since February 1983. The anti-Ershad movement in 1990 reached its peak and finally on 6 December 1990, General Ershad resigned. So, the rule of Mr Sedan has similarity with the rule of military dictator Mr Ershad in Bangladesh. 

eq \o((,d) The people of Bangladesh were democratic minded.  They could not accept the dictatorship of General Hussain Mohammad Ershad, the military President. Understanding this, the dictator President wanted to hold power by any means.

General Hussain Mohammad Ershad was the chief of army staff in 1981 in Bangladesh. After the assassination of  General Ziaur Rahman on 30 May 1981, the Vice President Justice Abdus Sattar assumed power as the acting President as per the Constitution. In the same year, Justice Abdus Sattar won the Presidential election, but General Hussain Mohammad Ershad occupied the power on 24 March 1982 through a military proclamation showing the excuse of weak leadership of Justice Sattar, political unrest, corruption, anarchy and economic crisis. Later, he assumed office as the President of Bangladesh. After this, he put a ban on the political activities was since the proclamation of the martial law on 24 March 1982. The dictator wanted to hold the power through this.

But the people of Bangladesh were democratic minded. For this, the dictator had to face violent political opposition from the beginning of his assuming power. On the demand of the political parties, Mr Ershad allowed political activities. Then he even formed a political party i.e. Jonodal to hold the power. Later, the dictator arranged 3rd and 4th national election under his rule where he secured his victory. Thus, he wanted to hold the power. But, the conscious people of Bangladesh did not accept these elections. They arrange a violent against this rule which eventually led the downfall of the dictatorship in 1990.

In conclusion, the people of Bangladesh cherished democratic values. Realising this, the dictator wanted to hold the power anyway but failed in the long run. 
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Answer to the question no. 1
eq \o((,a) General Hussain Muhammad Ershad resigned on December 6, 1990.

eq \o((,b) The government implemented the National Food Policy-2006 to achieve food security or ensure availability of food and nutrition for all, especially the poor. As per the policy, the government is running various projects such as Food for Work (Kajer Binimoy Khaddyo), VGF, VGD, TR etc. It allotted 20 lakh tonnes of rice to the poor, handicapped and labourers under the programme.

eq \o((,c) Yes, I agree with this statement. The mass uprising in 1990 was a democratic movement that led to the fall of General Hussain Muhammad Ershad and restoration of democracy in Bangladesh. Bangladesh Awami League led 8-party alliance, Bangladesh Nationalist Party (BNP) led 7-party alliance, and leftist 5-party alliance were instrumental in staging the uprising against Ershad. However, the journey to this democracy was not smooth.

Students started agitating for the first time against the martial law in 1982 by demanding the cancellation of the education policy of Ershad. The Awami league led 8-party alliance and the BNP led 7-party alliance were formed the next year with the sole aim of dethroning the autocratic ruler. Apart from the political parties, people from all walks of life joined the anti-Ershad movement. The movement got a tremendous momentum after the three political alliances called for an all-out strike and the Dhaka Oborodh (Besiege Dhaka) programme. Nur Hossain was shot dead by the police on November 10, 1987, while he was demonstrating near Dhaka GPO. Sheikh Hasina and Khaleda Zia were arrested on 12 November 1987, and Ershad declared an emergency on 27 November. In January 1988, police again opened fire on an Awami League rally in the capital, killing five people and injuring many more. The movement only flared up because of these incidents. Finally, Ershad declared his resignation on 6 December 1990.

So, from this discussion, we can say that the three alliances played the most crucial role in restoring democracy in Bangladesh. 

eq \o((,d) Vision 2021 is a political vision of the Bangladesh government for the year 2021, the golden jubilee of the nation. The ‘Vision-2021’ is shaped by the economic and cultural development of Bangladesh after 1972.

The economic situation faced by Bangladesh as it emerged from the Liberation War included the highest rural population density in the entire world and chronic malnutrition for the majority of the people. There were critical shortages of essential food grains and other staples. Although Bangladesh had a large workforce, the workers were mainly illiterate and unskilled. All these led to extreme poverty. The poverty rate was almost 70 percent in 1972. 

However, things started to change after the government realised the grave situation and took some timely steps. The poverty rate has been reduced to 30 percent during the last 40 years, due to several government policies and collective efforts from labourers and farmers. 

The present government is working hard to transform this country into a middle-income nation by the

year 2021. In the last three decades, food production has almost tripled. Today, Bangladesh is in the third position among the garments manufacturing countries of the world. The child mortality rate has been reduced to 48 in every 1,000 compared to 185 in 1,000 during the last 4 decades. Almost 65 percent children of the county now have access to education. 

So, we can say that the battered socio-economic condition of the country in 1972 made the then government think about the transformation of the nation and it clearly influenced ‘Vision- 2021’. 

Answer to the question no. 2

eq \o((,a) Social anarchy is the highest form of social disorder.
eq \o((,b) To stop social anarchy, we have to take some steps. Firstly, we have to make extensive social movement and take social awareness programme to prevent degradation of social values. Secondly, we need to bring transparency in the programmes and activities of law enforcing agencies. Thirdly, we have to prevent the intrusion of bad culture. Fourthly, we have to take awareness programme to ensure accountability at the workplace to prevent corruption and nepotism. Fifthly, we need to bring transparency to the entire institutional programme for establishing rule of law and justice.
eq \o((,c) I agree with the statement that violence against women is gradually increasing.
When a woman of any age is treated with violent behaviour by a man or woman only for being a woman then it is called violence against woman. Any person or group of persons may inflict violent torture on a woman showing various reasons and taking the chance of the victim's socio-economic, physical and mental weakness. This way, physical or mental pains are given to woman against her will. Such violent incident may occur at any place--house, road, school-college or markets. The physical or mental abuse which women fall victim to at houses are called family violence. Generally, women are subjected to such kind of torture in the hands of the husband or the in-laws. These kinds of violence include beating, torturing, deprivation of property rights, and imposing the undue burden of works. 

So, we can say that women are still being victims of various kinds of torture.

eq \o((,d) To prevent the violence toward some steps can be taken. The steps are discussed below.
Violence against women can be prevented through social resistance. For this, the relevant institutes are village court, union Parishad etc. Social resistance can be built to force the accused or his family into compensating the victim.  Again, public awareness can be created through announcing the effects of the incident in the media- which will help resist violence. Besides, to prevent violence against women, importance should be given on women empowerment through education programme, widow allowance, loan scheme and various other programmes. Also, law has to be enacted in line with the type and nature of the torture and violence and implemented properly as well. Importance should be given on imparting knowledge to boys and girls in the family on moral values, building awareness about women rights and the law relevant in this regard, and expanding activities of the organisations working for women rights. In addition, importance should be given to a few more matters ( such as checking degradation of social values and intrusion of bad culture, building a respectful relationship between men and women and forming a healthy family, practising religious values and ideals, and properly evaluating women's role in the society and the country.

Violence against women is a curse to our society. We all have to come forward and take necessary steps to stop this violence.

Answer to the question no. 3 

eq \o((,a) Sheikh Mujibur Rahman declared the Six Point Demand to demand autonomy of the then East Pakistan, and to end the exploitation of its people by the West Pakistani rulers.  

eq \o((,b) East Pakistan faced discriminatory treatment from the West Pakistan government in the economic sector.  For example, East Pakistan received Tk 113 crore  3 lakh and 80 thousand budget allocation from 1955-56 to 1959-60 while West Pakistan got taka 500 crores during this period.  Due to such economic anomalies, East Pakistan started lagging behind in trade and commerce, industry and agriculture. 

eq \o((,c) The historical influence of the Mass Uprising of 1969 was great. Pakistani Junta Ayub Khan was forced to resign as the consequence of that movement, and before his resignation, he withdrew the Agartala Case. 

The new military government of General Yahya was forced to declare the general election in 1970.  The nationalist ideals started germinating in the minds of the people of East Pakistan for the successful upsurge. They realised that a greater unity is needed based on the Bengali nationalism. The mass uprising had an influence in the polling of 1970 and the Liberation War, and the achievements were made possible for the spark of the Bengali nationalism in the people’s mind.

The East Pakistanis then stood firmly against the dictatorship of West Pakistan. The election played a vital role in transforming the spirit of nationalism to the spirit of freedom. It also had significance in the eventual emergence of the independent nation of Bangladesh in 1971. 

Hence, we can say that the election of 1970 was significant in the history of East Bengal and it can be termed as one of the significant moments in the history of Bangladesh.

eq \o((,b) United Nations General Assembly (UNGA) is one of the core principle organs of the UN. 
It is the main deliberative, policymaking and representative organ of the UN. Therefore, UNGA is called ‘deliberative assembly’.

eq \o((,c) The United Nations (UN) is the global international organization of independent sovereign states. It has been established with the objective of saving the future generations from the devastation of war by promoting international peace and security. 

The Article 1 of the UN Charter mentions about the purposes or objectives of the UN. These are:

1. 
To maintain international peace and security and to take adequate steps to avert wars.

2. 
To develop friendly relations among nations on the basis of equality.

3. To achieve international co-operation in solving international problems of an economic, social, cultural or humanitarian character.

4. To be a centre for harmonizing the actions of nations in the attainment of these common ends.

If we consider the activities of the state ‘B’ mentioned in the passage in light of the objectives of the UN, it becomes clear that the activities of the state ‘B’ are against the objectives of the UN. The activities of the state ‘B’ are creating problems for its neighbouring state “A’. On the other hand, the state ‘A’ has given shelter to the refugees coming from the state ‘B’. This is a great example of international cooperation and adhering to the principles of the UN. Therefore, it can be concluded by saying that state ‘A’ is maintaining peace and security, whereas state ‘B’ is breaching peace and security of the world.

eq \o((,d) UN can play an important role to solve the problem mentioned in the passage. The activities the UN can undertake to solve this problem are as follows:

Role of the United Nations Security Council (UNSC): Over the decades, the UN has helped to end numerous conflicts, often through actions of the Security Council-the responsible organ under the United Nations Charter, for the maintenance of international peace and security. When a complaint concerning a threat to peace is brought before it, the Council's first action is usually to recommend to the parties to try to reach an agreement by peaceful means. In some cases, the Council itself undertakes investigation and mediation. It may appoint special representatives or request the Secretary-General to do so or to use his good offices. It may set forth principles for a peaceful settlement. In this way, the UNSC can solve the ongoing problem of the state ‘A’.

Role of the United Nations General Assembly: The General Assembly can also discuss any question relating to international peace and security and make recommendations if the issue is not currently being discussed by the Security Council. Likewise, the General Assembly can discuss the problem of state ‘A’ and make recommendations for the peaceful solution of the problem in order to stop the atrocities of military forces of state ‘B’. Thus, international pressure for stopping the violence by the state ‘A’ can be created, which will ultimately play a significant role in solving the problem.

Role of the UN Peacekeeping Force: 

A peacekeeping operation can also be an option for solving the problem of the sate ‘A’. If the state ‘A’ does not stop its military crackdown on the Rohingyas, the UN peacekeeping operation can be employed with a view to stabilizing the situation on the ground and thus establishing peace.

And in Bangladesh various law enforcing agencies such as police, Border Guard Bangladesh (BGB), Rapid Action Battalion (RAB), Ansar maintain law and order of the country. 

Since August 25, 2017, Rohingyas are entering Bangladesh through the Southern part of the country. The Rohingyas are coming from Myanmar. The influx of a huge number of Rohingya refugees is creating many problems and posed a great security problem in Bangladesh.

The Executive department (law enforcing agencies) of Bangladesh must consider this issue seriously so that Rohingyas cannot get involved in militancy and terrorism. Therefore, the Executive department, as well as the law enforcing agencies, has a significant role to play in maintaining law and order over the refugee issue.

eq \o((,d) The legislature is a multifunctional organ of the state. Legislature, mentioned in the passage, refers to the Parliament of Bangladesh or Jatiyo Shangshad. One of the core functions of the Parliament of the country is the enactment of legislation. The legislation is formed by the lawmakers (MPs) who make the laws for maintaining law and order in the country. The lawmakers discuss various important issues of the country in the Parliament and make laws that are needed for the country. The Parliament or the legislature plays the significant role in maintaining law and order of the country by enacting relevant laws. Many rivers of Bangladesh have their origins in India. As India has made dams across several rivers, the flow of water of those rivers in our part has become low in the dry season. As a result, the Tista, the Padma, and the Kapotakkho are having very low amount of water. The northwest zone of the country faces acute water crisis for constructing a dam at Farakka. All the rivers including the Padma face negative consequences. The water crisis causes an ecological imbalance, especially in the dry season.

