	Terms
	Explanation

	Abstract
	a. A summary of any piece of written work; b. Not concrete. A sentence is abstract if it deals with a class of things or persons; for example: 'All men are liars'.

	Allegory
	The term derives from Greek allegoria 'Speaking otherwise'. As a rule, an allegory is a story in verse or prose with double meanings; a primary or surface meaning and a secondary or under the surface meaning. It is a story, therefore, that can be read, understood and interpreted at two levels (and in some cases at three or four levels). It is thus closely related to the fable and the parable.

	Allusion
	Usually an implicit, reference, perhaps to another work of literature or art, to a person or an -event. It is often a kind of appeal to a reader to share some experience with the writer. An allusion may enrich the work by association and give it depth.

	Alliteration
	A figure of speech in which consonants, especially at the beginning of words, or stressed syllables, are repeated.

	Almanace
	A book or table which comprises a calendar of the year which shows days, weeks and months; a register of feast days and saints' days; a record of astronomical phenomena.

	Amplification
	A device in which language is used to extend or magnify or emphasize . A part of rhetoric and common in oratory.

	Analogue
	A word or thing similar or parallel to another. As a literary term, it denotes a story for which one can find parallel examples in other language and literature.

	Anecdote
	A brief account of a story about an individual or an incident.

	Antagonist
	In drama or fiction the antagonist opposes the hero or the protagonist.

	Anthology
	In classical times anthologies tended to be collections of epigrams, elegiac, etc.

	Antonym
	A word that is opposite in meaning to another word.

	Autobiography
	An account of a person's life by himself.

	Ballad
	Like ballade and ballet, the word derives from the late Latin and Italian ball are 'to dance'. Fundamentally a ballad is a song that tells a story and originally was a musical accompaniment to a dance.

	Beast epic
	An allegorical tale, often, but by no means always, long, in which animals are characters and in which the style is pseudo-epic.

	Biblio
	A number of words apart from bibliography, which relate to literature, are built on this stem.

	Bibliography
	A list of books, essays and monographs on a subject; or a list of the works of a particular author.

	Biography
	An account of a person's life and a branch of history.

	Broadside
	A sheet of paper printed on one side only and usually distributed by hand.

	Brochure
	A pamphlet or comparably short work which is stitched, not bound.

	Canto
	A sub-division of an epic or narrative poem; comparable to a chapter in a novel.

	Cento
	A collection of bits and pieces from various writers.

	Climax
	The part of a story or play (for that matter, many forms of narrative) at which a crisis is reached and resolution achieved.

	Comedy
	A light or amusing play or film usually with a happy ending.

	Copyright
	The legal right, held for a certain number of years, to print, publish, sell, broadcast, perform, film or record an original work or any part of it.

	Couplet
	Two successive rhyming lines. The couplet is one of the main verse units in Western literature and is a form of great antiquity.

	Decadence
	The term usually describes a period of art or literature which, as compared with the excellence of a former age, is in decline.

	Decasyllable
	A line of verse of ten syllables.

	Deconstruction
	The term deonets a particular kind of practice in reading and thereby, a method of criticism and mode of analytical inquiry.

	Elegy
	In classical literature an elegy was any poem composed of elegiac distichs, also known as elegiace, and the subjects were various; death, war, love and similar themes. The elegy was also used for epitaphs and commemorative verses, and very often there was mourning strain in them.

	Encyclopaedia
	The term derives from the Greek en-kyklios 'cercular' or 'general' and paideia 'discipline' or 'instruction'. Though not known to classical writers, the term embraced that 'circle' of instruction which included grammar, rhetoric, music, mathematics, philosophy, astronomy and gymnastics.

	Epic
	An epic is a long narrative poem, on a grand scale, about the deeds of warriors and heroes. It is a polygonal, 'heroic' story incorporating myth, legend folk tale and history. Epics are often of national significance in the sense that they embody the history and aspirations of a nation in a lofty or grandiose manner.

	Episode
	Two meanings may be distinguished: (a) an event or incident within a longer narrative; a degression; (b) a section into which a serialized work is divided.

	Folk song
	This kind of song belongs to oral tradition and is thus passed on from mouth to mouth. It is a communal form of expression and appears to be universal.

	Folk tale
	Like the folk song many folk tales belong to oral tradition.

	Glossary
	An alphabetical list of unfamiliar or difficult words and phrases. Sometimes appended to the edition of a particular text.

	Homonym
	A word having the same sound and spelling as another, but a different origin and meaning, e.g. rest 'repose'/rest 'remainder'.

	Homophone
	A word which is pronounced the same as another but has a different spelling and meaning. e.g. foul/ fowl, wood /would, pearl / purl.

	Idiom
	A form of expression, construction or phrases peculiar to a language and often possessing a meaning other than its grammatical or logical one.

	Lyric
	The Greeks defined a lyric as a song to be sung to the accompaniment of a lyre (lyra). A song is still called a lyric (the songs in music are known as lyrics) but we also use the term loosely to describe a particular kind to poem in order to distinguish it from narrative or dramatic verse of any kind.

	Manifesto
	A public declaration, usually of political, religious, philosophical or literary principles and beliefs. Literary movements are also given to publishing manifestos.

	Monologue
	A term used in a number of senses, with the basic meaning of a single person speaking alone with or without an audience.

	Novel
	Derived from Italian novella “tale, piece of news' and now applied to a wide variety of writings whose only common attribute is that they are extended pieces of prose fiction.

	Play
	A dramatic work designed to be presented on a stage (or in a television studio) and performed by actors and actresses.

	Poetry
	It is a comprehensive term which can be taken to cover any kind of metrical composition.

	Preface
	An introduction to a literary work.

	Pseudonym
	A name other than his own taken by a writer. Also known as pen-name and a noom de plume.

	Renaissance
	The period in the 14th, 15th and 16th centuries during which there was a renewed interest in art and literature, inspired by a fresh study of ancient Greek art, ideas, etc.

	Sonnet
	A poem with 14 lines, each of 10 syllables and a fixed pattern of rhyme.

	Synonym
	A word similar in meaning to another. It is rare to find an exact synonymous meaning.

	Tale
	A narrative, written (in prose or verse) or spoken, when in prose, barely distinguishable from a short story. If there is a difference, then a tale perhaps suggests something written in tone of voice of someone speaking.

	Thriller
	A novel, play or film with an exciting plot, especially one involving crime.

	Tragedy
	A serious play with a sad or unhappy ending.
