A pioneering study by Donald Appleyard made the astounding discovery that a sudden increase in the volume of traffic through an area affects people in he way that a sudden increase in crime does. Appleyard observed this by finding three blocks of houses in San Francisco that looked much alike and had the same kind of middle-class and working-class residents, with approximately the same ethnic mix,. The difference was that only 2,000 cars a day ran down Octavia Street (LIGHT’ street, in Appleyard’s terminology) while Gough Street (MEDIUM street)was used by 8,000 cars daily and Frainklin Street (Heavy street) had around 16,000 cars a day. Franklin Street often had as many cars in an hour as Octavia Street had in a day. 

Heavy traffic brought with it danger, noise, fumes, and soot, directly, and trash secondarily. 

That is, the cars didn’t bring in much trash, but when trash accumulated, residents seldom picked it up. The cars Appleyard determined, reduced the amount of territory residents felt responsible for. Noise was a constant intrusion into their homes. Many Franklin Street residents covered their doors and windows and spent most of their time in the rear of their houses. Most families with children and already left.

Conditions on Octavia Street were much different. Residents picked up trash. They sat on their front steps and chatted with neighbours. They had three times as many friends and twice as many acquaintances as the people on Franklin.

On Gough Street, residents said that the old feeling of community was disappearing as traffic increased. People were becoming more and more preoccupied with their own lives. A number of 

families had recently moved and more were considering. Those who were staying expressed deep regret at destruction of their community.

Rachel Carson was born in 1907 in Springdale, Pennsylvania, She studied biology at college and zoology at Johns Hopkins University, where she received her master’s degree in 1933. In 1936, she was hired by the U.S. Fish and wildlife Service, where she worked most of her life. 

Carson’s first book, Under the Sea Wind, was published in 1941. It received excellent reviews, but sales were poor until it was reinsured in 1952. In that year she published The Sea Around Us. which provided a fascinating look beneath the ocean’s surface, emphasizing human history as well as geology and marine biology. Her imagery and language had a poetic quality. Carson consulted no less than 1,000 printed sources. She had voluminous correspondence and frequents discussions with experts in he field. However she always realized the limitations of her no technical readers. 

In 1962, Carson published Silent Spring, a book that sparked considerable controversy. It proved how much harm was done by the uncontrolled, reckless use of insecticides. She detailed how they poison the food supply of animals, kill birds and fish, and contaminate human food.

At the time, spokesmen for the chemical industry mounted personal attacks against Carson and issued propaganda to indicate that her findings were flawed. However, her work was vindicated by a 1963 report of the president’s science Advisory Committee.
