Walt Whitman, born in New York in 1819, was one. of America's unusual literary figurers. An individualist, he rambled through the countryside seeing people & places & making them his own. His experiences at earning a living were varied : times in his life he was a " printer, a teacher, a carpenter, a nurse, & a newspaper editor. He was a bighearted man, open & accepting. He gave freely of his time by caring for the wounded during the Civil War.
