English
Early French visitors to the wilderness of the Lower Mississippi Valley were impressed by the hostility of the Natchez Indians. The LaSalle voyagers, who in 1682 stopped beneath the steep bluff on which the tribe resided, were sure that the Indians were plotting “some evil design and were “resolved to betray and kill us”. Jesuits journeyed to the Natchez villages soon after the birth of the Louisiana colony at Biloxi in 1699, but so fruitless was their work that the mission was abandoned eight years later. The priests were shocked by the “barbarous” and “vicious” natives. Whether the Natchez were more unreceptive to the Gallic ways than were neighboring Indians is moot, but certainly the French encountered in them a strong and unusual tribe.
