Pundits persist in arguing that present information technology (IT) is different in kind from earlier technologies, and will therefore have vastly different economic consequences. The first distinguishing characteristic is its sheer pervasiveness. Not only can it be applied across all sectors of the economy, but it can affect every function within a farm. To take just a few examples, IT can improve the performance of a tractor on the farm, the design, manufacture and marketing of a car, and diagnosis as well as administration in health care. Unlike steam power or electricity, IT can be both an input and a final product: it is capable of revolutionising the production and distribution of other industries and services, and also offers a vast range of new products and services of its own.

A 2nd important feature is the sharp decline in the price of computer-processing power, which has fallen by an average of around 30% a year in real terms over the past couple of decades. On one estimate, computer power now costs only one-hundredth of 1% of what it did in the early 1970s. Most experts expect prices to continue to drop rapidly for at least the next decade. If cars had developed at the same pace as micro-processor over the last decades, a typical car would now cost less than $5 and do 250,00 miles to the gallon.
