Bangabandhu and Bangladesh are essentially the
same name; one could not have existed without the
other. The dreamer of an independent Bangladesh,
Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman was born on
17 March, 1920 at Tungipara village of Gopalgonj.
Before 1971, many dreamt of independence, sought
to materialize the dream but none could give a
complete shape to that dream. It was Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman who completed the task like an
architect.
