Bangabandhu the father of the nation

Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur (1920-1975) Father of the nation and first
president ofBangladesh (26 March 1971 to 11 January 1972). Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman was born on 17 March 1920 in the village Tungipara
under Gopalganj subdivision in the district of Faridpur. His father Sheikh
Lutfar Rahman was a serestadar in the civil court of Gopalganj. Mujib,
the third among six brothers and sisters, had his primary education in the
local Gimadanga School. His early education suffered for about four
years due to eye problems. He passed his Matriculation from Gopalgan;
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Missionary School i 1942, Intermediate of Arts from Calcutta Islamia
College in 1944 and BA from the same college in 1947.Bangabandhu
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman headed the first government of the post-
liberation Bangladesh for a short period of three years and a half.
Starting from scratch his government had to deal with countless
problems of a war ravaged country. Under the Ileadership of
Bangabandhu, the state-building and nation-building took off the ground
covering all important fields. Restoring law and order, recovering illegal
arms, rehabilitating the mukhtijoddhas, rebuilding the communication
system, saving lives of the people hostile to the War of Liberation from
the public wrath, and, most importantly, feeding the hungry millions and
many others were the formidable challenges before his government. A
group of disgruntled army adventurers assassinatedhim on 15 August
1975 along with all his family members present.

Life of Village Boy

A boy who lives in village is called a village boy.
Life in a village is friendly, simple and easy. Boys in
the village can have more scope for natural pastime
which cannot be expected in the city life, Most of
the people living in the villages are poor but there
are some people who are of the rich and middle
classes. So the poor people in the village lead a
different life from the rich and middle class people.
In the same way poor village boys lead their lives
differently from the boys who were bom in rich
and middle class families.

A poor village boy starts his morning going to field
with his father while a village boy from rich and
middle class family starts his morning going to
school or studying at home. The poor village boys
are deprived of basic education, have lack of proper

clothes and care of their parents. As their parents
lead miserable lives, they also lead miserable lives.
Uneducaled and poor parents cannot send their
sons in schools. Boys from rich and middle classes
80 to schools and complete the study learning to
different teachers. In the afternoon all village boys
get changes in playing different kinds of outdoor
and indoor games. They enjoy the quite and calm
weather which is rarely found in city lives. The
village boys return home before sunset. Going
home some slart reading, some take food and some
80 sleeping. Educated parents in the village teach
the village boys in the evening but those who are
not educated cannot teach them.

Lives of village boys are totally different from those
of town boys. Village boys are very close to the
nature, intimate with people who are their relatives
and neighbours. They have close relationship with
the lands. They are easy going and co-operative.
They understand their parents inability and poor
condition and have sympathy to their near and
dear ones. They try to remain happy with what
their parents have. They remain busy from the
morning to sunset in doing different things.