 Dredging Rivers Solve the Navigability Problem: Most of the rivers of the country are filled up with silt. Many rivers have been dried up. The proper dredging will ensure the flow of water and the necessary supply of water for agriculture.

eq \o((,b) At the time of creation, the Earth was in a gaseous state. It was diffusing heat through whirlpool for millions of years, and it took many years to become cold and solid as well. In such process, a hardcover was formed on its surface. This hardcover is the Earth's crust.

eq \o((,c) The line mentioned in the stem is the ‘International Date Line’. This line extends across the North-South over the water surface and is imagined by having the recourse to 180o meridians of longitude. It passes through the northeast region of Siberia, Aleutian, Fiji and Chatham islands. In order to solve problems of the local people in calculating dates, this line has been designed over the water-surface in Bering system making it bent towards at 12o East Aleutian islands 70° West, and 11o East at Fiji and Chatham islands.

eq \o((,d) We know that the time differs by 4 minutes for 1° of difference in the meridian. So, the time difference will be 1 hour for 15° difference in the meridian. If it (the meridian of Greenwich) advances forward from the prime meridian to the East, 12 hours will be more at 180° meridian, and if it gets ahead towards the West, 12 hour time will be less at 180° meridian. So, when it is 10 o'clock on Monday at the prime meridian, the local time will be 10 o'clock night on Monday at 180° East meridian as well. In order to solve this problem, a line that has been imagined having recourse to the 180° meridian in the atlas over the water-surface of The Pacific Ocean under the International recognition is the International Line. Since passing through this line results in changes of day and date, that's why it is called International Date Line (see figure). It passes through the northeast region of Siberia, Aleutian, Fiji and Chatham islands. 

In order to solve problems of the local people in calculating dates, this line has been designed over the water-surface in Bering system making it bent towards at 12° East Aleutian islands 70° West, and 11° East at Fiji and Chatham islands.

eq \o((,b) A point that stands opposite to any point existing on the Earth's surface is called the Antipode of that point. The Antipodes exist entirely to the opposite of one another. In order to decide antipode, an imaginary line from any point of the surface through the Earth's centre is drawn towards the side contrary to the Earth. The point where the so supposed line reaches the opposite side of the surface, the very same point is the Antipode to the previous point.

eq \o((,c) The first planet seen by Jafar is Jupiter. Jupiter is the largest planet of the solar system. It stands fifth from the sun by distance. Its measure is equivalent to about1300-fold of that of the Earth. Its diameter is 142,800 km. It is about 77.8 crore km away from the sun. 

Jupiter orbits the sun once in 12 years and on its own axis in 9 hours and 53 minutes. The sun rises and sets on this planet twice in one earth-day. It possesses a dense atmosphere. The up-level temperature of this planet's surface is very low and its internal temperature is very high. It has 16 known satellites of which Ganymede, Calisto, Lo and Europa are the most important.

eq \o((,d) The external elements between two planets mentioned in the stem are the three bright belts that have surrounded Saturn. They consist of countless small particles that orbit around Saturn. The belts are made almost entirely of water ice, with a trace component of the rocky material. There is still no consensus about their mechanisms of formation. 

Although reflection from the belts increases Saturn’s brightness, they are not visible from earth with unaided vision. The belts have numerous gaps where particle density drops sharply; two opened by known moons embedded within them, and many others at locations of known destabilizing orbital resonances with Saturn’s moons. Other gaps remain unexplained. Stabilizing resonances, on the other hand, are responsible for the longevity of several rings.

eq \o((,b) Generally, public finance management refers to the rules and regulations in relation to the income and expenditure of a country. Public finance management is an important branch of the government of a country.  

According to Professor Hugh Dalton, ‘Public finance is concerned with the income and expenditure of public authorities, and with the adjustment of one with the other.’ All problems and their respective solutions in relation to the country’s income, expenditure, loan and investments form part of the concept of public finance. 

eq \o((,c)  The type of Bank ‘A’ mentioned in the stem is a commercial bank. This type of Bank does many functions to assist the economic development of our country.

One of the major functions of commercial banks is to receive deposits from people. There are different types of bank accounts for people to deposit money such as current, savings and fixed deposit. Deposited money of current account can be withdrawn any time. The bank does not give any interest to the depositor for the deposit. Money can be drawn once or twice a week from the savings deposit. For this, the bank gives small interest to the depositors. And the deposit which can be withdrawn after the expiry of a specified period of time is called fixed deposit. They also assist the customers in paying house rent, income tax, and telephone and electricity bills. Also, they keep valuable documents, ornaments etc. of the clients.

In conclusion, commercial banks perform many functions to assist the economic development of a country.

Firstly, the central bank is the highest financial institution of a country. But, commercial banks are regarded as the secondary financial institutions and are under the supervision of central bank. The responsibility of keeping the internal and external value of currency stable is vested upon the central bank. Secondly, the central bank is mainly the bank of the government. As a representative of the government, it collects dues of the government from various sources and pays the liabilities of the government in various sectors without cost. The central bank calculates the internal and external loans of the government and performs the responsibility of its management.

Thirdly, the central bank is the bank of other banks. When the commercial banks face financial crises and fail to get loans from any other source, they are compelled to seek protection from the central bank. The central bank performs duties as the clearinghouse of the mutual dues among various banks. The central bank maintains the specific exchange rate of the currency with other countries.

Besides the above-mentioned functions, the central bank performs some other functions. The central bank preserves gold, silver etc. valuable metals.

eq \o((,d) Bank ‘Z’ is the central bank of a country. The central bank is the highest financial organization of a country. It controls the overall banking system of the country. The central bank has to surveil over the commercial banks and specialized credit institutions to control loans given by these banks and to act as the bank of others banks.

Firstly, one of the main functions of the central bank is to control loan. Loans granted by the commercial banks are included in the total supply of currency of the country. If the total amount of money increases due to the formation of additional loans, inflation may take place in the country. The central bank tries to maintain stability by making equality between the demand and the supply of the total currency of the country. The central bank undertakes various steps to control loans to avoid inflation. Secondly, when the commercial banks face financial crises and fail to get loans from any other sources, they are compelled to seek protection to the central bank. In such circumstances, the central bank saves the commercial banks from financial crises by giving loans. For this reason, the central bank is called the borrower of the last phase.

In conclusion, the central bank of a country surveils over the commercial banks and specialized credit institutions to control loans and thereby check inflation and keep the money market stable.

But recently, the military forces of Myanmar have started a severe crackdown on the Rohingyas and are accused of killing many Rohingyas. Myanmar has also been accused of conducting ethnic cleansing on the Rohingyas. To avoid the atrocities and persecution of the Myanmar army many Rohingyas have fled the country to Bangladesh. The crackdown of the Myanmar army started on August 25, 2017, and since then about 6 lakh people have already come to Bangladesh.

Based upon the aforementioned discussion it becomes clear that Myanmar is involved with ethnic cleansing of the Rohingyas and many Rohingyas are leaving Myanmar for Bangladesh to avoid the massacre of the Myanmar army.

We know that lakhs of Rohingyas are fleeing Myanmar to Bangladesh following the crackdown of the Myanmar army. The innocent Rohingyas including women and children are being slaughtered mercilessly.

Based on the humanitarian ground the government of Bangladesh opened its border to the fleeing Rohingyas and has also given shelter to them. Apart from these, Bangladesh government has built temporary camps for the accommodation of the Rohingyas who have come to Bangladesh. Giving the shelter to Rohingya refugees is a great example of humanity set out by Bangladesh for the entire world. Not only shelter, Bangladesh is also doing much more to solve the medical, food and sanitation problems of the Rohingyas. According to the clause 118(1) of the Constitution there shall be an Election Commission for Bangladesh consisting of the Chief Election Commissioner and not more than four Election Commissioners and the appointment of the Chief Election Commissioner and other Election Commissioners (if any) shall, subject to the provisions of any law made in that behalf, be made by the President. 

eq \o((,c) According to information provided in the passage, it is obvious that Mr Leo belongs to the state of China.
The people’s congress system is China’s fundamental political system. The Constitution of the People’s Republic China provides that state power belongs to the people. The Chinese Communist Party has been ruling the country since 1949, tolerating no opposition and often dealing brutally with dissent. The country's most senior decision-making body is the standing committee of the politburo, heading a pyramid of power which tops every village and workplace. The politburo controls three other important bodies and ensures the party line is upheld. These are the Military Affairs Commission, which controls the armed forces; the National People's Congress, or parliament; and the State Council, the government's administrative arm.

eq \o((,d) The comparative study of the party system of Bangladesh and China is as follows:
Bangladesh is a democratic country. There are many political parties in Bangladesh. Bangladesh Awami League, Bangladesh Nationalist Party (BNP), National Party-Ershad (Jatiya Party-Ershad) are the three major parties of Bangladesh. Apart from them, there are a large number of minor political parties registered with the Election Commission of Bangladesh. On the other hand, the Communist Party of China (CPC) is the founding and ruling political party of People’s Republic of China (PRC). Though there are some minor political parties in China such as Democratic League, KMT Revolutionary Committee, Peasants’ and Workers’ Democratic Party, the CPC holds effective power at the national level. The dominance of the CPC is such that China is effectively a one-party state.

In Bangladesh, all the political parties enjoy their freedom in doing their political activities. The registered political parties can participate in the national elections. And the Prime Minister of the country is elected by the votes of the public. On the other hand, the President of China is elected by the National People’s Congress (NPC), China’s highest state body, which also has the power to remove the President and other officers from the office. Elections and removals are decided by a simple majority vote. 

Based upon the aforementioned discussion we can conclude by saying that there is a big difference in terms of the political parties in Bangladesh and in China. China is pre-dominantly a one-party state led by CPC. And Bangladesh has several major political parties who are capable of forming the government winning the national elections. 
Answer to the question no. 4

eq \o((,a) Sri Monoronjon Dhar was a leader of the National Congress during 1971.

eq \o((,b) The victory in the war of liberation was made possible only in nine months for the all-out cooperation and assistance of the mass people and their strong will for liberation. Most of the people somehow participated in the liberation war except the collaborators of the Pakistan occupation army. People gave the freedom fighters shelter, food and medicine, information of the enemy’s position and movement, and provided assistance.

eq \o((,c) The Liberation War of 1971 is the most important part in the history of Bangladesh. Bangladesh, the then East Pakistan was a province of the then Pakistan and Pakistani rulers oppressed the Bangalees in every possible way. Our lives were dependent on the whims of the Pakistani rulers and they exploited us, deceived us in every single day during their rule. 

Their oppression and injustice forced the Bangalees to protest and Liberation War was the result of that. Without that war, we still would be the slaves of them and suppose to suffer a tragic fate.

eq \o((,d) We can see the reflection of freedom in the Liberation War of 1971. People from all walks of life participated in that war. The motivation of freedom from the suffering of the Pakistani rulers was the main factor behind the Liberation War. The students, general people, Police, EPR (East Pakistan Rifles) bravely resisted when the Pakistan army swooped on the unarmed people on 25 March 1971. The Bengalis did not give up resisting the enemy, and many freedom fighters sacrificed their lives in the battlefield and many others became permanently disabled bearing bullet wounds. The country is deeply indebted to these freedom fighters for their sacrifices. The nation will always remember them as the valiant sons of the soil. The freedom fighters risked their own lives and joined the war to liberate the country. They were brave warriors and patriots inspired by the spirit of self-sacrifice. The Bengalis from all walks of life participated in the war.

That is why this war was termed as Ganojudha or Janojudha(a battle of the mass people). The people were the major controlling force of this war of independence. When the war broke out, different political parties, students, professionals, women, cultural workers and people of all spheres of life joined the war and contributed whatever they could from their respective positions. They established the sovereign and independent Bangladesh by sacrificing their lives.

Answer to the question no. 5

eq \o((,a) Socialisation is the process through which a person, from birth to death, is taught the norms, customs, values, and roles of the society in which he/she lives. This process serves to incorporate new members into a society so that they and it can function smoothly.
eq \o((,b) The historic Six-Point Demand or the Six-Point Formula has been widely credited as the "charter of freedom" of in Bangladesh. Indeed, the six-point movement in 1966 was the turning point in the quest for the then East Pakistan’s independence. The six-point movement is a milestone in the history of the struggle for the freedom of the then East Pakistanis.
eq \o((,c) Social structure can be viewed in terms of internal relationships of the component parts. The social structure includes social groups and institutions. These are called the major groups and institutions. Four of these – the family, economic institutions, political institutions and religious institutions – centre upon getting food and other items of wealth, procreation, worship and ruling.

The total organised life of a locality is the most inclusive spontaneous grouping in the social structure. 

eq \o((,d) Social structure is composed of a few elements. Some of the important components of the social structure in the light of above statement are discussed below:
1.
Values: At the top level are the societal values. These are the most general or abstract normative conceptions of what the ideal society itself would be like.

2.
Groups and institutions: Social structure can be viewed in terms of interrelationships of the component parts. Social structure includes social groups and institutions. These are called the major groups and institutions. 
3.
Organisations: In the larger societies of modern time, human beings deliberately establish certain organisations for the pursuit of their specific ends or purposes.

4.
Norms:  Social norms constitute social structure.Social norms are of two types: (i) obligatory or relational and (ii) permissive or regulative.
5.
Collectivities: There are specialised collectivities such as families, firms, schools, political parties, etc. Differentiated institutional patterns almost directly imply the existence of collective and role units whose activities have different kinds of functional significance.

Answer to the question no. 6

eq \o((,a) Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome or AIDS is a fatal disease which greatly lowers the body’s resistance to infection.

eq \o((,b) Militancy is the use of confrontational or violent methods in support of a political, religious or social cause.

The word militant is generally used to mean vigorously active, combative and aggressive, especially in support of a cause. It comes from the 15th century Latin "militare" meaning "to serve as a soldier". The current meaning of militant does not usually refer to a registered soldier: it can be anyone who subscribes to the idea of using vigorous, sometimes extreme, activity to achieve an objective, usually political.

eq \o((,c) In the stem, we see that Mr. ‘X’ is worried about corruption, which is a major social problem.  

Corruption is a form of dishonest or unethical conduct by a person entrusted with a position of authority, often to acquire personal benefit. Corruption may include many activities such as bribery, nepotism and embezzlement. Any deliberate negligence in doing any work for illegal returns is also graft.

The reasons behind corruption include extreme poverty, unemployment, greed, dishonesty, social instability, lack of ethical standards, impunity, and expensive lifestyle. Corruptions can be of various types. Such as corruption in the government sector, political corruption, police corruption, judicial corruption, corruption in the education system, etc.

The inflation rate and prices of essentials in Bangladesh are soaring simultaneously as a section of unscrupulous businessmen is hoarding goods for illegal profits. Amid such a situation, other traders, teachers, journalists, bankers and other professionals are indulging in corruption to secure a better life. All these factors are spreading corruption everywhere in the society, halting the progress of our country. As a result, Mr. ‘X’, as seen in the stem, looks worried over the social problem.

eq \o((,d) No, only religious and social values are not enough to prevent corruption in the society.

Corruption is a social curse. A corrupt society is full of chaos and opportunists. There, people have no regard for law and others’ peace. Corruption also hampers development and increases the rate of poverty in a country. 

The reasons behind corruption include extreme poverty, unemployment, greed, dishonesty, social instability, lack of ethical standards, impunity, and expensive lifestyle. Corruptions can be of various types. Such as corruption in the government sector, political corruption, police corruption, judicial corruption, corruption in the education system etc. 

To prevent graft, only religious and social values would not be handy. It is necessary to create mass awareness and a social movement against this social evil. The mass media can play a crucial role in this regard. Ensuring accountability among all can be an effective tool as well. Proper government surveillance on people’s wealth has to be ensured and the corrupt ones need to be identified and punished. The state must deal with them with an iron hand. Besides, the government has to ensure job for all the educated youths and run various poverty alleviation programmes to fight corruption. The other remedies include reformation of public administration and finance management, promotion of transparency, ensuring access to information and empowerment of citizens.

So, from this discussion, we can say that only religious and social values are not enough to combat corruption. The above-mentioned steps must be taken to prevent it altogether.

Answer to the question no. 7

eq \o((,a) The need felt for any material or service is want. Want is the desire or wish to get any goods or service.

eq \o((,b) The produced factor of production is called the capital. Capital is such an asset which is not directly consumed, but more production is ensured by utilising it. Such as machinery, factory, money, etc.

Also, capital is wealth in the form of money or other assets owned by a person or organisation contributed to a particular purpose such as starting a company or investing. It is one of the four factors required for production.

eq \o((,c) Capitalism has been reflected in the stem.

Capitalism is an economic system and an ideology based on private ownership of the means of production and their operation for profit. 

In capitalism, the component is under private or individual ownership. Here, the investor is free to make investment choices and the consumers are also free to choose among different choices. Under this economic system, the sole aim of the investor is to earn maximum profit with minimum investment. It means the capital of the owner is only to increase. In such cases, the labourers are the ones who are exploited as they are given minimal wages.

In the stem, we see that Mr. ‘X’ owns a garment factory in Dhaka. His capital is increasing every day as he is making profit with least production costs. He is also paying his labourers minimal wages for ensuring his maximum profits. All the characteristics of his business are similar to those of a capitalist unit. So, we can say that the stem reflects capitalism. 

eq \o((,d) Bangladesh is currently having a mixed economy. In a mixed economy, an entrepreneur can produce and a consumer can consume goods as much as he or she wants. Under this system, the authorities pay less to the labourers to profit more. However, this system also has government-controlled industries where labourers get due wages.

The feudal system prevailed here during the ancient Bengal, the Mughal and the British times. The Zamindari system was abolished in the Pakistan period and was eventually replaced by capitalism. Bangladesh achieved independence in 1971 and an initiative was taken to establish a socialist economy in the country. It, however, did not work well. 
It can be said the current economy of Bangladesh is a mixed economy. Main industries, business organisations, etc are included in the nationalised sector. Also, all the sectors of the economy are gradually going under private control. Another remarkable characteristic of the economic system is that prices of goods are determined by the mutual relation of demand and supply and this price again influences the nature of production and amount of consumption.

The major portion of the capital that is required for the production inside the country is collected from internal sources, but the foreign loans, aid, grants and personal capital also play a very important role in this case.

It means that there is the coexistence of government and the private sector in the production and the distribution. 

The private sector is gradually expanding. As a result, the entrepreneur and the consumer have independence. So, we can say that this type of economy, which is a mixed economy, is currently prevailing in our country.

Answer to the question no. 8

eq \o((,a) Per capita income is the average income of the citizens of any country in any specific period of time. It is calculated by dividing the country's total income by its total population.

eq \o((,b) The Gross National Product (GNP) is a broad measure of a nation's total economic activity. GNP is the value of all final goods and services produced in a country in one year by its nationals. For finding out the GNP of a country, the income of the nationals of the country living outside is to be added and the income of foreigners living in the country is to be subtracted. If we suppose that the income of the nationals is ‘X’ and the income of the foreigners is ‘M’, then the Gross National Product (GNP) would be the country’s Gross Domestic Product (GDP) +(X-M).

eq \o((,c) ‘A’ in the stem indicates the high-income countries with per capita income of 12,276 dollars or above. These countries include the USA, the UK, Canada, Norway, Sweden, Japan and Singapore.

We know that the main indicator of economic development of any country is the per capita income of its people. The high-income countries are recognised as developed countries. These countries have achieved this stage because they ensured the final stage of development. Per capita income of these countries is such that after meeting all the basic needs of their people, a huge amount of money remains as surplus, which is spent for forming savings and capital. These countries run further development activities with the surplus money and assist in the development programmes of the developing and the underdeveloped countries. The per capita national income of these countries in 2010 ranged from 38,540 dollars to 85,380 dollars.

eq \o((,d) ‘B’ in the stem indicates low-income countries, especially Bangladesh.  
At the bottom of the per capita income based on the classification list, there are the ‘Lower Income Countries’ with per capita income of 1,005 dollars or below.

The characteristics of the economy of a country depend mainly on the nature of its economy. The nature of the economy is again dependent on factors such as geographic nature, natural resources, education and people’s skills, etc. The economy of Bangladesh has been known as agriculture-based economy since ancient times. 

The agriculture sector is like the foundation of the country’s economy. However, the process of agricultural output is still not fully modern here. On a large portion of the lands, still the traditional form of farming is followed. As a result, the production is very low. Moreover, the agriculture of this country is dependent on nature. Rains have a wide impact on the agricultural production. If necessary amount of rain does not come in time, or if it rains excessively, production falls by a huge margin. Another major shortcoming of the agriculture sector is that it is not always possible to give the right wages to farmers or agricultural labourers. Moreover, because of a lack of transport facilities or the shortcoming in the marketing system, the real producers don’t get just prices for their produces in many cases. It casts an adverse impact on the entire agriculture sector of the country.

So, we can say the agriculture of country ‘B’ in the stem is fully dependent on nature. But it needs to change, and farmers’ dependence on modern equipment should be more for a better production.

Answer to the question no. 9

eq \o((,a) The Earth reaches at such a place on its own orbit, where both the Poles remain equally away from the sun on March 21 and September 23 For this, day and night become equal on these days. This stay of Earth is called the Vernal Equinox.
eq \o((,b) The climate of Bangladesh is known as tropical monsoon climate as a whole. A heavy monsoon rainfall occurs due to the southwest monsoon in the rainy season.

eq \o((,c) In the stem, ‘B’ indicates Padma river. 

The Padma river originated from the Gangotri Glacier of the middle of the Himalayas. It has entered into the Rajshahi district completing its course in India. Then, it converges with the Meghna at Chadpur and falls into the Bay of Bengal flowing south of Bangladesh.

The tributaries of the Padma are the Bhagirathi, the Hugli, the Mathabhanga, the Isamoti, the Bhoirab, the Kumar, the Kapataksah, the Naboganga, the Chitra, the Modhumati, the Arial Kha, etc.

The distributaries of the Padma are the Mahananda and the Punarbhaba rivers. 
eq \o((,d) In the Stem, A, B and C represent the Brahmaputra, the Padma,  and the Meghna river. These are some of the main rivers of Bangladesh. These river systems have a reciprocal relationship with the people living in the country.

Bangladesh is a riverine country of South Asia. The rivers have given life to the nature of Bangladesh. Altogether about 700 small and big rivers are flowing through Bangladesh. For this reason, the livelihood of people is dependent on these rivers.

The rivers mentioned in the stem influences the livelihood of the people of these areas. The alluvium soil and flood during the monsoon make the land of Bangladesh more fertile. Irrigation is possible with the water of Meghna in Comilla, Noakhali and Chittagong districts. The water of the Padma is also very important for the areas like Kustia, Jessore and Khulna areas. Again, the people of Rangpur, Bogra and Dinajpur are getting benefits of the Tista barrage. Various agricultural projects have been taken on the use of river water. For this, development is being possible in agriculture. It also ensures employment and food security to the people of these areas. 

So, it can be said that this river plays a significant role in the economy of these regions and habitation.

Answer to the question no. 10

eq \o((,a) The closest point to the sun in a planet's orbit is called Perihelion.

eq \o((,b) Meghna is one of the big rivers in Bangladesh. It has been created at the confluence of Surma and Kushiara in the district of Kishoregonj. The Surma and the Kushiara moved towards southwest corner after assuming the name Kalni near Azmiriganj of Sunamganj. Then, it assumed the name Meghna and united with the old Brahmaputra at Bhairab Bazar. The confluence of Buriganga, Dholeshori and Shitalaksha has connected with Meghna. Later, it has converged with Padma near Chandpur. In the end, it falls to the Bay of Bengal.
eq \o((,c) According to the land configuration of Bangladesh,  the western part of the above map falls into the category of the flights of steps the of Pleistocene age. This part is called the Barendra Bhumi.The formation of land configuration of the region is given below :

The Barendra Bhumi comprises of some parts of the districts of Naogaon, Rajshahi, Bogra, Joypurhat, Rangpur and a particular region of the district of Dinajpur. The height of such areas is more than the flood level land by 6-12 meters. Soils of these areas are of grey and red colours. 

eq \o((,d) Agricultural activities vary due to the variation of land configuration as depicted in the map. This area is higher than the flood level area of Bangladesh. Also, the soil of this area is different. These things impact on the agricultural activities of people of this area.

Bangladesh possesses a vast level land comprising about 80% of the total volume washed by river-water. This land is very fertile. People can grow agricultural products i.e. paddy, jute, wheat, etc. easily in this land area. But, the land configuration of the Barendra Bhumi is different. The height of this area is more than the flood level land by 6-12 meters. Again, soils of this area are of grey and red colours. For this, agricultural activities vary in this area.

With the help of irrigation, people grow paddy in this area. This area is also famous for wheat. But, sometimes people cannot grow paddy due to the water crisis in the nearby rivers. 

In conclusion, the configuration of land impacts on the agricultural activities in the Barendra Bhumi.

Answer to the question no. 11

eq \o((,a) Food security means ensuring the constant supply of essential commodities such as rice, pulses, flour, coarse flour, sugar, etc. 
eq \o((,b) When the earthquake is over, a conscious person should examine his own injury as well as the injuries of others and provide first aid where necessary. He should check the lines and connections of water, gas, electricity, etc. He should open the windows and the doors of the house. He should keep the radio on in order to hear announcement centrally broadcasted regarding confrontation of the disaster. One should not walk barefooted. He should be aware of plundering and work according to the advice of the experienced individuals.
eq \o((,c) In the stem, 'X' represents the Mangrove or Goran Forest area.
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Map: the forest land of Bangladesh

The trees that grow on the salty and wet soil washed by the ebb and flow of the sea near the seashore of Noakhali and Chittagong to the southwest zone of Bangladesh form the Mangrove or Goran forest area. These trees grow in the Sundarbans too. The Sundarbans is the largest natural mangrove forest. It comprises an area of 10,000 square kilometres of which 6,000 square kilometres belong to Bangladesh. On the wet and salty soil, the Sundari, gewya, porosh, dhundal, kewra, bayen, Goran, etc. trees grow in plenty. 

eq \o((,d) In the stem, 'Y' and 'Z' represent the tropical deciduous forest and the tropical evergreen and deciduous forest areas respectively.  A comparative analysis between these two forest areas is given below.
Firstly, Mymensingh, Tangail, Gazipur, Dinajpur and Rangpur comprise the tropical deciduous forest area. On the other hand, the hilly regions of the southeast and northeast of Bangladesh are known as the tropical evergreen and deciduous forest area. Chittagong, Khagrachori, Rangamati, Bandarban and Sylhet are included in this zone. Secondly, the shalor gozari, koroi,bohera, hezol, shiris, horotoki, jackfruit, nim, etc. trees grow in plenty in the tropical deciduous forest. In this forest, as the shalis the main tree, it is called the shal forest. On the other hand, the chapalish, moina, telsur, mehogani, jarul, segun,gorjanare the mentionable trees of the tropical evergreen and deciduous forest region. Bamboos and canes grow in plenty in the hilly region of Sylhet and rubber is cultivated in Chittagong and Sylhet zone too. Thirdly, leaves of the trees of the tropical deciduous forest fall once in the winter in a year. But, leaves of the trees of the tropical evergreen and deciduous forest do not sprout and fall down at a time. As a result, the forest remains green throughout the year. That is why these forests are called evergreen forest. Fourthly, the total area of tropical deciduous forest is about 14 thousand square kilometres whereas Shal forest covers about 0.12 million hectares of land in Bangladesh.

In conclusion, forest is very important to maintain climate of any area. The above two types of forest are very important to maintain the ecological balance of Bangladesh. 
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Answer to the question no. 1
eq \o((,a) Bangladesh became a member of the United Nations (UN) on September 17, 1974.

eq \o((,b) Tamaddun Majlish was a cultural organisation, established in 1947 by Professor AbulKashem of Dhaka University’s physics department in the erstwhile East Pakistan. Tamaddun Majlish initiated the Bangla Language Movement.

eq \o((,c) The country ‘X’ in the stem indicates the historical Mujibnagar Government. The formation of the government is a very important event in the history of Bangladesh. 
Mujibnagar Government is the government which was constituted at Mujibnagar to conduct the Bangladesh War of Liberation. It was formed on April 10, 1971, after the declaration of independence on March 26, 1971. The Mujibnagar Government took oath on April 17, 1971, at Mujibnagar. This government was also known as Mujibnagar Government in exile, as the activities of the government had been conducted from outside the territory of Bangladesh. Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman was the president, Syed Nazrul Islam vice president, Tajuddin Ahmad prime minister, Khondakar Mostaq Ahmad foreign minister, M Mansur Ali finance minister and AHM Qamaruzzaman was the home minister of that government. 

In the stem, we see that the leader of the country ‘X’ was arrested after the declaration of its independence. Later, a government in exile was formed to conduct the independence war. All these features of the government are similar to those of Mujibnagar Government.

eq \o((,d) The government in exile indicated in the stem is the Mujibnagar Government, which led the war of independence of Bangladesh.

The Mujibnagar Government was formed on April 10, 1971. The main functions of the government included organising the freedom fighters, conducting the war of liberation and drumming up world support in favour of Bangladesh. It also inspired Bangalees to wage the war by airing poems, patriotic songs etc through Swadhin Bangla Betar Kendra radio station and publishing news on the war in various newspapers.

The government ran the administration only by Bangalee officials. There were 12 ministries or divisions in the government. Those included the Ministry of Foreign affairs; the Ministry of Finance, Industry and Commerce; the Cabinet Secretariat; the General Administration; the Health and Welfare Division; the Relief and Rehabilitation Division; the Engineering Division; the Planning Commission; the Controlling Board for Youth and Reception Camp etc.

The Mujibnagar Government established Bangladesh missions in various important cities, including Kolkata, Delhi, London, Washington, New York, and Stockholm. These missions campaigned for Bangladesh during the war. The government also divided the country into 11 sectors for conducting the war. The Bangalee officers who had served in the Pakistan army, the police, the EPR, Navy and Air Force as well as political activists, students, women, farmers and other professionals joined those sectors and liberated the country through guerrilla attacks on Pakistani army camps and other establishments.  Under the leadership of Mujibnagar Government, the freedom fighters fought valiantly. Many of the freedom fighters sacrificed their lives for the cause of the independence. So, we can say that Bangladesh could not have achieved the independence in just nine months had there been no Mujibnagar Government.

Answer to the question no. 2
eq \o((,a) Crack Platoon was a special guerrilla team of the Mukti Bahini which was formed in 1971 during the Bangladesh Liberation War. They used to carry out operations in Dhaka which terrorised the Pakistani occupation forces.
eq \o((,b) The 7th March Speech is a historic oration delivered by Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman at the Racecourse Maidan where he gave a detailed account of the oppression, misrule and the awful deprivation of the East Pakistan people by the West Pakistan government. The East Pakistan people started getting prepared for the Liberation War after the formal call for the independence by Bangabandhu in the speech.

eq \o((,c) The Language Movement of 1952 was the first move for the people of the then East Pakistan, mentioned as X country in the stem, to defend the honour of their mother tongue Bangla. The spirit of the Language Movement encouraged the country’s people to launch agitation, demonstration and mass movement against the communal rule of Pakistan. 

A fierce protest broke out in the then East Pakistan when a decision was taken at an education conference in Karachi in December 1947 that Urdu should be the state language of Pakistan. People from all walks of life raised their voice in favour of Bangla as the state language of Pakistan instead. They sacrificed their lives to realise the demand- that is to establish Bangla as their mother tongue.  

eq \o((,d) Taking into account several aspects, I think that the seed of Liberation War was implanted in the Language Movement as mentioned in the stem. Right after the birth of Pakistan, the West Pakistan government took several discriminatory policies like that Urdu should be the mother tongue of the Bangalees. This feeling of deprivation pushed the people of East Pakistan into getting involved in the political movement against Pakistan’s discriminatory attitude. This unity based on the love for their mother tongue built the base of nationalism which ultimately played the most significant role in driving them into the spirit of embarking on the Liberation War in 1971 and the country Bangladesh emerged as an independent country on the world map after win over the Pakistani occupation forces in the nine months’ bloody battle.  

Answer to the question no. 3

eq \o((,a) Sector 10 of the Bangladesh’s 1971 Liberation War had no regular sector commander. 
eq \o((,b) On the basis of authority, families may be classified into two types – patriarchal and matriarchal.

In a patriarchal family, the power and authority are vested in the hands of the male member of the family. In other words, the patriarch or father is the centre of power and authority. He is the owner and administrator of the family properties and rights. Almost all the families in Bangladesh are patriarchal. 

Matriarchal family is just the opposite of patriarchal family. It is also known as maternal family or mother-dominated family. In this family, the authority rests with the mother or some other female members. She owns all the family properties and rules the family. We have such families in the Kashia and Garo communities in Bangladesh.

eq \o((,c) Family is the core unit of the society. It plays the most important role in a child’s socialisation.

Family is the most important medium of socialisation. The process of socialisation starts in a family even before the birth of the child. As we spend our childhood in our families, all our behaviours are influenced by them. We are introduced to all the social norms and regulations within the family. We also learn about good or bad, cooperation, bonding, tolerance, brotherhood, sacrifice, love etc. from it. A good relation among the family members is very crucial for the proper socialisation of a child. Mother is the closest one to the child, who learns the most from her. The child also learns language from the family members. So, we can say that family is the most important agent in the socialisation of a child.

eq \o((,d) The similarities and dissimilarities in the process of socialisation of a child in rural and urban societies are described below.

There are some similar elements that influence socialisation of children in both the rural and urban societies. These include family, neighbour, peer groups, relatives, educational and religious institutions, and sports groups.

Both in the rural and urban societies, children are brought up in the family where they learn the language and all the social norms and values. Usually, in the urban societies, the families are nuclear and in rural societies, they are extended. So, the learning process can be different.

Also, in the villages, children share a stronger bond with their neighbours. It helps them learn cooperation and mutual respect. It is usually missing in the urban societies. 

Children in villages also share a deeper bond with their classmates and other children. From the peer group, a child learns about cooperation, problem solution, unity and leadership.

Different environments in the schools in villages and cities have different impacts on the students’ minds as well. In cities, the schools have kindergarten, playgroup and different pre-school sections. These schools organise various debate and art competitions, which accelerate the socialisation process. In a rural society, the number of such schools is next to zero. 

Besides, the urban and the rural societies share different ideals about social values, culture, faith, food habit, customs, and social structures. 

So, we can say that there are both similarities and dissimilarities in the process of a child’s socialisation in rural and urban societies.

                              Answer to the question no. 4
eq \o((,a) A fatwa is a ruling on a point of Islamic law given by a recognised authority. However, it is often misused in the Bangladeshi rural areas to spread violence against women.

eq \o((,b) Every year, thousands of children and women are trafficked out of Bangladesh. Victims of trafficking also become victims of violence. 

Child trafficking is child abuse where children are recruited, moved or transported and then exploited, forced to work or sold. In many cases, the children are sexually exploited. The women, who are trafficked, also ended up being violated. Some of them become prostitutes only for survival.

eq \o((,c) Usha is a student of class-X at SODA, a private school in Dhaka. Her father is a low-paid government employee. Despite that, she leads a comfortable and luxurious life. It’s because her father is a corrupt person, who takes bribes for underhand dealings.

Corruption is a form of dishonest or unethical conduct by a person entrusted with a position of authority, often to acquire personal benefit. Corruption may include many activities such as bribery, nepotism and embezzlement. Any deliberate negligence in doing any work for illegal returns is also graft.  

In the stem, we see that Usha and her classmate Khesha are in different situations. Usha uses a car despite being a daughter of a low-paid government employee. On the other hand, Khesha’s father, who works at an NGO, is struggling to pay his daughter’s school fees. So, it is apparent that Usha’s father has indulged in corruption for illegitimate private gains. Otherwise, it was impossible for a low-paid government employee like him to gift such a lavish lifestyle to his daughter.

eq \o((,d) Corruption is a social curse. A corrupt society is full of chaos and opportunists. There, people have no regard for law and others’ peace. Corruption also hampers development and increases the rate of poverty in a country. 

The reasons behind corruption include extreme poverty, unemployment, greed, dishonesty, social instability, lack of ethical standards, impunity, and expensive lifestyle. 

To prevent graft, only religious and social values would not be handy. It is necessary to create mass awareness and a social movement against this social evil. The mass media can play a crucial role in this regard. Ensuring accountability among all can be an effective tool as well. Proper government surveillance on people’s wealth has to be ensured and the corrupt ones need to be identified and punished. The state must deal with them with an iron hand. Besides, the government has to ensure job for all the educated youths and run various poverty alleviation programmes to fight corruption. The other remedies include the reformation of public administration and finance management, promotion of transparency, ensuring access to information and empowerment of citizens.

So, we can say that the abovementioned ways can be quite useful for preventing the social problem indicated in the stem, which is corruption.

eq \o((,a) Asteroid refers to a small rocky body orbiting the sun.
eq \o((,b) Mantle refers to an important role or responsibility that passes from one person to another.

eq \o((,c) Emon works at a district of the south-eastern part of Bangladesh. This region comprises of Rangamati, Bandarban, Khagrachhori, Cox's Bazar and the Eastern region of Chittagong district. The hills and mountains existing in this part possess an average height of 610 meters. At present, the name of the highest peak of Bangladesh is Tajiodong (Bijoy) possessing a height of 1,231 meters. It situates within Bandarban District. The second highest peak of Bangladesh is Cucradong possessing a height of 1,230 meters only. Besides, there are two other mountain peaks, Modokmual (1,000 meters) and Pyramid (915 Meters). The hills and mountains in this region comprise of sandstone, clay and cell-stone as well.

eq \o((,d) Due to the different configuration of land, location of rivers and source of mineral resources; human habitation, setting up of industries and agricultural activities are not equal in every part of Bangladesh and these reasons have great influence on our economy.

Since Bangladesh possesses continual land configuration, people live almost everywhere on its territory. As the provision of livelihood is toilsome in the Hill Tracts and the Sundarban region, the density of population is comparatively very less in these two areas. Provisions of livelihood are difficult due to lack in good road and railway communications in these areas. These areas are sparsely populated due to an undeveloped communication system, woodland and its land configuration.

Centering around the tea industries in Sylhet, habitation has been developed here. The level areas at the basin of rivers are formed of fertile silts. Cultivation of land is somewhat easy in such areas. That is why dense habitation has been noticed to grow in that region. Navigability of the rivers, convenience and opportunity of highways and railways attract the people to a great extent. The mass people are preferably inclined to dwell in the level land due to the useful climate for cultivation and helpful condition for production of corns.

In Bangladesh, the regions where mineral resources have been discovered, a large number of labourers and employees gather there in quest of livelihood and made the places crowded with habitations. Pursuing the mineral resources, agricultural assets, forest-grown assets and livestock, the mass habitation has been developed. At such places, a lot of sundry incidental industries along with the leading industries have been established. Such areas have been turned into densely populated areas based on the leading industries because of augmentation of industrial trading. Thus, all these have great importance on our economy.

eq \o((,a) The elaboration of PSC is ‘Public Service Commission.’

eq \o((,b) A Union Council consists of an average 10-15 villages to be headed by a chairman, 9 general members directly elected by the people, besides 3 elected female members (in the reserved seats). There are 9 wards, one member from each of the wards which amounts to 9 members to be directly elected by the people. Female members, based on 1 in each 3 ward, to be directly elected by eligible voters. 

eq \o((,c) Parliamentary democracy has been mentioned in the stem. 

A parliamentary democratic system is a system of democratic governance of a state where the executive branch derives its democratic legitimacy from its ability to command the confidence of the legislative branch, typically a parliament, and is also held accountable to that parliament. In a parliamentary system, the head of state is usually a different person from the head of government.

eq \o((,d) Parliamentary democratic system is more acceptable in the modern world and I fully agree with that. Parliamentary democratic system refers to a system of democratic governance of a state where the executive branch derives its democratic legitimacy from its ability to command the confidence of the legislative branch, typically a parliament, and is also held accountable to that parliament. In a parliamentary system, the head of state is usually a different person from the head of government.

In a parliamentary democracy, citizens elect representatives to a legislative parliament to make the necessary laws and decisions for the country. This parliament directly represents the people.

In a parliamentary democracy, the Prime Minister, who is first elected as a member of parliament, then elected Prime Minister by the other members of the parliamentary legislature. However, the Prime Minister remains a part of the legislature. The legislative branch makes the laws, and thus the Prime Minister has a hand in law-making decisions. The Prime Minister works directly with other people in the legislature to write and pass these laws. So we can say that in a modern world, parliamentary democracy is more suitable than the other types of government systems.

eq \o((,b) A government is a system to govern a state or community. Again, a government is the system or group of people governing an organized community, usually a state. The word "government" is also used more narrowly to refer to the collective group of people that exercises executive authority in a state. The concepts of "the state" and "the government" may be used synonymously to refer to the person or group of people exercising authority over a politically organized territory.
eq \o((,c) The speech of Sunny reflects the opportunity of foreign education that state has created through signing treaties with foreign countries and the expansion of the economic market of his country abroad. 
In today’s globalized world, education is one of the most important things. People from a country are going to many foreign countries to pursue higher education. eq \o((,b) Representative form of Democracy or indirect democracy is a system of government in which all eligible citizens vote on representatives, and the citizens do not directly take part in the state affairs. The elected representatives enact laws and run the state as well. In the modern states, the indirect or representative democracy is prevailing. 

eq \o((,c) According to the thirteenth amendment, caretaker government was introduced in Bangladesh. 

On 27th March 1996, the thirteenth amendment bill of the Constitution was accepted by the National Parliament.In this amendment, provision was made to hold the parliamentary elections under a caretaker government. The law was passed after the president signed the bill on 28th March 1996. 

According to the thirteenth amendment, the jurisdiction of the caretaker government should be the execution of the daily tasks of the Republic and the executive authority would be entrusted to the Chief Advisor. The main responsibility of the caretaker government was to hold a fair and free national election.This amendment helped to resolve the political conflicts and debates over the transfer of power of that time.

eq \o((,d) I agree with the statement that ‘twelfth amendment of the Constitution plays a vital role in re-establishing democracy in Bangladesh.’ 

On 6th August 1996, the ‘Twelfth Amendment Bill’ of the Constitution was passed in the National Parliament by a vote of 307-0. Fundamental changes were made in the government system through this amendment. The parliamentary form of government was restored through this amendment. According to the twelfth amendment, the President will be elected for every 5 years by the members of the parliament. At the same time, the legislature was empowered to impeach the members of the parliament in case of any violation of the Constitution or on the grounds of misconduct.That means the government and the cabinet can be held accountable for any of their actions. Accountability is the fundamental principle of democracy. Besides, the twelfth amendment introduced provisions for holding elections after a certain period of time, the participation of various political parties in the election, practice of political culture and the co-existence of the opposition party, which are helpful for strengthening democracy in a country. 

In conclusion, we can say that the twelfth amendment plays an effective and significant role in restoring democracy in Bangladesh.

eq \o((,a) There are classified into three types such as the central bank, commercial banks and specialised financial organisation. 

eq \o((,b) Bank is an organization to keep deposit of money of the people and to disburse various term loans to the Borrowers.
eq \o((,c) Hafsain purchases a shirt from a shopping mall. At the time of payment, the shopkeeper demands some extra money. It is because he has to pay tax for purchasing the shirt. This kind of tax is called the value-added tax or VAT.

 At present, VAT has been imposed on imported and locally produced goods and on some fixed service sectors in our country. VAT is one of the sources of income of Bangladesh government. The government spends a huge amount of money to accomplish public welfare, in running the administration and for socio ​economic development. For this, the government has to earn money to meet these expenses. And one of the sources of income of the government is VAT. That is why the shopkeeper demands some extra money as Hafsain has to pay tax for purchasing the shirt.

eq \o((,d) In the stem, Hafsain pays the value added tax or VAT for purchasing a shirt. This tax plays an important role in the economy of Bangladesh.

The government of Bangladesh spends a huge amount of money to accomplish public welfare, in running the administration and for socio-economic development. The government has to earn a lot of money to meet these expenses. Some of the sources of income of the government of Bangladesh are customs, excise duty, VAT, income tax, land revenue, etc

The tax paid by Hafsain is value added tax. It is usually known as VAT in the tax system of Bangladesh. At present in our country VAT has been imposed on imported and locally produced goods and on some fixed service sectors. If this system remains active, government will get a huge amount of money that will be spent on public welfare.

In conclusion, VAT plays a very important role in the economy of Bangladesh as it meets expense demand of the government to a great extent. 
Answer to the question no. 10
eq \o((,a) The full form of GNI is Gross National Income.

eq \o((,b) The Gross National Product (GNP) is a broad measure of a nation's total economic activity. GNP is the value of all final goods and services produced in a country in one year by its nationals. For finding out the GNP of a country, the income of the nationals of the country living outside is to be added and the income of foreigners living in the country is to be subtracted. If we suppose that the income of the nationals is ‘X’ and the income of the foreigners is ‘M’, then the Gross National Product (GNP) would be the country’s Gross Domestic Product (GDP) +(X-M).
eq \o((,c) The stem shows the economic transition of a country from being a least developed country to the status of a developed country. 
The development of a country requires the contribution of all sectors. The stem mentions that country ‘A’ has become a developed country through creating a skilled workforce, enhancing technological knowledge, constructing good roads and highways, improving public health status and ensuring a better administration. Such developments have resulted in improving the living standard of its citizens. And the per capita income of the country has also increased and the country has thus become a developed country.

Therefore, it can be said that the economic transition from ‘poor’ to the ‘developed’ of the country ‘A’ has been mentioned in the stem.

eq \o((,d) I think the change mentioned in the stem ensures the development of a country.

Education is a must for development. No nation can prosper and develop without education. It develops confidence and helps to build the personality of a person. Therefore, education plays the most significant role in the development of a country by educating the citizens.

Moreover, skilled workforce is a great asset for any country as it can contribute more to the economy. 

In today’s modern world, technology is essential. Therefore, technological knowledge on telecommunication, information, communication and technology (ICT), information technology (IT), digital communication etc. is a must for the development of the country. 

Good physical communication plays a great role in economic development of a country as well. 

Again, if a country has all the above-mentioned progress but does not have good governance and better health status of its citizens, the development of the country would become meaningless. The country should be governed by a good administration that would ensure maximum benefits and ensure better health status to its citizens. Answer to the question no. 11
eq \o((,a) The resources which are enjoyed by all the people of the society collectively are called a collective asset. All the citizens have equal rights on the assets and they have equal obligations to protect them. Roads, railways, embankments, parks, public schools, government hospitals etc are examples of collective assets. 

eq \o((,b) A resource is a source or supply from which benefit is produced. Resource or asset can be divided into four classes -- personal, collective, national and natural. Personal assets include cash, home, and land property while collective resources include roads, bridges, public hospitals, national resources include human resources, and natural resources include oceans, fish, hills etc.

eq \o((,c) Sonjoy Roy notices the socialist economic system in that country.

In the socialist economic system, all the four factors of productions -- land, labour, capital, and entrepreneurship -- are owned by the state. No one has private ownership of any property and no personal initiative is allowed to establish any industries. However, the smallest or nonessential enterprises can remain privately owned. In such economies, the state itself coordinates all the four factors and goes for the production. Also, the consumers cannot consume anything as per their wish. The state pays the labourers according to their ability to work. This practice leads to a rise in the overall production and proper distribution of resources.  

In the stem, we see that Sonjoy Roy visits a country where establishing any industry through private initiative is not allowed and most of the resources are controlled by the state. However, a small portion of the resources is now going to personal hands. All these features are similar to those of the socialist economic system. So, we can come to the conclusion that Sonjoy Roy went to visit a country, which runs on the socialist economic system.
eq \o((,d) The economy of the country mentioned in the stem is socialist economy. Whereas, it is a mixed economy in our country, Bangladesh.

In the socialist economic system, all the factors of productions are owned by the state. No one has private ownership of any property. In a mixed economy, the public and private sectors remain side by side. In most cases, "mixed economy" refers to market economies with strong regulatory oversight and governmental provision of public goods, although some mixed economies also feature a number of state-run enterprises.

A socialist economic system stipulates that all the economic activities are run on the government’s instructions. In this case, consumers have no scope to consume anything as per their wish. Also, there is no scope for achieving private profits. This helps the state ensure the proper distribution of its resources. Whereas in a mixed economy, an entrepreneur can produce and a consumer can consumer goods as much as they want. There is no limit. Under this system, the authorities pay less to the labourers to profit more. However, this system also has government-controlled industries where labourers get due wages.

So, we can say although mixed economies are common nowadays, the socialist economic system is more useful for the development of a country and the living standard of its people.
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Answer to question no 1

eq \o((,a) Bangladesh is situated to the South of Asia Continent, in between 20°.34′ North Axis
and 26°.38′ North Axis as well as 88°.01′ East Meridian of Longitude and 92°41′ East Longitude. 
eq \o((,b) The land which is washed by the river water forms flood level land in Bangladesh. 

This country possesses a vast level land comprising about 80% of the total volume washed by river-water. A number of rivers flow over the level land which cause flood during the rainy season. Silts carried with flood water have been amassed for years after years and formed this flood-level land. 

eq \o((,c) The temperature of Dinajpur and Chittagong is not same. The temperature of Dinajpur is hotter than that of Chittagong. The reason behind this is discussed below:

The climate of a region depends on many factors including the amount of sunlight it receives, its height above sea level, the shape of the land, and how close it is to oceans. The region closer to ocean is less hot whereas the region far from ocean has a hot climate.

Chittagong is situated on the bank of Karnaphul river in the southeastern region of the country. The Bay of Bengal, Karnaphuliriver, Cox’s Bazar sea beach, etc. impact on the climate of Chittagong resulting in a low temperature. On the other hand, Dinajpur is in the northwest region of the country which is far from the ocean. For this, the average temperature of Dinajpur is hotter than that of Chittagong.

eq \o((,d) Living and livelihood of people have a close relation with the climate in Bangladesh. Climate plays a great role in our lives. 
A lot of changes take place in people's lives and livelihoods here due to the change of climate. Depending on its climate, frequent natural calamities and disasters, long-lasting floods, disintegration of rivers cause changes in the living and livelihoods of the people. Due to the climate change, average temperature increases. Again, a heavy rainfall takes place during the rainy season. This rainfall is important for the cultivation of crops. Fewer or heavy rainfall results in less food production as agriculture of the country is largely dependent on rainfall. In addition, rivers flowing through the country protect human lives and livelihoods as well. Human lifestyles are experiencing change because of the disappearance of the rivers. Besides, about 4,00,000 people have become homeless because of river erosion who have taken shelters in slums in the cities for their livelihood. Various natural calamities such as water lodging, salted water, flood, deluge, storm, cyclone, etc. have an immense influence on human lives and their livelihoods.

In short, living and livelihood of people are greatly influenced by the climate in our country. 

Answer to question no 2

eq \o((,a) The part ‘B’ of the figure shows Minor Tide.

eq \o((,b) In the ancient period, different fanciful suppositions about the reasons of ebb and flow were customary, but nowadays the scientists have proved that these tides occur in consequence of the centrifugal force generated due to the earth's rotation and gravitational force created from the attraction of the sun and the moon over the earth.
eq \o((,c) The labelled part ‘A’ and ‘B’ of the figure indicates Flood Tide and Ebb respectively.

In part ‘A’, on a new moon lunar day, the moon and the sun stay at the same side of the earth. Consequently, the sun and the moon stay at the prime vertical circle during this lunar day, and the tide that strongly got generated due to their combined attraction, is called the Flood Tide or the Spring Tide.

In part ‘B’, during the rotation of the moon, the part of the earth that draws near the moon, the moon's attraction prevails mostly over there. For this, a tide originates which is called Major Tide. On the opposite side of the earth, due to centrifugal force, a Minor Tide originates. When a Major Tide originates at one side of the earth, and a Minor Tide at the other side, water flows out of the middle between the two tides. The state of water existing at the middle is called the Ebb. 

eq \o((,d) Tide influences on communication system greatly in keeping the river port clear of dirt and the river channel navigable. 

Due to the occurrence of the ebb and flow twice a day, the sweepings existing in the river get cleansed and its water becomes free of filths or dirt, and silts gathering at the river-channel and river-mouths which hinder the flow. For this, the river-pits become deeper resulting increase in river water. Due to this, big ships, vessels from the ocean can easily enter the rivers; again, they can go back to the ocean with the ebb. 

In Bangladesh, while the depth of river extends at the Chittagong and the Mongla ports during tide, big vessels can easily enter or leave the port. The vessels, ships, etc. cast their anchors at the river-channel before entry to the port waiting for the tide. When tide comes, these big ships enter into the ports and later leave the ports with the ebb.

In conclusion, tide influences greatly on the communication system. Tide keeps river channel free from dirt and silts and makes the river-pit deep. For this, communication is possible through riverway. 

Ans to the question number 3

eq \o((,a) Poverty is the main reason of child labour.

eq \o((,b) Violence against women has a devastating impact on the victim’s physical and mental health as well as on the society. In many cases, the victims, who go through a severe pain, become disabled or commit suicide. They cannot lead a normal life. Therefore, the normal activities of the society are hampered.  

eq \o((,c) The problem mentioned in the stem is a road accident. The reasons behind it are given below. 

Bangladesh does not have skilled drivers in comparison to the increasing number of vehicles. Accidents are taking place as unskilled and untrained drivers are steering the vehicles. Most of the drivers are unaware of the traffic rules. For this reasons, they often drive recklessly, killing innocent people.

Many of us also don’t know about the proper use of roads. We often jaywalk. Many cross the roads and railway crossings tucking earphones and in many cases, they are hit and killed by the vehicles. Many of us also don’t use seatbelts and helmets. 

So, we can say that carelessness by pedestrians and reckless driving are mainly responsible for the accidents. 

eq \o((,d) Road accidents not only devastate the family life of a person but also make his or her social-economic and mental situation terrible.

Citing a report of the National Committee to Protect Shipping, Roads and Highways, the stem mentions that around 2,300 people were killed and about 5,500 others injured in road accidents in the last six months. This is a sharp rise from the previous figures for the same period of time. The issue is very alarming.

The effect of road accident on a person’s familial, social and economic lives is disastrous. According to a research by BUET, most of the victims who died in accidents were earning members of their families. So, the families had to suffer the most in the end. Many children in these families fail to continue their studies due to financial hardship.

In many cases, victims are crippled for life. It makes their and their families’ lives extremely miserable. Some of them even lose their mental balance. 

Again, many accident victims, failing to lead a normal life, become drug addicts or commit suicide while others start begging for a living. Some enter the dark world of crime and get involved in robbery, theft and murder.

So, we can say that road accidents not only devastate people’s family lives but also destroy their socio-economic and mental condition.         

Answer to the question no. 4
eq \o((,a) The president appoints the chief election commissioner in Bangladesh.

eq \o((,b) Impeachment is the process by which a legislative body formally levels charges against a high official of the government or the state. For example, the parliament may impeach the president in charge of violation of the constitution, or grave misconduct, or on the grounds of physical or mental incapacity. The parliament also can impeach the speaker, the deputy speaker and the ombudsman, if necessary. 

eq \o((,c) Mr. ‘X’, as seen in the stem, is a member of the parliament. He is a part of the legislature, which helps the government enact laws. 

The parliament of Bangladesh consists of 350 members, known as MPs or lawmakers, as per the 15th Amendment to the Constitution. Of them, 300 members are elected by people’s votes in as many as constituencies across the country. The other 50 seats are reserved for women. The MPs formulate laws and are entrusted with looking after the development work of their respective areas. The MPs select the speaker and the deputy speaker of the parliament. The tenure of each parliament is five years. However, the president has the authority to dissolve it anytime. The parliament also can praise or criticise the government for its actions.

The name of the parliament of Bangladesh is JatiyaSangsad. In the stem, we see that Mr. ‘X’ not only helps the government formulate laws but also praises it for good work and criticises for bad deeds. He also looks after the development work of his area. So, we can say that Mr. ‘X’ is a member of the parliament and its formation has been described above.  

eq \o((,d) In the stem, we see that Mr. ‘X’ is a member of the parliament. He appreciates and criticises the government based on its actions. These functions of MPs like him, or we can say the parliament itself, helps establish control over the administration.  
The government remains accountable to the parliament for all its actions. The parliament may praise the government for its good work and also criticise it for any wrongdoing. The parliament, in a democratic form of government, controls the government by placing no-confidence motions, postponing parliament sessions and questioning the prime minister. Any minister and even the PM are bound to vacate his or her office if the parliament no longer has its confidence on him or her. The parliament also can investigate corruption allegations against top government officials. All these functions of the parliament, in a way, stop the government, especially the administration, from doing anything autocratic. And this way, the parliament establishes control over the administration.

So, we can say that the function of Mr. ‘X’, as seen at the end of the stem, helps control the administration a big way.

Answer to the question no. 5


eq \o((,a) An assist secretary is the lowest ranked official in the central administration.
eq \o((,b) The president appoints the chief justice and other justices of the Supreme Court. The constitution also says the president shall have the power to grant pardons or suspend or commute any sentence passed by any court, tribunal or other authority.

eq \o((,c) Mrs.Shaila’s brother, as seen in the stem, is the chairman of the local Union Parishad. Its administrative functions are explained below.

A Union Parishad or union council consists of 13 members, including an elected chairman, nine elected general members and three female members from the reserved seats. 

The administrative functions of the local autonomous body include controlling the village secretary and village police, convening different meetings, preparing and submitting reports on several issues related to the welfare of the villages, settling disputes and discharging other duties given by the authorities. 

In the stem, we see Mrs Shaila’s brother ensured widow allowances and distributed high-yielding varieties of seeds, fertiliser and pure water among the villages. These activities resemble the duties of the chairman of a union parishad.

eq \o((,d) As a chairman of the institution, that is union parishad, Mrs Shaila’s brother is partially successful.

The duties of a local union parishad can be divided into two categories – mandatory and optional. Apart from the administrative work, the union parishad also maintains mass discipline, carries out public work and takes up and executes several plans for the financial development of villages.

As a chairman of the union parishad, Mrs Shaila’s brother performed his mandatory duties by distributing high-yielding seeds, fertiliser and pure water among the villager. Again, he did his optional duty by arranging allowances for the local widows. However, he has failed to catch the thieves in his area. We know that one of the basic duties of a union parishad, which is led by the chairman, is to ensure security of the villagers.

So, from the above discussion, we can say that Mrs.Shaila’s brother is not totally successful as the chairman of a union parishad.

Answer to question no 6

eq \o((,a) A Minister is the chief of the Ministry. 

eq \o((,b) The judiciary acts as custodian of the constitution. It delivers an ultimate expounding of the constitution. If there arises any confusion or any explanation is needed regarding the articles of the constitution, the judiciary comes forward to solve this.  
eq \o((,c) In the stem, the question mark indicates Deputy Commissioner. 
The Deputy Commissioner is a judge himself. He discharges settlement of criminal cases as a first class magistrate. His jurisdiction in respect of judgment includes awarding punishment for maximum two years and pecuniary fine amounting Taka one thousand only in exercise of the power entrusted to him. Besides, he settles any dispute concerning revenues himself. Thus, the Deputy Commissioner discharges his duty related to judgment. 

eq \o((,d) In the stem, the local administration of Bangladesh is mainly depicted.  The importance of local administration in the development of Bangladesh is great. 

The Divisional Commissioner, first in the stem, is one of the Principal Officers of Bangladesh Civil Service. He is a revenue officer of the Government of Bangladesh de facto. The Divisional Commissioner monitors the functions of the Deputy Commissioners. His functions include taking planning for public welfare activities and implementing the same. He has to conduct help and service related work and to take arrangement confronting natural disasters, etc. He serves as an agent to the Government of Bangladesh indeed.

The Deputy Commissioner, second in the stem, is the most prominent person in a district as all the administrative functions of a district revolves around him/her in Bangladesh’s administrative system. The Deputy Commissioner has many tasks. He helps to conduct the administrative tasks smoothly and enforces the governmental ethics by supervising work in the government offices. He maintains communication among all the government offices within the district. The Deputy Commissioner also gives decisions on criminal cases as a first class magistrate. He also maintains peace in the district by enforcing the laws of the district.
The UpazilaNirbahi Officer, third in the stem, is the administrative officer of the Upazila, who coordinates directives sent to him by the DC and other functions. He also implements all development programs of the Upazila with the cooperation of other officers at Upazila. Besides, he looks after peace and tranquillity and the administration of Upazila. 
In conclusion, the representatives of local administrations play a great role in the development of Bangladesh in discharging their duty properly.

Answer to the question no. 7
eq \o((,a) Production is the action of making or manufacturing from components or raw materials.

eq \o((,b) Economic systems are the means by which countries and governments distribute resources and trade goods and services. The systems control the four factors of production which are land, labour, capital, and entrepreneurship. Economic systems can be of four types. They are the capitalist, the socialist, the mixed and the Islamic economic system. Bangladesh has the mixed economy. 

eq \o((,c) The country where Mohan studies has socialist economy.

In a socialist economy, all the four factors of productions -- land, labour, capital, and entrepreneurship -- are owned by the state. No one has private ownership of any property and no personal initiative is allowed to establish any industries. However, the most small or nonessential enterprises can remain privately owned. In such economies, the state itself coordinates all the four factors and goes for the production. Also, the consumers can not consume anything as per their wish. The state pays the labourers according to their ability to work. This practice leads to rise in the overall production and proper distribution of resources.  

In the stem, we see that Mohan gets 1,000 Rouble as monthly scholarship and still, he can manage with that money because no one can increase the prices of essentials in the country where he studies. Also, everything in that country is controlled by the government. These features are similar to those of a socialist economy.  

eq \o((,d) In both the economies, the largest and the most important organisations are owned and controlled by the state. Apart from that, there is hardly any similarity between the economic system of our country and that the country where Mohan studies. 

Bangladesh has mixed economy whereas the country where Mohan studies has socialist economy.  

In a socialist economy, all the factors of productions are owned by the state. No one has private ownership of any property. In a mixed economy, the public and private sectors remain side by side. In most cases, "mixed economy" refers to market economies with strong regulatory oversight and governmental provision of public goods, although some mixed economies also feature a number of state-run enterprises.

A socialist economic system stipulates that all the economic activities are run on the government’s instructions. In this case, consumers have no scope to consume anything as per their wish. Also, there is no scope for achieving private profits. This helps the state ensure the proper distribution of its resources. Whereas in a mixed economy, an entrepreneur can produce and a consumer can consumer goods as much as they want. There is no limit. Under this system, the authorities pay less to the labourers to profit more. However, this system also has government-controlled industries where labourers get due wages.

So, from the above discussion, we can come to the conclusion that except for a few similarities, the economic system of our country and that of the country where Mohan studies are totally different.

Answer to question no 8

eq \o((,a) Central bank is a bank which supervises and controls the money market, monetary system and other banks of the country
eq \o((,b) The objectives of the central bank are mainly regulating the issue of the currency and the keeping of reserves, managing the monetary and credit system of Bangladesh with a view to stabilising domestic monetary value, preserving value of the Bangladeshi Taka, and promoting and maintaining a high level of production, employment and real income in Bangladesh. 
eq \o((,c) The central bank is the highest financial organisation of a country. It supervises and controls the money market. This bank is called the lender of last resort.

The central bank is called the lender of the last resort as it provides loans to the commercial banks to overcome any financial crisis. The main task of the central bank is to control credit. The credits given by the commercial banks also fall under the purview of the central bank. If the commercial banks face any financial crisis and are unable to get credit from other sources, the central bank assists the commercial banks through providing credit. That’s why central bank is called the last resort for the commercial banks to avail credit. 
eq \o((,d) The central bank is the highest financial organisation of a country. It controls the overall banking system of the country. The central bank is the only organisation authorised to introduce paper currency. The bank works also as the representative and the financial adviser of the government.
Introducing paper currency and keeping the monetary system of the country stable are the important functions of the central bank. The responsibility of keeping the internal and external value of currency stable is vested on the central bank. The central bank is mainly the bank of the government. As a representative of the government, it collects dues of the government from various sources and pays the liabilities of the government in various sectors without cost. The central bank calculates the internal and external loans of the government and performs the responsibility of its management.
The central bank is the bank of other banks. One of the main functions of the central bank is to control loans. When the commercial banks face financial crises and fail to get loans from any other source, they are compelled to seek protection from the central bank. In such a situation it acts as lender of the last resort.
The central bank performs duties as the clearinghouse of the mutual dues among various banks. The central bank maintains the specific exchange rate of the currency with other countries.
Besides the above-mentioned functions, the central bank performs some other functions. The central bank preserves i.e. gold, silver, etc. valuable metals and the earned foreign currency of the government.

In conclusion, the central bank is the highest financial organisation of a country which assists to the economic development of a country in doing the above functions.

Answer to the question no. 9
eq \o((,a) The rules of General Hussain Mohammad Ershad extended from 1982 to 1990. 

eq \o((,b) The Indemnity Ordinance was declared in 1975 by the then president of Bangladesh, Khondoker Mostak Ahmed, to save the killers of Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman from trial. Later it was ratified by the parliament in 1979 and became an act.After the Awami League formed government with Sheikh Hasina, daughter of Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, as Prime Minister, the Parliament scrapped the act on November 12, 1996.

eq \o((,c) The media where Mr Rafique worked had an enormous role in the Liberation War of Bangladesh. The newspapers and the Swadhin Bangla Betar Kendra played a leading role in this regard. The Swadhin Bangla Betar Kendra broadcast news, patriotic sons, heroic deeds of freedom fighters, events of war field and thus inspired the general people to join the Liberation War. It encouraged the freedom fighters and contributed a lot to win the war. 

eq \o((,d) Yes, the role of women like Helena Begum in the war was significant to achieve independence of Bangladesh. Women’s role in the war was glorious. Women played a vital role in the war providing the freedom fighters with shelters, food and medicine, collecting information of the enemies and nursing wounded freedom fighters. Females also directly took part in the war after having training in handling firearms and in guerrilla warfare in the training camps along with the male fighters. The participation of women, especially female students, was spontaneous in the Sangram Parishad (The Action Committee) constituted in the beginning of March 1971 in every part of the country. Nearly three lakh women lost their chastity in the hands of Pakistani occupation army. As recognition of their sacrifice, the government gave them the title of honourBirangana (the heroic woman).

Answer to the question no. 10:

eq \o((,a) Yahya Khan postponed the National Council of Pakistan in 1971.
eq \o((,b) The contribution of two socialist countries, India and the then Soviet Union (presently known as Russia), helped Bangladesh achieve independence in 1971.

During the Liberation War, Soviet Union supported Bangladesh and Indian armies, as well as the Mukti Bahini, recognising that the independence of Bangladesh would weaken the position of its rivals – the United States and China, who did not support the independence of Bangladesh. The Soviet Union accorded recognition to Bangladesh on 25 January 1972. On the other hand, India, a socialist country by its constitution, also supported Bangladesh during the Liberation War through providing shelter with a large number of Bengali refugees and military cooperation.

eq \o((,c) Sham Nazuma is comparable with the Father of the Nation of Bangladesh, Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman.
During much of the Liberation War, Bangabandhu remained imprisoned. On January 10, 1972, Bangabandhu returned to Bangladesh heroically as hundreds of thousands of people gathered at the airport to welcome him. After the independence of Bangladesh, Bangabandhu became the first President of the country and later in 1972, he became the Prime Minister. Being the Prime Minister, he adopted a number of policies for the economic development of the newly independent country. During his tenure, the constitution of Bangladesh was adopted.Bangabandhu gave utmost importance to the development as the country was facing severe economic shortfalls after the damages of the Liberation War. Bringing the people out from the grip of poverty was the main objective of the plans undertaken by Bangabandhu.

The aforementioned activities greatly match with the activities of Sham Nuzuma of Namibia. Therefore, we can say that Sham Nuzuma is comparable with Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman.

eq \o((,d) If the leader of Bangladesh gets the opportunity and time like Nuzuma, he/she would perform some great deeds- is a correct statement.
We know that the Father of the Nation of Bangladesh, Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, led the Liberation War of Bangladesh and ultimately created an independent Bangladesh. Bangabandhu led this newly independent country through his charismatic leadership. The constitution of the country was adopted, and many other policies were also taken for the development of the country. However, only after three and half years of the independence, the Father of the Nation, Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, was brutally assassinated by some miscreants on August 15, 1975. With this assassination, the hope of a developed Bangladesh was also killed. 

On the other hand, Namibia’s Father of the Nation Sham Nuzuma not only led the independence of the country and also guided the economic development. He has been elected three times by the people of his country. It means that he got enough time for the economic development of the country. Sham Nuzuma has also prepared the constitution of the country and taken charge of a regional organisation named SWAPO. All these have been possible because he remained in power for a long period of time. 

In the context of Sham Nuzuma, it can be said that the Father of the Nation of Bangladesh, Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, would have also been able to ensure similar developments had he been able to stay in power. 
Answer to the question no. 11
eq \o((,a) 21st February is the International Mother Language Day.
eq \o((,b) According to political scientist Larry Diamond, democracy consists of four key elements: (i) A political system for choosing and replacing the government through free and fair elections; (ii) The active participation of the people, as citizens, in politics and civic life; (iii) Protection of the human rights of all citizens, and (iv) A rule of law, in which the laws and procedures apply equally to all citizens. These elements form the structure of fundamental democracy.

eq \o((,c) The table shows the disparity of the then West Pakistan towards the then East Pakistan in the government service. 
The table specifically points out the disparity in the number of government officers from West Pakistan and East Pakistan respectively. According to the table, there were 119 ministry officers from East Pakistan whereas the number for the same position was 954 from West Pakistan. Again, 2900 central government officials belonged to East Pakistan. But the number of West Pakistanis for this position was much higher e.g. 42000. Moreover, a similar disparity is also observed in case of gazetted officers. East Pakistan had only 1338 gazetted officers and on the other hand, West Pakistan had 3708 gazetted officers. And the disparity in the number of non-gazetted officers was even higher as the table mentions. There were 26310 non-gazetted officers from East Pakistan and 82944 non-gazetted officers were from West Pakistan.

Hence, we can say that the table mentioned above clearly shows the disparity West Pakistan maintained in relation to East Pakistan in terms of government service. 

eq \o((,d) No, I don’t think that the disparity mentioned in the stem is the only cause for the autonomy movement of the then East Pakistan. There are other causes as well.
The then West Pakistan oppressed East Pakistan (Presently Bangladesh) in all the sectors such as education, social development, government service, administration, military etc. The rulers of then Pakistan did not allocate an equal budget for West Pakistan and East Pakistan. Again, due to the policy of disparity of the rulers, the Bengalis faced much discrimination especially in terms of employment opportunities and government service. The number of government officers of East Pakistan was fewer than that of West Pakistan. Apart from this, the per capita income in West Pakistan was higher than East Pakistan. All the heavy industries were built in West Pakistan. Therefore, people of West Pakistan had more employment opportunities in the industries. Furthermore, West Pakistan wanted to establish Urdu as the only national language of Pakistan and did not want to recognise the Bengali language as one of the national languages. Almost all the people of East Pakistan spoke Bengali language, so the leaders of East Pakistan urged the rulers to recognise Bengali as the national language, a demand which West Pakistan did not accept. This also created a great discontent among the Bengalis. 

In conclusion, we can say that the policy of disparity of West Pakistan towards East Pakistan was not confined to one sector namely employment opportunities in the government service. 
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Answer to the question no. 1
eq \o((,a) Colonel (retired) MAG Osmani was made the chief commandant of the Liberation War.

eq \o((,b) The members of the Indian army who fought in favour of Bangladesh in the Liberation War are called Mitrabahini (friendly troops). They played a very important role in defeating the Pakistani army. And Bangabandhu, after returning to Bangladesh following the war, requested Indira Gandhi, the prime minister of India, to take back the troops. The Indian army members left Bangladesh in March 1972. This incident is called the withdrawal of friendly troops from Bangladesh.

eq \o((,c) The stem reflects the role of Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman in rebuilding a war-torn Bangladesh after 1971.

Bangladesh did achieve the much-desired independence, but it was almost ruined. A huge number of roads, bridges, culverts, industries, land ports and seaports were demolished. The government treasury was empty. The independent Bangladesh had no military or civil aircraft as well. The other main challenges for the newly-independent nation were the rehabilitation of one crore refugees, reconstruction of thousands of houses in the villages and urban areas, providing food, clothes, medicines and shelter to seven crore people, and restoration of law and order. However, Bangladesh overcame all these hurdles under the great leadership of one single man – Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman.

The administration, led by Bangabandhu, took some significant steps to rebuild the war-ravaged country. Those steps included drafting the new constitution, nationalisation of all industries and schools, introducing new education policy, relief distribution, taking a five-yearly financial plan and deciding the crucial foreign policies of the country. 

All these steps, as seen in the stem, helped the country, which is Bangladesh, rebuild and today, the country has seen much development. 

eq \o((,d) Yes, the political leader like “Z”, as seen in the stem, is a crying need for Bangladesh.

In the stem, we see that “Z” returned to a war-torn country after its independence and completely changed its fate. He resolved all the crises by enforcing law and order, rebuilding communications and establishing diplomatic ties with all the countries of the world. The “Z” in the stem actually indicates the greatest leader of Bangladesh, Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, who transformed the war-ravaged Bangladesh through different timely initiatives.  

Bangladesh has undergone much development after the independence but it is grappling with many problems.

Corruption, which leads to soaring prices of essentials and many crimes, is the greatest concern. The country still has to depend on foreign aids to survive. Murders, robberies and other crimes are taking place every now and then. Traffic jam is also worth mentioning the issues.

If we still had a visionary leader like Bangabandhu, things would have much different now and the issues would have been tackled much earlier. 

So, from this discussion, we can come to the conclusion that a political leader like “Z” is a crying need for any country, including Bangladesh.

Answer to the question no. 2


eq \o((,a) United Front defeated Muslim League in the Provincial Assembly Elections in March 1954.

eq \o((,b) Twenty One Point Programme is a set of demands incorporated in the election manifesto of the United Front, an alliance of the opposition political parties, to contest elections of the East Bengal Legislative Assembly in 1954 against the then party in power, Muslim League. The main demand was to recognise Bangla as the state language of Pakistan.

eq \o((,c) The city of “Q” and the event, mentioned in the stem, refer to Lahore and the historic Six-point Demand Programme.

In the stem, we see that an undisputed leader of the colony “S” comes up with some demands for its freedom at a press conference of opposition parties in the city of “Q”.

This event refers to the historic Six-point Demands placed by Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman at a press conference in Lahore on February 5-6 in 1966.

East Pakistan had been subjected to severe discrimination by the central government since the birth of Pakistan. Protesting the discriminations, the leader of East Pakistan, Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, spearheaded the historic Six-point Movement at the press conference. The demands focused on East Pakistan’s governance, defence, foreign affairs, share of foreign currency and regional security force. 

Bangabandhu and the leader, mentioned in the stem, placed the same demands including that for greater autonomy, and political and financial emancipation. 

eq \o((,d) The underlined statement of the stem is “political and financial emancipation was the main purpose of the demand and the people of the colony ‘S’ hoped for provincial autonomy.” 

The demand refers to the historic Six-point Demand Movement. The Six-point Demands made the people of East Pakistan aware of their social, political, financial and military rights. This movement boosted nationalism among the Bangalees.

East Pakistan had to face discriminations in every field, including political, financial and social, since the birth of Pakistan. The province had the most number of voters. The lion share of the state’s income also came from this province. But, the central government in West Pakistan continued to neglect the political and financial rights here. But the Six-point Movement protested the sheer discriminations and planted the seed of provincial autonomy in people’s mind.  The demands also focused on East Pakistan’s governance, defence, foreign affairs, share of foreign currency and regional security force.   

So, from this discussion, we can say that the movement highlighted the political and financial emancipation of the people of the East Pakistan. It also pitched for the autonomy of the province.

Answer to the question no. 3
eq \o((,a) President Iajuddin Ahmed declared an emergency on January 11, 2007.

eq \o((,b) Eight-point Agreement is a famous deal between the RashtrabhashaSangramParishad (National Language Action Committee) and KhawjaNazimuddin, the then chief minister of Pakistan. The agreement was inked in the face of protests that broke out after West Pakistan in December 1947 declared that Urdu shall be the state language of Pakistan. The agreement was made mainly to free all those detained over the Language Movement and table a proposal in the parliament for declaring Bangla as one of the state languages of Pakistan.

eq \o((,c) A crisis appeared in the political landscape of Bangladesh over the formation of caretaker government in 2006. President Iajuddin violated the constitution and became the chief advisor to the caretaker government. However, he had to resign in the face of demonstrations by all the opposition parties, including the Awami League. Before resigning, Iajuddin declared a state of emergency in the country on January 11, 2007. Later on January 12, Dr Fakruddin Ahmed, backed by the army, became the chief advisor. In fact, the military started running the state in disguise. The government began a depoliticisation process by arresting all the top political leaders in the name of reforms. However, that did not last long and the president had to declare the Ninth Parliamentary Election. In that election held on December 29, 2009, the Mahajote (grand alliance) government, under the leadership of the Awami League, achieved a landslide victory and formed a government.

So, from this discussion, we can say that the activities of the “another dictator” in the stem are similar to those of Dr Fakruddin Ahmed and the election is similar to the Ninth ParliamentaryElection. 
eq \o((,d) The election, mentioned in the stem, indicates the Ninth Parliamentary Election. That election was very crucial for the restoration of democracy in Bangladesh and the socio-economic development of the country.

The much sought-after election came at a time when Bangladesh was in one of its worst political turmoil. Before the election, the country experienced an emergency of nearly two years when almost all the top political leaders were arrested. A depoliticisation process was underway and all the international donors were threatening to pull out of the projects in Bangladesh because of the military ruling.

The election was important also because the government of Awami League came to power through it. The current government is ensuring that the social and economic development of the country continues unhindered. The human development indicator for Bangladesh is now improving. The present government is also working hard to transform this country into a middle-income nation by theYear 2021. In the last three decades, food production has almost tripled. Today, Bangladesh is in the third position among the garments manufacturing countries of the world. The country has also advanced a lot in the fields of education and technology under the leadership of Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina. 

From this discussion, we can say that the Ninth Parliamentary Election was very significant in the political landscape of Bangladesh.

Answer to the question no. 4
eq \o((,a) Citizen is a legally recognised national of a state. He or she enjoys some rights provided by the state and performs some duties towards it.

eq \o((,b) The responsibilities discharged by the state to protect its independence and sovereignty and the rights of the citizens are called the mandatory or prime activities of the state.

eq \o((,c) The two things, that the stem says are interrelated, are rights and duties of citizens. 

Rights and duties are closely related and cannot be separated from each other. Both go side by side. These are the two sides of the same coin. Since state protects the rights, it also becomes the duty of all citizens to be loyal to the state. It is their duty to obey the laws of the state and to pay taxes honestly. Citizens should always be ready to defend the state. Laski has rightly said that one man’s right is also his duty. It is our duty to respect the rights of others as well as the duty to use our rights in the interest of society. In a nutshell, we can say that the state cannot ensure our rights if we don’t perform our duties accordingly. It’s because rights and duties are interrelated and interdependent. 

eq \o((,d) Yes, I agree with the statement mentioned in the stem that enjoying rights by a citizen depends on performing his or her duties. The rights and duties are interrelated. 

In the stem, we see that famous Dhaka University professor RubabRuhani says at a seminar that the duties and rights of citizens are interrelated and interdependent.

We have a duty to respect each other's rights. Rights only exist if we respect this duty. For example, people have basic human rights, but they can be taken away if people around them do not respect them. Without rights, we have no duty to respect each other, and without this duty, we have no rights. It means every right has a corresponding duty. Therefore, there can be no duty unless there is someone to whom it is due. 

To make it clearer, we can say that the state cannot ensure the rights of the citizens if they don’t perform their duties. For example, the state cannot make roads, bridges and other infrastructures and carry out all its regular activities, if people stop paying taxes. The state also cannot maintain law and order if citizens don’t obey the rules. The more the citizens perform their duties the more the state can ensure their rights. So, we can come to the conclusion that the rights and duties are the two sides of the same coin and therefore are interdependent. 

Answer to the question no. 5
eq \o((,a) Local administration refers to a form of administration at local levels comprising of divisions/districts and Upazila governance.
eq \o((,b) Local autonomy means self-governance of the people in a particular area and is managed by the representatives elected by the people, who are held accountable to them. eq \o((,a) The tax which is imposed on the exported and imported goods of a country is called the customs.
eq \o((,b) The function of Bangladesh Krishi Bank is to give short, medium and long-term loans to the farmers for enhancing agricultural production. Krishi Bank gives loans for various purposes like purchasing cattle, seeds, fertiliser and agricultural instruments, installation of power-run irrigation pumps, etc. At present, besides agricultural works, this bank also gives loan for poultry and livestock farming, fishery, sericulture, fruit and flower cultivation and cottage industry.
eq \o((,c) The financial institution ‘Q’ is a commercial bank. This type of bank does many functions to assist the economic development of a country.
The functions of a commercial bank are many. One of the major functions of commercial banks is to receive deposits from people. People have different types of bank accounts to save money such as current, savings and fixed deposit. Another main job of commercial banks is to give out loans. Keeping a share of the money taken from people, the banks give the rest to businessmen and industrialists as loan. These banks also create media of exchange. eq \o((,d)  In the stem ‘P’ indicates the central bank. I do not agree with the statement, ‘Introducing paper currency and keeping the monetary system of the country stable’ is the only job of the central bank. The central bank does others functions too. 
The central bank is mainly the bank of the government. It carries out all banking businesses of the government. As a representative of the government, it collects dues of the government from various sources and pays the liabilities of the government in various sectors without cost. 

The central bank is also the bank of other banks. It also regulates and supervises their proper functioning. In addition, when commercial banks face financial crisis and fail to get loan, it saves these banks by giving loan. For this, the central bank is called the borrower of the last phase. 

The central bank performs duty as the clearinghouse of the mutual dues among various banks. It also settles inter-bank dues and liabilities among various banks through cheque. Again, the central bank maintains the specific exchange rate of the currency of the country with the currency of other countries. 
In conclusion, a central bank does the above functions apart from the functions mentioned in the stem.

eq \o((,a) Capital is a factor of production which is not directly consumed, but more production is made by utilising it, such as machinery, factory, building used in the work of production, money, etc.
eq \o((,b) The process of using the utility of any goods to meet the need of man is called consumption. For example, man gratifies hunger by eating food. So man consumes food. But if food is destroyed for any reason it would not be consumed. If it is used to meet the want of men, it would be called ‘consumption’.
eq \o((,c) In the above stem, the socialist economic system is prevailing in country ‘B’. In a socialist country like ‘B’, production, distribution and consumption as well as all the economic activities are run by the state in a planned way.

In a socialist economic system, the state integrates the four factors of production through this organisation and gives guidance to the production activity and conducts according to an overall central planning. The government takes basic decisions for producing goods and imparting services to the citizens in a socialistic economic system. 

Which goods would be produced in what amount and when and in what process the goods would be sold to whom are decided by the government. 

All these decisions are the part of the central planning.So, the characteristics of the economic system of country ‘B’ have similarity with the socialist economic system. 

eq \o((,d) The economic systems prevailing in countries ‘A’ and ‘B’ in the stem are capitalistic and mixed economic systems respectively. More exploitation of labour is seen in capitalist country than mixed economic country. 

In the capitalist country, all the factors of production remain under private ownership. No government control is there. As a result, the capitalist wants to get maximum income from production. To produce and supply goods at a low price and earn a huge profit,  they do not give due wages to the labourers. The money they get in exploiting the labourers is their extra profit. Thus the capitalists exploit labourers. On the other hand, in a mixed economic system, the factors of production remain under private as well as state ownership. Here, exploitation of labourers is also seen. But, as there are also government institutions which work for the welfare of the citizens, fair wage of labourers is ensured in these institutions.

In conclusion, exploitation of labour is seen less in a country where mixed economic system prevails.

eq \o((,a) Fatwa is a concept of violence administered towards a woman through wishful judgment in the rural areas.  Influential people administer judicial proceeding according to their own will which is inconsistent with the country’s existing law. 

eq \o((,b) AIDS stands for Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome:

· Acquired means you can get infected with it;

· Immune Deficiency means a weakness in the body's system that fights diseases.

· Syndrome means a group of health problems that make up a disease.

AIDS is caused by a virus called the Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV). If you get infected with HIV, your body will try to fight the infection. It will make "antibodies," special immune molecules the body makes to fight HIV.

eq \o((,c) The above stem presents a picture of child labour that is most prevalent among the underage children in our society. As the nine-year-old boy Kismot is engaged by his rickshaw-puller father in doing work as a ‘Tempo’ helper, many such underage children in the society are forced to join hazardous works by their parents to maintain their family when they are supposed to go to school for study or play with friends. The poor economic condition is the first and foremost reason for persisting child labour in the country.  Besides, the employers also get interested in keeping children in the job as it is lucrative for them to have work done through child labourers costing less rather than spending more by engaging adult workers. 

eq \o((,d) No, I do not agree with the observation that ‘The children’s right in the constitution of Bangladesh’ is the only way to prevent child labour that is shown in the stem. The constitution of Bangladesh has recognised the fundamental rights of all citizens including children. The constitution’s part ‘Fundamental Principles of State Policy’ has emphasised taking steps for compulsory primary education for all children and special measures for physically handicapped and mentally disabled children. But to eradicate child labour for the development of children’s lives what more things are to be done are to raise public awareness of the social problem, to do works to ensure economic self-sufficiency in the families so that such underage children are not to be sent to work pushing their future into jeopardy, to change parents’ attitude about their children’s future and to lower dependence on child labourers for domestic works. Thus it is clear that the children’s right can prevent child labour prevalent in society but that is not the only means to get out of the problem. 
Answer to the question no. 10
eq \o((,a) The main branches of the Karnaphuli river are the Kaptai, the Halda, the Kasalot, and the Rangkhiang.
eq \o((,b) The forests in Mymensingh, Tangail, Gazipur, Dinajpur and Rangpur comprise the tropical deciduous forest area. In the forests of these districts, leaves of the trees fall once in a year in the winter. Besides the shalor gozari, the koroi,bohera, hezol, shiris, horotoki, jackfruit, nimetc. trees grow in plenty. In this forest, as the shalis the main tree, it is called the shal forest.
eq \o((,c) The resource indicated in the stem is water resource. The resource is very important for our country. 

Bangladesh is an agricultural country and its agriculture is largely dependent on water resource. The amount of rain is not enough. Again, it becomes difficult to irrigate in the dry season. eq \o((,d) Proper management of water resource is very important for the economic development of our country.

The production of food is largely dependent on water.But, there is
the possibility of crop failure because of the water pollution and water crisis.For ensuring food security, management of the resource is important. The following measures should be taken for the management of water resource:

The Preservation of Environment: The rivers, ponds, canals, pools, marshes, forest and land should be preserved.
2. 
Ensuring Proper Use of Water: In the dry and winter season, the policy and strategy of using water should be implemented in the country.
3. 
Dredging Rivers Solve the Navigability Problem: The proper dredging will ensure the flow of water and the necessary supply of water for agriculture.

Excavation of Connecting Canal and Reservoir: If several reservoirs can be excavated in the northern zone of Bangladesh, it will be possible to fulfil the demand of water in the dry season.

eq \o((,a) By dividing the Equator into degrees, minutes and seconds, the lines that have been imagined throughout from the North Pole to the South Pole over each of division points are called the Meridians of Longitude or Longitude.

eq \o((,b) Bangladesh is situated, for its geographic location, at the periphery of the Indian and European plaits. For this reason, it has been in an earthquake-prone region. Earth's agitating force is active in Bangladesh for her earth's category and the internal structure. That is why the country remains in an active earthquake zone and thus earthquake is a common phenomenon here.
eq \o((,c) In the above-mentioned stem, two different places are given as ‘A’ and ‘B’.  Given, the meridian line in ‘A’ is = 120° East Meridian.And the meridian line in ‘B’  = 50° East meridian

Difference of the two places = (120° - 50°) = 70°
We know,
1° meridian line time is = 4 minutes 

Then, 70° meridian line time is = (70 x 4) minute = 280 minute which is 4 hour 40 minutes.

As both places stay in the East longitude and ‘B’s longitude is less than the ‘A’s longitude, the time of place ‘B’ will be less than that of place ‘A’.

Then, the time of place ‘B’ is = 9 pm – 4 hours 40 minutes.




= 4.20pm

eq \o((,d) The place ‘A’ is situated in the South Hemisphere whereas the place ‘B’ is situated in the North Hemisphere. The time is 22 December which is the last day of the winter solstice in the South Hemisphere. For this, winter season prevails in place ‘A’ whereas summer prevails in place ‘B’. 

Different seasonal characteristics are seen in place ‘A’ and ‘B’. When September 23 becomes over, the North Pole continues to move farther away from the sun, rather the South Pole draws nearer. Once when the Earth stays at such a place on December 22, the South Pole remains most inclined (23.5°) towards the sun. The sunlight falls lengthways (90°) towards the Tropic of Capricorn this day. On this date, the day becomes the longest and the night shortest in the southern hemisphere. The opposite thing is seen in the North hemisphere where day is shortest and night is longest.

The 22nd day of December is the last day for the winter solstice of the sun i.e. the sunrays fall lengthwise towards the Tropic of Capricorn this day. Accordingly, here the day becomes longer and the night shorter. One and a half months earlier and later since this date, the summer season occurs in the South hemisphere whereas the winter in the northern hemisphere for opposite reason.
In conclusion, seasonal variation is seen in the places mentioned in the stem. For this, two different places have different seasons on the same day.
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
